FIVE THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW
• UVa and UNC will be playing for the 118th time - which is 
tied for the third-longest rivalry in FBS history.
• UVa and UNC played  in Chapel Hill for the first time in 1919 
and the series has been played continuously every season 
since.
• With six interceptions, UVa’s Anthony Harris is in a two-way 
tie for No. 2 in the nation with Tulane’s Lorenzo Doss. Harris 
leads all players from BCS conferences with his six picks.
• This season UVa has started four true freshmen on defense 
(Donte Wilkins - DT, Max Valles - OLB, Zach Bradshaw - OLB, 
Tim Harris - CB) and two on offense (Eric Smith - OT, Keeon 
Johnson - WR). Of UVa’s 85 scholarship players, 55 are 
freshmen and sophomores.
• WR Darius Jennings (99) & WR Tim Smith (94) are on the 
verge of becoming the 17th & 18th Cavaliers to record at least 
100 career receptions.

VIRGINIA, NORTH CAROLINA SQUARE OFF IN THE SOUTH’S OLDEST RIVALRY
• Virginia and North Carolina will meet for the 118th time in the South’s Oldest Rivalry, a series that was first 
played in 1892.
• The Cavaliers have faced the Tar Heels more than any other school (117). Virginia Tech is next at 94 games.

VIRGINIA VS. NORTH CAROLINA
• Virginia trails the all-time series with North Carolina, 59-54-4, and trails the series in Chapel Hill, 30-12-3.
• There is a difference in the series record between the two schools because of the game in 1956 that North 
Carolina forfeited for using an ineligible player. All of UNC’s games in 1956 were forfeited by conference ation.
• Saturday’s game will tie the rivalry for the third longest series in Football Bowl Subdivision history; it was 
the seventh series in NCAA Football Bowl Subdivision history to reach 100 meetings with the 1995 game.
• The two schools have met every season since 1919 and there have been only four seasons since 1900 when 
they did not meet (1906, 1909 and 1917-18, when football was postponed at both schools because of World 
War I).

KEEPING THE UNC OFFENSE IN CHECK
• Since 1979, North Carolina has scored more than 27 points against UVa five times (1997, 2001, 2010, 2011, 
2012), including the last three meetings. In contrast, the Tar Heels topped 27 points seven times from 1970-
78.
• Also since 1979, the Tar Heels have managed to score more than three touchdowns four times (six in 1997, 
five in 2010 and four in 2002 & 2011). 

UVA’S MOSES PARTS HAWAIIAN WATERS TO SAVE BRYN RENNER’S LIFE
• In 2008, UVa’s Morgan Moses and UNC’s Bryn Renner were teammates in the inaugural Hawaii/Polynesia-
Mainland Bowl in Honolulu; Renner’s father Bill, was a coach for the all-star game.
• Renner had arrived in Hawaii dealing with a separated shoulder and, as he paddled out during a group out-
ing to the beach, he felt the joint dislocate in his shoulder when a wave hit him. 
• Moses was the only other person in the vicinity, the offensive tackle jumped into action and was able to 
grab the visibly pained quarterback and dragged him to shore and to safety.
• Recounting the story at ACC Kickoff in July, Renner said “I don’t know what I would’ve done. It was just me 
and him. I owe him a lot. My mom was there, too, and she was crying and saying, ‘Thank you so much, 
Morgan.’ ”

Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni 
to refer to the University dating as far back as Thomas 
Jefferson. “Campus” is never used.

First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: 
Instead of freshman, sophomore, junior, senior. Why you 
may ask? To be a “senior” implies that a person has 
reached the final phase of learning, a feat that Thomas 
Jefferson believed to be impossible, arguing instead that 
education is a life-long process.

Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent 
states of the United States of America that officially uses 
the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word state in 
all references.  The other three commonwealths are 
Kentucky, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania.

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THE MOST OFFENSE TYPICALLY WINS 
• In UVa vs. UNC games since 1940, the winning team has out-rushed the loser 55 of 70 times, with one game 
featuring the same yardage for both.
• The winning team has had more offense 56 times and has been outgained just 14 times since 1940. UVa was 
the most recent team (2011) to outgain UNC and lose (468-401).
• The loser has outgained the winner just seven times since 1975, but it has happened five times in the last 12 
years, including in 2007, 2008 and 2011. 
 
