ACC News & Notes
FSU, North Carolina Top 80 points

Prior to last Saturday, only one team had ever topped 80 points dur-
ing the 61-year history of the Atlantic Coast Conference. Clemson
racked up 82 points against Wake Forest in 1981. Some 32 years
later two ACC teams topped the 80-point mark on the same day as
2nd-ranked Florida State defeated Idaho, 80-14, and North Carolina
downed Old Dominion, 80-20.

ACC Teams Scoring At Unprecedented Rate
ACC teams have set league records for most 30-point games (66),
most 40-point games (43), most 50-point games (19), most 60-point
games (7), most 70-point games (4) and most 80 point games (2) in a
season. The league is currently on a pace to record its highest scoring
average (30.28) and margin of victory in non-conference games (18.5)

Pitt’s Donald Named Walter Camp
National Defensive Player of the Week
For the first time this year Pitt DT Aaron Donald was named as the Na-
tional Defensive Player of the Week by the Walter Camp Foundation,
for his play in Pitt's 17-16 win over Syracuse. Donald had 9 tackles,
including 3.5 for loss, 2 QB Hurries and contributed what proved to be
the game-winning play, blocking a PAT attempt on Syracuse’s first TD.
He becomes the 10th ACC player this year to be honored by the Walter
Camp Foundation as one of its National Player of the Week.

Pitt’s Aaron Donald Named Finalist for

Outland Trophy; Nagurski & Lombardi Awards
Pitt senior DT Aaron Donald (Pittsburgh, Pa.) has been named a
finalist for three major national awards. Donald was named a one
of the six finalists for the Outland Trophy, given annually to the na-
tion’s top interior linemen; as one of the five finalists for the Nagurski
Award, given annually by the FWAA to the nation’s best defensive
player; and as one of four finalists for the Lombardi Award, given
annually to the nation’s top lineman or linebacker. He is also a semi-
finalist for the Bednarik Award, which is given to the nation’s top
defender by the Maxwell Club.

FSU’s Joyner, Pitt’s Donald

Named Finalists for the Nagurski Award
The ACC was the only conference with two of the five finalists for this
year's Nagurski Award, which is given to the nation’s top defensive
player by the Football Writers Association of America. Florida State
defensive back Lamarcus Joyner (Ft. Lauderdale, Fla.) and Pitt de-
fensive tackle Aaron Donald (Pittsburgh, Pa.) were named as two of
the five finalists for the award.

Named Finalists for the Outland Trophy
The ACC had two players chosen among the six finalists for this
year's Outland Trophy. Pitt DT Aaron Donald (Pittsburgh, Pa.) and
Florida State senior C Bryan Stork (Vero Beach, Fla.) were named
as finalists for the prestigious award presented annually to the
nation’s top interior lineman by the Foothall Writers Association of
America.

NC State’s Ted Brown, Miami’s Vinny Testaverde:
Standout Players from ACC Schools Named to Prestigious College Hall of Fame

A pair of standout players from Atlantic Coast
Conference schools—NC State’s Ted Brown and
Miami’s Vinny Testaverde will be inducted into
the National Football Foundation and College Hall
of Fame at its annual awards banquet on Tuesday,
Dec. 10 at the Waldorf Astoria Hotel in New York
City.

Since 2006, ACC schools have had 18 former players and
coaches inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame and now
total 95 inductees.

Brown and Testaverde will be inducted as part of a the 2013
College Football Hall of Fame Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS)
Class at the 56th NFF Annual Awards Dinner on December 10,
2013, at the Waldorf-Astoria Hotel in New York City. They will be
honored guests at the National Hall of Fame Salute at the Allstate
Sugar Bowl in New Orleans on January 2, 2014 and officially en-
shrined in the summer of 2014.

Brown, a native of High Point, N.C., is one of the great running
backs in Atlantic Coast Conference history. He is still the ACC's
all-time record holder for career rushing yardage, having totaled
4,602 yards in a spectacular four-year (1975-78) career for the
Wolfpack. Brown played in an era where bowl game statistics
were not included among career totals, which would have added
an additional 399 yards, giving him 5,001 yards for his career. A
consensus All-American as a senior, Brown is the only football
player in ACC history to be named first-team All-ACC four times.
He still holds ACC career marks for most 100-yard games (27) and
most rushing touchdowns (49) and he topped 1,000 rushing yards
in three of his four seasons with the Wolfpack.

