No. 1in the USILA coaches and Nike/Inside Lacrosse media polls, the Virginia Cavaliers (3-0) are set for a Tues-
day matinee when they hit the road to face the Mount St. Mary’s Mountaineers (1-0) at Waldron Family Stadium.
The Mount is coming off a 12-10 upset of then-No. 16 Delaware. Faceoff for the contest is slated for 4 p.m.

THE SERIES VS. THE MOUNTAINEERS

The Cavaliers own a 9-0 all-time record against the Seawolves and 2012 is the eighth-straight season the two
programs have met in a series that started in 2003. Today’s contest will be the third time that UVa has travled
Emmitsburg, Md. UVa also made the trek in 2008 and 2010.

UVa defeated the Mount the last time out, 22-6, behind four goals from Chris Bocklet. Steele Stanwick added

eight points on five assists in the winning effort.

Tom Gravante is in his 18th season at the helm of Mount St. Mary’s. Daniel Stranix leads the Mount with three
goals, while Brett Schmidt and Andrew Scalley have scored two goals apiece. Chris Klaiber is saving 56.5 percent
of shots against him and has a 10.0 goals against average.

Just over three minutes prior, Bobby Hill tal-
lied his first collegiate goal to tie the game,
8-8, in front of an over-capacity crowd of
2,331 inside Vidas Field. Capacity crowd is list-
ed at Vidas Field at 1,500.

Chris Bocklet started the game’s scoring,
cutting around the edge to score at the 11:34
mark in the first quarter, giving UVa the 1-0
lead.

The Dragons reeled off a 4-1 run to take
the 4-2 lead after Ryan Belka scored unassist-
ed at 5:06 in the second quarter. UVa's Matt
White scored on a Bocklet pass to cut UVa's
deficit to one goal, 4-3, heading into the half.

White's goal to close the half, coupled
with scores by Emery and Briggs to start the
third stanza, gave the Cavaliers a one-goal
lead, 5-4, at the 11:20 mark. Drexel tied the
game on a Robert Church score 50 seconds
later at 10:30.

Owen Van Arsdale scored his first two
collegiate goals via passes from White and
Briggs to give the Cavaliers a 7-5 lead with
5:31 left in the third quarter. Drexel, however,
scored three-straight goals to retake the lead
at 8-7, capped by a Nick Trizano goal with
10:08 left in the game.

UVa then took over behind the goals
from Hill and the game-capper from Emery,
the sophomore’s second of the day.

Rob Fortunato was stellar between the
pipes for UVa, saving 11 shots and picking up
five ground balls. The game was the senior’s
second career start. Fortunato also started
the season-opening win against Drexel in
2011 where he stopped a career-high 12
shots.
