DENNIS HOHENSHELT
1ST SEASON - HEAD COACH

Dennis Hohenshelt was named Virginia’s head
volleyball coach in January 2011. Prior to UVa,
he was an assistant coach with Penn State’s wom-
en’s team for six seasons after spending 10 cam-
paigns with the Nittany Lion men’s team.

With the women’s program, which won four
consecutive NCAA titles from 2007-10, Hohen-
shelt was involved in match preparation, player
development and recruiting. He helped guide
Arielle Wilson to set the NCAA Division I re-
cord for career hitting percentage at .468 and earn 2007 Big Ten Freshman
of the Year and University Park NCAA Regional Championship Most Out-
standing Player honors.

Hohenshelt, 42, helped guide the Penn State men’s team to the 2006 na-
tional championship match for the first time in 11 years and helped recruit
the core of the 2008 team that won the NCAA crown.

During Hohenshelt’s tenure, the women’s program compiled a record of
199-18 (.917), while the men’s team went 237-82 (.743) with Hohenshelt
on staff.

Hohenshelt brings a wealth of experience with USA Volleyball, where he
was an assistant with the 2004 USA Boy’s Youth National Team that won
the NORCECA Zone gold medal and helped lead the U.S. Junior National
Team to a third-place finish at the NORCECA Championships in 2002. He
assisted with the U.S. Boy’s Youth National Team in the summer of 1997
and scouted for the U.S. Men’s National Team at the 1997 World Cup.

A native of Harrisburg, Pa., Hohenshelt received his bachelor’s degree
in secondary education and social studies from Juniata College in 1993,
where he led the Eagles to consecutive Eastern Intercollegiate Volleyball
Association titles in 1992 and 1993 and earned Most Valuable Player hon-
ors his senior year.

Hohenshelt began his coaching career as an assistant coach at Huntingdon
(Pa.) High School from 1993-95 and was an assistant at his alma mater
from 1994-95. After being promoted to head coach in 1996, he led the
Eagles to an 18-8 record and a second-place finish in the EIVA Division
IIT Tournament.

He is married to the former Tara Rowlyk, and couple has a son, Jacob, who
was born in July 2005, and a daughter, Reese, who was born in 2010.

STEVIE MUSSIE
1T SEASON - ASSISTANT COACH

Stevie Mussie, an NC State assistant the past two
years, was named assistant volleyball coach in
| February 2012. Mussie serves as the recruiting

coordinator and oversees the ‘Hoo offense and
works primarily with outside hitters, back-row
players and passers.

Prior to her time in Raleigh, N.C., Mussie spent
2009 with Team Complete Athlete, a high-pro-
=i file club volleyball program based in Newport
Bl Beach, Calif. Mussie was an assistant coach at
Colorado in 2008.

Mussie played two years at University of the Pacific before transferring to
Pac-12 power Washington. At Pacific, Mussie was named to the All-Big
West Freshman squad after making 29 starts with 2.46 kills and 2.49 digs
per set. During her sophomore campaign, she recorded 14 double-doubles
and earned double-digit kills 23 times.

After transferring to Washington and sitting out the 2005 season following
knee surgery, Mussie was named the most outstanding player at the 2006
Seattle Regional in the NCAA Tournament and earned first-team All-Pac
10 honors her senior season.

A native of Puyallup, Wash., Mussie graduated from Washington in 2008
with a bachelor’s degree in sociology. At Puyallup High School, Mussie
lettered in volleyball and track and field and was the 2002 Gatorade Vol-
leyball Player of the Year in Washington and was a 2003 Fab 50 honoree in
Volleyball Magazine.

AARON SMITH
1ST SEASON + ASSISTANT COACH

Aaron Smith joined the Virginia volleyball pro-
gram in April 2012 and works primarily with the
Cavalier middle blockers and right-side hitters.
Smith, who played for head coach Dennis Ho-
henshelt on the Penn State men’s team from
2004-06, was an assistant coach at Northwestern
for three seasons from 2009-11. He also served
as the Wildcats’ video coordinator and worked
with camps, clinics and recruiting.

The Wildcats reached the NCAA Tournament
Round of 32 in 2010, only the second time in
school history, and had their best start in 14 years in 2011, winning five
straight matches to open the season.

Smith, a native of Richmond, Va., also served as the Director of Coaches of
the Wildcat Juniors Volleyball Club and as a coach of the WJVC’s 15 Elite
team that earned 13th place at the 2011 AAU National Championships.

Prior to his stint at Northwestern, Smith served as an assistant at Wake
Forest, where the Demon Deacons went 19-13 in 2008.

Smith played one year of professional volleyball in Tarragona, Spain, com-
peting for Club Tarragona St. Pere y St. Pau in Spain’s 1st Division. He
started at outside hitter, helping lead the team to maintain its 1st Division
status after posting a winning season in 2007-08.

At Penn State, Smith served as team captain in 2007. He currently ranks
14th all-time in Nittany Lion single-season history in both digs (499) and
aces (58) while also registering 166 kills as a senior.

Smith, a former Virginia High School Player of the Year at Monacan,
graduated with a bachelor’s degree in landscape contracting management
from Penn State in 2007. He married the former Natalie Mullikin in May
of 2011.
