GAME OVERVIEW

The Virginia Cavaliers (8-0) are ranked No. 1 this week in both the USILA coaches and Nike/Inside Lacrosse media polls and
will host Saturday the Johns Hopkins Blue Jays (7-0), who are No. 2 in both the coaches and media polls, and will battle for the
Doyle Smith Cup. For the seventh time in the series history, the cup will be the spoils to the regular season winner of the UVa
vs. Johns Hopkins men’s lacrosse game. UVa won the Doyle Smith Cup the first five seasons it was awarded before losing it at
Homewood Field during a 12-11 setback last season. Faceoff is set for 2 p.m. inside Kldckner Stadium.

THE SERIES VS. THE BLUE JAYS

Saturday marks the 66th straight-season the Cavaliers and the Blue Jays have clashed in an all-time series that began in
1904. Johns Hopkins holds the all-time advantage with a 55-28-1 mark, however Virginia has won six of the last seven meet-
ings, including 2010's 15-6 triumph in the last meeting at Klockner Stadium. Virginia’s 84 all-time games against the Blue Jays
equals the most games the Cavaliers have played against any opponent in their history. UVa and Johns Hopkins will battle for
the seventh time for the Doyle Smith Cup, a spoil since 2006 that goes to the regular season winner in the series.

JHU head coach Dave Pietramala is in his 12th season with the Blue Jays and returns 35 letterwinners and nine starters off
his 2011 squad that went 13-3 and appeared in the NCAA quarterfinal round.
