«Virginia was selected seventh in the preseason poll at ACC Operation Basketball.

«The Cavaliers, who were picked fourth and finished fourth last season, have finished at or
higher than their predicted finish in each of the last four seasons.

« NC State is the preseason favorite, followed by Duke, North Carolina, Florida State, Miami,
Maryland, Virginia, Clemson, Georgia Tech, Virginia Tech, Wake Forest and Boston College.
