« Sophomore guard KT Harrell (Dec. 23) and redshirt freshman forward James
Johnson (Dec. 24) announced they were transferring

« Harrell appeared in 11 games (starting five) and averaged 4.7 ppg this season

VIRGINIA PICKED FOURTH IN ACC
