PRESS CREDENTIALS

Media members interested in obtaining season or game
credentials should apply online at www.sportssystems.com/
virginiahoops. Credential requests should be submitted no
later than seven (7) days prior to the game. Credentials that
can’t be mailed will be held for pickup at the will call window
at John Paul Jones Arena. You must have a press pass to be
admitted to the media area and the press room.

PHOTO CREDENTIALS

All photographers and camera operators must wear a visible
credential issued by the Virginia athletics media relations
office. Photographers work from the baselines at both ends of
the court at John Paul Jones Arena. Live television is given top
priority for courtside space.

PRESS PARKING

Press parking passes are provided upon request on a limited
basis. Please request your parking pass during the online
credential application process.

INTERVIEWS

All requests for interviews with Virginia baskethall coaches
and players should be made through Erich Bacher in the
athletics media relations office. It is requested you allow the
athletics media relations staff at least one day to arrange an
interview.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS

Virginia head coach Tony Bennett, two Virginia student-
athletes and the visiting head coach will meet with media
representatives in the press room after each game at John

Paul Jones Arena. Coach Bennett will be available in the press
room approximately 10 minutes after the conclusion of the
game, followed by two Virginia student-athletes or the visiting
coach. Other Virginia players will be available upon request
near the JPJ press room.

UVA SPORTS APP

The Virginia Sports mobile app is available for download by
searching for “Virginia Athletics” or “UVA sports.” The App
features features news, live stats, schedules, results and news
information for each of UVA sports programs, articles from Jeff
White, audio and video content and more.

RADIO

Each visiting school is allowed one radio broadcast from John
Paul Jones Arena. The Virginia athletics media relations office
provides two ISDN lines and three business touchtone lines for
use by the visiting broadcast crew. Radio network crews work
from a courtside location at the scorer’s table. Three seats are
available at the table for visiting radio crews.

GAME SERVICES

Information packets are available before each game at John
Paul Jones Arena, and a full statistical summary and play-by-
play sheets are distributed at halftime and after the game.
Head coach and player quotes will be available after postgame
interviews. A pregame meal is served for working members

of the media in the press room on the event level of John Paul
Jones Arena.

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HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT V

2019-20 UVA MEN’S BASKETBALL

Three-time National Coach of the Year Tony Bennett enters his 11th year as the Dean and

Markel Families Men's Head Basketball Coach at the University of Virginia. Bennett came to
Charlottesville after spending the previous three seasons as the head coach at Washington State,
where he was the 2007 National Coach of the Year.

Virginia has amassed a 254-89 (.741) record in 10 seasons under Bennett’s direction. The
Cavaliers won their first NCAA national championship in 2019 after posting a school-record 35
wins and earning a share of their ninth ACC reqular-season title. Bennett earned ACC Coach of
the Year honors for the fourth time as UVA earned its fourth No. 1 seed for the NCAA Tournament
in its school-record sixth straight NCAA Tournament appearance. Bennett recorded his 300th
career win vs. Marshall as the Cavaliers amassed their most points (100) during his tenure. UVA
has won 29 or more games in five of the last six seasons and 23 or more games in a school-best
seven straight seasons under Bennett's direction.

In 2017-18, Bennett guided UVA to a 31-3 record and its first No. 1 ranking in the AP poll
since 1982. The Cavaliers captured their eighth ACC regular-season title and third ACC Tourna-
ment championship, along with an ACC-record 17 league wins and ACC-record 9-0 mark on the
road. Bennett became the sixth coach in ACChistory to win at least three outright ACC regular-
season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas, Dean Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams). He has
led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament championships in the same season two
times (2014 and 2018). Bennett was named the U.S. Baskethall Writers Association Henry Iba
National Coach of the Year, earning the award for the third time to rank second all-time behind
legendary John Wooden, who captured the award six times.

Bennett was honored as the ACC Coach of the Year by both the media and his peers in 2014
and 2015 as the Cavaliers became the first ACC school to win 16 conference games in consecu-
tive years. In 2014-15, Bennett was honored as the USBWA National Coach of the Year. Bennett
became the 15th coach in NCAA Division | history to reach the 200 career-win mark in fewer
than nine seasons on Feb. 22, 2015, as the Cavaliers downed Florida State, 51-41.

Virginia has reached the postseason in each of the past eight seasons. In addition to their
school-record 35-3 national championship season in 2018-19, the Cavaliers were 31-3 overall
in 2017-18 to earn the No. 1 overall seed in the NCAA Tournament. In 2016-17, UVA went 23-11
and advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tournament for the fourth consecutive season.
In 2015-16, the Cavaliers posted a 29-8 record and advanced to their first NCAA Elite Eight since
1995. Virginia posted its third 30-win season, won the ACC reqular-season title and advanced to
the NCAA round of 32in in 2014-15. The Cavaliers recorded their first 30-win season under Ben-
nett, claimed the ACC regular-season and tournament titles and advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16
in2013-14.

In 2012-13, the Cavaliers advanced to the NIT quarterfinals. In 2011-12, Bennett led Virginia
toa22-10 record and its first NCAA Tournament berth in five seasons. The 2012 USBWA District
3 Coach of the Year, Bennett guided the Cavaliers to their first winning season in the ACC (9-7)
since 2006-07 and their most regular-season wins (22) since 1982-83.

Bennett’s second Virginia team in 2010-11 compiled a 16-15 record (7-9 in ACC regular-
season games). It was UVA's first winning season since 2007-08 as Virginia finished tied for
seventh in the ACCregular-season standings after being picked to finish 11th in the preseason
by the media. Bennett won his 100th game as a head coach during the 2010-11 season when
the Cavaliers defeated Maryland 74-60 in College Park, Md. Bennett’s first Virginia team finished
the 2009-10 season with an overall record of 15-16, an improvement of five wins over the
previous season (10-18 in 2008-09). The 15 wins included three victories over nationally-ranked
opponents.

A hallmark of Bennett’s teams has been defense, as his squads have ranked in the top five
nationally in scoring defense in 10 of his 13 seasons as a head coach. UVA has led the nation in
scoring defense five times under Bennett (2014, 2015, 2017, 2018, 2019).

Eight Virginia players - Mike Scott (Atlanta, 2012), Joe Harris (Cleveland, 2014), Justin Ander-
son (Dallas, 2015), Malcolm Brogdon (Milwaukee, 2016), Devon Hall (Oklahoma City, 2018),
De’Andre Hunter (Los Angeles Lakers, 2019), Ty Jerome (Philadelphia, 2019) and Kyle Guy (New
York, 2019) - have been selected in the NBA Draft during Bennett’s 10-year tenure. Anderson
became the first Virginia player selected in the first round (21st overall) since Cory Alexander in
1995, while Hunter was UVA's highest draft pick (4th overall) since Ralph Sampson was selected
first overall in 1983.

Bennett was introduced as the head coach of the Virginia men’s basketball program on April
1,2009. Bennett led Washington State to a 69-33 record, including a 32-22 mark in the Pac-10.
Washington State’s 69 wins over those three seasons is the most over any three-year period in
school history. He led the Cougars to the 2007 and 2008 NCAA Tournaments, the only time WSU
has made consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances.

In his first season as a head coach in 2006-07, Bennett took a Washington State squad
projected to finish last in the Pac-10 prior to the season and led it to 26 wins (26-8 record),
matching the school record, and a second-place finish in the conference with a 13-5 mark. That
year, the Cougars made their first NCAA Tournament appearance in 13 years, defeating Oral
Roberts in the first round before suffering a double-overtime loss to Vanderbilt in the second
round.

For his work in 2006-07, Bennett became the most decorated Pac-10 coach in a single sea-
son. He was named National Coach of the Year by nine organizations, including the Associated
Press, The Sporting News and the U.S. Basketball Writers Association. In addition, Bennett was
the Pac-10 Coach of the Year, the United States Basketball Writers Association District 9 Coach of
the Year and the National Association of Baskethall Coaches District 14 Coach of the Year.

In 2007-08, Bennett's Cougars were ranked in the AP preseason poll (10th) for the first time
in school history and were ranked a school-record No. 4 during the season. The Cougars finished
with a 26-9 record, once again tying the school record for wins, and had an 11-7 mark in the
Pac-10. Washington State advanced to the NCAA Tournament’s Sweet 16 for the first time in
school history, defeating Winthrop and Notre Dame in the first two rounds of the tournament.
The Cougars fell to top-seeded North Carolina in the NCAA regional semifinal in Charlotte, N.C.

