+ Virginia and Louisville meet on Saturday afternoon
at Scott Stadium.
- Saturday’s game against Louisville was pushed back
a week due to COVID-19 concerns at Louisville, giving
UVA a bye one week prior than originally planned. UVA
is 29-32 alltime coming off a bye, including 3-2 under
Bronco Mendenhall (3-1 at Scott Stadium).

THE LOUISVILLE SERIES
+ Saturday marks the ninth time in series history the
Cavaliers and Cardinals have met in football and the
seventh time in ACC play.
+ Louisville leads the alltime series, 5-3. UL also
leads the series, 4-2, since Louisville joined the ACC in
2014. Except for 2016 Heisman Trophy winner Lamar
Jackson’s final minute heroics in 2016 at Scott Stadi-
um, the home team has won every game in the series.
+ The first five games of the series were won by a
touchdown or less, including the first three on field
goals in the closing minutes.

FIVE TOP STORYLINES
- OLB Charles Snowden has recorded a combined
18 tackles, 7.5 tackles for loss and 5.0 sacks over
his last two games (at then-No. 11 Miami and vs.
then-No. 15 North Carolina). He had 5.0 sacks all
of 2019. His 5.0 sacks on the year rank tied for No.
3 among the nation’s linebackers. His 4.0 sacks
against the Tar Heels was the most by any FBS player
this season. He was named ACC Linebacker of the Week for his efforts against UNC.
- Virginia rushed for 210 yards against then-No. 15 North Carolina last time out. It was the
ninth time since 2018 UVA has rushed for 200+ yards. The Cavaliers own an 8-1 record in
those games.
- WR Billy Kemp IV has 45 receptions this season. Kemp’s 45 receptions are the second
most by a Cavalier in program history through the first six games of a season, trailing only
Billy McMullen'’s 47 through six games in 2001.
- Kemp is No. 1 in the ACC and No. 15 in the nation with 7.5 receptions per game.
- ILB Nick Jackson is No. 2 in the ACC with 10.7 tackles per game. The last two games
include a career-high 16 tackles at then-No. 11 Miami and 11 more against then-No. 15 UNC
last time out.

#TheStandard: BY THE NUMBERS

UVA is one home win away from its 275th all-time victory at Scott Stadium. The
Cavaliers are winners of 14 of their last 16 at their home edifice.

OLB Charles Snowden recorded 4.0 sacks
against No. 15 North Carolina, which is the
most in a game this season in all of FBS. He is
No. 2 in FBS and No. 1 in the ACC in sacks by a
linebacker.

Tony Poljan is No. 8 in the nation among tight ends with 24 receptions. His four
touchdowns rank No. 7 among FBS tight ends.

Virginia has recorded 10 combined sacks over the last two games vs. then-No.
11 Miami and then-No. 15 North Carolina.

UNIVERSITY COLORS

Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia’s official athletic colors at a mass student meet-
ing in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously worn silver gray and cardinal red, but those colors did not
stand out on muddy football fields, prompting a student movement to change them.

One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete who played on Virginia’s first
football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the meeting wearing a navy blue-and-orange scarf that he had
acquired during a summer boating expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue were chosen as the offi-

® cial athletic colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the scarf off Potts’ neck and, waving it to the
crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” UVA later served as the inspiration for schools like Auburn and Florida
VIRGINIA ATHLETICS NEW BRAND IDENTITY when they selected school colors.

MORE ON THE LOUISVILLE SERIES
+ The two schools first met at Louisville in 1988, a 30-28 Cardinal win. Louisville kicker Ron
Bell connected on a 39-yard field goal with 10 seconds left in the game to give the Cardinals
the triumph at Old Cardinal Stadium. UVA had led Louisville 28-14 after scoring on its open-
ing drive of the second half, but Louisville scored 16 unanswered points to snatch the victory
away from the Cavaliers.
- The tables were flipped when the series moved to Charlottesville in 1989. Jake Mclnerney
kicked a 37-yard field goal as time expired to lift UVA over Louisville, 16-15.
+ Mclnerney’s kick is one of two field goals in UVA history to win a game with zeros on the
clock. The most recent was in 2011 when Robert Randolph chipped a 23-yard game-winner
at Indiana.
+ Shawn Moore gave UVA a 13-9 lead with his 4-yard passing strike to Herman Moore in the
closing seconds before halftime. Louisville used two fourth-quarter field goals to build a 15-
13 lead before Mclnerney’s heroics.
+ On UVA's game-winning drive, Moore orchestrated the offense on a 10-play, 60-yard drive, to
set up Mclnerney'’s field goal. The drive included a 25-yard quarterback draw by Moore as the
UVA signal caller accumulated 40 yards during the drive with his own legs.
+ PK lan Frye’s 42-yard field goal with 1:24 left won the game for the Cavaliers in 2014.
Frye’s field goal is the third-longest game-winning field goal in UVA program history.

