
UPCOMING OPPONENTS

VOLLEYBALL MATCH NOTES
2021 VIRGINIA SCHEDULE

LAST TIME OUT
•	 Virginia opened its 43rd season at the Maryland Invite (Aug. 27-28) by 

posting a 2-1 record at the tournament with wins over Hofstra and Central 
Connecticut State on Aug. 28.

•	 Cavaliers’ right side hitter Mary Shaffer and outside hitter Grace Turner 
were named to the All-Tournament Team.

•	 Shaffer hit .278 and averaged 2.55 kills per set and 0.82 blocks per set, 
while Turner average a team-best 2.55 kills per set and 0.91 blocks per 
set, and totaled nine service aces (0.82/set).

•	 Turner set the tone for the Cavaliers from behind the service line as she 
dialed up five of UVA’s 10 total aces in its four-set win over the Pride. 

SERIES HISTORY
•	 Virginia’s upcoming contest against Akron marks just the third meeting 

between both teams. The Cavaliers own the all-time series, 2-0. Friday’s 
match will mark the first non-neutral site meeting between the two teams.

•	 Saturday’s matchup against Winthrop marks the second-ever meeting 
between UVA and the Eagles. The first and only meeting was on Oct. 18, 
1980 when the Eagles defeated Virginia 2-0 (12-15, 13-15).

CAVALIERS WELCOME HEAD COACH SHANNON WELLS
•	 On April 26, 2021, Virginia Director of Athletics Carla Williams announced 

the hiring of Shannon Wells as the ninth head volleyball coach in program 
history.

•	 Wells came to UVA having spent the last seven seasons at Florida, 
including the last four seasons in which she served as Associate Head 
Coach (2017-20).

•	 While at Florida, Wells guided the Gators to seven consecutive NCAA 
tournament appearances and achieved a record of 184-33 (.848).

WELLS’ WINTHROP CONNECTION
•	 Wells served as an assistant coach on Winthrop’s coaching staff from 2007-09.
•	 In her three seasons at WU, Wells helped lead the Eagles to a 20-win season and a 

share of the Big South Conference regular-season title in 2007 after going 11-1 in 
conference place.

•	 Wells also mentored the 2007 Big South Player of the Year Shannon Sitzman.
•	 In 2009, Wells and the Eagles finished 19-11 overall and 11-5 in Big South play 

while producing yet another Big South Player of the Year selection in Kelley Taylor.

LOOKING AHEAD
•	 The Cavaliers will look to the fill the void of four starters lost (Alex Spencer, 

Christine Jarman, Megan Wilson and Sarah Billiard) from the 2020 season, which 
bled into the 2021 calendar due to COVID-19.

•	 This season, Virginia returns three starters in Jayna Francis, Mattison Matthews and 
Grace Turner.

•	 The Hoos are slated to face four AVCA preseason top-25 teams in No. 9 Pitt (Sept. 
29), No. 13 Louisville (Oct. 22), No. 24 Georgia Tech (Oct. 8) and No. 25 Notre 
Dame (Oct. 24).

VIRGINIA NEWCOMERS
•	 The Hoos welcomed five newcomers, including four true freshmen, this offseason. 
•	 Graduate middle blocker Alana Walker was the only transfer Wells and her staff 

brought in ... Walker transferred from Northwestern, where she averaged 1.96 kills 
per set, hit .268 and averaged 0.78 blocks her set in the last four seasons ... 
Walker is also the daughter of former NBA All-Star Antoine Walker, who won an NCAA 
Championship at Kentucky and an NBA Championship with the Miami Heat.

•	 Freshmen Brooklyn Borum, Abby Tadder, Ashley Le and Heyli Velasquez round out 
the UVA newcomers.

2021 RECORD WHENUNIQUELY UVA
•	 The University of Virginia is an institution rich with history and tradition. Here is 

some of the terminology that contributes to UVA’s culture.
•	 Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni to refer to the University 

dating as far back as Thomas Jefferson. “Campus” is never used.
•	 First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: Instead of freshman, sophomore, 

junior, senior. Why you may ask? To be a “senior” implies that a person has reached 
the final phase of learning, a feat that Thomas Jefferson believed to be impossible, 
arguing instead that education is a life-long process. This tends to be used less in 
athletic eligibility references.

•	 Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent states of the United States of 
America that officially uses the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word state in 
all references. The other three commonwealths are Kentucky, Massachusetts and 
Pennsylvania.

UNIVERSITY NICKNAMES
•	 Virginia’s athletics teams have been accompanied by a somewhat confusing array 

of nicknames. The most prominent and widely accepted of these monikers are 
“Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos.”

•	 Although the terms “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are used almost 
interchangeably to refer to University teams and players, “Cavaliers” is more often 
used by the media, while “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are frequently used by Virginia 
students and fans.

