- Virginia remains in the top-10 in the

first NFHCA Coaches Poll of the regular-
season. The Cavaliers were No. 8 in the
preseason poll

- UVA is one of four ACC teams to be
ranked in the top-10 this week

+ Virginia is coming off back-to-back
shutouts last weekend against CAA
opponents William & Mary (5-0) and
Towson (3-0)

- Virginia had 22 penalty corners in the
Towson game, the most by a team in a
single game so far this season

- 53 was the most shots that Virginia has
taken in a game since at least 2008. The
previous high in that span was 44 against
Towson in 2012

- The NCAA does not keep records for
shots in a game

+ Virginia averaged 26.0 shots per game in
2020-21

* Amber Ezechiels leads the team with
seven points. She ranks fourth in the ACC
at 0.75 points per game

* Peyton Tollaksen, who had two goals at
William & Mary, is fifth in the ACC in goals
per game (0.75) and leads the team with
three

* Annie McDonough scored two goals with
an assist in the William & Mary game

- Virginia took 53 shots against Towson,
including 29 on goal

- Towson’s goalie Lena Vandam now leads
the nation in saves per game (14.67). Her
21 saves on Sunday were five more than
any other goalie in the nation has made
in a game so far this season and is tied
for the most in a game in the last two
seasons

+ Virginia’s three goalies have combined for
a 0.98 goals-against average

- Freshman Tyler Kennedy has made
three appearances this season, playing
75 minutes without allowing a goal. She
leads the goalies with five saves this
season, all coming against Delaware

- Virginia is third in the ACC with a
combined .733 save percentage

- Six of Virginia’s seven freshmen have
played this season

- Freshman Jans Croon has started all four
games

- Freshman Noa Boterman made her first
career start against Towson. She scored
her first collegiate goal against Delaware
» Taryn Tkachuk made her collegiate debut
at William & Mary. Tkachuk, who has
been sidelined with an injury, appeared in
both games last weekend to take penalty
strokes. She scored her first collegiate
goal with a conversion against Towson

- Virginia has had six different players
score goals with three different players
notching the game-winner

OVERVIEW OF THE 2021 CAVALIERS

- Virginia returns its entire starting lineup
from last season

+ Virginia’s veteran lineup includes three
fifth year players in Rachel Robinson,
Makayla Gallen and Lauren Hausheer and
five fourth-years

- US Women’s National Team player and
three-time All-American Rachel Robinson
returned as a grad student to anchor

the UVA defense. Robinson has been a
captain or co-captain of the team since
her sophomore season

* Makayla Gallen, a fifth-year grad student,
was a forward for the first 3.5 years at
UVA. She moved to the back in the spring
portion of last year’s schedule and will
continue to play as a defender this year.
Gallen has appeared in every game for
the Cavaliers since the first game of her
freshman season

¢ Laura Janssen, the Cavaliers’ top
offensive threat last season, returns to
lead the strikers this year. Janssen, who
was named to the AlIl-ACC Second Team
and the All-South Region Second Team
last season, led the team with 9 goals
and 18 points

- Midfielder Adele lacobucci was second
on the team in points (17) and goals (8)
last season, tied for ninth in the ACC in
points per game and eighth in goals per
game. The NFHCA All-South Region First
Team honoree was named to the USWNT
roster this summer

- Midfielder Annie McDonough closed

out the season scoring four goals in the
final six games of the year, including the
game-tying goal at Louisville, and the
game-winners against BC and Syracuse.
She has eight career goals and 11 career
assists

* Amber Ezechiels, a two-time Second
Team All-American, returns for her fourth
season as a key member of the UVA
defense and corner attack. Ezechiels led
the team with nine assists last season
while also adding three goals

- The Cavaliers also have a veteran
presence in goal with grad student
Lauren Hausheer and fourth-year Taylor
Henriksen. Hausheer was a 2020 Pre-
Season All-ACC honoree. Henriksen

was a 2020 NFHCA National Defensive
Player of the Week honoree. Hausheer
has appeared in 45 career games while
Henriksen has played in 10 over the last
two seasons but has posted a .727 save
percentage in those contests

« Virginia added five first-year position
players and two goalkeepers to the roster
- Back Jans Croon started both games last
week, the only first-year in the starting
lineup. Croon lived in Haarlem, The
Netherlands until she moved to California
at the age of 13 years. Her family has
also resided in Chapel Hill

SCOUTING MIAMI

+ Miami has started the season 1-4,

but has three one-goal losses against
tough opponents including UConn (2-1),
Indiana (1-0) and Ohio State (1-0). They
also played current No. 1 Michigan in a
preseason exhibition, being edged 2-1

- Miami has won the last four MAC
regular-season championships and is the
preseason favorite to repeat

+ Miami has made four-straight
appearances in the NCAA tournament

+ Miami is coming off a banner year,
finishing the regular season with a 13-2
overall record and a perfect 10-O record
in conference play. Six different student-
athletes that earned All-MAC accolades a
year ago return for 2021

- Head coach Inako Puzo spent two years
as Virginia’s associate head coach before
taking the job at Miami where he has
been named the MAC Coach of the Year
four times

- Assistant coach Chip Rogers worked in
the athletic communications department
at UVA before going to Miami

HEAD COACH MICHELE MADISON

- Head coach Michele Madison is in her
16th season at Virginia and her 33rd
overall as a head coach

- Madison is a member of the National
Field Hockey Coaches Association Hall
of Fame and was named the 2017 ACC
Coach of the Year

- She has a career record of 422-257-8
(.620 win percentage) and a 211-113
(.650 win percentage) record at UVA

+ Her 422 wins is sixth most among active
DI coaches and ranks 8th overall

- Madison is one of only two active Division
| head coaches to be a part of two United
States Olympic staffs, having worked as a
manager with the 1988 Olympic Team in
Seoul and served as the head goalkeeper
coach with the 1996 squad in Atlanta

2020-21 SEASON AT A GLANCE

+ Virginia finished last season with a 7-11
record and did not earn one of the two
at-large bids available for the compressed
NCAA Championship field

- The Atlantic Coast Conference was the
only conference in the nation to play last
fall. The ACC had two seasons, fall and
spring. UVA played 11 contests in the fall,
going 2-3 in conference contests. The
Cavaliers also played four games against
ACC schools that were considered non-
conference games

- The ACC held its championship in the fall
with UVA advancing to the semifinals

- Virginia played seven games in the
spring, six of which were conference
contests

- Seven of UVA's games last season (out
of the 18 it played) were against the No. 1
or No. 2 ranked team in the country (UNC
and Louisville)

+ Virginia was ranked as high as No. 11
and as low as No. 14

- Virginia was an NCAA Semifinal team in
2019
