CAVALIER NOTES

+ Virginia closes out the regular season on
Friday by hosting North Carolina

+ The Cavaliers and Tar Heels are currently
tied for third place in the conference
standings

+ The final conference games will all be
contested on Friday. The brackets for

the ACC Championship will be released
sometime Friday evening

+ Virginia moved up two spots to No. 14 in
this week’s NFHCA Coaches Poll

+ Virginia played three games last week,
tallying three wins, including a 2-1 victory
at No. 6 Syracuse that snapped a nine-
game win streak by the Orange. UVA also
defeated a pair of CAA opponents by a
combined score of 9-2 (5-1 vs William &
Mary and 4-1 vs Drexel)

* Amber Ezechiels earned her second ACC
Player of the Week honor of the season.
She started the month by being named
the conference’s Offensive Player of the
Week on Oct. 5 and closed it out with the
Defensive Player of the Week award this
week

+ Ezechiels scored two goals with an assist
as well as anchoring UVA's defensive
efforts

- Ezechiels is fifth in the ACC in goals

per game (0.50) and fourth in points per
game (1.29)

- Ezechiels has a team-best seven goals
this season, three of which have been
game-winners

e Greer Gill ranks fourth in the ACC in
assists per game (0.50)

+ Sophomore Esha Shah scored the

first goal of her collegiate career last
Wednesday against the Tribe. She scored
her goal on just her second shot of

the season in her seventh game of the
season. The striker played in six games
last year without taking a shot

- With Shah scoring her first goal of the
season, 11 different players have now
scored for UVA this year

+ Freshman Noa Boterman scored two
goals last week, giving her five on the year
(ranks second behind Ezechiels’ seven).
Boterman joins seniors Ezechiels (18),
Annie McDonough (12) and Gill (10) in
the list of UVA players contributing double-
digit points this season

+ Freshman goalkeeper Tyler Kennedy
ranks second in the ACC in save
percentage (.762) and fourth in saves per
game (3.20)

SENIOR DAY

- On Friday, the Cavaliers three fifth-years
and six fourth-years will be honored in a
postgame Senior Day ceremony

+ All nine players helped lead the 2019
team to the NCAA Semifinals, the first
Final Four for the Cavaliers in a decade

- The three fifth-years also helped UVA win
the 2017 ACC Regular-Season Title

¢ Lizzy Shim has been a versatile player
for the Cavaliers, playing both forward and
back over the course of her career. She
has appeared in 20 games, including nine
starts last season

* Greer Gill has appeared in 72 games with
61 starts, scoring seven goals with 15
assists. In 2019, she was a member of
the NFHCA All-South Region Second Team,
AlI-ACC Tournament Team and VA-SID First
Team All-State

¢ Annie McDonough has tallied 39 points,
including 15 assists, earning Second
Team All-State honors last season. She
has scored 12 goals, five of which were
game-winners, but none was bigger than
the one she scored in overtime against
Maryland in 2019 to send us to the Final
Four

* Amber Ezechiels is a two-time All-
American, two-time AIl-ACC honoree,
including making the first team last
season. She has been named the ACC
Offensive Player of the Week and the
Defensive Player of the Week this month.
She has tallied 15 goals and 16 assists
for 46 points

+ Peyton Tollaksen scored the game-winning
goal in her collegiate debut against Drexel
in 2018, and added a second for good
measure in that contest. She has played
in 70 games over her four years, scoring
nine goals with an assist for 19 points

* Taylor Henriksen was named not just
the ACC Defensive Player of the Week
last season, but also the NFHCA National
Defensive Player of the Week after tallying
12 saves in two matches against Wake
Forest. She has played in 15 games

in the cage, including picking up two

wins this season. Last season, she got
off to a blistering hot start with a .94
goals-against average and an .846 save
percentage in the first four games of the
season

* Rachel Robinson is the first player in
team history to be a fourtime team
captain. She is a two-time All-American
and a four-time All-Region honoree. She
was named the ACC Field Hockey Scholar-
Athlete of the Year in 2019 and last

year was awarded an ACC Postgraduate
Scholarship. The US Women'’s National
Team member has scored eight goals,
including three game-winners, with

13 assists in her five years anchoring
Virginia’s defense

HEAD COACH MICHELE MADISON

- Head coach Michele Madison is in her
16th season at Virginia and her 33rd
overall as a head coach

- Madison is a member of the National
Field Hockey Coaches Association Hall
of Fame and was named the 2017 ACC
Coach of the Year

- She has a career record of 425-260-8
(.620 win percentage) and a 215-116
(.650 win percentage) record at UVA

+ Her 425 wins are sixth most among
active DI coaches and ranks 8th overall

- Madison is one of only two active Division
| head coaches to be a part of two United
States Olympic staffs, having worked as a
manager with the 1988 Olympic Team in
Seoul and served as the head goalkeeper
coach with the 1996 squad in Atlanta

+ Preseason No. 1 North Carolina reamined
at No. 10 in this week’s NFHCA Coaches
Poll

- The Tar Heels have won three straight
NCAA Championships

+ UNC has lost two of its last three games
including a 4-0 loss to Liberty on Oct. 10
and a 3-2 overtime loss last Friday against
Louisville

+ Erin Matson leads the nation in points
per game (3.67) and goals per game
(1.50). She also leads the ACC in assists
per game (0.67)

+ UNC is third in the country in scoring
avergae (3.74)

- UNC leads the all-time series 58-17 and
has won the last eight meetings

+ In the last meeting between the two,
Matson scored a goal in overtime to give
the Tar Heels a 3-2 victory

- Virginia’s last win over UNC was a

4-2 victory in 2016 during the ACC
Championship final

- Virginia finished last season with a 7-11
record and did not earn one of the two
at-large bids available for the compressed
NCAA Championship field

- The Atlantic Coast Conference was the
only conference in the nation to play last
fall. The ACC had two seasons, fall and
spring. UVA played 11 contests in the fall,
going 2-3 in conference contests. The
Cavaliers also played four games against
ACC schools that were considered non-
conference games

- The ACC held its championship in the fall
with UVA advancing to the semifinals

- Virginia played seven games in the
spring, six of which were conference
contests

- Seven of UVA's games last season (out
of the 18 it played) were against the No. 1
or No. 2 ranked team in the country (UNC
and Louisville)

- Virginia was ranked as high as No. 11
and as low as No. 14

- Virginia was an NCAA Semifinal team in
2019
