Virginia heads to Westwood looking for its first win of the season

This is the Cavaliers’ second game against a Pac-12 opponent in
the first four games of the year after falling 65-48 to USC last week

Junior point guard Taylor Valladay, one of three transfers in the
starting lineup for the Cavaliers and one of two from Marquette, is
11th in the ACC in assists per game at 3.7

Valladay led the team in scoring in the USC game

Junior forward Camryn Taylor, also from Marquette, has led the
team in scoring in the other two contests, including matching a ca-
reer high with 27 points at James Madison

Taylor is averaging 14.3 points per game, the only Cavalier averag-
ing in double digits. She averaged 10.5 points per game in her two
seasons with the Golden Eagles

Grad student center Eleah Parker, the two-time Ivy League Defen-
sive Player of the Year at Penn, has four blocked shots, all coming
in the JMU game. Parker tallied 99 blocked shots her sophomore
season at Penn, which ranked fourth in the nation that year

Virginia as a team averaged 2.0 blocked shots per game last year
and 2.8 per game in 2019-20

Grad student guard Amandine Toi leads the ACC in minutes per
game at 34.6

Sophomore guard Kaydan Lawson has been a spark off the bench
for the Cavaliers, averaging 4.0 points and a team-best 6.5 rebounds
per game

Virginia is 2-1 in the all-time series with the two victories being
22-point victories in 1991 and 1995. UCLA won the most-recent
meeting in 2019 in Charlottesville, 73-62

The game will be broadcast on the Pac-12 Network. This will be
the Cavaliers first time playing on the network

LA HOMECOMING

Cavalier head coach Tina Thompson and associate head coach
Karleen Thompson (no relation) both are southern California natives

Tina Thompson grew up in West LA and attended Morningside
High in Inglewood. She grew up playing hoops at Robertson Park
which is five miles from Pauley Pavilion

Karleen Thompson was born in San Diego, but grew up in Texas,
returning to Southern California to attend college

Both played at USC, graduating in 1997 (Karleen was known as
Karleen Shields during her Trojan playing days)

Tina Thompson played for the LA Sparks from 2009-11

Karleen Thompson started her WNBA career when she became
a manager for the Los Angeles Sparks in 1997. With the Sparks,
Thompson moved to assistant coach in 2002 before she was named
one of the team’s interim head coaches in 2004 after the resignation
of head coach Michael Cooper. During the remainder of the 2004
season, Thompson had eleven wins and three losses as co-head
coach

Strength & conditioning coach Jeremy Golden also worked for the
LA Sparks in 2007 as their head strength & conditioning coach

Athletic communications director Melissa Dudek graduated from
Loyola Marymount University in Westchester. She grew up in Northern
San Diego County, attending Poway High

2021-22 CAVALIERS OVERVIEW

Virginia returns to competitive action after playing only five games
during the 2020-21 season, three non-conference contests and two ACC
games. Virginia had one game canceled due to injuries depleting the
roster to the point it was not safe to play (Dec. 6 at George Washington)
and then six more games postponed due to COVID protocols before the
decision was made on Jan. 14 to end the season

The Cavaliers will have an almost entirely new team in 2021-22 with
the addition of four transfers and one true freshman added to the roster.
Guards Amandine Toi and Carole Miller are UVA's most-seasoned return-
ing players, having each appeared in 35 games in their Cavalier careers

Two of the transfers are graduate students coming from the Ivy
League: Eleah Parker (Penn) and McKenna Dale (Brown).

Parker is the two-time Ivy League Defensive Player of the Year and a
three-time All-lvy League selection.

Parker was one of 20 players named to the 2021-22 Lisa Leslie
Award Watch List for the top center in the nation. This is her second time
being named to the preseason watch list for the honor

Dale is a guard who played two seasons at Brown (missing 2018-

19 due to injury), ranking third in points per game (17.0) and second in
three-point shooting percentage (.385) in 2019-20

UVA picked up two players from Marquette, forward Camryn Taylor and
guard Taylor Valladay

Additionally, the Cavaliers will have multiple second-year players who
played only five or fewer games as true freshmen (Aaliyah Pitts, Deja
Bristol and Kaydan Lawson) as well as one who was injured all of last
season (Nycerra Minnis)

Virginia has another transfer, London Clarkson, who played her fresh-
man season at Florida State in 2019-20. Last year, she was supposed
to sit out after transferring to UVA, however she was granted her immedi-
ately eligibility in December, but the Cavaliers did not play another game
after she became eligibile

Guard Amandine Toi was on a hot streak when last season came to
an end. Toi, who is a fifth-year graduate student who still has one more
year of eligibility remaining after sitting out her first two years with knee
injuries

Junior forward Meg Jefferson was also on a hot streak before being
sidelined by an injury last year. After playing a total of 83 minutes her
freshman season, Jefferson found herself in the starting lineup and lead-
ing the team in scoring at 12.7 points per game in the three contests
she played
