TEAM NOTES

- Virginia is No.8 in the Week 4 NFHCA
poll, the 16th consecutive poll being
ranked in the top 10

- Virginia again leads the nation in strength
of schedule (“opponent success”). UVA
also played the toughest schedule in the
nation last season

+ Friday’s game against Duke is the third
top-five opponent in a five-game span for
UVA and fourth top 10 in that same time
frame

+ All but three of UVA’'s opponents this
season have been ranked during the year
- Nine Cavaliers have scored at least one
goal this season

+ Virginia has had 19 student-athletes
appear in games this season (not
counting goalkeepers), 15 of them have
contributed at least one point

- UVA has had six different players

score the game-winning goals: Minnie
Pollock, Noa Boterman, Taryn Tkachuk,
Mia Abello and Laura Janssen, Adele
lacobucci
* Adele lacobucci netted the game-winner
at Miami. She has two goals this season,
both game-winners. She is the only player
with two game-winning goals this season
* Daniela Mendez-Trendler is ranked in the
top 10 in the ACC in assists per game
(5th, 0.45), goals per game (8th, 0.45)
and points per game (9th, 1.36)

+ Mendez-Trendler leads the team with 15
points with a team-best 5 goals and tied
for the team lead with 4 assists

- Mendez-Trendler has yet to score the
game-winning goal this season

- Mendez-Trendler has had a goal or an
assist in seven of 11 games this season
- Grad student Laura Janssen has a
career-best four assists this season. She
had five assists in her first four seasons
combined

+ Junior Noa Boterman has four goals

and nine points this season. In both her
freshman and sophomore seasons, she
finished with five goals and 11 points

- Boterman is 2-0f-3 on penalty strokes
this season

- Boterman leads the ACC with three
defensive saves

+ Miami (Ohio) did not have a shot on goal
in Sunday’s 2-0 shutout. It was the second
time this season the UVA defense kept
the opponent from taking a shot on goal.
Temple had zero shots in that 6-O loss

+ The Miami win was UVA’s third shutout of
the season

- Freshman goalkeeper Nilou Lempers
subbed into the Liberty game, playing the
fourth quarter. She made one save in 15
minutes in her collegiate debut

NATIONAL PLAYER OF WEEK - SEPT 12

- Tyler Kennedy was named the NFHCA
Division | National Defensive Player of the
Week and the ACC Defensive Player of
the Week after logging a combined eight
saves in the wins against William & Mary
and Harvard (Sept. 12)

- The Harvard game was her second
shutout of the season and the fifth of her
career

- It was the first career ACC Player of the
Week honor in her career and her first
NFHCA national honor

- She is the first Cavalier to be named the
NFHCA National Player of the Week since
goalkeeper Taylor Henriksen in the 2020
season

ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK- AUG. 29

- Laura Janssen was named the ACC
Offensive Player of the Week in the first
honors of the season (Aug. 29) for scoring
the game-tying goal and assisting on the
game-winning goal against Penn State

¢ Jans Croon is a member of the US
Women’s National Hockey5s Team, helping
to lead the squad to a gold medal and the
2023 Pan Am Cup and earn a spot in the
Hockey5s World Cup that will be held in
Oman in January 2024

¢ Lauren Kenah is on the US Women'’s
National Indoor Team and suited up for
the squad at the 2023 Women'’s World
Cup in February, 2023 in Pretoria, South
Africa

¢ Jans Croon, Mia Abello, Madison

- Head coach Michele Madison is in her
18th season at Virginia and her 35th
overall as a head coach

- She ranks third among active DI coaches
in wins with 450 (most of any active ACC
coach). She ranks eighth overall on the
all-time win list

+ Madison was inducted into the National
Field Hockey Coaches Association Hall of
Fame in 2013 and was named the 2017
ACC Coach of the Year

- Madison is one of only two active Division
| head coaches to be a part of two United
States Olympic staffs, having worked as a
manager with the 1988 Olympic Team in
Seoul and served as the head goalkeeper
coach with the 1996 squad in Atlanta
