-Virginia is 9-10 all-time vs. the Mountaineers in the series that
dates to the 1915-16 season.

-Virginia head coach Tony Bennett holds a 1-2 record against the
Mountaineers.

-The Mountaineers defeated the Cavaliers in their last two
matchups, taking down the Cavaliers 68-61 in 2017 and 66-57
in 2016.

-The Cavaliers defeated the Mountaineers 70-54 at the Jimmy

-The Cavaliers are 3-2 in their last five games vs. West Virginia
and 6-4 in their last 10.

- Kyle Guy added 18 points on six 3-pointers.

-The Mountaineers’ 68 points were the most allowed by Virginia
throughout the 2017-18 regular season.

-We play defense, take quality shots, pass the basketball, limit
turnovers and transition points, rebound and play more defense.
- UVA returns one starter - Reece Beekman (11.8 ppg, 6.0 apg,
3.6 rpg & 2.6 spg) - from last season’s ACC regular-season
champion and NCAA tournament team that finished 25-8.

- Beekman, who earned All-ACC third-team honors last season,
needs 50 steals to pass Othell Wilson (222 steals from 1981-
84) for first all-time at UVA.

- Ryan Dunn (9.8 ppg) leads the team in rebounding (7.4 rpg),
steals (3 spg) and blocked shots (2.8 bpg).

- Isaac McKneely (10.3 ppg, 60% 3FG) had nine points vs.
Wisconsin after missing the Texas Southern game with an ankle
injury.

- McKneely averaged 6.7 points and shot a team-best 39.2 per-
cent from 3-point range last year, while Dunn tallied 2.6 points
and 2.9 rebounds in 12.9 minutes per game.

-Transfers Andrew Rohde (6.0 ppg), Jake Groves (8.6 ppg) and
Jordan Minor (2.0 ppg, 2.0 rpg), and redshirts Leon Bond Ill (7.6
ppg, 3.2 rpg, 65.4% FG) and Dante Harris (4.2 ppg, 2.6 rpg)
and newcomer Blake Buchanan (6.0 ppg, 4.2 rpg) and veteran
Taine Murray (4.0 ppg, 40% 3FG) are main contributors.

VIRGINIA HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT

- Dean and Markel Families Head Men’s Basketball Coach Tony
Bennett has a 345-126 (.732) mark in 15 seasons at UVA and
414-159 (.723) career mark in 18 seasons as a head coach.

- Bennett passed Terry Holland (326-173, 16 seasons) as UVAs
all-time winningest coach with the win over Syracuse (1/7/23).
- Bennett recorded his 400th career win at Wake Forest
(1/21/23).

- Bennett has guided the Cavaliers to six ACC regular-season
titles (2014, 2015, 2018, 2019, 2021, 2023), two ACC Tourna-
ment titles (2014 and 2018) and one NCAA national champion-
ship (2019).

-The three-time National (2007, 2015 and 2018) and four-time
ACC Coach of the Year (2014, 2015, 2018 and 2019) guided
UVA to its 11th consecutive postseason berth in 2022-23.

+In 2018-19, Bennett led the Cavaliers to their first NCAA na-
tional championship, a share of their ninth ACC regular-season
title and a school-record 35 wins.

- Bennett is the third coach in ACC men’s basketball history to
lead his program to 12-straight winning conference seasons,
joining North Carolina’s Dean Smith (33) and Duke’s Mike
Krzyzewski (13).

+He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament

championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).

* Bennett is the fifth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Dean Smith,
Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

-UVAis 176-75 (.701) in ACC play (100-25 at home & 76-50
away), 196-38 (.838) at home and 169-51 (.768) in non-
conference action (94-10 at JPJ) under Bennett.

- Bennett ranks fourth all-time in winning percentage (.701)
among ACC head coaches with 100 or more ACC wins.

+West Virginia is the lone Big 12 Conference opponent on
Virginia’s 2023-24 schedule.

-Virginia is 24-27 all-time against current Big 12 Conference
members (1-1 vs. Baylor, 3-1 vs. BYU, 1-3 vs. Cincinnati, 3-5 vs.

-Tony Bennett holds a 6-6 record against current Big 12 Confer-
ence members (1-0 vs. Baylor, 0-2 vs. Houston, 1-1 vs. lowa
State, 2-0 vs. Oklahoma, 0-1 vs. TCU, 1-0 vs. Texas Tech and 1-2
vs. West Virginia).

-Virginia went 1-1 against the Big 12 last season.

-Virginia defeated Big 12 member Texas Tech in overtime on April
8, 2019, in Minneapolis, Minn., to secure the program’s first
NCAA Championship.

+ Virginia is 160-11 all-time when scoring 70 or more points
under Tony Bennett.
