TEAM NOTES

- Virginia has been ranked in the top 10 all
season including moving up to a season-
best No. 4 ranking ahead of the ACC
Championship

- All but three of UVA’'s opponents this
season have been ranked during the year.
Temple and Wake Forest have been ranked
but are no longer in the top-20

+ Junior back Jans Croon scored both of
Virginia’s goals in the ACC Semifinal game
against North Carolina and then scored
UVA’'s second goal against Saint Joseph’s.
These are her first three goals of the
season

- Croon became the 11th different Cavalier
to score a goal this season

+ Junior back Emily Field has a team-best
10 assists as well as having scored a
goal. She had zero career points coming
into her third season

+ Field has scored a goal or assisted on a
goal in each of the last five games

- Of the 19 non-goalkeepers to appear in
more than one game this season, 16 have
either scored a goal or assisted on a goal
+ Junior midfielder Noa Boterman scored
twice in the ACC Quarterfinal win against
Syracuse to give her eight goals this
season, tying for the team lead

- Boterman also made her fourth defensive
save of the season in the Syracuse game.
She leads the ACC and ranks 8th in the
NCAA in defensive saves this year

+ Junior striker Taryn Tkachuk has also
tallied eight goals this season, scoring
those on 15 shots (.533 shooting
percentage). Of those 15 shots, 12 have
been on goal

- Sophomore midfielder Daniela Mendez-
Trendler leads the team in points with 25
on eight goals and nine assists. Mendez-
Trendler was a third-team All-American as
a freshman last season with 19 points on
eight goals and three assists

+ Mendez-Trendler scored the game-winning
goal against Saint Joseph'’s, her third
game-winner of the year

- Grad student striker Laura Janssen has
two goals in the last three games.

+ Janssen comes in with the highest career
numbers of anyone on the team with 100
career games and 77 starts, scoring 39
goals with 10 assists across her five
seasons

- Janssen and fellow grad student Adele
lacobucci were both key members of the
Cavaliers’ 2019 Final Four team

- lacobucci was named to the All-ACC

First Team this year and is a three-time
All-Region First Team member. She has
played in 101 games with 87 starts with
18 goals and eight assists. lacobucci’s
goals have been impactful with seven of
them being game-winners

+ The Cavaliers are averaging 2.33 assists
per game which ranks 13th in the nation

VIRGINIA & THE NCAA CHAMPIONSHIP

- This is UVA’s is the 27th trip to the NCAA
Championship for the Cavaliers and their
15th in the last 18 years

- The Cavaliers are looking to advance to
the NCAA Semifinals for the sixth time in
program history. UVA last made the final
four in 2019 with a 1-0 victory against
Maryland in Charlottesville

- Virginia has fallen in the Round of 16 of
the tournament each of the last two years
including suffering a 2-1 loss at Maryland
in 2021

+ This is Virginia’s 11th trip to the NCAA
Quarterfinals with a 5-5 record in the
previous 10 appearances

GOALKEEPERS

« Junior goalkeeper Tyler Kennedy has
started every game this season for

the Cavaliers and has all of the goalie
decision

- Kennedy logged her sixth career shutout
against Miami (Wake Forest was a
combined shutout with Nilou Lempers)

+ In 46 career games, Kennedy has a .718
save percentage

- She was named to the All-ACC Second
Team this year, her first career postseason
honor, and was named the ACC and
NFHCA National Defensive Player of the
Week during the season

- Freshman goalkeeper Nilou Lempers
subbed into the Liberty game, playing the
fourth quarter. She made one save in 15
minutes in her collegiate debut

- Lempers played the second half of the
Wake Forest game but did not face a shot
- Kennedy and Lempers earned the
combined shutout against the Demon
Deacons

- Grad student midfielder Adele lacobucci
was named to the All-ACC First Team. She
was named to the second team last year
+ Junior midfielder Noa Boterman, junior
goalkeeper Tyler Kennedy, junior striker

in 2015 and the Euro Indoor Club Cup in
2015
