Tech, after having its eight-
game home winning streak
snapped against Miami, will
be seeking to snap Virginia’s
19-game streak inside JPJ.
It’s the second-longest
active home win streak in
the country, trailing Boise
State’s 22-game home
winning streak. UVA’s last
home loss was vs. Houston
on Dec. 17, 2022 (69-61).

e |n previous seasons in Virginia Tech history,
the fastest head coach to make the NCAA
Tournament was in Year Three. Those Hokies
were Howie Shannon, Charlie Moir and Buzz
Williams.

e Therefore, with Mike Young doing so in Year
Two, he became the fastest Tech coach to
make The Dance.

e The Hokies have also never had a head
coach lead them to the NCAA Tournament
in two of their first three seasons.

e Mike Young becomes just the third head
coach in program history to register multiple
trips to the NCAA Tournament, joining
Charlie Moir and Buzz Williams.

WHAT’S A HOKIE?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896
when Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical
College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came
the necessity for writing a new cheer and a
contest for such a purpose was held by

the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull
won first prize for
his “Hokie” yell
which is still used
today. Later, when
asked if “Hokie” had
any special meaning,
Stull explained the
word was solely

the product of

his imagination and was used only as an
attention-getter for his yell. It soon became
a nickname for all Tech teams and for those
people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors -
Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were
chosen by a committee because they made
a ‘unigue combination’ not worn elsewhere
at the time. The official definition of “Hokie”
is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan.”

When referring to our name, we ask that
you use Virginia Tech, Hokies or Tech - and
not ‘Vah Tech.” Thank you!
