- Virginia (8-6, 0-3 ACC) travels to No. 6 NC State (14-1
2-1 ACC) on Thursday (Jan. 11) for the second and final
meeting of the regular season between the two teams.

+ Tipoff from Reynolds Coliseum is set for 7 p.m. on
ACC Network Extra (ACCNX). Fans can also tune in via
98.9-FM/1070-AM WINA and the Virginia Sports mobile
app.

SERIES HISTORY

- With its 72-61 victory at John Paul Jones Arena on Dec.
31,2023, then-No. 3 NC State took a 42-41 lead in the
all-time series with Virginia, which began in 1974.

- The last time UVA won in Raleigh was on Jan. 4, 2018 in
a 73-63 decision ... The Cavaliers led for the entire game
and had four players score in double figures.

- The Cavaliers’ 83 games against NC State mark the
second most by any UVA opponent in program history.

- Only North Carolina (92 meetings) has faced Virginia
more times in UVA history.

- With the exception of the 2020-21 COVID season, the
two teams have gone head-to-head at least once every
season since the NC State’s inaugural campaign in

- 1974-75.

- The Wolfpack’s first-ever game was against UVA on Dec.
7,1974 in Raleigh ... NC State won, 57-45.

- Last year, the two teams split the season series, but the
Cavaliers toppled then-No. 22 NC State in the second
meeting in a 71-59 triumph at John Paul Jones Arena on
Feb. 12 ...The win also snapped a seven-game losing
skid for the Hoos.

- The Wolfpack have won seven of the last eight meetings.

LAST MEETING BETWEEN NC STATE & VIRGINIA

- The Cavaliers clung to a 32-31 lead at halftime, but the
Wolfpack outscored UVA 23-8 in the third quarter before
ultimately sealing a 72-61 win in the two teams’ ACC
opener at John Paul Jones Arena on Dec. 31, 2023.

+ Camryn Taylor finished with 17 points and a career-high

Wolfpack’s 56 total rebounds are the most by a UVA
opponent at John Paul Jones Arena since it opened in
2006.

LAST TIME OUT

+ Virginia fell behind by 10 points midway through the first
quarter as Duke held on for a 60-56 victory at John Paul
Jones Arena last Sunday (Jan. 7).

+ UVA held the Blue Devils to just 2-of-18 (11.1 percent)
from beyond the 3-point line.

- For the third consecutive game, Camryn Taylor led the
Hoos with 17 points on 5-of-10 shooting and knocked
down seven free throws. Kymora Johnson also scored
in double figures with 14 points, pulled down eight
rebounds and added three steals.

- Taylor fouled out for the first time this season at the 5:25
mark of the fourth quarter.

- The Cavaliers never grasped as a lead as Duke led for
39:26 of game time.

VIRGINIA AGAINST TOP-10 OPPONENTS

- The Cavaliers have upset a top-10 foe 28 times in
program history.

- UVAs last win over a top-10 foe was when the unranked
Cavaliers toppled then-No. 4 Florida State, 60-51, at
John Paul Jones Arena on Feb. 16,2017.

- The Hoos have upset a top-6 foe 14 times, including
most recently over the Seminoles.

- Virginia has upset a top-10 in a true road game only
seven times - the last was on Nov. 17, 2008, at then-
No. 5 Tennessee, when the 16th-ranked Cavaliers won,
83-82.

- The Cavaliers have upset a top-6 opponent on the road
only five times.

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GAME NOTES

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

+ Under head coach Amaka Agugua-Hamilton, UVA is
19-3 against non-conference opponents.

+ The Cavaliers won their first 14 non-conference
matchups before falling to No. 25 Oklahoma, 82-67, on
Nov. 19.

OLD SCHOOL BASKETBALL

+ Virginia is currently ninth in the nation in rebounds per
game (46.29), 11th in offensive rebounds per game
(16.9), 29th in defensive rebounds per game (29.8) and
16th free throw percentage (78.2).

+ The Cavaliers are 8-2 this season when either leading or
tying their opponents in rebounding.

+ Virginia has been outrebounded in just three contests
this season (vs. #7 LSU, #3 NC State, Duke).

+ UVA has shot at least 80 percent from the charity stripe
in seven games this season.

+ Among all Division-I players, Camryn Taylor (88.2) is
28th in the nation in free throw percentage, also good for
fourth in the ACC.

CAMRYN TAYLOR PROPELLING THE HOOS

+ Fifth-year forward Camryn Taylor has led UVA in scoring
in eight games this season, including all three ACC
contests.

- She scored a season-high 26 points - the most by a
Cavalier in a single game this season - in UVA's overtime
win over Missouri (Nov. 30).

