SCOUTING VIRGINIA

« After the departure of national championship-winning head
coach Tony Bennett in October, the Virginia Cavaliers have held
serve through the early going this season, sporting a 6-5 record
entering the matchup with American.

« Four of Virginia’s five losses have come to ranked opponents, as
well as a defeat at the hands of new ACC foe SMU. The Cavaliers also
boast wins over Villanova as well as Holy Cross out of the PL.

+ In their last outing, the Cavs were edged by No. 21 Memphis,
64-62 in Charlottesville.

+ Ron Sanchez, who spent 10 years on Bennett’s staff and also
served as the head coach at Charlotte from 2018-23, stepped into
the Interim Head Coach position following Bennett’s departure.

* Junior guard Isaac McKneely is putting up a team-hest 12.2
points per game so far this year. Junior forward Elijah Saunders
adds 10.5 a contest.

+ Meanwhile, freshman forward Jacob Cofie has made an immedi-
ate impact, scoring 8.5 a game while pulling down a team-best 6.1
rebounds per game.

* As ateam, Virginia’s trademark remains defense. Its 60.6 points
allowed per game ranks second in the ACC.

SERIES HISTORY

+ Virginia has a 5-1 lead in the all-time series, but there has been
only one meeting in the modern era.

+ The Cavaliers won 91-70 on their home court on Dec. 28, 2006 in
the only "recent" meeting between the two programs.

+ AU and UVA played five times between 1938 and 1951, with the
Eagles winning only the last of those in the only game in D.C,, 69-
54 on Feb. 3,1951.

BIG NUMBERS FOR SMALLS

+ Grad student Colin Smalls was the hero in AU's win over GW on
Dec. 4, hitting a game-tying three in the final seconds of regu-
[ation. It was one of five treys in the game for Smalls, tying his
career-high, and he scored a career-high of 26 points in the victory.
* Inall of last season, Smalls only scored 10 or more points three
times. He did so on 12 such occasions as a sophomore in 2022-23,
once getting 10 or more in three straight games.

+ This season, Smalls has already reached double digits in scoring
seven times and has led the Eagles in scoring in four games.

+ Smalls also stepped it up in his two games of the Puerto Rico
(lasico, scoring 22 points on 8-of-11 shooting in the win over UAI-
bany, and 13 points on 3-0f-5 shooting from the floor and 7-of-7 at
the line in the win over Kansas City.

FRESHMEN MAKE FAST TRANSITION

+ |t took less than seven minutes in game one at La Salle for AU'S
first freshmen, Eric Michaels and Wyatt Nausadis, to see their first
collegiate action.

+ Just past the midway point of the first half, Julen Iturbe stepped
on the court for the first time, giving all three active AU freshmena
chance to make an impact right from the start of the season.

+ Michaels, currently out with an injury, played in the first 10
games and is shooting 58.6 percent from the field. lturbe tied his
season-high of 11 points at Saint Joseph's on Dec. 18, and Nausadis
has seen action in all 11 games so far.

RECORDS WATCH

« With 1,431 career points, Matt Rogers ranks in a tie for 14th all-
time in program history. He is 36 points away from cracking the top
10, and 69 away from 1,500 in his career.

* Rogers has 624 rehounds, which ranks him 20th all-time. He's
the 15th player in AU history with 1,000 points and 500 rebounds.
« With 380 career assists, senior Elijah Stephens is seventh all-time
in AU men's hasketball history.

MAKE YOUR FREE THROWS

+ While AU's team free-throw percentage of .738 (fourth in the PL)
is nothing to write home about, the Eagles have had some strong
individual successes at the line.

+ Sophomore Greg Jones (third, .871), senior Elijah Stephens
(fourth, .861) and grad student Colin Smalls (seventh, .838) all rank
in the top 10 in the Patriot League in free-throw percentage.

+ Jones has hit 15-for-15 in AU's last three games, including an
8-of-8 performance in the OT win over GW on Dec. 4. He has made
23 of 24 attempts dating back to Nov. 18 at High Point.

+ Stephens went 10-for-11 in a win over Kansas City on Nov. 22,
while Smalls was 7-for-7 in that same game.

ROGERS NAMED TO LOU HENSON 'EARLY SEASON' WATCH LIST
+ Matt Rogers was named to the Lou Henson Award 'Early-Season’
Watch List, College Insider Inc. announced Nov. 19. The award is pre-
sented annually to the top player in mid-major college hasketball.
+ Rogers, the 2024 PL Preseason Player of the Year, leads the team
with 14.6 points per game and 5.2 rebounds per game this season.
+ Rogers was an All-PL First Team pick as a senior and a Second
Team selection as a junior. Last season, he became the 15th player
in program history to reach 1,000 points and 500 rebounds.

STEPHENS NAMED PATRIOT LEAGUE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

+ For leading AU to a 3-1 week, senior Elijah Stephens was named
the PL Player of the Week on Nov. 25. It was the first weekly PL
honor for Stephens since a Rookie of the Week nod in 2021-22.

