DURHAM, N.C. — Khalil Herbert ran for 208 yards and two touchdowns, Braxton Burmeister accounted
for three scores, and undermanned Virginia Tech outlasted Duke 38-31 in an ACC game played Saturday
evening at Wallace Wade Stadium.

With the victory, the Hokies — who played without 21 players and two coaches — moved to 2-0 on the
season, 2-0 in the ACC. Duke fell to 0-4, 0-4 in league play, and lost to Tech for the ninth consecutive time
in Durham.

For the second consecutive week, the Hokies played with a limited roster. A week ago, Tech was missing
23 players in its victory over NC State.

“A majority of what we dealt with last week was offensively,” Tech coach Justin Fuente said. “We had a
large number of guys out, but a large number of those guys that played had not practiced very much — but
you have a little more control over it on offense. What really scares you is on the defensive side of the ball
when your numbers start to get low at a particular position.

“There’s no punting on defense. You can't escape it. You can't get off the field. In my opinion, that's where
it can become dangerous if you're in a situation where you so thin some place that you can envision a
scenario where you're in serious jeopardy out there because you can't get off the field. We weren't to that
point, quite. In my opinion, we were close, and that scares you.”

Tech’s offense certainly aided the defense, holding the ball for more than 34 minutes behind Herbert,
whose 208 yards rushing were the seventh-most ever by a Tech running back in a single game and the
most since Darren Evans set the school record with a 253-yard performance against Maryland in 2008.

“Just helping the team out and coming out with a win is really the big thing,” Herbert said. “We had to fight
for this one, so just helping the team win and winning the game is the best part about it.”

The Hokies finished with 324 yards rushing — their second-best performance in an ACC game. A week
ago, Tech rushed for 314 yards in its 45-24 victory over NC State.

Duke grabbed a 14-10 lead on Deon Jackson's 10-yard run early in the third quarter, but Burmeister
guided Tech on long scoring drives. He scored on a 2-yard run with 9:17 left that gave the Hokies the lead
for good, and on Tech’s next possession, he led the Hokies on a 94-yard march that ended with his 14-yard
touchdown run that gave the 24-14 lead.

The Blue Devils twice cut the Tech lead to three points in the fourth quarter, but each time, Herbert
answered. The graduate transfer from Kansas scored on a 23-yard run with 9:58 to give Tech a 31-21 lead
and then iced the game with a 60-yard run that gave the Hokies a 38-28 lead with 2:20 remaining.

Burmeister didn't play his best— he turned the ball over twice and completing just 9 of 25 attempts — but
he accounted for three scores. He rushed for the two touchdowns and threw a 12-yard touchdown pass to
James Mitchell in the first quarter.

Playing without several starters in the secondary, Tech's defense held Duke to 410 yards. That group also
had an interception and sacked Duke quarterback Chase Brice seven times.

TECH ADDS FOUR VETERAN TRANSFERS

* The Hokies have added four veteran transfers from other
Power Five programs: QB Connor Blumrick (Texas A&M),
S Tae Daley (Vanderbilt), OL Johnny Jordan (Maryland) and
DT Jordan Williams (Clemson).

* Blumrick (6-5, 215) comes to Tech after playing in 18
games the past three seasons at Texas A&M. He ran the
ball 10 times for 48 yards, while completing one pass
for eight yards. He also saw duty on special teams and
recovered a muffed punt in last season’s 20-7 win vs. LSU
(11/28/20).

= Daley (6-1, 203) joins the Hokies after spending three
years at Vanderbilt (2017-19). In 35 games with the
Commodores, he accumulated 108 tackles (74 solo) to
go along with three interceptions, 5.5 TFL, three passes
defensed, a forced fumble and 1.5 sacks. The Warner
Robins, Georgia product started nine games at safety in
2019, collecting 57 tackles (35 solo) with three INTs and
a forced fumble.

= Jordan (6-1, 303) was an All-Big Ten honorable mention
selection as a senior at Maryland in 2020 after starting
four games at center. He was part of a Terps' offense that
ranked second in the Big Ten averaging 264.0 passing ypg.
The Leesburg, Virginia native was a three-time Academic
All-Big Ten selection at Maryland.

» Williams (6-5, 285) joins Tech after racking up 55 total
tackles, 9.5 TFL, 4.0 sacks, two pass breakups and a
forced fumble over the past three seasons at Clemson.

= The consensus 2016 ACC Coach of the Year, Fuente
was also named the top first-year FBS head coach in the
nation by the Football Writers Association of America,
sharing that honor with USC'’s Clay Helton.

= Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both
the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll, marking the highest
final mark for the Hokies since 2010 (No. 16 AP, No. 15
Coaches).

= Tech’s 10 wins were the team's most since 2011 and
the most ever by a first-year Virginia Tech head coach,
surpassing the previous mark of nine wins by C.P. Miles in
1905.

= Compiled a 19-6 record in his final two seasons at
Memphis, guiding the Tigers to back-to-back bowl berths
after inheriting a program that went 5-31 in three years
before his arrival.

* Unanimous selection as 2014 American Athletic

Conference Coach of the Year when he led Memphis to
its first conference title since 1971.

*Named the 1999 Ohio Valley Conference Offensive
Player of the Year as a quarterback at Murray State and
was a finalist for the Walter Payton Award.

* Named Virginia Tech's head coach on Nov. 29, 2015.

= The Hokies enter their sixth season under Fuente in
2020, who has compiled a 38-26 record in Blacksburg.
With six more victories in 2021, he would move into fifth
place on Tech'’s all-time coaching victory list.

= Since Fuente arrived in Blacksburg in 2016, the only
ACC schools with more wins over that span are Clemson
(65) and Miami (40).

The only active Power Five head coach appointed during
the 2016 hiring cycle owning more victories than Fuente
(38) from 2016-20 was Georgia's Kirby Smart (52).

The only other active ACC head coach who could top
Fuente's 33 wins in his first four full seasons at an ACC
school is Clemson’s Dabo Swinney (36).

The Hokies have been ranked in the AP Top 25 during
each of Fuente's seasons at the helm at Tech with the
squad boasting five victories against Top 25 foes.

The Hokies have finished in the Top 25 twice under
Fuente. Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16
in both the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll and concluded
the 2017 season at No. 24 in the AP Top 25 and No. 25
in the Coaches Poll.

= Prior to Fuente's arrival, Tech had never had two players
selected in the first round of the same NFL Draft. That
feat has occurred twice in the past four years with LB
Tremaine Edmunds (Buffalo) and S Terrell Edmunds
(Pittsburgh) going in the first round of the 2018 NFL
Draft, while CB Caleb Farley (Tennessee) and T Christian
Darrisaw (Minnesota) matched that feat in 2021.

* In total, 15 Tech alums who have played for Fuente have
been selected in the NFL Draft over the past five seasons,
alist that has included versatile offensive performers such
as RB Khalil Herbert and TE Dalton Keene, as well as
talented linemen on both sides of the ball in DT Tim Settle
and G Wyatt Teller, in addition to Tech’s 2021 selections.

The 2021 NFL Draft illustrated the ability of Fuente and his
staff to identify and develop talent. T Christian Darrisaw
had no other FBS scholarship offers before developing
into a first-round pick in Blacksburg. CB Caleb Farley
was a record-setting prep quarterback who began his
collegiate career at wide receiver before tapping his true
potential at cornerback. S Divine Deablo also played QB
in high school and also worked at wide receiver for the
Hokies before moving to defense, where he blomossed
into a third-round pick of Las Vegas in 2021.

In his initital five seasons in Blacksburg, Fuente has
compiled a 12-3 combined record against ACC Coastal
Division rivals Virginia (4-1), North Carolina (4-1) and
Duke (4-1).

The Hokies own a 33-4 record under Fuente when
leading at halftime, including a streak of five straight wins.

Two of Fuente's key principles for quarterbacks center
around sound decision making and execting plays that
result in predicted outcomes. The numbers the past
five seasons back up the soundness of that philosophy
despite five different QBs playing prominent roles for
Tech over that span.

= The Hokies averaged 440.7 ypg of total offense in 2020.
Over the past 25 seasons, three of the top four seasons
(2016, 2020 and 2018) for total offense at Tech have
come under Fuente's watch.

= The Hokies have produced the top three passing seasons
in school history since Fuente and offensive coordinator
Brad Comnelsen arrived at Tech - 2016 (261.4 ypg),
2018 (253.8 ypg) and 2017 (239.5 ypg).

Three of the top five seasons in Tech annals for total first
downs (2016-18) have come under Fuente's leadership.

The Hokies own a +77 TD-to-INT differential (118
TDs/41 INTs) since Fuente's arrival, a mark that only
Clemson (+120) and North Carolina (+84) can top in

the ACC dating back to 2016. In the the five seasons prior
to Fuente’s arrival the Hokies were +27 (98 TDs/71 INTs).

= VT set a school-record with a 62.2 completion percentage
in 2020, breaking the previous mark of 62.1 set in Fuente's
initial season at Tech in 2016.

