They also rank
second in free-throw percentage
at 83.1%. VT converted 20 of 23

(87.0%) against lowa State.

Tech has already produced four
games of 20 or more free throws
made this season. VT had two
such games all of last season.

NOTEWORTHY
DOUBLING DOWN ON DEFENSE

e The Hokies ramped up its defense down the
stretch during their wins against Boise State

and lowa State.

e Against the Broncos, the Hokies converted
16 BSU turnovers into 27 points. Boise State
shot 31.3% (5-16) over the final 15 minutes of

the game.

e Against the Cyclones, VT held lowa State to
3 of 10 shooting over the final six minutes,
including a 1for 6 clip from beyond the arc.

e The Hokies entered the ESPN Events
Invitational ranked 126th in adjusted
defensive efficiency, according to Ken

Pomeroy. Following its two wins, Tech has

climbed up to 101.

o “We defended very well,” Mike Young said
after the lowa State win. “We were really

good. We were really connected, really

physical. And that’s a pleasure to see this

time of year.”

COMPETING FOR A CHIP

e For the second straight season, the Hokies

are competing for a tournament title in

November.

e Tech advanced to the final of the Charleston
Classic last year, falling to the College of

Charleston 77-75 on its home court.

e Over the last six seasons, the Hokies have
either gone unbeaten or advanced to the
championship game of their November MTE

four times.

NOT KIDDING AROUND

e Lynn Kidd is one of the breakout stories in
the ACC early on. From a player who only
saw action in seven games his freshman
season at Clemson*, to averaging 17.0 points
and 8.2 rebounds per game as a senior at
Virginia Tech, Mike Young and his staff have
developed a force to be reckoned with down

e Against Wofford, Kidd produced 20 points,
seven rebounds, three assists and zero
turnovers.

e He became just the sixth Hokie to record
that stat line in program history, joining
Keve Aluma, Malcolm Delaney, A.D. Vassallo,
Zabian Dowdell and Shawn Smith.

CHALLENGING STRETCH AHEAD

e Tech is about to find out a lot more about
itself in the coming days as an elite field
awaits for the ESPN Events Invitational in
Orlando.

o Six NCAA tournament teams will be
competing in the eight-team MTE, including
the Hokies’ opening matchup: Boise State.

e “There’s a lot of good teams down there,”
Hunter Cattoor acknowledged. “It’s going
to come down to the defensive end and
how well we guard because | feel like on
the offensive end, we’re going to be able
to compete with a lot of teams. So at the
end of the day, if we just hone down on the
defensive side, | think we’ll be OK.”

UNDER THE RADAR NO MORE

e Coming into the season, many would not
have expected the production Lynn Kidd has
provided the Hokies through their first three
games of the season.

e Jon Rothstein, a CBS Sports college
basketball reporter, posted on X: Lynn Kidd’s
first three games: 16.7 PPG, 10.7 RPG. An
under-the-radar breakout guy in the ACC.

e Prior to this season, Kidd had never
recorded a double-double. He has two
through three games. The senior posted 14
points and 11 rebounds against Coppin State
in the season opener and career highs of 24
points and 15 rebounds against Campbell.

e Kidd joined an impressive list of players in

player under Mike Young to record at

least 15 rebounds; the last VT player to

do it was Kerry Blackshear Jr., who had 16
against Duke in the Sweet Sixteen game in
Washington, D.C., on March 29, 2019.

HISTORY MADE IN HIS HOMETOWN

e Hunter Cattoor surpassed A.D. Vassallo for
the most 3-pointers made in a career in
program history against Boise State on Nov.
23. The record came in Cattoor’s hometown
of Orlando and was achieved in nine fewer
games than Vassallo.

DANCIN’ IN BACK-TO-BACK SEASONS

e |n previous seasons in Virginia Tech history,
the fastest head coach to make the NCAA
Tournament was in Year Three. Those Hokies
were Howie Shannon, Charlie Moir and Buzz
Williams.

e Therefore, with Mike Young doing so in Year
Two, he became the fastest Tech coach to
make The Dance.

e The Hokies have also never had a head
coach lead them to the NCAA Tournament
in two of their first three seasons.

e Mike Young becomes just the third head
coach in program history to register multiple
trips to the NCAA Tournament, joining
Charlie Moir and Buzz Williams.

WHAT’S A HOKIE?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896
when Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical
College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came
the necessity for writing a new cheer and a
contest for such a purpose was held by

the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull
won first prize for
his “Hokie” yell
which is still used
today. Later, when
asked if “Hokie” had
any special meaning,
Stull explained the
word was solely

the product of

his imagination and was used only as an
attention-getter for his yell. It soon became
a nickname for all Tech teams and for those
people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors -
Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were
chosen by a committee because they made
a ‘unigue combination’ not worn elsewhere
at the time. The official definition of “Hokie”
is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan.”

When referring to our name, we ask that
you use Virginia Tech, Hokies or Tech - and
not ‘Vah Tech.” Thank you!
