GREENSBORO, N.C. - For the third yearin a
row, North Carolina has been chosen as the
ACC volleyball preseason favorite in a vote by
the league’s 15 head coaches.

It was unanimous as the reigning ACC Cham-
pion Tar Heels garnered all 14 first-place votes
and 196 points. Coaches were not allowed to
include their own team in their predicted order
of finish.

LAST TIME OUT

- The last time out, the Hokies went 0-2 in league
play to close the ninth week of ACC competition.
Tech played host to Florida State and Miami (Fla.)
and fell both matches, picking up the third set
versus the Seminoles.

- Against the ‘Noles, freshman Kaity Smith and
redshirt junior Rhegan Mitchell turned in dou-
ble-doubles, as Mitchell picked up her 1,000th as-
sist of the season and Smith posted a career-high
five blocks.

- Outside hitter Ester Talamazzi recorded her best
match in the month of November, tallying 15 kills,
her most since Oct. 22 against Duke, five digs and
one block and assist apiece.

- Versus the ‘Canes, senior Cara Cunningham hit

a career-high .800 (minimum 10 attacks) on eight
kills, marking the second-most kills for the middle
blocker this fall.

- Right side hitter Jaila Tolbert registered seven
kills on a hitting clip of .375 as well as chipping

in five digs. The Minnesota native has collected
17 digs her last three contests, marking her best
three-match stretch of the fall.

+ The Virginia Tech freshman kills record book is
starting to take a dent this season as outside hit-
ters Ester Talamazzi and Kaity Smith are on pace
to make their mark on the top-ten list.

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

RETURNING NUMBERS

- To open the 2017 season, Virginia Tech returns almost all of its assists and
blocking personnel, but will need a push in the kills department with depart-
ing outside hitters Amanda McKinzie and Lindsey Owens.

- Sophomore Carol Raffety has been a force on the
defensive end all season for the Hokies.

- The libero had her best three-match stretch of
the season to close the non-conference schedule,
posting 16 or more digs for a total of 51.

- Raffety turned in 17 versus Toledo, a then sea-
son-high 18 in the home opener against Radford
and 16 in the Hokies' clash with ETSU.

- Raffety had been on a tear since Sept. 9, as she
tallied 10-plus digs in all of her matches (18) until
Tech’s matchup with Louisville on Nov. 12 when
she posted eight.

INSIDE THE BOX SCORE

- Despite dropping its first two matches of league
action, Virginia Tech did battle with the Hurricanes
and Seminoles its first time out.

- Versus Miami (Fla.), the Hokies and Canes
combined for 22 ties and 11 lead changes, while
against the then-No. 19 Noles, Tech outplayed, at
the time, the highest ranked team in the ACC sta-
tistically, owning the advantage in three categories
- kills (56-51), assists (54-49) and digs (63-56).

THERE AND BACK
- Freshman Marisa Cerchio has been a jack-of-all-
trades as of late, playing multiple positions. The

Ohio native came in as a middle blocker out of
high school, but due to an injured Kaity Smith,
switched to outside hitter for a few matches and
adapted well, setting career highs in kills and digs.
- Cerchio rose to the occasion against Virginia,
recording a career-high 12 kills, which marked her
third match in a row of 10-plus kills - all at OH.

- The 6-foot-3 rookie has now been going back
and forth between both spots, as Smith is back in
action. The last three matches, Cerchio has started
out outside hitter, rather than Ester Talamazzi.

DOUBLING DOWN

- Outside hitter Ester Talamazzi and setter Rhegan
Mitchell each tallied double-doubles in Virginia
Tech'’s two matches to kickoff ACC play.

- Talamazzi, a freshman, has turned in seven in her
first year in Blacksburg, including three-straight

to begin ACC play. Mitchell has posted seven this
year and a total of 17 in her storied career.

+ Freshman Kaity Smith turned in a double-double
three weekends ago versus BC (14 kills, 13 digs),
marking her fourth of the season.

- In the month of November, the Hokies had their
first double-doubles when Smith and Mitchell
accomplished the feat against Florida State this
past Friday.

