GREENSBORO, N.C. - For the third yearin a
row, North Carolina has been chosen as the
ACC volleyball preseason favorite in a vote by
the league’s 15 head coaches.

It was unanimous as the reigning ACC Cham-
pion Tar Heels garnered all 14 first-place votes
and 196 points. Coaches were not allowed to
include their own team in their predicted order
of finish.

LAST TIME OUT

- The last time out, the Hokies went 0-2 in league
play to close the sixth week of ACC competition.
Tech hit the road to the Northeast and fell to
Syracuse, 3-0, and Boston College, 3-1.

- For the first time in 2017, the Hokies racked up
a season-high 12 blocks against Boston College,
topping the previous mark set twice of 11 versus
Ole Miss and Milwaukee.

- Outside hitter Kaity Smith pounded down a
team-high 14 kills and had 13 digs against BC,
posting the fourth double-double of her career.
The Kentucky native also registered three blocks
to set a new career high.

- Rhegan Mitchell, a setter, once again brought it
on the defensive end, tying a season-high 14 digs
and two blocks, while dishing out 32 assists versus
BC. The redshirt junior has owned six or more digs
in her last eight matches, and posted her seventh
double-double of the season.

- Freshman Kai Young played arguably her best
performance of the season, setting two career
highs in kills (7) and blocks (7). The North Carolina
native has had a knack for swats at the net recent-
ly, standing tall for 16 blocks her last five matches.
Her seven blocks versus the Eagles was the most
by a Hokie this year.

IN CONFERENCE ACTION

- In ACC matches, outside hitter Ester Talamazzi is
tied for fourth in the league for aces with 16.

- Redshirt junior Rhegan Mitchell is one of five
players in conference play to own an average over
10 assists per set, dishing out 10.13.

- Middle blocker Stacey Christy owns the sev-
enth-best hitting percentage in ACC play (.343).

- Junior Jaila Tolbert saw her six-match streak of
hitting over .300 snap this past weekend, howev-
er, the Minnesota native owns the second-longest
streak of any player in the ACC to do so in con-
ference play. Notre Dame’s Sam Fry has done so
seven matches in a row. Tolbert hit over .300 from
Oct. 6 through Oct. 22.

MILESTONES

« The Virginia Tech freshman kills record book is
starting to take a dent this season as outside hit-
ters Ester Talamazzi and Kaity Smith are on pace
to crack the top-ten list.

- After this past weekend in the Northeast,
Talamazzi cracked the top-ten list, passing Rachel
Julian’s 251 kills she set in 1996. Talamazzi is eight
kills away from passing Katie Esbrook (263).

DID YOU KNOW

- Virginia Tech’s volleyball team squared off against
North Carolina inside the Dean Smith Center on Oct.
13 in front of a crowd of 19,246.

- The 19,246 fans watching the match was the
most-ever in an NCAA volleyball match, breaking the
previous record of 17,561 on Dec. 19, 2015 between
Texas and Nebraska for the championship.

- The last time the Hokies played in Cassell, they took
on Duke and played in their longest match of the
season - a five-set affair that was two hours and 30
minutes long.

- It was the longest match for Tech since opening
weekend against Milwaukee (2:24). Of Tech’s 23
matches, 11 have been over the two-hour mark.

FOUR SETTERS

- For whatever reason, the Hokies have had a knack
for playing in four sets. Out of Tech’s last 12 matches,
it has played in eight matches that went four sets.

- Of the eight four-set matches, Tech has won the
first set four times and the second frame four times.

STOMPING GROUNDS

- Virginia Tech has some ties to its opponents this
weekend as 16 players combined from Clemson and
Georgia Tech grew up in the same state as 12 Hokies.
- Georgia Tech and Virginia Tech both have a player
from the country of Italy. The Yellow Jackets’ Alessia
Del Romano hails from Bologna and the Hokies' Es-
ter Talamazzi is from Genoa. The two cities are three
hours and 30 minutes apart.

