- Following its bye weekend, No. 15/13
Virginia Tech softball will play host to in-state
foe Liberty on Wednesday at 6 p.m. ET on ACC
Network at Tech Softball Park.

- The two schools will meet for the first time
since 2018, when Tech fell 6-3 in Lynchburg on
April 17.

- The Hokies lead the all-time series comfort-
ably at 36-15, but it sure has not been comfort-
able as of late, with the series being an even
4-4 the last eight games dating back to 2015.

- Tech is 18-6 all-time at home versus the Lady
Flames and has won two of the last three at
home.

WHO TO WATCH

- In her last outing,
pitcher Keely Ro-
chard pitched anoth-
er gem with a 10-K,
two-hit shoutout vs.
Longwood.

- This will be just her
second time pitching
vs. Liberty, losing the
first one. (More on page 3)

- Catcher/third base-
man Alexa Milius
went a combined

3 for 4in the two
games vs. Longwood
on Wednesday.

- She slugged 1.750
with a double and

a home run, while
scoring three runs.

LAST TIME OUT

- Tech swept Longwood last Wednesday in a
doubleheader at TSP, winning a low-scoring
affair in Game 1, 2-0, and then exploded for
eight runs in the first inning of Game 2 on its
way to an 11-6 victory.

- Sophomores Jayme Bailey and Alexa Milius
both hit homers in the first game, while soph-
omore Kelsey Brown racked up a career-high
four RBIs in Game 2 thanks to two doubles.

GREENSBORO, N.C. - Florida State leads all ACC

teams with four selections to the 2021 Preseason

AlI-ACC Softball Team and has been selected as the
2021 ACC preseason favorite in a vote of the league’s

13 head coaches.

The Seminoles, who have won the last six ACC Softball

Championships, received nine first-place votes.

Coaches were not allowed to vote for their own teams.

Virginia Tech finished second in the poll with 136

points and four first-place votes, while Notre Dame
was picked third with 114 points. Duke (99 points),
North Carolina (96 points) and Clemson (88 points)

were slated fourth, fifth and sixth, respectively.

Louisville was picked seventh with 81 points, followed
by NC State (78 points), Georgia Tech (61 points) and
Syracuse in 10th with 39 points. Pitt finished with 31
points for 11th, and Virginia (28 points) and Boston

College (22 points) rounded out the voting.

ROCHARD AGAINST LIBERTY

- Pitcher Keely Rochard has faced the Lady Flames
just once in her career, facing them her freshman
year on April 17,2018.

- The youngin' didn't have her best stuff, taking
the loss and allowing four runs and a home run.
However, only one of those runs were earned.

FIRST-INNING BONANZA

- Tech scored eight runs in the first inning against
Longwood in Game 2 of the doubleheader, bat-
ting around the order.

- The eight-run explosion marked the sec-
ond-highest scoring inning this season for the
Hokies, with the top mark being 12 that came in
the fifth inning when they run-ruled NC State in
Raleigh 17-4.

- Versus the Lancers, an RBI single started it then
four doubles happened on scoring plays con-
secutively that was capped off with a run off of a
fielder's choice.

BETTER WITH THE PRESSURE

+ When the Hokies have runners on base, they
sure know how to capitalize.

- They are batting .332 with runners in scoring
position, which is actually better than their bas-
es-empty batting average of .287.

- And to take it one step further, Tech is batting
.643 (!) when there is a runner on third and less
than two outs.

GREENE STAYIN' MEAN

- Over her last five games, freshman Addy Greene
has been seeing the ball great at the plate and is
batting .500.

- The infielder has gone 6 for 12 in the box during
that span and has gotten a hit in all five of those
games as well for a five-game hit streak, marking
the longest of her career and is the longest active
streak on the team.

- She also has gotten three RBIs and scored two
runs her last five, as well.

MACK ON ANOTHER LEVEL

- Catcher Mackenzie Lawter came into the Duke
series batting .208, with going 5 of 24.

- Then after her career weekend, batting .500
and going 6 for 12 with a home run, double,
three runs and a walk, she moved her season
batting average up by almost a full point (1), with
an improvement of .098 to be exact and was
hitting .306 heading into the Longwood series,
respectably.

- Against Longwood, she did cool off a bit, with
going 0 for 1, but got a walk and scored a run, and
is now batting .297.

MOVING UP

- Junior pitcher Keely Rochard passed Jasmin
Harrell (2010-13, 588 Ks) for fifth on the Virginia
Tech all-time strikeouts list at Louisville and now
has 641 in her storied career.

- Rochard is 10 away from passing Katie Maynard
(2003-06, 650 Ks) to be fourth on the list.

WHAT DO THEY DO WELL?

- Tech ranks highly in the nation in a few categories
that has led to its success.

- The Hokies are third overall in shutouts (13), 28th
in slugging percentage (.515), 35th in home runs per
game (1.2) and 36th in batting average (.307).

