NOTEWORTHY

There’s no denying Tech sophomore MJ
Collins had struggled on the offensive end
through his first seven games of the season.
However, the Clover, S.C., product snapped
out of his slump in a big way vs. Louisville
on Sunday, exploding for a career-high 20
points, while going 3 for 3 from distance and
7 for 7 from the foul line.

“He hung in there,” Tech head coach Mike
Young said of Collins after the win. “He

was O-for-November from three and it had
affected a couple other parts of his game.
Suffered a little injury [against FAU], missed
obviously the Auburn game, but we had him
back on the floor Friday, Saturday and he
looked good, said he felt like he could go.
Thank goodness he did, he played a good
ballgame.”

Collins said. “I'm talking to my coaches and

The month of November, | was in a bad
slump, but they just kept telling me, ‘Shoot
the next one, shoot the next one. It'll go in.
Every time | shot, it looked like it was going
in. And then my dad came down here and
we got in the gym together. ... It was hitting
tonight.”

TIME TO WORK ON US

Following the Louisville game, Tech only has
four games the rest of December - three at
home, then a Dec. 30 clash at Wake Forest
to resume ACC action.

The VT coaching staff learned a lot about
its players over the last five games, and will
look to use the additional time between
games in December to “work on us.”

“We need a shot of confidence,” Young said.
“I thought | saw a team that was lacking
some confidence and we’ve got really

good players. The sun’s going to come up
tomorrow, we’ve got a lot to look forward
to. Let’s get on the stick here and start
playing better basketball and doing it with
great urgency and energy.”

e Tech faced three straight top-25 ranked
teams in less than a week, according to
KenPom.

CRASHING THE GLASS

e Mekhi Long has led the Hokies in
rebounding each of their last four games.

e The 6-foot-7 forward pulled down eight
boards against lowa State, a game-high nine
rebounds against FAU, seven rebounds at
Auburn and eight caroms vs. Louisville.

e |Long has a knack for rebounding, which
was one of the skills that led to the Tech
coaching staff pursuing him in the transfer
portal.

e He averaged 8.7 rebounds per game last
season at Old Dominion.

NOT KIDDING AROUND

e Lynn Kidd is one of the breakout stories in
the ACC early on. From a player who only
saw action in seven games his freshman
season at Clemson*, to averaging 15.9 points
and 8.0 rebounds per game as a senior at
Virginia Tech, Mike Young and his staff have
developed a force to be reckoned with down
low.

HISTORY MADE IN HIS HOMETOWN

e Hunter Cattoor surpassed A.D. Vassallo for

the most 3-pointers made in a career in
program history against Boise State on Nov.
23. The record came in Cattoor’s hometown
of Orlando and was achieved in nine fewer
games than Vassallo.

WHAT’S A HOKIE?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896
when Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical
College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came
the necessity for writing a new cheer and a
contest for such a purpose was held by

the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull
won first prize for
his “Hokie” yell
which is still used
today. Later, when
asked if “Hokie” had
any special meaning,
Stull explained the
word was solely

the product of

his imagination and was used only as an
attention-getter for his yell. It soon became
a nickname for all Tech teams and for those
people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors -
Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were
chosen by a committee because they made
a ‘unigue combination’ not worn elsewhere
at the time. The official definition of “Hokie”
is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan.”

When referring to our name, we ask that
you use Virginia Tech, Hokies or Tech - and
not ‘Vah Tech.” Thank you!