... ON THE GROUND
• Since 2006, the Tar Heels have averaged 121.7 rushing yards per game vs. the Cavaliers, with UVa winning four 
of the last seven meetings.
• Since 1996, UNC has scored only 10 rushing touchdowns with two coming in 1997 and 2011. In contrast, UVa 
has scored 27 times on the ground in that span. 
• In the last 17 games, UNC’s offense has scored 35 touchdowns, with 22 coming in five games (1997, 2002, 
2010 , 2011, 2012), while the defense has scored seven touchdowns (all on interceptions).
 
TURNOVERS MAKE A DIFFERENCE
• Since 1982, the Cavaliers are 15-2-1 when committing fewer turnovers than the Tar Heels. The losses occurred 
in 1995 and 2001, while the tie was in 1984.
• Over the last five years, North Carolina has committed nine turnovers, while UVa has committed 10 (five of 
which were INTs in the 2010 meeting).
• North Carolina is 7-2 vs. Virginia when committing fewer turnovers. 
• There have been four games since 1982 where each team committed the same number of miscues and 
Virginia has won three (1985, 1988, 2003).
 
LAST MEETING: 2012 (UNC 37, @UVA 13) 
• Darius Jennings caught a touchdown pass at the 8:42 mark in the second quarter to pull UVa within four 
points, 14-10, but North Carolina went on a 23-3 run to close out the 37-13 Tar Heel victory on ESPN’s Thursday 
Night Football.
• UNC’s Quinshad Davis tied a UVa opponent record in receptions in a game with 16, while also collecting 178 
yards rushing. UNC’s Bryn Renner completed 29-of-36 passes for 315 yards and three touchdowns.
• Jennings caught three passes for 24 yards and the touchdown for UVa in the losing cause. Kevin Parks rushed 
12 times for 53 yards. Anthony Harris had a career-high 14 tackles to lead all players.  
 
JON TENUTA RETURNS TO CHAPEL HILL
• UVa associate head coach for defense and defensive coordinator spent the 2001 season at North Carolina as 
its defensive coordinator and defensive backs coach. While in Chapel Hill Tenuta had such pupils as former Tar 
Heels Julius Peepers, Ryan Sims, David Thorton, Dexter Reid and Michael Waddell.   
 
UVA WALK-ON SUCCESS
• With the emergence of true freshman walk-on Daniel Hamm, who came of the bench to rush for a game-high 
136 yards and two touchdowns against VMI in his collegiate debut, and center Jackson Matteo, who against 
Ball State became the first UVa walk-on to start on the offensive line since Isaac Cain (TCU) in 2009, it’s a 
reminder of the walk-on success UVa has had over the years.

• OT Morgan Moses and DT Brent Urban earned early 
invites to the Reese’s Senior Bowl which will be played 
on Jan. 25, 2014 at Ladd-Peebles Stadium in Mobile, Ala. 
• Early selections to the Senior Bowl are honors given to 
the top players in the country at his position. 
• UVa has had at least one Cavalier play in the Senior 
Bowl every year since 2009. 
 
BREAKOUT ARTISTS: JENNINGS & SMITH GO WILD
• Wide receivers Darius Jennings and Tim Smith 
established a first in UVa history, two Cavaliers catching 
at least 10 passes in the same game, when they did so 
against Georgia Tech. 
• Jennings had a career-high 13 catches and Smith 
registered a career-high 10 receptions.
• The outing was a stark comparison to the previous 
four games (Pitt, Ball State, Maryland, Duke) when they 
combined for seven catches for 158. 
• Jennings (119 yards) and Smith (151 yards) also 
established career highs in receiving yards and were the 
first UVa duo to each record over 100 yards receving in 
the same game since Jennings and Perry Jones did so 
against Louisiana Tech last season.
 