Brown becomes seventh former NC State player or coach to
be inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame joining Dennis
Byrd (2010), Lou Holtz (2009), Jim Ritcher (1998), Roman Gabriel
(1989), Jack McDowall (1975) and Buck Shaw (1972).

One of the most celebrated players in a Miami program stocked
with mythical talent, Vinny Testaverde claimed virtually every major
award during his senior season in 1986. He becomes the ninth Hur-
ricane to be inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame joining
Jimmy Johnson (2012), Russell Maryland (2011), Gino Torretta
(2009), Bennie Blades (2006), Don Bosseler (1990), Ted Hendricks
(1987), Andy Gustafson (1985) and Jack Harding (1980).

As a senior, Testaverde (1982, 1984-86) earned unanimous
First-Team All-American honors, and he won the Heisman Trophy,
the Walter Camp Player of the Year, Maxwell, Davey O'Brien and
UPI Player of the Year awards. He led the Canes to three consecu-
tive bowls, including the 1987 Fiesta Bowl National Champion-
ship game. He finished his collegiate career with more than 6,000
passing yards and 48 touchdown passes, and he still ranks in the
top five in virtually every passing category in school history. Tes-
taverde, who was a redshirt on Miami’s 1983 National Champion-
ship team, went 23-3 as a starter playing for legendary coaches
Howard Schnellenberger and Hall of Famer Jimmy Johnson.

Tampa Bay selected Testaverde as the No. 1 overall selection
in the 1987 NFL Draft, and his pro career spanned 21 seasons with
seven different teams. The 1998 All-Pro and two-time Pro Bowl
selection finished his NFL career seventh all-time in passing yards
(46,233) and eighth in touchdowns (275). The Elmont, N.Y., na-
tive currently resides in Florida where he plays an active role with
the Children’s Cancer Center of Tampa. Testaverde remains among
only four Hurricanes to have their jerseys retired at Miami.

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2013 ACC FB Game Summaries -- Nov. 23

Duke 28, Wake Forest 21

The 25th-ranked Blue Devils (9-2, 5-2) secured their first nine-win season since 1941 and moved to within one win of the Coastal Division championship
after overcoming an early 14-0 in Saturday’s ACC road game. WR Jamison Crowder had touchdown receptions of 10 and 58 yards on passes from QB
Anthony Boone, who finished with three scoring passes on the day. DB Ross Cockrell’s interception on Wake Forest’s final drive preserved the victory.
QB Tanner Price threw for one touchdown and ran for another to lead the Demon Deacons (4-7, 2-5), and SS Thomas Brown recovered and returned it
59 yards for the Demon Deacons’ first touchdown.

Pitt 17, Syracuse 16

The Panthers (6-5, 3-4) earned bowl eligibility with Saturday’s one-point road win. RB Isaac Bennett’s 5-yard touchdown run on the final play of the third
quarter to put Pittsburgh ahead, and DT Aaron Donald’s blocked extra point following Syracuse’s first touchdown of the game proved to be the difference.
QB Tom Savage passed for 218 yards and another score for the Panthers. The loss left Syracuse (5-6, 3-4) in need of a win next Saturday vs. Boston
College in order to earn bowl eligibility. Junior Jerome Smith paced the Syracuse offense with 88 yards rushing and a touchdown. It was Smith’s 11th
rushing score of the campaign, which is tied for 10th on SU’s single-season record list. Sophomore Terrel Hunt completed 18-0f-28 pass attempts for
159 yards and a touchdown.

Boston College 29, Maryland 26

PK Nate Freese’s 52-yard field goal as time expired lifted the Eagles (7-4, 4-3) to the win in Maryland’s final home ACC game. Boston College RB Andre
Williams, the nation’s leading rusher, ran for 263 yards and two touchdowns. Freese had originally missed on his game-winning field goal try, but the
Terrapins (6-5, 2-5) called timeout just before the kick to give him another chance. QB Chase Rettig threw a touchdown pass to WR Alex Amidon, while
Maryland QB C.J. Brown threw for one touchdown and ran for another score.