In 2008-09, Bennett led the Cougars to their third consecutive postseason appearance.
Washington State posted a 17-16 record and participated in the National Invitation Tournament.
The Cougars defeated NCAA Tournament teams Arizona, Arizona State (twice), Mississippi State,
and UCLA during the season. The road victory at UCLA was just the second for the Cougars at
Pauley Pavilion in 53 years.

Bennett's teams have not only been successful on the court, but also in the classroom and
community. UVA's Anthony Gill (2016), Brogdon (2015) and Harris (2014) were named to the
NABC Allstate Good Works Team. Jerome Meyinsse received the ACC’s Skip Prosser Award in
2010 as the conference’s top men’s basketball student-athlete, and Meyinsse and Will Sherrill
were named to the 2010 ACC All-Academic Men’s Basketball Team. Sherrill was named to the
ACC All-Academic Basketball Team for the second consecutive year in 2011 and Will Regan was
also named to the team. Four Washington State players were named to the 2009 Pac-10 All-
Academic First Team, while a school-record five players were honored as Pac-10 All-Academic
selections the previous year. The conference’s Scholar Athlete of the Year for men’s basketball in
2008 and 2009 were members of the Washington State program.

Before taking over as the head coach at Washington State, Bennett was on the staff of his
father, Dick, for three seasons in Pullman, the last two as associate head coach. The previous four
years Bennett was at Wisconsin, serving on the staffs of his father, Brad Soderberg and Bo Ryan.
While Bennett was at Wisconsin, the Badgers participated in the NCAA Tournament all four
years, reaching the 2000 Final Four and the Sweet 16 in 2003. Wisconsin also earned a share of
the Big Ten title in 2002 and 2003. Bennett was instrumental in the recruitment of Devin Harris,
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Y. HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT

the fifth overall pick in the 2004 NBA Draft, to Wisconsin.

Bennett served as an assistant coach for the gold-medal
winning USA, which included Virginia's Mike Tobey, at the
2013 FIBA U19 World Championships in Prague, Czech Repub-
lic. In the summer of 2011, Bennett was a court coach for the
USA Basketball Men’s World University Games National Team
training camp at the U.S. Olympic Training Center in Colorado
Springs, Colo.

Bennett played for his father at Green Bay from 1989-92.
He graduated from Green Bay in 1992 and finished his career
as the Mid-Continent Conference’s all-time leader in career
points (2,285) and assists (601). His 49.7 career 3-point
field goal percentage s still an NCAA record. Bennett helped
the Phoenix to an 87-34 record during his collegiate career,

including one NCAA Tournament and two NIT appearances. He
was twice named MCC Player of the Year, was the 1992 Frances
Pomeroy Naismith Award winner (best senior player under
six-feet tall) and was the 1992 GTE Academic All-American of
the Year. Bennett was the 35th overall selection in the 1992
NBA Draft by the Charlotte Hornets and played with the team
for three seasons.

In August of 2011 Bennett was named one of the Summit
League’s (formerly the Mid-Continent Conference) Top 30
Distinguished Contributors for the league’s first 30 years at the
Division | level. In January of 2016, Bennett was part of the
Summitt League’s inaugural Hall of Fame class.

Bennett and his wife, Laurel, have two children - a daugh-
ter, Anna, and a son, Eli.

Jason Williford is in his 11th year with the University of Virginia men’s basketball program. He
served as an assistant men’s baskethall coach for his first nine seasons before being promoted
to associate head coach after the 2017-18 season. Williford is his 18th year as a men’s assistant
basketball coach at the collegiate level.

Willford has helped the Cavaliers capture three ACC regular-season championships, two
ACCTournament titles and six NCAA Tournament appearances in his nine seasons. UVA has won
30 or more games in three of the past five seasons and reached No. 1in the AP rankings this
season for the first time since 1982.

A former Virginia player, Williford was an assistant coach at American University for four
years before coming to UVa and prior to that was an assistant coach at Boston University for five
years. American won the Patriot League Championship and participated in the NCAA Tourna-
ment in each of his last two seasons with the program. During Williford's final four years at
Boston University, the Terriers earned an NCAA Tournament berth in 2002 and then participated
in the National Invitation Tournament for three consecutive years.

A native of Richmond, Va., Williford is a 1995 graduate of Virginia. During his four years as
amember of the UVa men’s basketball team, the Cavaliers won the NIT in 1992 and participated
in the NCAA Tournament three times. Virginia reached the NCAA Tournament’s Sweet 16 in 1993,
the second round in 1994 and the Elite Eight in 1995 when he was a team captain.

After graduation, Williford played four years in the Icelandic Professional League and the
Korean Basketball League. In 1995-96, he was named the Foreign MVP for the Haukar Club Team
in the Icelandic Professional League. He also began his coaching career that season by heading
up the Under-20 Haukar Club Team. From 1996-99, Williford played for two teams in the Korean
Basketball League and earned All-Star honors.

Williford was an assistant coach with the boys' varsity basketball team at his alma mater,
John Marshall High School, in 1999-2000.

Williford and his wife, Kwamina, have two sons, Austin and Cameron.

Brad Soderberg is in his fifth season as an assistant coach at Virginia. Soderberg arrived at
Virginia after serving as head coach of Lindenwood University for six seasons from 2009-15.

Soderberg also served as head coach at Saint Louis (2002-07), South Dakota State
(1993-95) and Loras College (1988-93). He has posted a 338-204 career record in 19 seasons as
a collegiate head coach.

He coached at Wisconsin for six years from 1995-2001 where he started as an assistant
coach under Tony Bennett's father, Dick. Soderberg helped the Badgers advance to four NCAA
Tournaments, including the 2000 Final Four, and one NIT appearance. In 2000-01, Soderberg
took over as the interim head coach early in the season, and along with assistant coach Tony
Bennett, guided Wisconsin to an 18-11 overall record and NCAA Tournament appearance.
Soderberg was the first Wisconsin coach since 1911 to win his first eight games, and the first to
lead the Badgers to the NCAA Tournament in his first year. He also spent one year as an assistant
coach at Saint Louis in 2001-02 under former Washington head coach Lorenzo Romar.

In six years as the head coach at NCAA Division Il Lindenwood, Soderberg was the school’s
all-time winningest head coach with 127 wins. He also holds the school record in winning
percentage with a.690 mark. The Lions won at least 17 games in every season but one, which
included the program’s transition to the NCAA level. In the program’s final year in the NAIA in
2010-11, Lindenwood won a HAAC Championship and advanced to the second round of the
NAIA Division | National Tournament. Lindenwood went 28-3 during its transition season in
2012-13, and achieved school history by winning 20 games for three straight seasons. In three
years in the NCAA and MIAA, Soderberg led Lindenwood to 47 conference victories.

Soderberg compiled 80 wins as head coach at Saint Louis and led the Billikens to a pair of
postseason berths. In 2002-03, Collegelnsider.com named him Conference USA Coach of the
Year after leading the Billikens to a C-USA semifinal tournament appearance and NIT berth. In
2003-04, the Billikens advanced to the semifinals of the C-USA Tournament and second round of
the NIT.

Soderberg was the head coach at South Dakota State (Brookings, S.D.) for two seasons
and Loras College (Dubuque, lowa) for five seasons. He was named the National Catholic Basket-
ball Tournament Coach of the Year in 1992 after leading Loras to a runner-up finish. He also held
previous coaching jobs at Loras, University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point, Colorado State and Fort
Hays State. He also spent the 2008-09 school year at Loras as the interim Director of Athletics.

Soderberg was a two-year letterwinner under Dick Bennett at UW-Stevens Point. He
teamed up with former NBA star Terry Porter to lead UW-Stevens Point to the 1984 NAIA
National Championship game. Soderberg earned the “Hustle Award” at that tournament and
earned first-team all-conference and all-district honors that year. He shot 56 percent from
the field and 83 percent from the free-throw line during his career. Soderberg graduated from
UW-Stevens Point in 1985 with a bachelor’s degree in physical education. He earned a master’s
in physical education from Colorado State in 1986.

Soderberg and his wife, Linda, have two sons, Kramer and Davis, and a daughter, Daley.

Orlando Vandross enters his second season as an assistant coach with the Virginia men’s basket-
ball program after serving three seasons as director of recruiting/player development. Vandross
spent five seasons as an assistant coach for Charlotte from 2011-15 after 13 seasons at Boston
University as an assistant, including three as associate head coach.