2020 SEASON IS DIFFERENT, BUT LOUISVILLE CONTINUES TO GRACE SCHEDULE
+ The ACC said so long to Maryland when Louisville joined the league on July 1, 2014. Mary-
land had served as UVA's annual Atlantic Division crossover opponent every season since
the ACC created the division format in 2005.
+ Louisville not only takes Maryland’s spot in the Atlantic Division, but also has served as
UVA’s annual crossover opponent prior to the unique scheduling of 2020. UVA has played the
Cardinals every season they have been in the ACC.

UVA VS. TEAMS FROM THE BLUEGRASS STATE
- Virginia has played 12 games against teams from the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
+ UVA is 5-7 all-time against teams from the “Bluegrass State.”
+ UVA played Centre College from Danville, Ky., at Lambeth Field in Charlottesville in 1919,
a 49-7 loss.
+ UVA played Kentucky in 1902, 1903 and 1930. The 1902 and 1930 games against the
Wildcats were played in Lexington, Ky., while the 1903 meeting was in Charlottesville.
+ Including the 1898 meeting in Louisville between UVA and Vanderbilt, UVA has played
seven all-time games in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

HEISMAN MOMENT FOR JACKSON AT SCOTT
- When Louisville came to Scott Stadium in 2016, Lamar Jackson had a Heisman Trophy
moment helping the Cardinals beat the Cavaliers, 32-25.
+ With just over two minutes to play and No. 5 Louisville suddenly trailing Virginia 25-24,
Lamar Jackson answered for the Cardinals. He engineered a 75-yard drive and capping it by
floating a perfectly placed 29-yard touchdown pass to Jaylen Smith with 13 seconds remain-
ing as the Cardinals survived Virginia, 32-25.
- It was Jackson’s fourth touchdown pass and helped the Louisville quarterback capture the
2016 Heisman Trophy.
+ Virginia had scored with 1:57 remaining and used a 2-point conversion to take a 25-24
lead, whipping the crowd at Scott Stadium into a frenzy.

The Virginia Cavaliers fell late to the Louisville Cardinals, 28-21, at
Cardinal Stadium the last time these teams met.

Virginia had a chance in the closing seconds to force overtime. Bryce
Perkins founds Tavares Kelly on a four-yard scoring strike with 21 seconds
left to make it 28-21. Hasise Dubois recovered the ensuing on-side kick
from A.J. Mejia to give UVA a chance at the Louisville 41. With four seconds
remaining Perkins’ pass to the end zone fell incomplete, clinching the win
for the Cardinals.

Virginia used two Wayne Taulapapa rushing touchdowns in the first half
to take a 14-7 lead into the intermission. UVA marched 60 yards on seven
plays during its first possession of the game to take an early 7-O lead.
Taulapapa capped the drive with a six-yard rush. He later added a 19-yard
rushing touchdown in the second quarter to break a 7-7 tie.

After UVA’'s Jordan Mack was ejected on a questionable targeting call to
start the second half, Louisville scored 21-unanswered points thanks to two
rushing touchdowns by Javian Hawkins.

The last Cavalier to reach 1,000-career rushing yards was
former QB Bryce Perkins last season when he became the
44th player in program history to reach the milestone. He is
only the third UVA quarterback to reach the milestone and
the first since Shawn Moore in 1990.

FIELD POSITION HURTING THE CAVALIERS

- Virginia is losing the field position battle by an average of 3.7 yards for the season. UVA's average
starting field position is its own 28.0, while its opponents on average start at the 31.7-yard line.