•	 Legend has it that Washington & Lee baseball fans dubbed the Virginia players 
“Wahoos”during the !ercely contested rivalry that existed between the two in-state 
schools in the 1890s. By 1940, “Wahoos” was in general use around Grounds 
to denote University students or events relating to them. The abbreviated “Hoos” 
sprang up later in student newspapers and has gained growing popularity in recent 
years.

THE CAVALIER MASCOT
•	 The costumed Cavalier with a large character head debuted during Virginia’s 1984 

football season and has remained the official mascot of the University.

UNIVERSITY COLORS: ORANGE AND BLUE
•	 Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia’s of!cial athletic colors 

at a mass student meeting in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously worn silver 
gray and cardinal red, but those colors did not stand out on muddy football fields, 
prompting a student movement to change them.

•	 One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete who 
played on Virginia’s first football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the meeting 
wearing a navy blue-and-orange scarf that he had acquired during a summer boating 
expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue were chosen as the official athletic 
colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the scarf off Potts’ neck and, waving 
it to the crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” UVA later served as the inspiration for 
schools like Auburn and Florida when they selected school colors.

WAHOOWA
•	 The origin of “Wah-hoo-wah” is uncertain. The cheer was used to root on Virginia 

teams as early as 1890 and may have been borrowed from Dartmouth College, 
whose athletics teams were once known as the Indians.

•	 Legend attributes the yell to Natalie Floyd Otey, who sang the ballad “Where’er You 
Are, There Shall My Love Be” at Charlottesville’s Levy Opera House in 1893. The 
predominantly student audience noticed that Otey warbled the first three words 
of the song between each of the stanzas and decided to join in the refrain. By 
evening’s end, goes the legend, the crowd had corrupted “Where’er You Are” into 
“Wah-hoo-wah.”

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SHANNON WELLS
Head Coach | First Season
Shannon Wells was named the ninth head coach in program history by UVA director of athletics Carla Williams on 
April 26, 2021.

Wells comes to Virginia after serving on the coaching staff at Florida the past seven seasons. The associate 
head coach on Mary Wise’s staff, Wells has served in that role for the past four seasons and been the program’s 
recruiting coordinator for all seven of her years in Gainesville. During her tenure at UF, the Gators have gone 184-
33 (.848) and participated in seven consecutive NCAA tournaments. Florida won Southeastern Conference titles 
in 2014, 2016 and 2017. In 2017, the Gators advanced to the NCAA Championship finals for the first time since 
the 2003 season.

This season Florida posted a 21-4 record and reached the NCAA Regional finals before falling to top-seed Wiscon-
sin in five sets. The Gators were 19-3 in SEC play, finishing second to eventual NCAA champion Kentucky.

“We are very excited to have Shannon Wells as Virginia’s head volleyball coach,” Williams said. “She is a perfect fit 
for who we are currently and what we aspire to be as a volleyball program. First, she is an exceptional person and 
will be a wonderful addition to the UVA family. She has excelled at every level as a student-athlete and coach. She is 
very highly regarded and respected across the country in volleyball. We’re ready to get started under her direction.”

“I’m so excited to be the head coach of Virginia volleyball and to start building an elite program,” Wells said. “For 
me, it’s always been about surrounding yourself with the right people and Virginia has some of the best in college 
athletics. I want to thank Carla Williams, assistant athletics director Jess Wilk and the entire executive team as well 
as President Jim Ryan for entrusting me to lead the way. Their investment and support of the volleyball program is 
great for UVA and for the game of volleyball. I look forward to getting to Grounds, meeting the team and getting to 
work on something very special.”

Wells arrived in Gainesville in the spring of 2014 after serving as the associate head coach and recruiting coordina-
tor for Ole Miss in 2013. She previously spent three years as an assistant coach at Ole Miss prior to her promotion 
to associate head coach.

Before her time on the Rebels’ coaching staff, Wells spent three seasons as an assistant coach with the Winthrop 
Eagles of the Big South Conference. Before heading to Winthrop in 2007, Wells began her coaching career at her 
alma mater, the University of Southern Indiana, as an assistant coach before operating as a graduate assistant for 
two years at Morehead State in 2005 and 2006.

An alumna of USI, Wells played four seasons and helped lead her team to 87 wins over that time span – including 
a school record 27 victories in the 2000 campaign. She ranks first all-time at USI in service aces and kills for 
her career. A two-time selection as the Great Lakes Valley Conference Scholar Athlete of the Year, Wells was also 
named to the CoSIDA Academic All-District team in 2002 and was a three-time GLVC All-Academic team selection.

For her accomplishments in college, Wells was just the second volleyball player to be inducted into the USI Hall of 
Fame in February 2013.

She was most recently inducted into the 2015 Great Lakes Valley Conference (GLVC) Hall of Fame.

Wells served as the chair of the American Volleyball Coaches Association Assistant Coaches Committee with a seat 
on the AVCA Board of Directors. She is a graduate of the NCAA Women Coaches Academy and a member of The 
Alliance of Women Coaches and True North Sports Camp Elevate program.