+ Her 26 points against the Tigers were just one shy of
tying her career high.

+ Taylor has scored in double figures 11 times this season
and has a pair of double-doubles (18 pts, 13 reb vs.
Rider; 17 pts, 15 reb vs. #3 NC State).

- She is currently fourth in the ACC and 28th in the nation
in free throw percentage (88.2).

+ At La Salle (Dec. 3), Taylor went 10-for-10 at the charity
stripe without hitting a basket from the field.

JOHNSON, VAUGHN AMONG THE ACC’S ASSISTS

LEADERS

+ Kymora Johnson (5.4 apg) and Yonta Vaughn (4.0
apg) are one of just two pairs of teammates in the ACC
averaging at least 4.0 assists per game.

+ Virginia is one of just nine schools nationally with two
players on its roster averaging at least 4.0 assists per
game. Among those nine programs, UVA is the only one
with two underclassmen averaging at least 4.0 assists
per game.

+ Johnson is currently fourth in the league in assists per
game, while Vaughn is 10th.

+ Vaughn (2.40) and Johnson (2.34) are currently fourth
and fifth, respectively, in the ACC in assist-to-turnover
ratio.

+ Johnson is currently third in assists per game among all
freshmen nationally.

HEAT CHECK

- After shooting 19.9 percent from 3-point range in its first
four games of the season, the Cavaliers set the program
single-game record with 15 made 3-pointers (35
attempts) in UVA's comeback win over Tulane (Nov. 24).

- Six different Cavaliers made a 3-pointer against the
Green Wave, including Sam Brunelle (4-5 3FG) and
Yonta Vaughn (4-8 3FG), who led the team with four
each.

- UVA's previous record was 14 made 3s (24 attempts) at
Rider on Jan. 2, 2008.

DON'T CALL ITA COMEBACK

- This season, the Cavaliers have successfully mounted

two 15-point comebacks, their 81-59 triumph over
Tulane (Nov. 24) and 87-81 overtime win over Missouri
(Nov. 30).

- Virginia trailed the Tigers 28-13 with 9:30 left in the

second quarter.

- Against Tulane, the Hoos trailed 19-5 with 3:01

remaining in the first quarter.

- UVA went on to lead by as many as 24 points [66-42]

with 9:45 remaining against the Green Wave.

- Both comebacks are UVAs largest since it set the
program record on Feb. 13, 2020, when the Cavaliers
overcame a 22-point deficit in the Hoos’ 69-64 win over
Miami.

COMIN’ IN HOT

- With an average of 27.0 points from its bench, Virginia
is currently 33rd in the nation and second in the ACC in
bench scoring.

- The Cavaliers have tallied at least 25 points from its
bench in eight games this year (Tulane - 49; La Salle
- 45; Wofford - 35; Rider - 33; William & Mary - 31;
Oklahoma - 26; Fordham - 26; Missouri - 25).

- In two of those games, the Cavaliers have scored at least
45 points from their reserves.

- In UVA's 81-59 comeback win over Tulane (Nov. 24),
the Cavaliers scored 49 points off the bench, the most
by UVA in a single game since Dec. 18,2011, when its
bench scored 55 points in a 92-43 victory over Radford.

- Additionally, the Hoos’ top-3 scorers against the Green
Wave in Yonta Vaughn (14 pts), Sam Brunelle (12 pts)
and Alexa Smith (10 pts) came off the bench.

EVERYBODY WANTS SOME

- After finishing fourth in the ACC in attendance (3,489)
in 2022-23, UVA set a program record for season tickets
sold this offseason after adding 1,000 new season ticket
holders this year.

- For games played through Dec. 22, Virginia is currently
fourth in the ACC and No. 27 in the nation in attendance
(3,886/gm).

- Last season, Virginia also hosted 6,378 fans for National
Girls and Women in Sports Day and Senior Day, which
marked the highest attendance for a UVA women’s
basketball non-field trip day game since 2011.

CULTURE WINS

- Since becoming UVAs sixth head coach in the spring of
2022, one of Amaka “Mox” Agugua-Hamilton’s biggest
points of emphasis has been establishing a strong
culture now and for years to come.

- A few of Virginia’s team mantras include: Grind Now,
Shine Later (#GNSL), Culture Wins, and Family.

+ Coach Mox has defined her mantra “Grind Now, Shine
Later” as ‘progress is a process’. When you focus on the
work that’s in front of you, the results and recognition will
fall into place.

ON THE HORIZON

- Virginia continues its two-game road swing on Sunday
(Jan. 14), when the Cavaliers travel to No. 20 North
Carolina.