« Stephens averaged 15.8 points, 3.5 rebounds and 3.5 assists per
game, leading AU to a 3-0 performance at the Puerto Rico Clasico.
+ Earlier in the week, he led AU with 19 points, hitting nine of his 11
attempts from the field in a hard-fought loss at High Point.

* He hit 21-0f-26 free throws including a 10-of-11 performance
at the line in the win over Kansas City. Stephens grabhed a ca-
reer-high six rebounds against KC as well. He closed out the week
with a 20-point performance in a gritty win over UAlbany, hitting
7-0f-10 field goals while dishing six assists.

PACKED HOUSE, FAMOUS FANS FOR HARVARD WIN

+ Qver 3,300 fans watched American lead from start to finish in
the Eagles' first win of the season, 67-55 against Harvard on Nov. 10.
+ Among the crowd were former President Barack Obama and for-
mer First Lady Michelle Obama, sitting behind the Harvard bench.
+ AU debuted new premium courtside seating at its home opener,
as well as a new courtside hospitality area, The Perch, open to all
fans, as part of new fan experience upgrades.

« Four players reached double figures in scoring in the win, led by
(olin Smalls with 16 points and Geoff Sprouse with 15 points.

LARGEST CROWD IN PROGRAM HISTORY

+ When the Eagles played at UNG, it is believed that the crowd of
19,555 was the largest to ever witness a game in program history.
« Nearly 18,000 fans saw AU play Wisconsin in the NCAA First
Round in 2014, just over 17,000 fans saw AU play at Maryland in
2016-17, and over 14,000 saw AU play at Ohio State in 2013.

+ While attendance was not recorded when AU played Tennessee
in the NCAA Tournament in 2008, the game time of 11:15 am likely
prevented the 18,000-seat arena from filling to capacity.

SIMPKINS' SUCCESS

+ Second-year head coach Duane Simpkins has brought new ener-
gy to the program. American's 10 conference wins in 2023-24 were
the most since 2020 (12), and just the second time since 2014 that
the Eagles reached double-digit wins in the Patriot League.

+ The Eagles finished in a tie for second place in the Patriot League
in Simpkins' first season, despite being plagued by injuries for
most of conference play.

HEAD COACH DUANE SIMPKINS

» Nationally recognized coach and legendary DMV basketball star Duane Simpkins enters his second season as
head coach of the American University men's baskethall team in 2024.

» Inhis first season, Simpkins led the Eagles to a 16-16 overall record, including a tie for second place in the Patriot
League, despite several key injuries during the second half of the season. The Eagles set a new program record
with 279 three-pointers made during the season, and American hosted a Patriot League quarterfinal game for
the first time since 2020. American earned a marquee victory at Colgate on February 25, 2024, snapping one of
the longest winning streaks in the country at the time.

» Three Eagles earned All-Patriot League honors in Simpkins' first season: Matt Rogers (First Team, Academic
All-League), Elijah Stephens (Second Team, All-Defensive Team) and Matt Mayock (All-Rookie Team).

» Additionally, with a team GPA of 3.19, the program earned the NABC Team Academic Excellence Award, and
nine players earned Patriot League Academic Honor Roll distinctions.

» Simpkins came to American after eight seasons on the staff at George Mason. During his time in Fairfax,
Simpkins helped guide the Patriots to program bests within the Atlantic 10. Mason set or matched A-10 bests in
league wins and tournament seeds in four seasons during his tenure. The Patriots matched a program best with
11 Atlantic 10 victories in 2022-23, and finished at 20-13 overall.

» In 2020, Simpkins was named one of the country’s Top 50 Most Impactful Mid-Major Assistants by Silverwaves
Media. He also earned an invite to Top Connect - which brings premier athletic directors and assistant coaches
together - in each of the past two seasons. At the 2019 Final Four, Simpkins participated in the Collegiate
(oaching Consortium, sponsored by AthleticDirectorU and the National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC).

» A DMV baskethall legend, Simpkins earned McDonald’s High School All-America honors at DeMatha Catholic
High School under legendary Hall of Fame coach Morgan Wootten, and was just the third freshman to make
DeMatha’s varsity team.

» He was a three-time honorable mention All-ACC selection at the University of Maryland, helping the Terrapins
to three NCAA appearances, including a pair of Sweet 16 showings. A three-year starter and captain under coach
Gary Williams from 1992-96, Simpkins finished his career with 1,123 points over 119 games.

» Simpkins’ professional playing career took him to China, Italy, the Dominican, France and Belgium, as well
as the United States. Simpkins, who concluded his professional career with the Shandong Tigers in Shandong,
(hina, played in the USBL and the ABA in the U.S. from 2000-02. He also played with the Memphis Grizzlies in
the Summer Pro League.

» The owner and director of “Power Through Sports” camps and clinics in Washington, Simpkins also has served
as a basketball analyst for Comcast SportsNet.

» Simpkins and his wife Kirsten have three kids - Kai, Darian and Elijah.