= The Hokies led the ACC in rushing, averaging 240.1 ypg in
2020, which represented Tech’s best mark since 2000. The
squad's 27 rushing TDs were the most since 2010.

= Tech set a school record by averaging 5.58 yards per carry
in 2020, the fourth-best mark by any P5 squad last season.

= Tech’s defense has won 26 straight games when holding
foes to 17 points or fewer, including six shutouts during
Fuente's tenure.

= Virginia Tech has continued its special teams success under
Fuente and special teams coordinator, James Shibest. Over
the past four seasons, Tech’s special teams were ranked fifth
overall in the nation by SportSource Analytics.

= Tech has scored 13 defensive and special teams TDs during
Fuente's tenure, including five in 2017 (two punt return TDs,
two INT return TDs and one fumble return TD).

Howell did become the Tar Heels' career touchdown pass leader with 69 when
Josh Downs took a screen pass 37 yards for a score in the third quarter, but he was
unable to find his usual magic late.

The Hokies drove for two touchdowns and to the North Carolina 10 on their first
three possessions, failing to score on the middle drive when Keshawn King fumbled
the ball away. They then played conservatively until Howell's pass to Downs got the
Tar Heels on the board at 14-7.

30, 2021 = ATT: 35,543
ATLANTA (AP) — Tré Turner caught seven passes for 187 yards and one score
to lead Virginia Tech to a 26-17 win at Georgia Tech on Saturday as the Hokies
snapped a three-game losing to break even in the Atlantic Coast Conference.

Georgia Tech (3-5, 2-4 ACC) toyed with a comeback in the second half, but
couldn't overcome a first half in which the Yellow Jackets allowed Virginia Tech (4-4,
2-2) - the next-to-last ranked offense in the conference at 329.7 yards per game - to
match that yardage on the way to a 20-7 lead.

Braxton Burmeister completed 15 of 25 passes for 254 yards and two touchdowns
for Virginia Tech, and Turner was far and away his go-to guy as the junior racked up a
career high in receiving yards.

Georgia Tech running back Jahmyr Gibbs rushed for 113 yards, and very nearly gave
the Yellow Jackets the lead late only to slip on wet turf.

Each team threw an interception in the second half, but Virginia Tech won the game
in a two-play sequence over the end of the third quarter and the beginning of the
fourth.

First, after Georgia Tech pulled to within 23-17, Gibbs broke through a gaping hole
over right tackle for what looked like possible 81-yard touchdown run.

He had one last defender to worry about, a safety coming from the middle of the field
with an angle.

Gibbs made cut, but it didn’t hold on a field slickened by intermittent drizzle on a
cool, gray day.

A few plays later, Georgia Tech coach Geoff Collins opted to go for it on fourth-
and-1 from the Virginia Tech 12.

The Hokies held.

From there, the visitors chewed 7:01 off the clock on a 12-play, 85-yard drive that
ended with John Parker Romo’s 21-yard field goal with 4:21 left in the game.

Had the Yellow Jackets converted a field goal on the prior drive, they would still have
been in a one-score game.

CHESTNUT HILL, Mass. (AP) — Phil Jurkovec ran for a touchdown in his surprising
return to the starting lineup for Boston College, and the Eagles halted a four-game
losing streak with a 17-3 victory over Virginia Tech on Friday night in its annual red
bandana game.

Jurkovec, a 6-foot-5 junior who injured his throwing hand in Week 2, was thought
to be lost for the season after surgery. He completed just 7-of-13 passes for 112
yards, but gave the Eagles (6-4, 1-4 Atlantic Coast Conference) a spark after the
offense sputtered in his absence by recovering a fumble on their first drive and
scoring the TD.

Virginia Tech quarterback Braxton Burmeister left with an undisclosed injury in the
first quarter and didn’t return. He threw just one incomplete pass before the injury.

Backup Knox Kadum completed 7 of 16 for 73 yards for the Hokies (4-5, 2-3).
Malachi Thomas rushed for 70 yards.

Jurkovec scrambled for 11 yards on the Eagles’ third offensive play, taking a hard hit
that sent him sprawling to the ground. He completed his initial pass before getting
picked off on his next.

But, in an interesting turn, Virginia Tech fumbled on the return and Jurkovec recov-
ered it, with the Eagles gaining 22 yards on the possession change when they got
the ball back at the Hokies’ 13.

Two plays later, Jurkovec scampered around the left side for an 8-yard TD that
moved BC ahead 7-0.