- Middle blocker Cara Cunningham tallied a
Virginia Tech career-high 12 kills versus SDSU.

- Right side hitter Jaila Tolbert earned her
first-ever ace against SDSU.

- Setter Rhegan Mitchell opened up the season
with a career-high 65 assists against Idaho
State.

SOMETHING ABOUT OPENERS

- Rhegan Mitchell has had her A-game in
back-toback years in the opening match,
setting new career highs in the 2016 and 2017
openers.

- She posted 57 kills against Appalachian State
on Aug. 26, 2016 and followed it up with 65
versus Idaho State on Aug. 25, 2017.

- The 65-kill performance against Idaho State
also included 14 assists, marking her first dou-
ble-double of the season.

A DEBUT FOR THE AGES

- Freshman Kaity Smith placed her self in the
record books on Aug. 25 when she led the Hokies
to a 3-2 victory over Idaho State.

- Smith’s 30 kills against the Bengals did the
following in Tech'’s storied history:

+ Most ever in a debut.

- Second freshman in school history to have over
30 kills in a match in their first season. Virginia
Tech Sports Hall of Famer Lisa Pikalek racked up
38 against Southern Miss on Nov. 7, 1992.

- Tied for the seventh-most kills in Hokie history.

Jill Lytle Wilson was named the head
coach of the Virginia Tech volleyball
program on Jan. 12, 2017.

Wilson joins the Hokies after an
extremely successful run on the
bench in LSU where, as the recruit-
ing coordinator, she signed five
top-30 recruiting classes according
to PrepVolleyball.com. She also
helped lead the Tigers to six NCAA
Tournament appearances and the
2009 SEC Championship, as well as
25-win seasons in 2007, 2009 and
2010. The Tigers averaged over 20
wins per season during her time on
the LSU staff.

“We are excited to welcome Jill

and her husband, Jared, to Virgin-

ia Tech,” Virginia Tech Director of
Athletics Whit Babcock said after
the announcement of her hiring.“Jill
served as an integral component

of an LSU program that became

a perennial NCAA tournament
team during her tenure in the
highly-competitive Southeastern
Conference. We heard from some of
the most respected coaches in the
country about Jill's many talents,
and their sentiments were very con-
sistent that the school that recruited
her away from her alma mater was
going to be fortunate to have Jill
lead their volleyball program!”

Along with her reputation as a
staunch recruiter, Lytle Wilson
helped produce 15 All-SEC selec-
tions, four American Volleyball
Coaches Association All-South Re-
gion First Team picks and an AVCA
First Team All-American and SEC
Player of the Year in middle blocker
Brittnee Cooper.

No stranger to the ACC, Wilson was
an assistant at North Carolina from
2002-04 before serving as the top
assistant at Wake Forest in 2006. She
coached two All-Americans, an ACC
Player of the Year and helped lead
the Tar Heels to the 2002 regular
season ACC Championship and an

NCAA Sweet Sixteen appearance.
With the Demon Deacons, Wilson
trained outside and right side hit-
ters along with assisting in recruit-
ing prospective student-athletes
and organizing all team travel.

Lytle Wilson broke into coaching
in 2001 as a graduate assistant
coach at Tennessee-Martin. The
Skyhawks finished the campaign
with a 24-7 record and won the
Ohio Valley Conference regular
season championship.

A four-year starter at outside hit-
ter at LSU from 1997-2000, Wilson
ranked sixth in the SEC with 23
service aces during her senior
campaign that also saw the Tigers
appear in the 2000 SEC Tourna-
ment finals.

Lytle Wilson exemplified the Vir-
ginia Tech spirit of Ut Prosim while
she was a student-athlete. She
was the Tigers' representative on
the women'’s at-large SEC Good
Works Team in 1999-00 and she
was named the LSU Student-Ath-
lete Volunteer of the Year in 2000.

The Richmond, Texas, native
graduated from LSU with a B.S.

in business administration with
concentration in pre-law. While at
UT-Martin, Wilson pursued grad-
uate studies in health and human
performance.