- Georgia and North Carolina are the only states that
feature one player from each team - Clemson (Ga. 1,
N.C. 2), Georgia Tech (6 Ga., 1 N.C.) and Virginia Tech
(Ga.2,N.C.1).

SMITH, TALAMAZZI ON PACE

- Kaity Smith (3.25) and Ester Talamazzi (2.94) are
having quite the rookie campaigns as they currently
sit fifth and sixth all-time in Tech history for kills per
set by a freshman.

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

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THERE AND BACK

- Freshman Marisa Cerchio has been a jack-of-
all-trades as of late, playing multiple positions.
The Ohio native came in as a middle blocker out
of high school, but due to an injured Kaity Smith,
switched to outside hitter for a few matches and
adapted well, setting career highs in kills and digs.
- Cerchio rose to the occasion against Virginia,
recording a career-high 12 kills, which marked her
third match in a row of 10-plus kills - all at OH.

- The 6-foot-3 rookie has now been going back
and forth between both spots, as Smith is back in
action. In Tech’s most recent match, Cerchio posted
two kills against Boston College.

DOUBLING DOWN

- Outside hitter Ester Talamazzi and setter Rhegan
Mitchell each tallied double-doubles in Virginia
Tech'’s two matches to kickoff ACC play.

- Talamazzi, a freshman, has turned in seven in her
first year in Blacksburg, including three-straight to
being ACC play. Mitchell has posted seven this year
and a total of 17 in her storied career.

- Freshman Kaity Smith turned in a double-dou-
ble this past weekend vs. BC (14 kills, 13 digs), it
marked her fourth of the season.

THE FIRST ONE IS THE SWEETEST

- Virginia Tech and first-year head coach Jill Wilson
took down rival Virginia, 3-1, on Sept. 27, earning
Wilson’s first-ever ACC win and the Hokies'first of
2017.

- A few days later, Virginia Tech athletics director
Whit Babcock gave Coach Wilson an embroidered
volleyball, signifying the first conference win for
her, which tasted a little sweeter over an arch rival.
- The two teams compete every year in the
Commonwealth Clash and the win gave Tech half
a point, its first win of the 2017-18 academic year
from the fall sports - made up of men’s and wom-
en’s soccer, football and volleyball.

INSIDE THE BOX SCORE

- Despite dropping its first two matches of league
action, Virginia Tech did battle with the Hurricanes
and Seminoles.

- Versus Miami (Fla.), the Hokies and Canes
combined for 22 ties and 11 lead changes, while
against the then-No. 19 Noles, Tech outplayed,

at the time, the highest ranked team in the ACC
statistically, owning the advantage in three
categories - kills (56-51), assists (54-49) and digs
(63-56).

- Of those five players, Tech garnered the MVPs
from two of the four tournaments — Mitchell
(Pepsi Panther Invitational) and Talamazzi (A-State
Invitational).

- Outside hitter Ester Talamazzi followed in fellow
teammate Kaity Smith’s footsteps, as the freshman
earned her first ACC honor on Sept. 4. Smith
earned it in Week 1.

+ The Italy native racked up 38 kills, 28 digs and
four blocks against Ole Miss, A-State and SMU in
Week 2.

- She posted her first-ever double-double (14 kills,
16 digs) against Ole Miss in five sets.

CAREER HIGHS FOR DAYS

- The first week of the season was quite the start
for returners on the Virginia Tech squad as five
players set new career highs at the Pepsi Panther
Invitational in Milwaukee.

- Libero Carol Raffety achieved career bests in
assists (7) and service aces (4) against Milwau-
kee.

- Middle blocker Stacey Christy posted a ca-
reer-high 11 kills in the opener and followed it
up in the third match with a new career-high 13
kills. Christy also had a career-high six blocks.

- Middle blocker Cara Cunningham tallied a
Virginia Tech career-high 12 kills versus SDSU.

- Right side hitter Jaila Tolbert earned her
first-ever ace against SDSU.

- Setter Rhegan Mitchell opened up the season
with a career-high 65 assists against Idaho
State.