+ How do those stack up amongst its ACC peers? It is
first in shutouts and batting average, second in slug-
ging percentage and fourth home runs per game.

- Individually, Keely Rochard ranks first in the ACCin
hits allowed per seven innings (3.26), shutouts (10),
strikeouts (197) and wins (19), while being second in
ERA (1.05).

- Jayme Bailey is first in the ACC for RBIs (34), third
for triples (3) and first in sac flies (4), while Kelsey
Brown is fourth in batting average (.427), third in hits
(37), and fourth for stolen bases per game (0.58).

GET THAT DUB

- Tech pitcher Keely Rochard is one of the best in
the circle and is especially good at getting the win
as well.

- The Williamsburg, Virginia native is second in the
country in wins, owning 19 on the year.

ROCHARD VERSUS THE BEST

- Keely Rochard has seen her fair share of ranked foes,
with 10 to be exact.

- In those games, the junior is 6-4 and is coming off
going 2-1 at then-No. 12/14 Duke.

- In the Duke series, she held the nationally-ranked
Blue Devils, who averaged the most runs a game (6) in
the ACC coming into the series, to just one run in the
first game, three in the second game and three in the
fourth - all well below their average.

D'AMOUR HOLDS OWN VS.TOP 25

- Tech coach Pete D'Amour is 10-8 versus the NFCA/
USA Today and USA Softball/ESPN.com Top 25 polls
since his arrival to Tech.

- This season, he is 5-2 with winning two series
against the two top-25 foes of then-No. 13/14 Florida
State and then-No. 12/14 Duke.

BEEN A MINUTE

- When Tech took down No. 12/14 Duke on the road, it
marked the first time it had won on the road against a
ranked opponent since March 1, 2019, when it defeat-
ed then-No. 8/8 Georgia 7-6 in eight innings in Athens.

TOUGH TO BEAT IN EXTRAS

- Since Tech coach Pete D'Amour has gotten to Blacks-
burg, he's been pretty good about finishing the job if
a game goes into extras.

- Now, he typically doesn't let it get there in the first
place, with only four games out of 112 going into
extra innings, but when it does, he most likely will end
up getting the dub.

- Tech is 3-1 in extra-inning games in the D'Amour

era and, ironically, all three of those wins are against
ranked opponents, but the lost was to an unranked
foe. Lastly, none were at home.

- They got to hold their in-state rival Virginia to not
reaching third base for seven straight games, which
obviously means seven consecutive contests of
shutout ball.

- But, as the saying goes, all good things must come
to an end, and that incredible streak was snapped
Wednesday at UVA in the bottom of the fifth inning.
- A runner would reach third on a wild pitch and then
later score.

- How many UVA batters did that streak last on? It
lasted on 173.

GOIN' STREAKIN'

- Tech's Kelsey Brown has been on a tear since the
Hokies came off pause (due to Covid-19 protocols).

« Tech had six games postponed, meaning the
players didn't play a game for 17 days. But, on March
12 when they were back in action at NC State, Brown
came out swinging and really hasn't missed since.

« During this stretch, which is 22 games, she's gotten
at least one hit in all but three of those contests and
is seeing the ball great at the plate.

- The JMU transfer is 33 for 75 (.440 BA) during that
stretch and has scored 21 runs and swiped 13 bases.
- Her 18-game on-base streak did come to a close in
the first game of the Duke series on April 2.

A FIRST, BUT NOT THE BEST

- The Hokies were held to zero home runs against
Pitt. in the four-game series at Tech Softball Park.

- So kudos to Pitt's pitching on accomplishing the
feat, and quite the feat it is.

- Since D'Amour took over (first season was '19),

Tech hadn't been held to a zero-home run outing in

a series before, marking the weekend the first time
doing so.

- D'Amour and Co. played in 13 series leading up to
the Pitt series. And, remember, the Pitt series was four
games, while majority of the other 13 were three-
game series, making it that much more impressive for
the Panthers.

- Then Louisville did more of the same, with not al-
lowing a home run the first three games before Tech
hit two in the series finale on Sunday. It followed it up
with zero homers at UVA Wednesday and then had
one home run in three of the four games at Duke.

- So, expect Tech to get back to its ways with the long
ball, given its most recent outing in Durham. Besides,
they've hit a staggering 163 dingers over the last
three years out of 112 contests (1.5 HRs a game).

GOING BACKTO BACK

- In the doubleheader vs. Radford on March 17, the
Hokies went back-to-back multiple times.

- In Game 1, Cana Davis and Alexa Milius hit back-
to-back solo homers, each players’second homer of
the year.

- In Game 2, Jayme Bailey, Kelsey Bennett and Mor-
gan Overaitis went back-to-back-to-back, marking
the first time Tech had accomplished the feat since
Feb. 21, 2015.