WATFORD PUTS HIS NAME IN THE UVA  
RECORD BOOK
• Quarterback David Watford broke Matt Schaub’s UVa re-
cord for pass completions in a game when he completed 
43 passes against Georgia Tech. Schaub’s record of 41 
stood 10 years. Schaub completed 41 passes against NC 
State in 2003 and against Georgia Tech in 2002.
• The 43 completions broke Georgia Tech record for most 
completions by an opponent of the Yellow Jackets, 
another mark that Schaub had previously held with two 
others – Danny Kanell (Florida State) and Rusty LaRue 
(Wake Forest).
• The 43 completions are the sixth-most in the nation 
this season.
• Watford has 191 completions this season and his 23.0 
completions per game is No. 1 in the ACC and No. 13 in 
the nation.
• Watford needs to average 27.00 completions per game 
the rest of the season to match Schaub’s UVa season 
record of 288 completions.
• Watford is 15 completions away from matching Michael 
Rocco’s UVa sophomore record of 222 completions.
• Watford’s 61 attempts against Georgia Tech were also a 
UVa record for a game, breaking Schaub’s record of 58 set 
against Georgia Tech in 2002. 
• For the game, Watford completed his passes at a .704 
percent clip.
• The Georgia Tech game Watford set a career high in 
passing yards with 376, the fourth-most in a game by a 
UVa quarterback. 
 
UVA HAS SECOND-FEWEST SENIORS IN NATION
• Virginia has only eight seniors on its roster, which ranks 
tied for the second-fewest in the nation with UCF and 
behind South Carolina (5). 
• UVa also has the most underclassmen on its depth 
chart in the nation with 36.

• Virginia has has five student assistants currently on 
staff.
• Pablo Alvarez, Adam Caplinger and Tim Cwlina will not 
play due to medical reasons in 2013.
• Due to offseason surgery, Sean Cascarano is currently 
not participating and also helping out as a student 
assistant.
• Also on that list of student assistants is Jacob Rainey, 
a freshman who will assist offensive coordinator Steve 
Fairchild with the quarterbacks. 
• Jacob Rainey, a quarterback from Woodberry Forest in 
Virginia, had his right leg amputated after a freak injury 
in a scrimmage in 2011.
• Rainey suffered a dislocated right knee, but while he 
was hospitalized the news got far worse. An artery in his 
lower right leg had been severed, cutting off circulation. 
Over the next week, Rainey underwent four surgeries as 
doctors tried to save his leg. They were unsuccessful.
• A week after Rainey was tackled on a routine play, doc-
tors amputated his right leg above the knee.
• As word of Rainey’s ordeal spread, he was inundated 
with letters and gifts from well-wishers, including 
Alabama football coach Nick Saban, Green Bay Packers 
linebacker Clay Matthews and current New England 
Patriot Tim Tebow, who was quarterback for the Denver 
Broncos at the time.
• Tebow reached out to Rainey and wanted to meet in 
person. On Dec. 24, Rainey, along with his father and 
older brother, attended the Broncos’ game in Buffalo as 
Tebow’s guests.
• Rainey’s experience and inspiring story was docu-
mented an episode of ESPN’s series E:60.
• The Woodberry Forest quarterback returned to the field 
in 2012 and played with a prosthetic leg, throwing two 
touchdowns on nine passes.

• Seniors Luke Bowanko, Jake Snyder and Rijo Walker 
have been selected by their peers as captains of the 2013 
football season.  
 
NOTING THE UVA SCHEDULE
• UVa has eight home games on the schedule for the first 
time in program history. 
• UVa played one of the toughest opening two weeks in 
FBS football, hosting BYU and No. 2 Oregon.
• According to Phil Steele, UVa’s overall schedule entering 
2013 is No. 27 in the nation for toughest and No. 2 in the 
ACC, behind only Pitt (24).

HAMM AND PARKS HAVE CAREER DAYS VS. VMI 
• True freshman walk-on Daniel Hamm (136) and junior Kevin Parks (135) became the 
28th rushing duo in UVa history to each rush for at least 100 yards in a game when the 
pair did so against VMI. 
• Parks set a career-high with 204 all-purpose yards (69 receiving).
• While both players recorded career highs rushing, it was Hamm who stole the show. His 
136 rushing yards broke Parks’ (114) previous UVa record for rushing yards in a collegiate 
debut. Parks set his standard as a redshirt freshman against William & Mary in 2011.
• The VMI game was the first time Virginia had two players eclipse the 100-yard barrier 
since 2005 vs. Temple (Jason Snelling and Wali Lundy). 
• The VMI game was also the first time UVa had a pair of running backs each score two 
rushing touchdowns in a game since 2005 vs. Temple (Jason Snelling and Wali Lundy). 
 