Miami 45, Virginia 26

QB Stephen Morris passed for 214 yards and two touchdowns in his home finale for Miami (8-3, 4-3), which snapped a three-game losing streak. RB
Dallas Crawford rushed for two touchdowns, WR Allen Hurns had 126 receiving yards and a score and WR Stacy Coley had a 62-yard touchdown catch
for Miami. Hurns recorded his fifth 100-yard receiving game of the season. DB Tracy Howard set the tone for the Hurricanes by intercepting a pass and
returning it 19 yards for a touchdown on Virginia’'s first play from scrimmage. RB Taquan Mizzell scored his first two collegiate touchdowns for the Cava-
liers (2-9, 0-7), and RB Kevin Parks rushed for 130 yards and a touchdown.

Florida State 80, Idaho 14

The second-ranked Seminoles (11-0) set a school single-game scoring record as they rolled to victory in their final home game. WR Kenny Shaw regis-
tered his first 100-yard game of the season, RB Devonta Freeman ran 60 yards for a touchdown, LB Telvin Smith turned in a 79-yard interception return
and DT Jacobbi McDaniel picked off the second pass of his career -- all of which occurred in a 42-7 first half. Florida State QB Jameis Winston complet-
ed14-of-25 passes for 225 yards and four touchdowns, and LB E.J. Levenberry capped the scoring with a 78-yard interception return with less than five
minutes remaining in the game. Already the nation’s leader in total interceptions, FSU’s defense padded those stats against the Vandals (1-10) with four
more interceptions to push their 11-game total to 23.

North Carolina 80, Old Dominion 20

The Tar Heels (6-5) won their fifth consecutive game and became bowl eligible by scoring their most points ever in a single game. QB Marquise Williams
was 20-0f-27 for 409 yards and five touchdowns. WR Ryan Switzer had two touchdown receptions and had his ACC record-tying fourth punt return

of the season for a touchdown. All four of Switzer’s touchdown returns have come in the last three games. Freshman RB T.J. Logan had a touchdown
kickoff return of 99 yards, and touchdown rushes of 1 and 63 yards en route to 241 all-purpose yards.

Georgia Tech 66, Alabama A&M 7

The Yellow Jackets (7-4) saw RB David Sims run for 111 yards, RBs Synjyn Days and Matt Connors each had two rushing touchdowns in keying
Saturday’s nonconference win over the visiting Bulldogs (4-8). Fellow RBs Zach Laskey, Robert Godhigh, Days and Connors joined Day and Connors in
combining for five short-yardage TDs in the first half. LB Quayshawn Nealy returned a fumble 18 yards for a touchdown as the Yellow Jackets assured
themselves of seven wins (or more) for the third straight season and for the 16th time in the last 17 seasons.

Clemson 52, The Citadel 6

QB Tajh Boyd threw for five touchdowns in his final home game to assure the seventh-ranked Tigers (10-1) of their third straight season with at least 10
wins. Boyd finished with 288 yards passing. RB Roderick McDowell, led the Tigers with 108 rushing yards on 21 carries, his third game with at least 100
rushing yards this season. WR Sammy Watkins passed former teammate DeAndre Hopkins to break the school record for career receiving yards with an
eight-yard reception on the first play of the game. Watkins finished the game with seven receptions for 58 yards to give him 3,071 receiving yards for his
career.

East Carolina 42, NC State 28

QB Shane Carden threw three touchdown passes and ran for two more scores to lead the visiting Pirates (9-2) in Saturday’s matchup of in-state rivals.
The Wolfpack (3-8) fell short despite the efforts of QB Brandon Mitchell, who completed 28-0f-44 passes for 312 yards and four touchdowns. Wolfpack
WR Rashard Smith grabbed seven catches for a career-high 104 yards, while WR Quintin Payton hauled in four receptions for 91 yards. Jumichael
Ramos caught five passes for 38 yards and two touchdowns, a career-high in touchdowns for the freshman.
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ACC Notes By The Numbers

4 - When North Carolina freshman Ryan Switzer
returned a punt 63 yards for a score against Old
Dominion, the Charleston, W. Va., rookie tied an
ACC single-season mark with his fourth punt
return for a score this year. Former Maryland
standout Steve Suter set the record with four
during the 2002 season. Switzer, who ranks 2nd
nationally, averaging 20.7 yards per return this
fall, tied the record with four returns for TDs in
just UNC's last three games.