During Vandross' time at Charlotte, the 49ers captured the 2013 Great Alaska Shootout
and 2014 Puerto Rico Tip-Off titles and earned a bid to the 2013 NIT. In 2013-14, the 49ers
received votes in the AP and the Coaches Polls for the first time since December of 2009. In
2012-13, the 49ers won 21 games which marked the program’s first 20-win season since
2007-08. Charlotte posted another winning season in 2013-14, giving the 49ers back-to-back
winning campaigns for the first time since 2007. In addition, Charlotte posted a victory over a
top 15 program in three of his five seasons.

Vandross joined BU's staff in 1997 and helped the Terriers to four postseason appearanc-
es, including one NCAA Tournament and three NIT appearances. He also coached four America
East Rookies of the Year and nine All-America East First Team selections.

Prior to BU, Vandross served as an assistant coach at Massasoit Community College for
one season.

Kyle Getter enters his second season as director of recruiting/player development for the Virginia
men’s basketball program. Getter joins the Cavaliers after serving the last three seasons as an
assistant coach at Liberty under former UVA associate head coach Ritchie McKay.

The Flames went 43-29 during his last two seasons on the bench, making a pair of appear-
ances in the Collegelnsider.com Tournament (CIT). Getter also served one season at Liberty un-
der McKay in 2008-09, helping the Flames to a school-record 23 wins and another appearance in
the CIT.

Before coming back to Liberty, Getter spent four seasons on Mike Jones’staff at Radford.
Getter assisted the Highlanders to a two-year record of 44-25, the highest win total over any
two-year period in program history.

Previous to coaching at Radford, Getter played an integral part in VCU's success from 2010-
11, which included a College Basketball Invitational (CBI) title in 2010 and remarkable run to
the NCAA Final Four in 2011. The Rams went from the First Four to the Final Four with wins over
USC, Georgetown, Purdue, Florida State and Kansas. While on Shaka Smart’s staff, the Rams
posted 55 wins over two seasons, the highest total over any two-year span in program history.

Prior to his first stint at Liberty, Getter was an assistant coach at Walsh University in Ohio,
where he helped the Cavaliers post a 26-5 record, win the AMC Championship and make a Sweet
16 appearance in the NAIA Division Il National Tournament. The Cavaliers were ranked in the top
5in the country for the majority of the 2007-2008 season.

Getter has also worked at Hanover College (Ind.), Dayton, Wright State and Marshall. While
at Dayton, the Flyers finished the season with a 24-6 record after winning the 2003 A-10 Tourna-
ment championship and finished the season ranked No. 16 in the AP Poll.

A native of Miamisburg, Ohio, Getter received his undergraduate degree in physical educa-
tion from Hanover College (Ind.) in 2001. Getter earned his master’s degree from Dayton in
2004.

While at Hanover, he served as both a student assistant and assistant men’s basketball coach
from 1999-2002. He helped the team earn a three-year record of 60-18 and two HCAC champi-
onships. Before attending Hanover, Getter played two seasons at Centre College in Kentucky.

Getter and his wife, Michelle, have a son, William, and a daughter, Madelyn.

Larry Mangino begins his fourth season as director of scouting/recruiting for the Virginia men’s
basketball program. Mangino brings 28 years of coaching experience, including nine years as a
head coach and two years at the NBA level, to head coach Tony Bennett’s staff.

Mangino served as an assistant coach at SMU from 2010-12 and returns to college
basketball after serving as the athletics director at Charlottesville High School from 2013-16.

In 2011-12, SMU posted its most successful season in more than a decade, recording
its first 20-win season and postseason bid since 1999-2000. Prior to SMU, Mangino spent two
seasons as player development coach for the NBA's Denver Nuggets from 2008-10.

Before joining the Nuggets’ staff, Mangino spent seven seasons as an assistant men’s bas-
ketball coach at the Air Force Academy (2000-07). The Falcons made the 2004 and 2006 NCAA
Tournaments and advanced to the semifinal round of 2007 National Invitation Tournament.

Prior to joining the Academy, Mangino was a head coach for nine seasons; first at Clark
University in Massachusetts from 1991-96 and then at Ferrum College in Virginia from 1996-
2000. At Clark, Mangino developed the Skills for Life program to help athletes prepare for their
post-graduate careers.

Chelsea is a former
UVA student manager and current director of baskethall operations at Liberty University under
head coach and former UVA associate head coach Ritchie McKay.

Kirk Penney joined the Virginia men'’s basketball staff as a director of player development/coach-
ing staff consultant in August of 2019.

He starred at the University of Wisconsin from 1999-2003 before enjoying a 15-year
professional career. He helped the Badgers to the 2000 NCAA Final Four under the direction of
Tony Bennett's father, Dick Bennett, and became the first Badger since 1952 to earn consecutive
All-Big Ten first-team honors in 2002 and 2003. Penney helped the Badgers to a pair of Big Ten
titles during his all-league seasons, and Wisconsin advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 in 2003. Tony
Bennett was on staff during each of Penney’s four seasons at Wisconsin, including three seasons
as an assistant coach from 2001-03.

Penney represented New Zealand at two Olympic Games (2000 and 2004) and four FIBA
World Championships (2002, 2006, 2010 and 2014). He was part of the Tall Blacks' memorable
fourth-place finish at the 2002 World Championships in Indianapolis, averaging 16.9 points per
game and shooting 45.5 percent from 3-point range. Penney was the second-leading scorer
at the 2010 World Championships in Turkey, averaging 24.7 points per game. He ranks 10th
all-time in scoring at the FIBA World Cup (formerly known as the FIBA World Championships),
scoring 447 points in 27 games (16.6 ppg).

He became the second New Zealand native to play in the NBA, appearing with the Miami
Heat in 2003 and Los Angeles Clippers in 2005. He also played professionally in Spain, Israel,
Lithuania, Germany, Turkey and Australia. Penney attended Westlake Boys High School in
Auckland, New Zealand, the same high school as former Virginia captain Jack Salt.

Penney earned his undergraduate degree in landscape architecture from Wisconsin in

2015.
He and his wife, Audra, reside in Charlottesville with their daughters, Olivia and Ava, and
son, Ben.

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2019 NCAA CHAMPIONS

MINNEAPOLIS - In the stands at U.S. Bank Stadium,
as the final seconds ticked off the clock in overtime, Joe
Harris reflected on another night, one that came much
earlier in Tony Bennett’s tenure as the University of
Virginia's head men'’s basketball coach.

Long before the Cavaliers established themselves
as national powers, they were in Durham, N.C., to play
mighty Duke. During a shootaround at Cameron Indoor
Stadium the night before a game in 2011, the players
were on the court when they noticed Bennett was no
longer with them.

Then they heard him calling to them. They looked
up and saw Bennett high in the stands at Cameron,
jumping up and down and pointing to Duke’s NCAA
championship banners.

“He said, ‘This is what we're reaching for,”
who's now with the Brooklyn Nets.

Harris smiled. “And we did it.”

The moment toward which the Cavaliers had been
building in their 10 seasons under Bennett arrived
Monday night. Before a crowd of 72,062 and a national
television audience, UVA defeated Texas Tech 85-77
in overtime to capture the first NCAA title in program
history.

In his office at John Paul Jones Arena, Bennett has a
poster from the film Rocky that shows the title character
on the steps of the Philadelphia Museum of Art. Bennett
would tell his players, he said late Monday night, that
he just wanted a chance at a title fight one day.

“That’s all we want,” Bennett said, “and these guys
came to fight in this title [bout], and now we are the
champs.”

The championship came about 13 months after the
Wahoos made a different kind of history in last year’s
NCAA tournament. Virginia became the first No. 1
seed ever to lose to a No. 16 seed, falling to UMBCin
Charlotte, N.C.

“It's a great story,” Bennett said at his postgame press
conference late Monday night. “That’s probably the best
way | can end this. It's a great story.”

Without the contributions of 6-9 redshirt junior Ma-
madi Diakite, who had nine points and seven rebounds,
and 6-8 junior Braxton Key, who came off the bench to
score six points and grab a game-high 10 rebounds, the
Cavaliers (35-3) might not have won. But it’s impossible
to overstate the impact of UVA's Big Three: 6-5 junior Ty
Jerome, 6-2 junior Kyle Guy and 6-7 redshirt sophomore
De’Andre Hunter.

Jerome totaled 16 points, eight assists, six rebounds
and only one turnover, and Guy scored 24 points and
was named Most Outstanding Player of the Final Four.

That award could have gone to Hunter, who enrolled
at UVA with Guy and Jerome in 2016. After a first half
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said Harris,

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in which he missed 7 of 8 shots from the floor, Hunter
turned in one of the most memorable performances in
UVA history.