- UVA also has only started seven drives on its opponents side of the field, while four of those
times came in the opener against Duke. Against Duke UVA turned the short field into two touch-
downs, threw one interception and the last one took a kneel to end the game.

+ In comparison, UVA’'s opponents have started 16 drives on the Cavaliers’ side of the field. The
UVA defense has battled well under the circumstances, yielding five touchdowns and four field
goals. The defense has also forced two punts, one interception and one missed field goal. Two
other times the game ended with a QB kneel.

- Compared to last season, UVA had +6.6 average in field position for the season as its average
starting field position was the 33.9 yard-line, while opponents were starting on average at their own
27.3 yard line.

LONG UVA SCORING DRIVES

- Five games into the season, UVA already has scoring drives of 97 yards (vs. NC State), 94 yards
(vs. Duke) and 94 yards (at Miami). All three drives resulted in touchdowns and are longer than any
drive the Cavaliers had in 2017, 2018 and 2019.

+ The last time UVA had multiple drives of 90+ yards was in 2016 when UVA set a program record
with a 99-yard drive vs. Central Michigan and also had a 90-yard drive against UConn.

+ UVA has 10 drives of 75 yards or more and all 10 have resulted in touchdowns.

VIRGINIA SPREADS OUT THE TACKLES FOR LOSS

- Virginia is No. 20 in the nation and No. 4 in the ACC with 7.8 tackles for loss per game. Six
different Cavaliers have recorded at least 4.0 TFLs so far this season, which ranks tied for No. 3 in
the nation.

+ UVA’s six players are: Charles Snowden (8.5), Noah Taylor (6.5); Zane Zandier (5.0); Jowon Briggs
(4.0); Richard Burney (4.0); Nick Jackson (4.0). Overall, 15 different Cavaliers have recorded at
least one TFL.

+ Fourth-year QB Lindell Stone had a career day against NC State when he was called into the game
in the second quarter after staring QB Brennan Armstrong left with an injury.

- It was just the fifth appearance of Stone’s career and first that didn’t come in the fourth quarter.
Entering the game his only pass of 2020 had gone for -7 yards and his career QB efficiency rating
was 5.03.

- Stone tossed his first career passing touchdown in the closing seconds of the second quarter
when he found Billy Kemp IV for the two-yard score. On the scoring drive Stone was 6-0f-9 for 75
yards and the touchdown pass.

- Stone finished with career highs in completions (30), attempts (53), yards (240) and touchdowns
(3).

+ Stone marked the 17th time since 2000 a Cavalier quarterback has completed 30+ passes in a
game. Six of those occurrences have happened since 2017.

JANA JOINS THE 100/1,000 CLUB AT VIRGINIA

+ WR Terrell Jana notched nine receptions against NC State on Oct. 10 to become the 23rd Cav-
alier in program history to reach 100 career receptions and 1,000 receiving yards. Jana became
the 43rd player in program history to reach 1,000 career receiving yards in the 2019 Orange Bowl
against Florida.

- Eight of the 23 Cavaliers to join the 100/1,000 club had current UVA wide receiver coach
Marques Hagans as a coach.

THE HAGANS FACTOR

+ With WR Terrell Jana moving into No. 21 all-time at UVA in receiving yards, he becomes the ninth
Cavalier in the Top 25 to be coached my current UVA receivers coach and alum Marques Hagans.

+ Hagans has coached: No. 2 Olamide Zaccheaus, No. 5 Kris Burd, No. 8 Hasise Dubois, No. 11
Darius Jennings, No. 12 Tim Smith, No. 17 Joe Reed, No. 18 Doni Dowling, No. 20 Canaan Severin
and No. 25 Jana. Hagans worked with Burd while as an offensive GA in 2011.