- Tipoff from Carmichael Arena is set for 4 p.m. on ACC
Network.

VIRGINIA TO HONOR DEBBIE RYAN FOR NATIONAL GIRLS

& WOMEN IN SPORTS DAY

- Legendary Virginia women’s basketball head coach
Debbie Ryan will be honored at UVA's National Girls and
Women in Sports Day (NGWSD) celebration on Sunday,
Feb. 18, when the Cavaliers host Syracuse (2 p.m.).

+ Since 1996, the Virginia Department of Athletics and the
Maxine Platzer Lynn Women'’s Center have collaborated
in a celebration of NGWSD, an event that brings national
attention to the achievements of female athletes and
issues facing girls and women in sport.

- In addition to honoring Ryan at halftime, Virginia
Athletics will host a NGWSD pregame youth sports
festival on the concourse of John Paul Jones Arena.

- After serving as an assistant coach for two years, Ryan
became UVA's third women’s basketball head coach in
1977 and led the Cavaliers for 34 seasons.

- Her teams earned a berth in the NCAA Tournament
24 times, including three consecutive Final Four
appearances from 1990-92.

+ Ryan guided the Cavaliers to three ACC Tournament titles
and 11 ACC regular-season championships.

- She was honored as the Naismith Coach of the Year in
1991 by the Atlanta Tipoff Club and remains the only
women'’s basketball coach to be named ACC Coach of
the Year seven times.

- Ryan finished her tenure at UVA with a record of 736-
323.

- She is currently one of 10 head coaches in Division-I
women'’s basketball history to tally at least 700 wins at
the same institution.

+ In 2008 - while she was still head coach at UVA - Ryan
was enshrined in the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame
and the Virginia Sports Hall of Fame in 2012.

VIRGINIA INKS BREONA HURD TO CLASS OF 2024

- Virginia women’s basketball head coach Amaka Agugua-
Hamilton announced the signing of Breona Hurd
(Waynesville, Mo.) to the Cavaliers’ 2024 signing class
on Wednesday (Nov. 8).

+ On Jan. 9, Hurd was named a McDonald’s All-American
nominee.

+ Agugua-Hamilton described Hurd as, “a versatile forward
that can shoot, pass, and score in the low post. She is
physical, can rebound and start the break.”

THE RETURNERS

- This season, Virginia returns eight players from last year's
squad, including Second Team All-ACC selection Camryn
Taylor and 2024 Katrina McClain Watch List (nation’s top
power forward) selection Sam Brunelle.

- Other returners include guards Kaydan Lawson, Alexia
Smith, Cady Pauley and Yonta Vaughn, and forwards
Mir McLean and London Clarkson.

THE NEWCOMERS

- First years Kymora Johnson, Olivia McGhee and Edessa
Noyan make up the nation’s No. 13 recruiting class.

- In addition to Brunelle, both Johnson and McGhee are
natives of the Charlottesville-area, while Noyan hails
from Sweden.

- Johnson was also a two-time Gatorade Virginia Girls
Basketball Player of the Year while attending St. Anne’s-
Belfield.

- In addition to its freshman class, UVA signed three
players from the transfer portal this offseason in guards
Paris Clark (Arizona) and Jillian Brown (Northwestern),
and 6-7 center Taylor Lauterbach (K-State).

- Clark was ranked the nation’s No. 33 transfer this
offseason according to ESPN.com.

WRIGHT INDUCTED INTO VIRGINIA SPORTS HALL OF

FAME

- Former Cavalier Monica Wright Rogers was inducted into
the Virginia Sports Hall of Fame as part of its class of
2024, the organization announced Nov. 27.

- A native of Woodbridge, Va., Wright Rogers was Virginia’s
the 2006 Gatorade Virginia Player of the Year and was
selected as a WBCA All-American.

- During her four years at Virginia, Wright Rogers set
program career records for total points (2,540), scoring
average (19.1 ppg), field goals made (962), field goal
attempts (2,207) and 25-point games (28), and ranks
fourth on the all-time list with 372 steals.

- A three-time All-American, Wright Rogers was named the
2010 ACC Player of the Year, ACC Defensive Player of the
Year and WBCA National Defensive Player of the Year.
Following her graduation, she played seven seasons in
the WNBA, winning two WNBA Championships, and was
named to the 2010 All-Rookie Team.

JANKOSKA ENSHRINED IN SAGINAW COUNTY SPORTS

- Virginia assistant coach Tori Jankeska, arguably the best
Michigan State women’s basketball player of all-time,
was enshrined in the Saginaw County (Mich.)