SOMETHING ABOUT OPENERS

- Rhegan Mitchell has had her A-game in
back-toback years in the opening match,
setting new career highs in the 2016 and 2017
openers.

- She posted 57 kills against Appalachian State
on Aug. 26, 2016 and followed it up with 65
versus Idaho State on Aug. 25, 2017.

+ The 65-kill performance against Idaho State
also included 14 assists, marking her first dou-
ble-double of the season.

A DEBUT FOR THE AGES

- Freshman Kaity Smith placed her self in the
record books on Aug. 25 when she led the
Hokies to a 3-2 victory over Idaho State.

- Smith’s 30 kills against the Bengals did the
following in Tech'’s storied history:

- Most ever in a debut.

- Second freshman in school history to have over
30 kills in a match in their first season. Virginia
Tech Sports Hall of Famer Lisa Pikalek racked up
38 against Southern Miss on Nov. 7, 1992.

- Tied for the seventh-most kills in Hokie history.

RACKINGIT UP

- With trips to the states of Wisconsin, Arkansas
and West Virginia for non-conference tourna-
ments, the Hokies racked up over 1,600 miles of
travel.

- The closest of the three trips was to Hunting-
ton, West Virginia (190 miles), where Tech played
on the campus of Conference USA member
Marshall.

ON THE ROAD AGAIN

- Tech played its first 13 of 15 matches on the
road and hosted its first conference match
against Louisville on Oct. 6. The Hokies had the
fewest home matches through 15 matches of
any team in the ACC.

RPIINFO

- The NCAA released the Ratings Percentage
Index on Monday, Oct. 30 - the fifth ranking of
the fall.

- The Yellow Jackets enter Week 11 of the season with an 11-12 overall record and 6-6 reading in conference
play. Georgia Tech is coming off this past weekend with splitting its two matches versus Duke (L, 1-3) and
Wake Forest (W, 3-1).

+ Head coach Michelle Collier is in her fourth year in Atlanta. Collier, who played internationally and gar-
nered the Indonesian League MVP, played college volleyball at South Florida, earning All-America honors.
She has improved the Yellow Jackets since her arrival, guiding the school to its 700th win in program history.
- Senior Gabriela Stavnetchei leads the ACC in kills this season, pounding down 345 in 23 matches. Stavn-
etchei in Georgia Tech’s most recent matchup tallied her ninth double-double of the fall, while freshman
Alessia Del Romano turned in a career-high 15 digs. Del Romano is a native of Italy, where Virginia Tech’s
Ester Talamazzi is from as well. The two cities of Bologna and Genoa are three hours and 30 minutes apart.

- The all-time series stands at 15-9 in Georgia Tech’s favor. The Yellow Jackets have won four of the last five
matches, dating back to 2013. Georgia Tech won the last matchup in The Flats, 3-0, on Nov. 4, 2016.

SCOUTING CLEMSON

- The Tigers enter the weekend with a 7-17 overall record and are 2-10 in ACC play. Clemson took on Wake
Forest and Duke as well, taking down the Demon Deacons, 3-0, and falling to the Blue Devils, 3-0.

- Outside hitter Kaylin Korte paces the Tigers with a team-best 255 kills, while owning the second-most digs
on the team with 175. Korte is coming off a team-high 10-kill performance against the Blue Devils. Libero
Madi Howell has scooped up 278 digs, averaging 3.47 digs per set.

- Michaela Franklin is in her first year in Clemson. Franklin is one of four new ACC head coaches, as Louisville
hired Dani Busboom Kelly, Virginia hired Aaron Smith and Virginia Tech hired Jill Wilson. Of the four coaches,
Franklin owns the third-best winning percentage (.412). Franklin comes most recently from lowa, where she
was the associate head coach for three years leading lowa to two AVCA Top 25 wins in 2016.

« In 28 meetings, Clemson owns the all-time series 17-11. Last year, Tech got the best of Clemson, winning
3-1 at Clemson on Nov. 6. The Hokies have won the last three matches against the Tigers.