WALKIIT OFF

- Up 8-1in the bottom of the fifth inning in Game

2 vs. Radford, Grace Chavez entered the game as a
pinch hitter with two outs and belted one over the
left field wall to end the game 9-1.

- It was the Hokies' first walk-off home run of the
season and first since April 12,2019 when Mackenzie

What’s a Hokie?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College changed its name to Virginia

7./ Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the necessity for
writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held by
the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie" yell which is still used today.
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull explained the word
was solely the product of his imagination and was used only as an atten-
tion-getter for his yell. It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for
those people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors - Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were chosen by a committee because
they made a‘unique combination’ not worn elsewhere at the time. The official
definition of “Hokie” is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan”.

SOFTBALL INDOOR FACILITY

- The facility, which is attached to Rector Field House (track & field) and
immediately adjacent to Tech Softball Park, opened the fall 2018 and provides
the Hokies with an indoor infield for practice during inclement weather, along
with four cages for hitting and pitching practice.

- The one-story building also features two coaches rooms, an equipment
room, a team room, a film room, a mudroom and team facilities. The facility
will be available to the program year-round and will have uses for practice,
team events and gameday necessities. The new facility will encompass more
than 16,000 square feet.

- The facility was designed by Cannon Designs and was built by Branch
Associates of Salem, Virginia. This project was a part of a larger plan that vastly
improved Rector Field House (track & field) and all of the adjacent athletics
facilities. Total cost was roughly $18 million.

In his second season leading the Hokies, Coach Pete
D'Amour led the team to a 21-4 record and was in first
place in the ACC when the season ended. He helped

guide the team to an impressive 3-2 record at the St. Pete/
Clearwater Elite Invitational against five top-25 opponents,
including wins over #14 Minnesota and #17 South
Carolina. D'’Amour guided the progression of pitcher Keely
Rochard, who was one of the nation's top pitchers in 2020,
and also helped the Hokies' offense to the highest scoring
in the ACC.

Guiding Virginia Tech to one of the biggest turnarounds
in NCAA softball history, Pete D’Amour led the Hokies in
his first year to a 24-game win improvement in 2019 after
posting a 47-11 record, including a 20-4 mark in ACC play.

The 47 wins were the fourth most in school history while
the 20 ACC wins were the most in program history. On
Tech’s way to 20 league wins, it earned an ACC regular-sea-
son title and a Coastal Division crown after being picked
10th in the ACC preseason poll. By doing so, it also earned
the Hokies their first trip to the NCAA Tournament since
2015, winning two games at the Lexington Regional to
pick up their first NCAA win since 2014.

No stranger to success, D’Amour, out of the new 11 Power
Five head coaches in 2019, picked up the most wins of
the group. The 2019 ACC Coach of the Year earned the
nod to mark just Tech's second time winning it, while a
school-record five Hokies made an All-ACC first team. Un-
der D'’Amour’s direction, pitcher Carrie Eberle was named
ACC Pitcher of the Year and third baseman Kelsey Bennett
was tabbed Freshman of the Year.

He also tutored two Softball America All-Americans in out-
fielders Emma Strouth and Darby Trull, who both hit over
400 and tallied 60-plus putouts, as well as a school-record
seven NFCA All-Region (Mid-Atlantic) selections and a
school-record eight VaSID all-staters. D'’Amour also was
tabbed VaSID Coach of the Year.

Under his watch, Tech became ranked during the season,
something that hadn’t been done since 2015, and got up
to as high as No. 19 in the ESPN.com/USA Softball poll
and No. 22 in the USA Today/NFCA poll. The Hokies were
ranked for 11 consecutive weeks in the ESPN.com/USA
Softball poll, breaking the program record set in 2007 of
10 weeks, and picked up two ranked wins on the year,
beating then-No. 8/8 Georgia and then-No. 20/17 JMU.

Tech took big strides at the plate in '19, resetting over 20
individual and team school records, including batting
average (.334) and home runs (97), just to name a few.

The Hokies led the ACC in batting average and home runs
per game (1.67), while also getting it done in the circle
with shutouts (22). D'Amour had the Hokies ready to play
against in-state rival Virginia in the Commonwealth Clash
presented by Virginia529, sweeping the Cavaliers 3-0 and
not allowing a runner to touch third base or home plate in
the series, a first in program history, for three shutout wins.

D’Amour joined the Hokies after two seasons as the head
coach at Kennesaw State, where he led the Owls to a 79-37
record and two postseason appearances. Before taking
over the Kennesaw State program in 2017, he earned a
reputation as one of the nation’s premier recruiters during
his 10-year tenure as assistant coach at the University of
Missouri, a perennial NCAA tournament participant.

D’Amour coached Kennesaw State to the 2018 Atlantic
Sun Conference regular season and tournament cham-
pionships en route to the program’s first NCAA Regional
appearance since transitioning to the Division | level in
2006, as the Owls finished the year with a 39-17 record.