PARKS REGISTERS ONE OF THE BEST FROSH. & SOPH. COMBINED RUSHING 
SEASONS IN PROGRAM HISTORY
• Junior Kevin Parks is in his first season as the starting running back for UVa, entering 
2013 with two career starts to his credit.
• Parks rushed for 1,443 yards during his first two seasons at UVa.
• Of all the stellar running backs to walk the Grounds at UVa, only Wali Lundy (1,755) 
rushed for more combined yards than Kevin Parks through his freshman and sophomore 
seasons at Virginia.
• Parks also is No. 4 among UVa running backs with 35 career receptions through his first 
two seasons in the program.  
• With 2,139 career rushing yards, Parks is No. 14 among active FBS players who are not 
seniors and No. 32 among all the nation’s running backs.

• TE Jake McGee and current Seattle Seahawks’ starting 
quarterback Russell Wilson both are graduates of 
Richmond’s Collegiate School.
• When Wilson graduated and left to play for current 
UVa associate head coach of offensive and tight 
ends coach Tom O’Brien at NC State, McGee was the 
quarterback that replaced Wilson at Collegiate for the 
2007 season.

• Brent Urban is No. 1 in the nation among defensive linemen with 1.3 pass breakups per game. His mark is tied 
for No. 21 overall and No. 2 in the ACC. His eight pass break ups are also the most by a non-defensive back. Urban 
missed most of the Maryland game and the entire Duke, Georgia Tech and Clemson games with injury.
• Virginia’s defense produced back-to-back efforts that resulted in limiting VMI (79) and Pitt (199) to fewer than 
200 yards of total offense. UVa hadn’t accomplished that feat in back-to-back weeks since 1972.
• When the feat was last done in 1972, UVa held Vanderbilt to 188 total yards and VMI to 122 total yards. 
• Virginia had seven sacks at Pitt, its most in a game by UVa since registering nine against Duke in 2006.

• Harris posted 11 tackles, including three solo stops, recorded one quarterback sack, blocked a punt and inter-
cepted a pass in UVa’s season-opening 19-16 victory against BYU. Harris’ blocked punt in the third quarter set up 
Virginia’s first touchdown.
• With UVa trailing 16-12 and three minutes left to play, Harris picked off a third-down BYU pass, returned it 10 
yards and then pitched the ball to linebacker Henry Coley, who ran another 23 yards. Virginia scored the winning 
touchdown on the next play.  
• Harris also was awarded a “Helmet Sticker” by ESPN’s Lou Holtz.

TENUTA GIVING UVA’S DEFENSE AN AGGRESSIVE MAKEOVER IN 2013
• Virginia’s new associate head coach for defense and defensive coordinator Jon Tenuta is a UVa alum and look-
ing to bring an aggressive makeover to the Cavaliers.
• UVa over the past five seasons has the sixth-worst turnover margin in the nation. In 2012 UVa recorded only 
four interceptions, the fewest by a Virginia Cavalier team since the birth of the forward pass. 
• Tenuta said prior to the season that “we want to create problems for the front five and never let the quarter-
back set his feet in the passing game.”
• UVa over the past few seasons have been near the bottom nationally in turnover margin and sacks per game 
– Tenuta wants to change that.
• Tenuta enters his 33rd season of collegiate coaching and his 17th as a defensive coordinator. He has had 
stops in the ACC, Big Ten, Big 12 and at Notre Dame and looks to create turnovers and sack numbers that have 
declined in recent years at UVa.

Below a glance at UVa nationally and in the ACC in turnover margin and sacks:

 COLEY AND MOORE SPEND SUMMER IN AFRICA
• Linebackers Henry Coley and Kwontie Moore took 
a summer class at Virginia that took them to South 
Africa in July.
• Coley and Moore paid attention to the social, eco-
nomic and environmental aspects in and throughout 
different regions of South Africa.
• From rural regions to industrial ones, the class 
conversed, ate, slept and fellowshipped with locals all 
over the region in order to fully immerse themselves 
in the culture.
• The trip included two students from South Africa, 11 
UVa students and one Ohio State student.
• The group visited schools, villages and took part in 
intellectual sharing between the groups. 
• Coley and Moore were able to do some sightseeing 
and visit some historical landmarks, museums and 
Kruger National Park. 