4 - The number of ACC head coaches among
the 16 semifinalists for the Maxwell Awards
National Coach of the Year Award. Named from
the ACC were Boston College’s Steve Addazio,
Clemson’s Dabo Swinney, Duke’s David Cut-
cliffe and Florida State’s Jimbo Fisher.

5 - The number of 200-yard rushing games that
Boston College TB Andre Williams has recorded
this fall, an ACC single season record, to go
along with his records for rushing yardage in
the single game (339), yards in two consecutive
games (634), yards in three consecutive games
(897) and yards for a season (2,073). Williams
leads the nation in total rushing yards and rush-
ing yards per game (188.5).

8 - The number of pass interceptions for
Virginia S Anthony Harris. Harris ranks 2nd
nationally averaging 0.7 picks per game.

9 - The number of major national statistical
categories that Florida State is ranked among
the nation’s Top 5 this week. Among others,
FSU ranks 5th nationally in total defense and
2nd in passing offense. The Seminoles lead the
nation in pass efficiency defense and are tied
for 2nd in turnover margin and scoring defense
and are third nationally in 3rd down conversion
percentage.

9.46 - The average number of yards per carry
for Georgia Tech senior RB Robert Godhigh.
Godhigh has run for 1,070 yards in his career
ononly 113 carries. His per-carry average would
be an ACC career record for a minimum of 1,000
rushing yards. Former Georgia Tech A-Back
Orwin Smith currently holds the mark with a
9.19 average. Godhigh's average this year alone
is 10.9 yard per carry.

10 - The number of Walter Camp National
Player of the Week awards garnered by ACC
players this year. Pitt's Aaron Donald was hon-
ored this week as the National Defensive Player
of the Week by Walter Camp.

10 - Also the number of ACC teams that are
currently bowl eligible. Syracuse will attempt to
make that 11 this week, when it hosts Boston
College and needs just one win to qualify for
the postseason. The ACC sent a league- and

NCAA-record 10 teams to bowl games after the
2008 season.

14 - Clemson junior WR Sammy Watkins
recorded the 14th 100-yard receiving day of his
career against Georgia Tech on Nov. 14. Watkins
had 5 catches for 104 yards, including TD grabs
of 41 and 44 yards. Only Duke’s Clarkston Hines
(17), NC State’s Jerricho Cotchery (15) and
Maryland’s Jermaine Lewis (15) have had more.

24 - Among the many firsts for Duke this foot-
ball season, add this one. The Blue Devils made
their first-ever appearance in the BCS Standings,
nudging in at No. 24 this week on Nov. 24.

28 - The ACC single-season record for tackles
for loss, set in 2001 by former Maryland LB
E.J. Henderson. Pitt senior DT Aaron Donald
currently has 26.0 TFLs this season and leads
the nation in tackles for loss per game (2.4).

32 - The number of touchdown passes for
Florida State redshirt freshman QB Jameis
Winston in just 11 games this year. Winston's
total is an ACC freshman record, snapping the
old mark of 25 set by NC State’s Philip Rivers
in 2000.

42 - The number of victories Florida State head
coach Jimbo Fisher has led the Seminoles to
in less than four seasons as head coach in Tal-
lahassee. That is more wins than any other ACC
coach in their first four seasons of coaching.
Fisher has compiled a 42-10 mark with an .808
winning percentage. One more win and Fisher
will tie his predecessor at FSU, Bobby Bowden,
who holds the mark for any coach in their first
four years in the ACC, having compiled a 43-5-1
record from 1992 through 1995.

46 - The number of non-offensive touchdowns
(TDs by returns--punt, kickoff, interception,
fumble) by ACC schools this year. That's one
short of the ACC record of 47 set in 2009, when
the conference was a 12-team league.

72 - The number of years since Duke won nine
games in a season. With a 9-2 record, the Blue
Devils have a chance with at least two games
remaining to win 10 games for the first time in
school history.

80 - In the 61-year history of the Atlantic
Coast Conference only Clemson had scored 80
or more points, when it defeated Wake Forest
82-24 in 1981. Last Saturday, two teams did
it on the same day, as Florida State defeated
Idaho, 80-14, and North Carolina downed Old
Dominion, 80-20.