“He saved his best for last,” Bennett said.

Hunter finished with a career-high 27 points and also
had nine rebounds. Equally important, he helped limit
Texas Tech’s Jarrett Culver, who like Hunter is a projected
first-round NBA draft pick, into a miserable outing.
Culver scored 15 points but was only 5 of 22 from the
floor.

“He’s a great player,” Culver said of Hunter. “Athletic.
He played me well tonight.”

Hunter said: “I dreamed of this as a kid, just having a
great game on the biggest stage in college basketball.”

He was 4 for 5 from beyond the 3-point arc, and two
of those treys rank among the most pivotal in Final Four
history.

On the first, Hunter took a pass from Jerome and
buried a 3-pointer from the right corner to tie the game
at 68-68 with 12.9 seconds left in the second regulation.

The second, again off a Jerome assist, put UVA ahead
for good, 75-73, with 2:06 in overtime. That was part of
the 11-0 run with which the Hoos seized command in
the extra period.

“He’s a quiet kid,” associate head coach Jason Wil-
liford said of Hunter, a Philadelphia native. “He doesn't
have that New York swag that Ty’s got, but he’s got a
quiet confidence, and | think at times he’s just got to as-
sert himself, and he did it tonight. | couldn’t be prouder
of the kid. I told him that after the game. That’s how you
step up.”

The final horn triggered a celebration for the ages
Monday night, on the court, in the stands and back in
Charlottesville. At U.S. Bank Stadium, confetti fell, as
did tears, as UVA's players, coaches, administrators and
staffers embraced each other on the court.

Former players such as Harris, Malcolm Brogdon,
Devon Hall and Justin Anderson beamed with pride and
mingled with the current Cavaliers. In the stands stood
many other UVA basketball alumni, including legends
Barry Parkhill and Ralph Sampson, as well as several
players Bennett coached at Washington State before
coming to Charlottesville in 2009.

On the court, Bennett savored the title with his wife
and their children, as well as his mother, Anne, and his
father, Dick, the legendary former coach whom Tony
succeeded at Washington State.

Dick Bennett, who guided Wisconsin to the Final
Four in 2000 — his son was a volunteer manager on that
team -- nervously followed the championship game as
it unfolded Monday night.

“Words aren't very accurate when your emotions
outrun them, and that’s kind of where | am right now,”
the elder Bennett said.

Not far away were UVA's president, Jim Ryan, and
athletic director, Carla Williams, as well as Williams’
predecessor as AD, Craig Littlepage, who hired Tony
Bennett back in 2009. Also in the joyous throng were
such notable UVA alumni as Chris Long, Tiki Barber and
Katie Couric.

“This is surreal,” said Anderson, who now plays for
the Atlanta Hawks.
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After Bennett cut down the final strand of the net,
the Cavaliers returned to the platform on which they'd
received the NCAA championship trophy and turned
their attention to the videoboard. They watched, trans-
fixed, as the traditional finale to the NCAA tournament
— (BS One Shining Moment video — played.

“I've watched every single One Shining Moment,
every single one,” Jerome said. "And we watched it last
year, and last year it [showed] Kyle and me walking
off the court after the UMBC game, Kyle with his head
down, and | put my hand on his head. So to this year, to
watch it like that was unbelievable.”

Little came easily in this NCAA tournament for Vir-
ginia (35-3), the only No. 1 seed to reach the Final Four.
In the Cavaliers'first-round game, they trailed No. 16
seed Gardner-Webb by 14 points in the first half before
rallying for a 71-56 win.

There was less suspense in the Hoos' second-round
win over Oklahoma, but they had to rally late to defeat
Oregon in the Sweet Sixteen, and their next two games
produced almost indescribable drama.

In the Elite Eight, UVa needed a miraculous sequence
at the end of regulation to force overtime against
Purdue. Then, in the first NCAA semifinal Saturday night,
junior guard Kyle Guy scored six points in the final 7.4
seconds — the final three coming on free throws with
six-tenths of a second left — to lift Virginia past Auburn
and into its first NCAA championship game.

“| think we've taken every experience that we've
been through together and tried to use it in a way that
could propel us to a national championship,” Guy said.

Bennett said: “I never thought of myself being a
national championship coach. | wasn't even going to
really get into coaching. | wasn't crazy about it. I loved
playing, and then | saw my dad’s team go to the Final
Four. | was a volunteer manager, and | got into it. I love
the young men. I love the game. But it's not my end all,
be all.
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“I think there was a bigger plan going on here, and
| didn't need it, but | was used in it. | hope that it's a
message for some people out there that there can
be hope and joy and resiliency. I'm thankful for what
happened. That's why | did what | did at the end. When
that horn went off, | just put my head down and said,
‘Thank you. 'm humbled, Lord, because | don’t deserve
to be in this spot, but You chose me to be here, and I'll
give thanks.”

The championship game matched two of the
nation’s premier defensive teams. UVA held Texas Tech
(31-7) without a field goal for nearly eight minutes to
start the game. But the Red Raiders heated up from
beyond the arc, and Virginia's lead was only three at
halftime.

Midway through the second half, the Cavaliers led
53-43, and a one-sided victory seemed possible. Texas
Tech refused to cooperate. The Red Raiders rallied to
tie the game at 59-59 with 3:28 to play and took their
first lead of the second half on a Culver layup with 35.1
seconds left.

That put Texas Tech up 66-65, and after Jerome
missed a runner, Norense Odiase hit two free throws to
make it 68-65 with 22.5 seconds remaining. Once again,
the Cavaliers were in peril. Once again, they fought
back. Once again, they prevailed.

In overtime, the Hoos were 12 for 12 from the line.

“The game was everything we thought it would be,”
Texas Tech head coach Chris Beard said.“l thought it
would come down to one last possession, and it did in
regulation, and then in overtime it just got away from
us a little bit. Nothing but respect for [the Cavaliers']
program, their coaches, their players, their fans. |
thought it was a great national championship game.”

It was a game the UVA basketball family will never
forget.

The championship, said Williford, who played for the
Cavaliers in the 1990s, is “for everybody, from Parkhill to
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Ralph to my crew [and the teams that came after]. And
then you got all the guys we coached.

“It's for all of those baskethall alums. It’s for all
the alumni. It's for everybody. It's a great day to be a
Wahoo.”

Anderson said: “It's a beautiful thing to watch and it’s
agreat thing to be a part of”

Williford took over as associate head coach last spring
after Ron Sanchez left UVA to become head coach at
Charlotte. Sanchez flew to Minneapolis for the Final
Four to support his former team and his mentor, Ben-
nett. Sanchez also worked for Bennett at Washington
State, as did Ronnie Wideman, Virginia’s associate AD for
men’s basketball.

“Can you believe this?”Wideman asked Sanchez as
they wrapped each other in a bear hug.

Believe it.

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WILLIAM STRICKLING

1915 All-American

William Strickling starred at center on three of the
greatest Virginia teams of the head coach “Pop” Lan-
nigan era (1905-29). Lettering from 1914-16, Strickling
helped lead UVA to the best three-year winning
percentage in school history (.920, 40-3-1).

In 1915, Strickling became the first Virginia
basketball player to earn first-team All-America distinction after leading the team to
a perfect 17-0 record. He averaged 17.8 points per game that season as a member of
Virginia’s “Famous Five” starting lineup and scored the winning foul shot in a 30-29
overtime victory over North Carolina in Raleigh, N.C.

BUZZY WILKINSON

Strickling captained the 1916 squad, which posted an 11-2 record. Virginia’s 21-11
loss to Catholic in the fourth game of the season snapped a 22-game winning streak.
During Strickling’s first season at Virginia in 1914, UVA compiled a 12-1-1 record
and captured the South Atlantic Championship. Executing Lannigan’s sophisticated

pattern offense to precision, Virginia averaged 50.9 points a game that season and
tallied 60 or more points on five occasions. No Virginia team would surpass the 1914
squad’s offensive production until the 1946 Cavaliers averaged 54 points per game.

One of the most prolific scorers in UVA history, Buzzy
Wilkinson lettered for the Cavaliers from 1953-55.
Among his many outstanding accomplishments,
| the 1955 team captain became one of the first three
collegians to average 30 points or better per game
over the course of a season. He finished with a career
scoring average of 28.6 points—still a UVA and ACC record. Wilkinson also holds the
conference and school record for season scoring average (32.1 ppg) in 1954-55.