TASK UNIT LEADERS
- The Cavaliers have 10 task-unit leaders and each has an assistant. Working together, they determine the order in which players
select their jersey numbers, choose the movie that’s shown the night before a game (not taking place this season), pick the color com-
bination of the uniform UVA will wear in a given game, recognize teammates for their effort in practice, and decide which players make
up the four special-teams units: kickoff, kickoff return, punt and punt return.
- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “It’s their program. The idea simply is, | like the idea of delegating and providing leadership opportunities
as much as possible. | try to get as much off it [head coach’s plate] as possible, so the only thing that | have remaining to do is com-
petitive work. Then that allows me to help our team at the highest level with the time that | have.”
- OLB Charles Snowden Said It: “I know he’s [Mendenhall] big on leadership development, so | think he just gives us opportunities
to lead within football. We definitely see our peers in a different light than the coaches do. The coaches kind of see football only. We
know who’s coming back and getting in extra work, we know how guys carry themselves, we know how invested they are.”

THE 4TH SIDE
- Offense and defense are two sides. Special teams is the third side. The 4th Side, in Bronco Mendenhall’s TH
teaching, is the sidelines. Mendenhall has made it a point of emphasis with his team since arriving in Charlot-
tesville that The 4th Side is as important as the other three. And just as he expects his teams to perform on
offense, defense and special teams, Mendenhall wants his players on the sidelines to thrive. By extension, the
UVA fan base is also part of the The 4th Side.
- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “It starts on our sideline and possibly the name of all of our fans as the entire
stadium becomes The 4th Side.”
- WR Terrell Jana Said It: “It is the 4th Side for a reason because of the four aspects of the team. Coach shows
film in the meeting room of players on the 4th Side. The team sees that and takes pride in that.” SI DE

EARN YOUR JERSEY NUMBER
- Head coach Bronco Mendenhall introduced what he sees as the bedrock of his “earned not given” mantra when he arrived in Charlot-
tesville in 2016. There are no double numbers and once a number is earned, that student-athlete has it for the season. The majority of
numbers are picked over the course of the selection ceremonies during the final three weekends of fall camp. Once the season ends,
all players return to the status of no number for winter conditioning, spring ball and summer workouts.
- To be considered for number selection, players have to meet certain physical benchmarks — weight room numbers, conditioning
times, etc. — but it's also about dedication to the program, overall effort in practice and having the right disposition in the locker room.
+ Bronco Mendenhall doesn’t choose the order. The task unit leaders do.
- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “The task unit leaders, they're the ones who are with their teammates every day in the locker room.
They're with them in class. They're with them in their apartments. They see a lot more than | see. Our players have embraced it, and it
matters to them to be endorsed by their peers to be on our team.”
+ Alum Jordan Mack Said It: “Part of our program is earned not given. They know what to expect coming in, and they know nothing is
going to be given. To earn a number, gear, anything with a Virginia sabre on it, you're going to have to earn it through your hard work.”

STATE CHANGERS
+ White » Grey » Orange » Navy > Black
+ Workout gear color is immediate feedback where our student-athletes stand in their training in order to drive positive change.
- Everything in performance is tracked from the moment they step on Grounds to show their gains. All new players begin their UVA
careers wearing white.
- Black workout gear is the pinnacle in the UVA strength & conditioning. Two current Cavaliers have reached that pinnacle: DE Richard
Burney and CB Nick Grant.

THURSDAY’S HEROES
+ The Thursday’s Heroes program is coordinated by the University of Virginia football team. Originally at BYU, Thursday’s Heroes tran-
sitioned to UVA when Bronco Mendenhall became Head Coach in 2016. Since then, the program has continued to grow, warming the
hearts of players, coaches, fans, and of course, the Heroes. Each Thursday during the Fall and Spring season (this is not happening
this year), an individual who is undergoing a difficult circumstance (medical, physical, cognitive, etc.) and their family is invited to tour
the football facilities, watch practice, meet the coaches/team, and receive special gifts unique to each Hero. Different players take
turns showering the Hero with gifts, including UVA gear, an official game jersey, Beats by Dre, a bicycle, school supplies, Halloween
costumes, and special video messages from favorite celebrities (Peyton Manning, Kenny Chesney, Damian Lillard, Chris Long and Hugh
Jackman to name a few have taken part). The goal of the program is simple: to put a smile on the Hero’s face and to welcome them to
the Virginia Football family.
- TB Wayne Taulapapa Said It: “Everybody is Somebody ... Every day we look up to them and the fight they are in. We want them to
know they are with us and we are with them.”
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MAD HATTERS (PUT ON THE HATS)

- The “Mad Hatters” is the name of the Virginia Football Scout Team. It drew inspiration
from the character frozen in time in “Alice in Wonderland,” but the name has as much
to do with the evolution of pennies scout team players once draped over their shoulder
pads to brightly colored pieces of fabric, which stretch over their helmets. Hence, “Put
on the hats.”