UVA HAS NO SENIORS STARTERS IN SECONDARY
• UVa has zero seniors in its starting secondary for the 
second year in a row after having three senior starters 
in 2011. 
• UVa in 2012 was one of three other schools (Florida 
State, LSU and North Texas) in the nation that also 
lacked a senior in their secondary. 
• UVa in 2013 has one senior on its roster that plays in 
the secondary - captain and free safety Rijo Walker is 
the backup to junior Brandon Phelps.

UVA CLOSED 2012 RANKED IN THREE & OUTS
• UVa closed out 2012 No. 15 in the nation as a 
defense forcing three and outs, posting a 4.58 three 
and out average per game.
• UVa’s opponents went three and out 55 times over 
12 games;  33.5 percent of UVa’s opponents drives 
ended in a three and out. 
• UVa was No. 3 in the ACC as Florida State led the 
nation at 47.3 percent of drives ending in a three and 
out.  
• Former NC State assistant head coach for defense 
and current UVa defensive coordinator Jon Tenuta 
helped the Wolfpack (5.08 per game) tie for No. 8 and 
Clemson (4.00 per game) was No. 20, rounding out 
the ACC in the top 20.

REPLACING GREER AND REYNOLDS
• Virginia entered 2013 having to replace linebackers Steve Greer and La’Roy Reynolds who amassed 626 career 
tackles between them from 2009-12. Greer concluded his career No. 6 all-time at UVa with 376 career tackles.
• Greer’s 376 career tackles are 237 more than the combined career numbers of all linebackers still in the UVa 
program.  Daquan Romero (57), Henry Coley (44), D.J. Hill (15), Demeitre Brim (8) and Kwontie Moore (4) 
combined had only 139 career tackles entering 2013.
• Greer and Reynolds’ 626 career tackles is almost equal to the 629 combined career tackles of every other 
returning Cavalier that started a game on defense in 2012. 
• Greer’s 376 tackles led all ACC active players at the conclusion of the 2012 season and was No. 7 among all 
active FBS players. Only Notre Dame’s Manti Te’o had more career tackles among active BCS conference players 
at the time.
• Reynolds missed 2.5 games with a hand injury and still amassed 90 tackles in 10 games. Reynolds is now a 
rookie with the Jacksonville Jaguars and was signed as a free agent.

• Watford is the seventh different UVa QB to start a game since the start of the 
2007 season. Included in that group was two games started by Vic Hall and 
two by Peter Lalich. The other 79 games over the span of six seasons have been 
started by Jameel Sewell (23), Marc Verica (22), Michael Rocco (21), David 
Watford (9) and Phillip Sims (4).  
 
WATFORD AND UVA QUARTERBACKS ARE THIRD MOST  
INEXPERIENCED CORPS IN THE NATION
• David Watford and his fellow quarterbacks trail only Florida State and Min-
nesota in regards to inexperience. 
• FSU quarterbacks have played in a combined four games and have no up-
perclassmen in its corps. 
• Minnesota’s starting quarterback is a redshirt sophomore who started seven 
games last season, the only games the Gophers quarterback corps have played 
in. They also have zero upperclassmen. 
• Watford, who appeared in 10 games off the bench for Virginia in 2011, is a 
sophomore and every other quarterback at UVa are freshmen, two redshirted 
in 2012 with Watford. UVa also has zero upperclassmen in its quarterback 
corps. 
 
WITH WATFORD ITS ALL IN THE FAMILY
• David Watford and current UVa wide receivers coach Marques Hagans are first 
cousins.
• Both played quarterback at Hampton High School in Hampton, Va., and 
Watford followed his older cousin to UVa to play quarterback.
• Hagans was the starting quarterback at UVa from 2004-05. He was wide 
receiver and kick returner in 2002 and 2003 when he was the back up quarter-
back to Matt Schaub.
• Other notable quarterbacks from the Hampton HS football family are Ronald 
Curry and Tyrod Taylor.
 
WATFORD OWNS OVERTIME WIN FOR VIRGINIA
• David Watford led UVa to an overtime victory over Idaho in 2011.
• Coming off the bench as a true freshman, Watford completed a 27-yard pass 
to fellow true freshman Dominique Terrell for what ended up as the game-
winning touchdown.
• The Virginia defense deflected a two-point attempt afterwards to solidify the 
overtime victory, 21-20.