83 - The number of receptions for Duke junior
WR Jamison Crowder. With a minimum of two

games remaining and possibly three, Crowder,
who is averaging 7.5 catches a game, stands a
chance of challenging the ACC record for most
catches in a season of 98 setin 2007 by Kenneth
Moore of Wake Forest.

102 - The number of career passing touchdowns
for Clemson senior QB Tajh Boyd.

Terry Kinard, Tom Scott, Floyd Little and Johnny Majors;
ACC 50th Anniversary Team Members Kinard and Boomer Esiason Headline 2013 Class

Led by four members of the National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame and two members of the Atlantic Coast Conference’s
prestigious 50th Anniversary team, the ACC has announced the 2013 Class of Legends for its 9th Annual Dr Pepper Football Championship
Game, which will be played in Charlotte, N.C. on December 7.

Leading this year’s class are former Maryland quarterback Boomer Esiason (East Islip, N.Y.), Clemson safety Terry Kinard (Sumter,
S.C.), Virginia defensive end Tom Scott (Baltimore, Md.), Syracuse running back Floyd Little (New Haven, Conn.) and former Pitt head
coach Johnny Majors (Lynchburg, Tenn.).

Esiason and Kinard were both chosen in 2003 to be members of the ACC’s 50th Anniversary team, which honored the 50 best players
of the league’s first 50 years, while Kinard, Scott, Little and Majors are members of the National Football Foundation and College Football
Hall of Fame.

The Legends will be honored during this year’s Dr Pepper ACC Football Championship Game weekend. They will be honored at the ACC
Night of Legends sponsored by the Belk Bowl on Friday, Dec. 6, and on Dec. 7, during ceremonies at Bank of America Stadium for the 9th
Annual Dr Pepper ACC Foothall Championship, which will be nationally televised with either a 7:45 pm (ESPN) or 8 p.m. (ABC) kickoff.

The group of 15 former gridiron standouts from current ACC schools includes a former ACC Football Player of the Year; 10 former
All-Americas, including six first-team All-America honorees; and 12 players who combined for 97 years in the National Football League.
Twelve of the Legends were drafted into the NFL, including six first- or second-round draft choices.

In all, the collection of players combined for two national championships, five ACC Championships and one Super Bowl title.

Joining the aforementioned selections are Boston College running back Mike Cloud (Portsmouth, R.l.), who ended his collegiate
career in 1998 as the Eagles’ all-time leading rusher with 3,597 yards; Duke halfback and end Wes Chesson (Edenton, N.C.), who ended
his career with nine 100-yard receiving games, at the time the most in ACC history; Florida State guard Jamie Dukes (Orlando, Fla.), a
consensus first-team All-America for the Seminoles in 1985; and Georgia Tech tailback “Rambling” Robert Lavette (Cartersville, Ga.),
who is still the leading career rusher in Yellow Jacket history with 4,066 yards.

Completing the ACC Football Legends Class of 2013 are Miami’s Edgerrin James (Immokalee, Fla.), one of the most successful run-
ning backs in Hurricane history; North Carolina’s Ken Willard (Richmond, Va.), a second-team All-America fullback for the Tar Heels;
NC State’s famed Buckey twins, Dave Buckey (Akron, Ohio), an All-ACC quarterback, and Don Buckey (Akron), an All-ACC wide receiver,
who keyed the Wolfpack’s football resurgence in the 1970s under then head coach Lou Holtz; Virginia Tech wide receiver Andre™ Davis
(Niskayuna, N.Y.), a first-team All-America and explosive performer who was one of the leaders of Tech’s 2000 team which reached the
BCS National Championship Game; and Wake Forest quarterback Jay Venuto (Salem, N.J.), the 1979 ACC Player of the Year who led the
Deacons to wins over three nationally-ranked foes that year.

If more than one team in the same division is tied for the best
winning percentage in its Conference games then, in order to
determine the divisional champion, the procedures listed below
will be followed.

A. Two-Team Tie

1. Head-to-head competition between the two tied teams.

2. Winnning percentage of the tied teams within the division.

3. Head-to-head competition versus the team within the division
with the best overall winning-percentage (divisional and
non-divisional), and proceeding though the division. Multiple ties
within the division will be broken from first to last using the league’s
tie-breaking procedures.

4. Overall winning percentage versus all common non-divisional
opponents.

5. Combined winning percentage versus all non-divisional
opponents.

6. Winning percentage versus common non-divisional opponents
based upon their order of finish (overall conference winning
percentage) and proceeding through other common non-divisional
opponents based upon their order of finish within the division.