BARRY PARKHILL

1955 All-American « Retired Number

Wilkinson’s UVA career scoring record of 2,233 points stood for nearly 26 years
before it was broken in 1981 by Jeff Lamp.

Nonetheless, he still holds the season scoring record with 898 points, as well as
season records for most free throws made (282) and most field goals made (308) in
1954-55.

An outstanding pure shooter, the 6-2 guard was drafted by the Boston Celtics, but
his career was shortened by an automobile accident.

One of the greatest all-purpose guards in Atlantic Coast
Conference history, Barry Parkhill was chosen Virginia's
first ACC Basketball Player of the Year after the 1971-
72 season. He was also named ACC Athlete of the Year
that year.

The 6-4 Parkhill led the conference in scoring in
1971-72 (21.6 ppg) as he quided the Cavaliers to a 21-7 record and a first-ever Top-10
ranking in both wire service polls following an 11-0 start. He still holds the UVA (tied
for sixth in ACC) single-game scoring record (51 points vs. Baldwin-Wallace) and ranks
ninth in career assists (369 in three seasons).

The two-time All-American (1972 and '73) was drafted by both the Virginia Squires
(ABA) and Portland Trail Blazers (NBA) and went on to play three seasons in the
ABA. Parkhill then moved to William & Mary, where he served as an assistant and

head coach. He was an assistant baskethall coach at the U.S. Naval Academy for two
seasons after spending a year as head baskethall coach at St. Michael’s College in
Winooski, Vit.

Parkhill is in his 17th year as associate athletics director for development at the
University of Virginia. He previously served three years as director of alumni develop-
ment for the UVA Alumni Association and director of capital projects for athletics.
Before that, he spent three years as associate director of regional development at UVA.
Parkhill was inducted into the Virginia Sports Hall of Fame (Portsmouth, Va.) in April
of 2001.

Parkhill joined Jeff Lamp and Ralph Sampson as one of three former Cavaliers
chosen to the ACC's 50th Anniversary Men’s Basketball Team before the start of the
2002-03 season.

A prolific frontcourt scorer, “Wonderful”Wally Walker
led Virginia to its first Atlantic Coast Conference
Tournament championship and its first NCAA
Tournament berth in 1976. He is one of two Cavaliers to
receive the Everett Case Award as the ACCTournament’s
Most Valuable Player, following Virginia’s upset of three
nationally-ranked teams en route to the ACC title. Enjoying one of the finest individual
seasons ever by a Cavalier during the 1975-76 season, Walker scored 21 points and
grabbed seven rebounds in the 1976 ACCTournament championship game against
North Carolina.

Walker’s scoring average of 22.1 points during the 1975-76 season ranks as the
sixth best in UVA history and his 1,849 career points rank seventh on the all-time
Cavalier list.

JEFF LAMP

Walker was the fifth player chosen in the 1976 NBA draft, taken by the Portland
Trail Blazers. He was a reserve forward for the 1977 Portland World Championship
team and, the following year, was traded to the Seattle SuperSonics, who won the
1979 NBA title. Walker was then traded to Houston where he teamed with another
former Cavalier, Ralph Sampson.

Following his pro basketball career, Walker attended graduate business school at
Stanford and started his own financial investment company. He returned to the NBA in
1994, becoming president and general manager of the SuperSonics. He is currently the
founder and principal of Hana Road Capital in Seattle, Wash.

In March of 2001, Walker was one of five former collegiate players named to the
20071 Hillyard Silver Anniversary All-America basketball team, as selected by the
National Association of Basketball Coaches. Walker was joined on the team by Quinn
Buckner (Indiana), John Lucas (Maryland), Ron Lee (Oregon) and Phil Sellers (Rutgers).

Jeff Lamp set a standard of class in the Atlantic

(oast Conference that few have matched. Best when

| the pressure was on, he was an outstanding clutch
performer who tied or won no fewer than 14 games for
UVA in the final minute of play.

Lamp was an All-ACC selection in each of his four
seasons at UVA (1978-81). He finished with 2,317 career points, which was a school
record until broken by Bryant Stith (2,516) in 1992.

A two-time All-American, the 6-6 guard helped lead the Cavaliers to the NIT
championship in 1980 and a berth in the 1981 NCAA Final Four. Virginia opened the

1980-81 campaign with 23 consecutive wins before finishing with a 29-4 mark. Lamp
earned Most Valuable Player honors in the NCAA East Regional that year and was an
All-Tournament selection at the NCAA Final Four in Philadelphia, Pa.

Lamp was chosen in the first round of the 1981 NBA draft (15th pick overall) by the
Portland Trail Blazers. He also played with a number of other NBA teams, including the
San Antonio Spurs, Milwaukee Bucks and Los Angeles Lakers.

Lamp joined Barry Parkhill and Ralph Sampson as one of three former Cavaliers
chosen to the ACC's 50th Anniversary Men'’s Basketball Team before the start of the
2002-03 season.

One of the most heralded cagers of all time, Ralph
Sampson dominated the collegiate game during his
four-year career from 1980-83.

Leading Virginia to a new level of national promi-
nence and success, the 7-4 center helped guide the
Cavaliers to an NIT championship as a freshman in
1980 and to three NCAA tournaments, including the Final Four in 1981. In addition,
the Sampson-led Cavaliers won 112 of 135 games and were ranked in the Top 10 by
The Associated Press for 49 consecutive weeks.

The three-time National and ACC Player of the Year also left his mark in the UVA
record books. Known almost as much for his unselfish team play as for his outstand-
ing athletic ability, Sampson nonetheless finished as Virginia’s third all-time leading
scorer (currently fourth with 2,228 points) and holds UVA career records for rebound-
ing (1,511), field goals made (899), blocked shots (462) and dunks (253).

1980, 1981, 1982 & 1983 All-American « Retired Number

Among his numerous accolades, Sampson was a four-time All-American, earned
three consecutive Rupp Trophies and Naismith Awards, and two consecutive John R.
Wooden Awards and Eastman Awards.

Sampson was picked by the Houston Rockets as the NBA's No. 1 draft choice and
went on to earn NBA Rookie of the Year honors. During his nine-year NBA career, he
helped lead Houston to the 1986 NBA finals and later played for the Golden State War-
riors, Sacramento Kings and Washington Bullets.

Sampson joined Jeff Lamp and Barry Parkhill as one of three former Cavaliers
chosen to the ACC's 50th Anniversary Men’s Basketball Team before the start of the
2002-03 season.

Sampson was inducted into the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame in 2011
and Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 2012.

Bryant Stith starred on Virginia teams from 1989-92.
During that time, the versatile 6-5 swingman helped
propel the Cavaliers to four 20-win seasons, three NCAA
appearances and the 1992 National Invitation Tourna-
ment championship.

Stith finished his career as UVAs all-time leading
scorer (2,516 points) and second-leading rebounder (currently fifth with 859 re-
bounds). He posted the fourth-highest career point total in Atlantic Coast Conference
history and established himself as the all-time Division | scoring leader in the state of
Virginia.

A three-time honorable mention All-American and first-team All-ACC performer,
Stith averaged 20.7 points per game as a senior. The four-year letterwinner scored in
double figures in all 33 games of his senior season and in the final 51 games of his
career.

He was named the Most Valuable Player of the 1992 NIT after leading UVA to an
81-76 overtime win vs. Notre Dame in the championship game at Madison Square
Garden. Sinking five of six free throws in the overtime period, Stith finished with a
team-high 24 points and eight rebounds.

CURTIS STAPLES

Arguably the greatest clutch performer to wear a Cavalier uniform since Jeff Lamp,
whose UVA scoring record of 2,317 points he eventually broke, Stith provided many
late-game heroics and often seemed unstoppable. Playing at Notre Dame as a junior
during the 1990-91 regular season, he scored Virginia's final 19 points, including 17 in
the last 3:14, to lead UVA to a dramatic 68-67 come-from-behind victory.

He capped his freshman season in 1988-89 by being named ACC Rookie of the Year.
The Cavaliers—paced by Stith’s 28 points and seven rebounds—advanced to the final
of the NCAA Southeast Regional with an 86-80 victory over heavily favored Oklahoma.

Stith is listed in the top six of several UVA career statistical categories. The 1992
Wooden Award finalist ranks: first in scoring (2,516), minutes played (4,391) and free
throws made (690); second in field goals made (856); fifth in rebounds (859); and
seventh in steals (177).