+ Each Thursday after practice the “Mad Hatter of the Week” is announced by a task
unit leader.

- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “The way | frame it to our team is without going through
that process, | think there is a fundamental step missed in their development. Most
recruits and most young people want to come in and play their first year. Most of us,
right, it’s kind of about us. When you're in that role, it’s really about serving and helping
your team.”

UVA GROUNDSKEEPERS

- Virginia’s football program wants to be a catalyst for change in the community, helping
to turn the pain of the Charlottesville riots of Aug. 12, 2017 into a celebration of life,
love and unity. During the summer of 2020, a player-led initiative was born in the form
of the Groundskeepers in order to “Take Back our Grounds” from the white nationalists
that descended upon Charlottesville in 2017.

- To be part of the Groundskeepers, participants take part in their own march, which
starts downtown at Heather Heyer Way — the street named in honor of the woman who
lost her life during the Aug. 12 demonstrations — before heading to the Enslaved Work-
ers Memorial and the Rotunda.

- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “We chose to take this march in direct opposition and

the exact opposite direction of the events that happened in the death of Heather Heyer.
We're standing against hate, inequality, anything that doesn’t reflect well on the state of
mankind, especially at the University of Virginia.

- OLB Charles Snowden Said It: We are committed to making a change in our commu-
nity. We are committed to fighting for what'’s right. We are committed to a better future.
We are the Groundskeepers. Just thinking about what transpired those two days and
what those two days signify and stand for — There were protests led in the name of
hatred, racism, oppression and that’s harmful. That’s hurtful to a lot of people and that’s
not what the city of Charlottesville stands for. That’s not what the University of Virginia
stands for. The Groundskeepers here at UVA, we just want to show that’s not who we are
and not what we stand for. So we're just trying to take back the power of those days and
show that we stand for love, unity, respect, uplifting one another, and just doing what’s
right.”

- One of UVA’s four flags they run onto the field with each game is a flag that represents
the Groundskeeper, which serves as constant reminder to the community of the impor-
tance of being unified in love rather than hate.

THE SHIELD

+ The shield is an important
part of the Virginia football
program. On the shield, which
was modeled after shields
used in the movie 300, has
three numbers: +1, 24, +5.
They represent a formula that
Bronco Mendenhall and his
staff developed after years of
data study and analytics that
will lead to probable wins.
Each game UVA’s goal is to be
at least +1 in turnover margin,
score at least 24 points while
holding opponents under 24
points and being at least

+5 in field position. Accom-
plishing each of those goals
in a game creates a winning
scenario.

+ Virginia’s shield (pictured) is
always represented in the UVA
locker room.

+ The shield also has the UVA
guiding principles painted
around the shield.

Mendenhall on Aug. 27. He is the third opening-day starting quarterback
under Bronco Mendenhall, joining Kurt Benkert (2016-17) and Bryce Per-
kins (2018-19).
+ Armstrong is one of UVA’'s four team captains as voted upon by his
peers. He is the only non-senior, joining DE Richard Burney, WR Terrell Jana
and OLB Charles Snowden.
+ Armstrong is the first left-handed starting QB at UVA since Jameel Sewell
(2006, 2007, 2009).
+ Armstrong enrolled at UVA in January 2018 and backed up Perkins the
last two seasons, saving his redshirt season in 2018 under the NCAA
participation rules.