2013 Game-by-Game
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A LOOK BACK AT COLLEGE FOOTBALL HISTORY 
ON THE GROUNDS OF UVA AS THE COLONNADES 
AT LAMBETH FIELD CELEBRATE 100 YEARS
• The colonnades at Lambeth Field turn 100 in 2013. 
The playing surface at Lambeth Field hosted Virginia 
football from 1902 until Scott Stadium opened up in 
the midst of the 1931 season on Oct. 15, 1931.
• Lambeth Field is the location where the American 
game of football that we know today, played from 
youth league all the way up to the NFL, was first 
played.
• It all started in 1909 with the death of UVa’s Archer 
Christian.
• Christian died in 1909 as a result of injuries 
sustained in a football game at Georgetown on Nov. 
13, 1909. Christian’s death highlighted 29 football 
related deaths during the 1909 season. Papers from 
all over the country carried the front-page headline of 
Christian’s death.
• Former UVa President Edwin A. Alderman and the 
father of UV athletics, William Lambeth, went to New 
York City to meet with other presidents and adminis-
trators from other big time universities to discuss how 
they could make the game of football safer.
• At the time there was legislation happening in 
Washington to make it illegal to play the game of 
football in America.
• A new rules committee that was appointed from 
that meeting in New York City included Lambeth and 
the father of American football, Walter Camp.
• Lambeth noted to the committee, which met almost 
on a monthly basis, that the two deaths he had seen 
personally were due to exhaustion. At the time there 
were no substitutions, if you came out you could no 
longer return. The original game had a lot of pulling 
and pushing. Players were not considered down until 
they really couldn’t move under the pile. Lambeth 
suggested that the game be split into four quarters, 
totaling 15 minutes a piece and that players could 
substitute back in. Walter Camp’s notes from the com-
mittee meetings credit Lambeth, in the margins, with 
these changes.
• The committee asked Lambeth to take the new rules 
back to the University of Virginia and experiment with 
them during the spring of 1910.
• On the Grounds of the University of Virginia, under 
the watchful eye of William Lambeth, a new version 
of American football, divided into four quarters was 
played for the first time in history.
• Other notable rules that were played for the first 
time that spring at Lambeth Field were: seven men 
required on the line at the time of the snap, players 
could no longer push or pull the ball carrier and the 
forward pass could now be made across the line of 
scrimmage.
• Virginia football returned to its roots at Lambeth 
Field in 2013 camp, taking part in two scrimmages on 
the hallowed ground. 

WISEMAN AND RISHER HAVE BOTH WORKED ON 
UVA’S FOOTBALL STAT CREW FOR 50+ YEARS
• Paul Wiseman and Dr. John Risher have each worked 
on the stats crew at Scott Stadium for over 50 years.
• Wiseman enters his 58th consecutive season on 
the UVa stat crew, which is tied with Toledo’s Chet 
Sullwold for the longest active streak in FBS football. 
Both men started in 1956.
• Risher began in 1963 and enters his 51st season in 
a row.
• Risher used to be Wiseman’s primary care physician 
in Lynchburg before retiring. When Risher found out 
what Wiseman did with UVa, he hounded him to plug 
him in with the stats crew too.
• Risher is UVa’s oldest living football alum. He turned 
103 on May 13 of this year. He golfed nine holes on his 
100th birthday in 2010.
• Wiseman has missed only one home game at Scott 
Stadium since he started working on the stat crew 
and that was the 2011 season-opening game against 
William & Mary.
• The William & Mary game in 2011 is the only home 
game Wiseman has missed for that matter at Scott 
Stadium since 1946.
• In April 2013, both Risher and Wiseman were recipi-
ents of this year’s “Order of the Crossed Sabre” award, 
which goes annually to someone who has contributed 
greatly to Virginia football.

Field at Scott Stadium, with its unique architectural 
design, scenic setting on the University’s Grounds and 
exceptional sight lines, is one of the nation’s finest col-
lege football settings.

Opened in 1931, Scott Stadium might be one of the 
oldest campus college football stadiums in the nation, 
but you could never tell from its appearance. Numerous 
upgrades and expansions make it a modern home for 
the Cavaliers and their fans.