7. The tied team with the higher ranking in the full Bowl Championship
Series Standings following the conclusion of regular season games.
If both tied teams are not ranked in the full Bowl Championship
Series Standings, the computer ranking portion of the Standings
will be used, eliminating the high and the low computer ranking,
and averaging the remaining rankings.

8. The representative shall be chosen by a draw as administered by the
Commissioner or Commissioner’s designee.

B. Three (or More) Team Tie

(Three team (or more) tiebreaker procedure will be used to break
all ties to identify the Championship game representative. Once a
team is eliminated from the tie, the tie-breaking procedures restart
for the remaining teams. If the three (or more) team tie can only
be reduced to two teams, the two-team tiebreaking procedure will
then be applied).

1. Combined head-to-head winning percentage among the tied
teams.

2. Winning percentage of the tied teams within the division.

3. Head-to-head competition versus the team within the division
with the best overall (divisional and non-divisional) Conference
winning percentage, and proceeding through the division. Multiple
ties within the division will be broken first to last, using the league’s
tie-breaking procedures.

4. Combined winning percentage versus all common non-divisional
opponents.

5. Combined winning percentage versus all non-divisional
opponents.

6. Winning percentage versus common non-divisional opponents
based upon their order of finish (overall conferencewinning
percentage) and proceeding through other common non-divisional
opponents based upon their divisional order of finish.

7. The tied team with the highest ranking in the full Bowl
Championship Series Standings following the conclusion of regular
season games, unless the second of the tied teams is ranked within
five-or-fewer places of the highest ranked tied team. In this case,
the two-team tiebreaking procedure shall be applied between the
top two ranked tied teams. If all tied teams are not ranked in the
full Bowl Championship Series Standings, the computer ranking
portion of the Standings will be used, eliminating the high and
the low computer ranking, and averaging the remaining rankings.

Bowl Championship Series

The winner of the Dr Pepper ACC Football Championship Game will be selected to
play in the Bowl Championship Series. Unless the winner of the Dr Pepper ACC
Football Championship Game is ranked No.1 or No. 2 in
the final BCS Standings and plays in the BCS National
Championship Game, then the ACC Champion will serve
as the host team of the Discover Orange Bowl in Miami,
Fla. This year’s Vizio BCS National Championship Game
will be hosted by the Rose Bowl on Jan. 6 in Pasadena,
Calif. The BCS may also select a second ACC team, if one
is eligible for selection (Won at least nine regular season
games and is ranked among the Top 14 in the final BCS
Standings), and there is an At-Large berth available and the team is selected by
one of the four BCS Bowl Games—Discover Orange (only if the ACC Champion is
in the BCS National Championship Game), Allstate Sugar, Tostitos Fiesta and the
Rose Bowl Game presented by Vizio.

After the BCS selections, then the selection order is:

2. Russell Athletic Bowl, Orlando
3. Hyundai Sun Bowl, El Paso, Tex.
4. Belk Bowl, Charlotte, N.C.

Conditions:

1. The runner-up of the ACC Championship Game, provided, is guaranteed not to fall
further than the Hyundai Sun Bowl. The Sun Bowl will select the ACC Championship
Game runner-up in any year that team is available to them.

2. Otherwise, if the bowl does not select the team available with the best Conference
record, then it must choose a team that is within one conference win of the team
(The “One-Win Rule™) with the best conference record (ie. 5-3 to 6-2), The bowl
may take a team that has more than a one game difference, only if the team is
ranked more than five spaces above the team with the best Conference record in
the final BCS Standings.

3. If, after all bowl selections have been made, and the Kraft Fight Hunger Bowl has

Bowl Championship Series

Heading into its 16th and final year of deter-
mining the National Championship in college foot-
ball, the Bowl Championship Series (BCS) is a
five-game arrangement that is designed to match
the two top-rated teams and to create competitive
match ups among eight other highly regarded teams
in four other games.

The bowl games participating are the Tostitos
Fiesta Bowl, the Discover Orange Bowl, the Rose
Bowl Game presented by Vizio and the Allstate Sug-
ar Bowl. In addition, the BCS National Championship
Game is played at one of the bowl sites, this year at
Rose Bowl Stadium in Pasadena, Calif., on January
6, 2014.