The sixth Virginia men’s basketball player to have his jersey number retired, Stith
was selected in the first round of the 1992 NBA draft (13th pick overall) by the Denver
Nuggets. He played a total of 10 pro seasons—eight with the Nuggets, and one each
with the Boston Celtics and Cleveland Cavaliers—before retiring prior to the start of

the 2002-03 NBA season.

Retired Jersey

One of the top 3-point shooters in NCAA history, Curtis
Staples had his jersey retired at halftime during UVA'S
victory over Arizona in the first men's reqular-season
basketball game at John Paul Jones Arena on Nov. 12,
2006. Staples, a 6-3 guard from Roanoke, Va., finished
his Virginia career in 1998 as the NCAA's leader in
3-point field goals made with 413. His mark stood until Duke’s J.J. Redick established a
new NCAA record for three-point field goals made (457) during the 2005-06 season.

In addition to being Virginia's career leader in 3-point field goals made, Staples
holds UVA records for 3-point field goals made in a season (130) and in a game (9). He

also holds Virginia records for most 3-point field goals made by a senior (130), junior
(98), sophomore (82) and freshman (103). He led the Atlantic Coast Conference in
3-pointers made per game during each of his four seasons at UVA.

Staples ranks 10th on the Cavaliers’ career scoring list with 1,757 points. He lettered
four times for Virginia and was a team captain as a senior in1997-98. Staples averaged
a career-high 18.1 points a game during the 1997-98 season and earned All-ACC third-
team honors.

A

Sean Singletary finished his Virginia career as one of
three Cavaliers to earn first-team All-Atlantic Coast
*| Conference honors three times, one of five UVA players
to score more than 2,000 points and ranked among the
program’s leaders in a number of statistical categories.
Singletary scored in double figures in a program-record
55 consecutive games and became the first player in ACC history to amass 2,000
points, 500 assists, 400 rebounds and 200 steals in a career.

In his final season with the Cavaliers in 2007-08, the 6-0 point guard from Phila-
delphia, Pa., averaged 19.8 points, 6.1 assists and 3.8 rebounds per game. He earned
All-ACC first-team honors for the third consecutive season and was an honorable men-
tion All-America selection by The Associated Press and CollegeHoops.net. He scored a
career-high 41 points at Miami on March 1, 2008.

2007 All-American « Retired Number « Retired Jersey

Singletary earned All-America third-team honors from the National Association of
Basketball Coaches and CollegeHoops.net in 2007. Singletary averaged 19.0 points,
4.7 assists, 4.6 rebounds and 33.2 minutes played per game for the 2006-07 season.

A three-time team captain, Singletary finished his Virginia career ranked second
on the Cavaliers’ career steals list (200), third in assists (587) and 3-point field goals
made (222), fourth in free throws made (573), fifth in scoring (2,079 points) and ninth
in field goals made (642). He led the Cavaliers in assists and steals each of his four
seasons in the program, and in scoring his last three seasons.

Singletary’s jersey was retired prior to his final regular-season game at John Paul
Jones Arena in 2008 and his No. 44 was retired on Feb. 15, 2009. He was drafted in
the second round of the 2008 NBA Draft by the Sacramento Kings and played one NBA
season with the Phoenix Suns and Charlotte Bobcats.
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MIKE SCOTT

2012 All-American

Mike Scott concluded his Virginia career in 2012 with a
strong senior season that saw him become the seventh
All-American in school history.

Scott was named a third-team All-American in
2012 by The Sporting News and Basketball Times. He
became the first Cavalier to be named a Sporting News
All-American in 29 years.

Afirst-team All-ACC selection during his final season, Scott led Virginia in scoring at
18.0 points per game and in rebounding at 8.3 per game, while leading the conference

with a.563 field goal percentage. Scott was honored as the ACC Player of the Week a
league-high four times during the 2011-12 season, becoming the first Virginia player to
earn the honor four times in one season.

Scott finished his Virginia career ranked third in rebounds (944), third in double-
doubles (34) and 16th in points scored (1,538) on UVA' all-time lists.

Scott was selected in the second round of the 2012 NBA Draft by the Atlanta Hawks
with the 43rd overall pick. He has played for the Hawks since 2012-13.

2015 All-American

Justin Anderson helped lead the Cavaliers to 83 wins,
two NCAA Tournament appearances, two ACC reqular-
season titles and one ACC Tournament championship
during his three seasons at UVA from 2013-15.
Anderson averaged 12.2 points and shot 45.2

percent from 3-point range as Virginia won 30 games and claimed its second straight
ACCregular-season title during his All-America season in 2015. Anderson was averag-
ing a team-high and career best 13.9 points before fracturing his finger and suffering

an appendectomy during the season. He returned to action against Florida State in
the ACC quarterfinals after missing eight games and had 15 points in Virginia's NCAA
Tournament win against Belmont. In addition to his third-team All-America honor,
Anderson was named to the All-ACC Second Team by the media and coaches despite
missing eight league games.

Anderson declared for the NBA Draft on April 15,2015, and finished his Virginia
career with 873 points, 341 rebounds and 180 assists in 98 career games.

Two-time All-American Malcolm Brogdon finished his
stellar career ranked ninth on UVA's all-time scoring list
with 1,809 points.

Brogdon also ranked first in free throw percent-
age (87.6%), second in games played (136), fifth in
minutes played (4,157), sixth in 3-point field goal percentage (36.5%), seventh in
3-pointers (185) and ninth in free throws (422).

Brogdon earned unanimous consensus first-team All-America and NABC Defensive
Player of the Year honors in 2016 after becoming the first player to be named ACC
Player of the Year and Defensive Player of the Year in the same season. The three-time

All-ACC first-team performer earned consensus second-team All-America honors in
2015.

Brogdon helped Virginia to 111 wins, four NCAA tournaments, two ACC regular-
season titles and one ACC Tournament championship during his career.

He was drafted by the Milwaukee Bucks in the second round (36th overall) of the
2016 NBA Draft and was named NBA Rookie of the Year in 2017, averaging 10.2 points
and 4.2 assists in 75 games. Brogdon and the Bucks advanced to the NBA playoffs.

Brogdon’s No. 15 was retired at Virginia on Feb. 20, 2017, prior to Cavaliers’ACC
contest against Miami.



UVA HONORS

Kyle Guy was a Final Four Most Outstanding Player,
two-time All-American, two-time All-ACC first-
team honoree and ACC Tournament MVP during his
/| decorated three-year Virginia career. He averaged

19.5 points in wins over Auburn and Texas Tech at the
2079 NCAA Final Four. Guy sank three free throws with 0.6 seconds remaining to lift
Virginia to a 63-62 win over the Tigers in the national semifinals. Guy added 24 points
in the Cavaliers’ 85-77 overtime win against the Red Raiders in the title game. Guy led
Virginia in scoring at 15.4 points per game to earn consensus All-America third-team
honors in 2018-19. Guy was a third-team All-American in 2017-18.

DE’'ANDRE HUNTER

Guy finished his UVA career ranked first in 3-point percentage (42.5%), second
in made 3-pointers (254) and 26th in scoring (1,323 points). Guy’s 120 3-pointers in
2018-19 rank second on the UVA single-season list. He made a school-record 11 con-
secutive 3-pointers over a two-game span, netted 16 20-point games, and averaged
12.5 points and 3.0 rebounds in 106 career games.

2019 All-American

De’Andre Hunter earned second-team All-America hon-
ors and was a consensus third-team All-American in
2019. Hunter was named the NABC National Defensive
Player of the Year, All-ACC first team and ACC Defensive
Player of the Year after his breakout season.

He averaged 15.2 points and 5.1 rebounds, while shooting 52 percent from the field,
43.8 percent from 3-point range and 78.3 percent from the free throw line. Hunter
racked up 12 career 20-point games, including a career-high 27 points against Texas
Tech in the NCAA championship game. He was the ACC Sixth Man of the Year and aver-
aged 12.4 points and 4.4 rebounds in 71 career games at UVA.

Athletics

+ NCAA championships in men'’s basketball and men’s lacrosse propelled Virginia to an
eighth-place finish in the final 2018-19 Learfield IMG College Directors’ Cup competi-
tion.

- Viirginia posted its sixth top-10 finish in the decade and placed in the top 25 for the
13th consecutive year.

« UVA'is one of 12 schools to rank in the top 30 of the final Directors’ Cup standings in
the 26-year existence of the program.

« In addition to the pair of NCAA championships, 21 other UVA teams — or programs
with individuals representing their teams — appeared in postseason competition.

- Women's swimming and diving finished sixth at the NCAA Championships and men's
tennis and women’s lacrosse each advanced to the NCAA Elite Eight.