BRENNAN ARMSTRONG

ARMSTRONG CONTINUES TO MATURE AS THE STARTING QB
- QB Brennan Armstrong threw for 200+ yards in each of his first two
career starts, including 269 against Duke and 270 at No. 1 Clemson.
He is only the second Cavalier to throw for 200+ passing yards in each
of his first two career starts. Armstrong joins Matt Blundin, who did so
in his first four career starts that spanned 1989, 1990 and 1991.
+ With UVA trailing by three points (20-17) entering the fourth quarter
in the season-opening win over Duke, Armstrong was 8-0f-9 passing
for 144 yards and two touchdowns. His lone incompletion was ruled a
catch on the field by Davis Jr., but overturned on replay.
+ Armstrong passed for 270 yards and three touchdowns at No. 1 Clem-
son, while also rushing for 89 more yards. Dating back to 2000, he is the
only QB to pass for 225+ yards, pass for 3+ touchdowns and rush for
70+ yards in a game against the Tigers.
+ With Armstrong under center, the UVA offense accumulated 417 yards of
total offense at No. 1 Clemson. The Cavaliers became the first ACC team
to earn 400+ yards of total offense against the Tigers since 2017 when
NC State (Nov. 4) did so. Since the start of the 2019 season only LSU,
Ohio State=, Virginia (twice) and Syracuse have averaged 5.0+ yards per
play against the Clemson defense.

Since arriving at Virginia for the 2016 season, head coach Bronco Mendenhall’s
impact on the Cavalier program has been immense. From a two-win season, to the
ACC’s Coastal Division Championship and a New Year’s Six bowl invitation, Virginia
football’s ascent has both remarkable and historic.

Mendenhall came to Charlottesville after a highly successful 11-year career at
BYU with a vision and a plan of execution for the daunting renovation project he
faced. He has masterfully crafted principles and culture, and instilled pride and
purpose, leading to a standard of unbroken growth in just four seasons.

Having a plan and being able to execute a strategic approach to achieving
results have been mission critical to Mendenhall’s formula for success.

“Teams and organizations are perfectly designed to get the results that they get,
Mendenhall is fond of saying regarding both successes and failures. His pursuit of
“unbroken growth” centers around learning, applying and improving on tools, frameworks, networks, innovation
and processes that deliver those results. His ultimate goal is more expansive than building a great football
organization. He strives to build great people.

On-field success is just part of the story Mendenhall has scripted at Virginia. He is a powerful believer in
balance, which he frequently sums up with one simple word ... AND. It has become the calling card for the UVA
football program.

“I think decisions are made based on principle, and | think principles are governed by beliefs,” Mendenhall
said. “AND is one of our guiding principles, and that is based on my belief that football is a vehicle to develop
people.”

At his introductory press conference, Mendenhall stressed that he wanted students AND athletes and
believed that combination was achievable, especially at an institution such as Virginia that ranks among the top
three public universities in the nation. Since that time, he has not compromised his approach to achieving those
means. More importantly, his teams have bought in on the concepts with great enthusiasm and demonstrated
they can do so while also being successful on the field.

“I would love to win a national championship,” Mendenhall said. “I'd love to develop a great program here.
But what | would really love is for every kid in my program to have an amazing life

In the world of big-time football, Mendenhall’s philosophy is unconventional, but that doesn’t faze him.

“I'm looking for the complete development of everyone in our program - and winning,” he said. “One is not at
the expense of the other. | think they go hand-in-hand, and winning, without the other, would be hollow to me.”

Under Mendenhall, the UVA program has progressed from two to six to eight to nine wins. Achievements and
recognitions on the field, in the classroom and around the community have exponentially increased as well.

In 2019, UVA placed 10 players on the ACC All-Academic team, the most in the program’s history. Linebacker
Jordan Mack was named the ACC’s Jim Tatum Award winner as the league’s

+ The game was the 125th meeing of the South’s Oldest Rivalry, tying for the seond-
most played series in FBS history.

« UVA's win over No. 15 North Carolina is its highest over an AP Top-25 team since
beating No. 12 Georgia Tech in 2011.

+ UVA has won four-straight against UNC, matching Virginia Tech and Clemson in current
win streaks vs. the Tar Heels in ACC play.

« The 85 points is the most combined points in a UVA ACC win, passing the 84 scored
in a 44-40 win over UNC in 1973.

« UVA scored 40+ points against an Associated Press Top-25 team for the first time
since scoring 48 points against then-No. 15 West Virginia in the 2002 Continental Tire
Bowl.

+ For the second week in a row UVA scored a touchdown on its opening drive of the
game.