Scott Stadium was the gift of Frederic William Scott 
and Elisabeth Strother Scott, and was dedicated to the 
memory of his parents, Frederic Robert Scott and Frances 
Branch Scott. 

Virginia played its dedication game at Scott Stadium 
on Oct. 15, 1931 against the Virginia Military Institute 
before a then-capacity crowd of 22,000. Prior to that 
season, the Cavaliers staged their home games at the 
University’s Lambeth Field. 

Virginia has played 436 games in the historic venue. 
UVa’s all-time record at Scott Stadium stands at 246-
178-12.

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 As Mike London prepares for his 
fourth season as the head football 
coach at Virginia, the makeup of 
the Cavalier program continues to 
change and improve.
 London will enter the 2013 sea-
son with a lot of new looks. His 
coaching staff underwent a major 
overhaul following a 4-8 finish in 
2012 and now features five new 
faces sporting a significant amount 

of major college coaching experience. London’s fourth edi-
tion of UVa football will feature new coordinators on offense, 
defense, special teams and for recruiting.
 The Virginia football program took on a dramatic new 
look in March when the George Welsh Indoor Practice Facility 
opened behind the McCue Center. The facility, that features a 
full field and end zones, allows the Cavaliers to practice and 
train without disruption from inclement weather. As part of 
the project, the team’s primary practice field received a new 
FieldTurf playing surface.
 Topping off the off-season was another top-30 recruiting 
class that featured the first five-star signee in London’s tenure 
at Virginia.
 With all of those changes, there is still one constant in 
the Virginia program - London’s desire to build a program that 
competes for championships. While the results from the 2012 
campaign were not satisfactory for London, the team featured 
a number of young players who displayed the ability to turn 
the fortunes of the Cavaliers like they experienced in 2011.
 That season the Cavaliers went 8-4 during the regular 
season, finished second in the ACC’s Coastal Division with a 
5-3 mark and played Auburn in the 2011 Chick-fil-A Bowl. 
The Cavaliers were one win from advancing to the ACC’s 
Championship game.
 The Virginia turnaround featured four games that the team 
won in the final seconds. Along the way the Cavaliers became 
the first college football program to ever win road games at 
Miami and Florida State in the same season on the way to UVa 
being ranked in the Associated Press Top-25 poll for the first 
time since the 2007 season. 
 For his efforts, London was recognized as the Atlantic Coast 
Conference’s Coach of the Year. He was also selected by the 
Fellowship of Christian Athletes to receive its 2011 Grant Teaff 
Coach of the Year Award. A total of five Cavalier players earned 
either first or second-team All-ACC honors. The 2011 team 
saw two players - CB Chase Minnifield and OG Austin Pasztor 
- receive All-America honors and CB Demetrious Nicholson was 
named a Freshman All-American.
 In the spring of 2013 OT Oday Aboushi was selected by 
the New York Jets to mark the 30th consecutive season a UVa 
player has been picked in the NFL Draft, the second longest 
streak among ACC schools.
 Since taking over the Virginia program London has worked 
tirelessly to build relationships with the University’s faculty and 
staff, alumni and former players, fans and supporters and the 
region’s high school coaches. He has made dozens of appear-
ances, spoke at clinics and been readily available to the media. 
He did not just wait for constituents to come to Virginia, he 
actively took the Cavalier program to the public.
 London embraced a groundbreaking 18-episode television 
production entitled “The Building of a Program” that gave an 
all-access look at UVa football. He has had the team hold spring 
practices and coaches clinics across the state, including in 
Virginia Beach to build support and interest in one of the state’s 
most fertile recruiting areas. 
 He quickly defined the culture for the football team by 
prescribing three basic tenets for his players:

• Go to Class
• Show Class
• Treat People with Dignity and Respect

 The results of his actions were tangible. In his first spring 
semester at UVa the team posted its best cumulative grade 
point average in 10 years and student-athletes were heavily 
involved in community service projects and outreach programs.
 While all of those things are impressive, London is the first 
to remind everyone his primary goal is to reverse the fortunes 
of the Cavalier program on the field. Success has been a big 
part of the Mike London story even prior to being named the 
39th coach in the Virginia program’s history.
 In two seasons at Richmond, London led the Spiders to a 
24-5 record. In his first year at the helm, his team went 13-3 
and won the Football Championship Series national title. The 
2009 Spider team, ranked nine consecutive weeks at No. 1 
in the FCS polls, went 11-2 and reached the quarterfinals of 
the FCS playoffs. His teams were 13-4 in the Colonial Athletic 
Association during the 2008 and 2009 campaigns.