The term “BCS conference” frequently is used
incorrectly. Actually, all 10 NCAA Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) conferences are “BCS confer-
ences” because the BCS arrangement is managed
by the commissioners of the 10 NCAA FBS confer-
ences and the director of athletics at the University
of Notre Dame. The conferences are Atlantic Coast,
The American Athletic Conference, Big Ten, Big 12,
Conference USA, Mid-American, Mountain West,
Sun Belt, Pacific-12, and the Southeastern.

Ten, SEC and Pac-12) have earned annual auto-
matic qualification for the 2010-13 seasons by vir-
tue of contracts to host the bowl games, and/or by
having met a four-year metric based on competitive
results (The ACC champion plays in the Discover
Orange Bowl, the Big Ten and Pac-12 champs in
the Rose Bowl presented by Vizio, Big 12 in the
Tostitos Fiesta Bowl and SEC in the Allstate Sugar
Bowl).

The ACC and the BCS

The Atlantic Coast Conference has been a member of the Bowl Cham-
pionship Series (BCS) since its inception for the 1998 season. ACC
Commissioner John Swofford, is the only Commissioner to twice serve
as BCS Coordinator, having done so in the 2000 and 2001 seasons
and again in the 2008 and 2009 campaigns, as the ACC successfully
administered the BCS on two separate occasions. Swofford is also
the last Commissioner to serve as BCS Coordinator. In 2009, the BCS
group named longtime college administrator Bill Hancock to serve as
the first Executive Director of the Bowl Championship Series. Hancock
has since assumed the duties previously handled by the coordinator.
Prior to being named Executive Director, Hancock served four years as  John Swofford

Longtime athletics administrator Bill Hancock achieved a unique triple
accomplishment at the upper echelon of intercollegiate athletics when he
was named the first Executive Director of the of the College Football Playoff,
which begins after the 2014 season. Previously, Hancock was named the
first full-time director of the NCAA Final Four and then was named the first
executive director of the Bowl Championship Series (BCS) in 2009, a role
he continues in this year until the completion of the BCS with this year's
national championship game. Hancock served for 13 years as director of the
NCAA’s Division | Men’s Basketball Championship--the three-week March
Madness event that culminates at the Final Four. After a family tragedy, he
retired in 2002 and for three years was the tournament’s media coordinator
on a consulting basis before being named BCS administrator in October of
2005. He is a 1972 journalism graduate of the University of Oklahoma and

The BCS Standings are
compiled and released by the National
Football Foundation eight times during
the season, beginning this year on Sun-
day, October 20 and ending on BCS Se-
lection Sunday, December 8.

Beginning with the 2014-15 sea-
son, college football will enter a new era
when a postseason playoff will begin.
The format is simple: top four teams,
two semifinals played in bowl games,
and a national championship game
played in a different city each year. Each
semifinal will be played during the New
Year's holiday with the national cham-
pionship game in prime time on a Mon-
day night at least a week later. It will be
the best of all worlds, and the biggest
innovation to the sport in decades.

A selection committee will choose
the four teams for the playoff based on
their performance during the regular
season, including, strength of schedule,
head-to-head results, championships
won, and other factors. The teams will
be seeded so that #1 will play #4 in one
semifinal and #2 will meet #3 in the
other, with the winners advancing to
the national championship game.

The semifinals will rotate among six
different bowls, extending the experi-
ence to more fans. In the years when
the bowls are not hosting semifinals,
the bowls will feature eight other teams
in four compelling matchups.

The ACC & Overtime

When Virginia Tech and Maryland ended regulation tied at 21 in week 12 of the
2013 season, it marked the 64th game featuring an ACC team that has had to go
to extra sessions. Of the 64 overtime contests, a large portion of them--27--have
been played in the month of September. Games have gone into overtime for ACC
teams a total of 15 times in November, while 12 have been played in October,
three in August, five in December and two in January (2006 FedEx Orange Bowl,
2012 Allstate Sugar Bowl). Of the 64 overtime contests, 32 have been ACC games
while 32 nonconference games have gone into overtime. The home team has a
35-21 advantage in the 56 games played on campus. The team which wins the
toss has a 33-31 record. Fifty of the games were decided in the first overtime
with nine games in double overtime and five in triple overtime.