« Men’s swimming and diving and rowing each placed 10th at the NCAA Champion-
ships, while men’s soccer, women’s soccer and field hockey each advanced to the NCAA
Sweet 16.

- Women's golf placed 14th at the NCAA Championships.

« UVA captured two Atlantic Coast Conference championships and its 81 conference
titles since the spring of 2002 are the most of any ACC school during that time.
+In2018-19, UVA won ACC championships in men’s lacrosse (18th overall and first
since 2010) and rowing (10 consecutive and 19th in 20 years).

- Football participated in back-to-back bowl games for the first time since 2004-05,
capturing the Belk Bowl with a 28-0 win over South Carolina.

- Viirginia defeated Virginia Tech 12.5 to 9.5 in the Commonwealth Clash All-Sports
competition between the two schools.

« Jordan Scott became the first ACC male competitor to win the indoor national title in
the triple jump, while wrestler Jack Muller was the runner-up at the NCAA Champion-
ships in the 125-pound weight class.

UVAS teams compiled an overall record of 286-172-4.

Academics

« Viirginia posted a graduation rate of 92 percent in the NCAA's annual Graduation Suc-
cess Rate for incoming student-athletes from 2008-11, marking its the highest mark
since the report was launched in 1998.

« Chesdin Harrington (baseball), Erika Osherow (softball) and Rachael Politi (swim-
ming & diving) received Weaver-James-Corrigan postgraduate scholarships from the
ACC.

« Seven UVA sports programs were recognized by the NCAA with Public Recognition
for academic excellence after scoring in the top 10 percent of their sport’s Academic
Progress Rates.

« Men’s golf, women'’s basketball, women’s golf, women’s lacrosse, women's track and
field, women’s swimming and diving and volleyball teams earned the recognition
based on their most recent multi-year APRs, which include the 2014-18 academic
years. That total tied for the second most by UVA since the program’s inception in
2004-05.

« A record total of 427 UVA student-athletes were named to the ACC Honor Roll for
registering a grade point average of 3.0 or better for the full academic year.

« UVA had 105 student-athletes named to ACC All-Academic teams.
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VIRGINIA ADMINISTRATION

RYAN

UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT

James E. Ryan serves as the ninth president of the University of
Virginia. A leading expert on law and education, Ryan has written
extensively about the ways in which law structures educational
opportunity. His articles and essays address such topics as school
desegregation, school finance, school choice, standards and testing,
pre-K, and the intersection of special education and neuroscience. Ryan is also the coauthor of the textbook
“Educational Policy and the Law” and the author of “Five Miles Away, A World Apart,” which was published
in 2010 by Oxford University Press. Ryan’s most recent book, “Wait, What? And Life’s Other Essential
Questions,” based on his popular 2016 commencement speech, was published in 2017 by HarperOne and is
a New York Times bestseller. In addition, Ryan has authored articles on constitutional law and theory and
has argued before the United States Supreme Court.

Before coming to UVA, Ryan served as dean of the Harvard Graduate School of Education. In this role,
Ryan increased the size, strength, and diversity of the faculty through new hires and promotions. He estab-
lished the Harvard Teacher Fellows program, an innovative teacher training program for Harvard College
seniors and recent alumni, and began a school-wide effort to reimagine its master’s degree programs.

Ryan oversaw an expansion of professional education, including the creation of two new online certificate
programs, and launched Usable Knowledge, an online resource designed to broadly disseminate actionable
research findings in education. He and colleagues also embarked on an ongoing effort entitled “Fulfilling
the Promise of Diversity,” intended to prepare students for careers working in diverse environments, and
resulting in new courses, prominent speakers, and teaching workshops related to diversity and inclusion.
Under his leadership, the school surpassed its campaign goal of $250 million more than a year ahead of
schedule, and raised the largest gift in the schools history, a $35.5 million gift to establish the Zaentz Early
Education Initiative.

Before his deanship, Ryan was the Matheson & Morgenthau Distinguished Professor at the University
of Viirginia School of Law. He also served as academic associate dean from 2005 to 2009 and founded and
directed the school’s Program in Law and Public Service. While at Virginia, Ryan received an All-University
Teaching Award, an Outstanding Faculty Award from the State Council of Higher Education for Virginia, and
several awards for his scholarship. Ryan has been a visiting professor at Harvard, Yale, and the University
of Auckland. He has also served on numerous education boards and commissions, including the U.S.
Department of Education’s Equity and Excellence Commission and the board of the Maya Angelou Public
Charter School in Washington, D.C.

Ryan received his AB summa cum laude from Yale University and his JD from the University of Virginia,
which he attended on a full scholarship and from which he graduated first in his class. After law school,
Ryan clerked for William H. Rehnquist, the late Chief Justice of the United States, and then worked in
Newark, N.J., as a public interest lawyer before entering into teaching. Ryan and his wife, Katie, who is also
an alum of the UVA School of Law, have four children.

CARLA

WILLIAMS

DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

In the short time since Carla Williams was named Virginia’s direc-
tor of athletics in October of 2017, she has made an impact on the
Cavaliers athletics landscape. Quite literally.

With a background as a student-athlete, coach and administra-
tor, Williams approach to leading Virginia is forward thinking. Her
focus is on providing opportunities for student-athletes to maximize
their college experience while establishing a culture and support system for the sport programs to compete
for championships. Above all, her commitment to academic excellence is unwavering.

Williams wants student-athletes at UVA to grow, prosper and prepare themselves for their futures
away from athletic competitions. To ensure that approach becomes a reality, she announced The Master
Plan project in 2018 that will set the course for generations of future Hoos.

The $180 million Master Plan addresses the immediate needs to upgrade facilities for the Cavalier
foothall program and UVA Olympic Sports. Administrative buildings, sport performance centers and
new playing surfaces will be the most visible phases of the project that also includes the demolition of
University Hall.

The services and support areas encompassed within the project will have meaningful and lasting
impacts on student-athletes in the form of leadership, ethics, stewardship, wellness and academic achieve-
ment.

Itis a plan that is aggressive in scope, but one that Williams feels is needed to ensure UVA's place
among the nation’s leading athletics departments. The end result will provide student-athletes an unsur-
passed experience in terms of personal development.

During her short tenure as UVA' athletics director, Williams has witnessed a revival of the Cavalier
football program and a history-making performance by the men’s basketball team. Under coach Bronco
Mendenhall, UVA's football program has gone to back-to-back bowl games for the first time in 14 seasons
and the Cavaliers capped the 2018 campaign with a shutout performance against South Carolina to win the
Belk Bowl.

The Virginia men’s basketball team won the program’s first NCAA Championship in 2019, finishing
the tournament with a run of three dramatic come-from-behind victories to cap an epic storyline after UVA
exited the championship a year earlier as the first No. 1 seed to lose to a No. 16 seed.

The Cavalier men’s lacrosse team captured its eighth national title in 2019 and helped UVA to an
eighth-place finish in the Directors’ Cup. Virginia also claimed the Capitol One Cup for men’s sports in 2019,
the second time it won the award since 2015.

In the classroom, UVA student-athletes have set record numbers for placement on the ACC Honor
Roll, achieved highest grade point average totals in program history and been recognized by the NCAA for
outstanding achievement on academic progress reports.

Williams' appointment at Virginia made her the first female African-American athletics director at
a Power Five conference institution. At the time, she was the fifth active female athletics director at that
level.

Prior to Virginia, Williams served as an athletics administrator at the University of Georgia for 13 years
and was named deputy director of athletics in 2015. During Williams’ tenure as an administrator at Georgia,
its athletics teams won 16 NCAA team championships and 37 Southeastern Conference titles.

In her role as deputy director of athletics at Georgia, Williams was responsible for the day-to-day
operations of the department and its $127 million budget. She served as administrator for the Bulldogs’
football and Lady Bulldogs’ women's basketball programs and also had supervisory responsibility for
academic support services, business operations, compliance, event management, external operations,

facilities and new construction, human resources, sports facilitators (21 sports and 15 head coaches), sports
medicine, strength and conditioning, student services and ticketing. She helped to oversee $162 million in
facility additions, upgrades and improvements for the UGA athletics program.

Williams served as the Georgia Athletic Association’s liaison to the president’s office, provost’s office,
general counsel, equal opportunity office and student affairs. She also served as the athletics department’s
deputy Title IX officer.