 London’s efforts in 2008 earned him FCS National Coach 
of the Year honors from both the American Football Coaches 
Association and Schutt Sports/ American Football Monthly 
magazine. London was also honored as the Black Coaches 
Association Male Coach of the Year in 2008, beating out Mike 
Tomlin of the Super Bowl Champion Pittsburgh Steelers for the 
award. In addition to the national honors, London was tabbed 
the State Coach of the Year from both VaSID and the Peninsula 
Sports Club.
 Under London’s watch, 16 Spiders were named to the All-
CAA Football Team in 2009 after placing 12 in 2008. His first 
year at UR, nine Spiders garnered 15 All-America awards and 
six were recognized on the Academic All-Conference Team. 
DE Lawrence Sidbury was a fourth-round NFL draft pick by 
the Atlanta Falcons, while RB Josh Vaughan was a free-agent 
signee by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.
 Before returning to coach his alma mater, London spent 
six of seven seasons coaching for Al Groh at Virginia. In 2001 
London joined the UVa staff for the first time as the defen-
sive line coach. He took over the responsibilities as recruiting 
coordinator in 2002. In 2005 London left UVa to work as the 
defensive line coach for the NFL’s Houston Texas. He returned to 
Virginia in 2006 as the defensive coordinator and defensive line 
coach.
 During his tenure with the Cavaliers, he saw five defensive 
players (Chris Long, Marcus Hamilton, Chris Canty, Andrew 
Hoffman and Monsanto Pope) drafted by NFL teams. Long 
was the ACC Defensive Player of the Year in 2007, earned 
unanimous All-America honors, was the Ted Hendricks Award 
winner as the nation’s top defensive end and the second overall 
selection in the 2008 NFL Draft.
 A native of Hampton, Va., London played defensive back at 
Richmond from 1979-82. Under head coach Dal Shealy, he led 
the Spiders with six interceptions as a senior captain in 1982. 
In addition to earning all-state honors, he was chosen the 
team’s MVP and received the Spiders’ Coaches Award. In 1982, 
the Virginia Peninsula Sports Club selected him as the male 
in-state Athlete of the Year.
 London graduated from Richmond in 1983 with a bach-
elor’s degree in sociology and a year later received a degree in 
law enforcement from the Richmond Police Academy, serving 
as a detective for the street crimes unit from November of 1984 
to July of 1989. The Dallas Cowboys signed him as a free agent 
in 1983.
 London broke into the collegiate coaching ranks in 1989, 
spending two seasons with Richmond as the outside lineback-
ers coach and admissions liaison, followed by four seasons 
(1991-94) as the defensive line coach at William & Mary. 
 He returned to Richmond for two more years (1995-96) 
as the outside linebackers coach and recruiting coordinator, 
coaching All-America LB Shawn Barber, who was a fourth-
round draft pick by the Washington Redskins in 1998 and 

played 10 years in the NFL. London served as defensive line 
coach at Boston College for the 1997-2000 seasons, where he 
helped lead the Eagles to two bowl appearances. 
 London and his wife Regina, are the parents of four chil-
dren - Ticynn, Korben, Jaicyn and Madicyn. He has three older 
children, Michael, Jr., Brandon and Kristen through a previous 
marriage. The 51-year-old London was born in West Point, N.Y. 
in 1960. 
 His son, Brandon, led Massachusetts in receiving in 2006 
and finished his career as the school’s second leading receiver. 
He was signed to the Miami Dolphins active roster in 2008 after 
spending the 2007 season on the Super Bowl Champion New 
York Giants practice squad. Brandon since 2010 has been with 
the Montreal Alouettes of the CFL. One of London’s daughters, 
Kristen, played on the UVa women’s basketball team during the 
2007-08 and 2008-09 seasons. His younger brother, Paul, was a 
defensive back at UVa from 1991-95.