Williams has the unique background of competing, coaching and administering at the highest levels
of intercollegiate athletics. She was an All-SEC guard on the basketball court, then helped recruit and coach
some of the greatest teams in Georgia’s history before moving on to become one of the highest-ranking
female administrators in Division | athletics.

Williams began her administrative career at Georgia in 2004. She served as associate athletic director
(2004-2008), senior associate athletic director (2008-2011) and executive associate athletic director (2011-
2015) before being promoted to deputy director of athletics.

Prior to joining the Bulldogs’ staff, Williams was an assistant director of athletics at Vanderbilt (2000-
03) and an associate director of athletics (2003-04). She oversaw 11 men'’s and women’s sports as well as
the Commodores’ CHAMPS/Life Skills program. From 1997-1998, Williams was coordinator for student-
athlete development and life skills at Florida State. While completing her Ph.D. in sport administration,
Williams was also a graduate assistant for athletic academic support from 1998-2000.

Over the course of her career in intercollegiate athletics, Williams has administrative experience with
each varsity sport sponsored by Virginia with the exceptions of field hockey, rowing, squash and wrestling.

Williams was instrumental in Georgia's programming to enhance the lives of its student-athletes and
prepare them for a life beyond athletics, including its comprehensive “The Georgia Way” program. She also
helped build ties for Bulldog alumni, including the creation of UGA's NFL alumni development program.
Her involvement at Georgia included serving as a member of the student-athlete conduct committee and
student wellness committee. She was involved in general campus affairs which included serving on the
University’s Terry College of Business board of directors and being active in numerous campus personnel
search committees.

NCAA and national organization committee membership are a big part of Williams' resume. She
served on the executive committee (2010-2014) for the National Association of Collegiate Directors of
Athletics. She was a member of the Southeastern Conference’s executive committee (2009-2011), partici-
pated on the NCAA women’s baskethall issues committee (2010-2014) and was an executive board member
of the National Association of Collegiate Women Athletic Administrators (2007-2009).

A native of LaGrange, Ga., Williams was a three-year starter for the Lady Bulldogs from 1987-89. She
finished her career with 1,115 points, 425 assists and 285 steals. Those tallies ranked No. 10, No. 2 and No. 3
among Georgia’s career leaders at the completion of her career.

Williams was then an assistant coach on hall of fame coach Andy Landers’ staff from 1991-96, includ-
ing teams which reached the 1995 and 1996 Final Fours, finished as NCAA runner-up in 1996 and won the
1991 and 1996 SEC Championships. Following the 1995-96 season, Williams moved into administration and
served as UGA' assistant director of compliance from 1996-97 before continuing her ascent up the adminis-
trative ranks at Florida State, Vanderbilt and Georgia.

Williams was an active member in her community, local schools and church and was on the board of
directors for the Athens Area Community Foundation and LLL Community Group. She has served as a com-
mittee member for Oconee County School System projects and been involved in the Athens Clarke County
Mentor Program.

In May 2015, Williams was recognized by the Girl Scouts of Historic Georgia as the Athens Woman of
Distinction. That same year she was named one of the top-10 senior woman administrators in the NCAA by
the website CollegeAD.org.

Williams and her husband Brian, who holds the title of associate professor of public policy at UVA's
Frank Batten School of Leadership and Public Policy, have three children: daughters, Carmen and Camryn,
and a son, Joshua.

He was responsible for rules education programs for
coaches, administrators, student-athletes, alumni and other university personnel.

Prior to working at Georgia, Baumgartner was an assistant director of membership services at the
NCAA. His duties included helping schools interpret NCAA legislation, conducting on-campus compliance
reviews and serving as the lead for NCAA athletic certification publications.

Baumgartner was the assistant athletic director for compliance at Clemson from June of 2000
through August of 2003. He developed, administered and monitored Clemson’s compliance systems to
maintain institutional control for the school’s athletics program. He also served as the assistant athletic
director for compliance at Jacksonville University from August of 1997 until June 2000.

Jim Booz joined the Virginia athletics department as deputy athletics
director in December of 2017. He was the first senior staff appoint-
ment by new athletics director Carla Williams. He had previously
worked with Williams at the University of Georgia and had previ-
ously worked in the athletics department at Virginia.

Before his return to UVA, Booz was a senior administrator on Georgia’s athletics staff since 2011, most
recently serving as an executive associate athletic director. He joined the Bulldogs athletics staff as a senior
associate director of athletics and was promoted to executive associate director of athletics in July of 2016.
He was directly responsible for the oversight and long-range planning of the sports medicine and compli-
ance units and leading a team of six sport administrators.

He served as the sport administrator for multiple nationally-ranked sport teams including UGA'
gymnastics and track and field and cross country programs. Additionally, Booz assisted with the day-to-day
supervision of football.

Prior to UVA, Whiteside was an athletics administrator at Appalachian State, serving as senior associ-
ate athletics director and senior woman administrator at the end of her tenure..

At Appalachian State, Whiteside was a member of the department’s executive leadership team and
worked closely with director of athletics Doug Gillin on management of the department’s day-to-day
operations. She had oversight of external operations units for marketing, ticketing, licensing and sponsor-
ships, as well the student-athlete support areas of student-athlete leadership and development. She also
served as the department’s liaison to the University’s chancellor’s office for athletics.

The sport administrator for women’s basketball, men’s and women’s tennis, men's soccer and men’s
and women’s track and field/cross country, Whiteside also helped oversee the Mountaineers’successful
transition to the FBS level of football. The Mountaineers became the first team to win bowl games in the
first four consecutive years after making such a transition. They claimed trophies at the 2015 and 2016
Camellia Bowl, 2017 Dollar General Bowl and 2018 New Orleans Bowl and were most recently crowned
champions of the 2018 inaugural Sun Belt Championship game.

Prior to overseeing the external units, Whiteside oversaw the student-athlete support areas of sports
medicine, strength and conditioning and leadership and development. She created the Mountaineer R..S.E
program, which is a comprehensive life skills and leadership development program that aims to develop,
support and prepare student-athletes for life after athletics.

Whiteside was instrumental in implementing a comprehensive care model for student-athlete health
and well-being by hiring the department’s first sports dietitian, mental performance coach and sports
psychologist, while transitioning the department to a medical model of care.

Whiteside came to Appalachian State from Missouri, where she served as director of external
engagement with a primary focus on overseeing and coordinating all facets of the athletics premium
seating program at all of Mizzou'’s athletics facilities. She also assisted with the development of community
outreach programs and created new customer service initiatives to enhance football and basketball game
day experiences.

Prior to her time at Missouri, Whiteside was a special assistant to the athletics director at her alma
mater, Wright State. In that role, she worked in a variety of areas across the athletics department, including
assisting in all daily internal and external operations, overseeing special projects and fundraising events,
assisting with capital projects and analytical research and overseeing and administering student-athlete
development and community involvement initiatives. She also designed and oversaw Wright State’s
student-athlete advisory committee and CHAMPS/Life Skills program, including facilitating community
partners to sponsor the program.

Whiteside was a women's basketball student-athlete at Wright State from 2003-07. She was a
four-time Horizon League all-conference and all-defensive team performer and finished her career ranked
second on the Raiders’all-time scoring list. She was also named a strength and conditioning All-American
in 2007 and Wright State’s Female Athlete of the Year for 2006-07.

She went on to play professionally in Germany, spending four years as a point guard for the USC
Freiburg, SV Halle Lions and TSV Amicitia basketball clubs before returning to the United States to begin
her career in athletics administration.

A dean’s list student throughout her academic career at Wright State, Whiteside graduated with a
degree in psychology in 2007. She went on to earn a master’s degree in rehabilitation counseling from
Wright State in 2012.

DAVE KOEHN

Dave Koehn, Director of Broadcasting for Virginia Sports Properties, is in his 11th season as the
play-by-play voice of the Cavaliers. A graduate of the University of Kansas School of Broadcast
Journalism, Koehn spent four years in Texas where he did play-by-play for Sam Houston State
University football, men’s basketball and women’s basketball, and Texas Lutheran University
foothall, basketball and baseball. Prior to joining VSP, he was the play-by-play announcer for
University of Vermont men’s basketball broadcasts and also did play-by-play for the Vermont
Lake Monsters minor league baseball team.

JIMMY MILLER

Jimmy Miller begins his second season as the basketball analyst on the Virginia Sports Network.

Miller played in 132 games during his four seasons at Virginia from 1981-85. He ranks 37th on
UVA' all-time scoring list with 1,218 points. Miller was named the Most Valuable Player of the
East Regional and helped lead the last UVA team to reach the NCAA Final Four in 1984.
