HOKIES TRAVEL TO WEST VIRGINIA
* Virginia Tech renews a heated BIG EAST rivalry
and seeks to retain the Black Diamond Trophy as the
Hokies visit Morgantown for the first time since 2005
for a matchup at West Virginia (9/18).

* The Hokies are coming off a 35-14 win vs. Middle
Tennessee State (9/11), making Coach Fuente the
sixth coach in Tech history to reach 40 career wins. He
needs four more to surpass Henry Redd (43 wins from
1932-40) for fifth on VT’s all-time victory list.

* WVU posted a 66-0 victory vs. Long Island (9/11).

* VT is seeking to extend its winning streak to four
games dating back to 2020. Tech has allowed 13.0
ppg in its last three wins, outscoring those foes by
a combined 85-39 margin and owning a +3 turnover
margin (6 takes/3 gives) in those contests.

« Virginia Tech last posted four straight wins when it
won five straight in 2016-17.

* The Hokies have won their last three meetings with
the Mountaineers, including 31-24 win under head
coach Justin Fuente at FedExField (9/3/17).

* Tech is seeking its second four-game victory streak
vs. WVU after racking up four straight Black Diamond
Trophy wins from 1998 to 2001.

* VT is 8-3 as an AP Top 25 team vs. West Virginia.

* The Mountaineers are 1-7 vs. ranked teams under
Neal Brown with that lone win coming by a 37-10
margin vs. Kansas State (10/31/20).

*« WVU has lost four of its last five games vs. ACC
foes with that lone win coming vs. NC State (9/14/19).
« Dating back to 2010, WVU is 23-1 at home vs. non-
con foes, including a streak of 18 straight wins. That
lone loss was WVU’s only such game against a ranked
foe, losing a 47-21 decision to No. 2 LSU (9/24/1).

* Tech is ranked No. 15 in the AP Top 25 and No. 15 in
the USA Today Coaches Poll. The Hokies are tied for
15th in the FWAA-NFF Super 16 Poll.

* Next week Tech returns home to face Richmond

(9/25).

That lone loss was a 42-31 setback vs. No. 11 Texas
(10/5/19).

« Virginia Tech is one of seven Power Five programs
that allowed 10 points or fewer in a 2021 season
opener against another Power Five foe.

» Tech, Penn State, Clemson, Georgia and Colorado
are the only P5 teams to accomplish that feat
against AP Top 25 opponents.

« Tech is 13-0 under Fuente when permitting 10 points
or fewer.

« VT is permitting 12.0 ppg in 2021 - only Clemson (6.5
ppg & UVA (7.0 ppg) are better in the ACC.

* During Tech’s three-game winning streak the Hokies
have outscored their foes by a 55-14 margin.

* Dubbed an “elite athlete” by Fuente, Burmeister
recorded Tech’s fastest time of any player during
summer workouts, posting a speed of 22.53 mph via
GPS tracking technology.

*In his last three starts (all wins), Burmeister has
completed 63.1 pct. of his passes (41 of 65), throwing
for 523 yards with three TDs and one INT, good for a
142.8 rating. He’s also posted 130 rushing yards and
one TD.

» Tech owns a 12-2 mark under Fuente when rushing
for 250+ yards, including a 5-1record in 2020.

* WVU hasn’t permitted 250+ net rushing yards under
Brown’s tenure - 236 at lowa State (12/5/20) is the
highest total they’ve allowed.

* VT put up 224 rushing yards & four TDs vs. MTSU (
9/11), averaging 5.7 yards per carry.

* The Hokies have averaged 201.0 rushing ypg during
their three-game winning streak, while allowing only

LANDOVER, MD — Virginia Tech quarterback Josh Jackson threw a touchdown pass and ran for
a touchdown pass in his collegiate debut and Cam Phillips had a career-high 138 yards receiving
to lift the No. 21 Hokies to a 31-24 victory over No. 22 West Virginia in the season opener Friday
evening at FedExField.

Renewing a rivalry that had been dormant since 2005, the Hokies and Mountaineers went back
and forth in the second half before Tech scored late to give the Hokies their eighth win over the
Mountaineers in the past 11 meetings.

“I don’t know where to start,” Tech coach Justin Fuente said. “I thought it was a well-played

football game for both teams. There was back and forth, and yards were hard to come by early in
the game. Then it seemed like there was a spell there in the second half when both teams were
moving the ball well, going back and forth.

“I thought there were a bunch of people that contributed. Obviously, our coaching staff, and | think
about the individual players. The guys on special teams doing there jobs, the guys on offense and
defense contributing and we found a way to win the ball game.”

With the game tied at 24, the Hokies took over at their own 18, and Jackson went to work. A 12-
yard run, a 22-yard pass to Sean Savoy and a 46-yard run to the West Virginia 2 ultimately set up

Travon McMillian’s 3-yard touchdown run with 6:30 to go that gave Tech a 31-24 lead.

West Virginia drove to the Tech 15 in the waning moments. With 2 seconds to go, WVU

quarterback Will Grier threw a pass that fell incomplete in the back corner of the end zone. A West

Virginia holding penalty would have negated the play anyway, and the Hokies celebrated.

Jackson, a redshirt freshman from Ann Arbor, Michigan, completed 15 of 26 for 235 yards and a
score. He also rushed for 101 yards on a night when Tech finished with 469 yards of total offense -
and perhaps more importantly, no turnovers.

Phillips caught seven passes for 138 yards and a touchdown.

Grier threw for 371 yards and three scores for the Mountaineers.

* Blumrick (6-5, 215) comes to Tech after playing in 18
games the past three seasons at Texas A&M. He ran the
ball 10 times for 48 yards, while completing one pass
for eight yards. He also saw duty on special teams and
recovered a muffed punt in last season’s 20-7 win vs. LSU
(11/28/20).

= Daley (6-1, 203) joins the Hokies after spending three
years at Vanderbilt (2017-19). In 35 games with the
Commodores, he accumulated 108 tackles (74 solo) to
go along with three interceptions, 5.5 TFL, three passes
defensed, a forced fumble and 1.5 sacks. The Warner
Robins, Georgia product started nine games at safety in
2019, collecting 57 tackles (35 solo) with three INTs and
a forced fumble.

= Jordan (6-1, 303) was an All-Big Ten honorable mention
selection as a senior at Maryland in 2020 after starting
four games at center. He was part of a Terps' offense that
ranked second in the Big Ten averaging 264.0 passing ypg.

= The consensus 2016 ACC Coach of the Year, Fuente
was also named the top first-year FBS head coach in the
nation by the Football Writers Association of America,
sharing that honor with USC'’s Clay Helton.

= Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both
the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll, marking the highest
final mark for the Hokies since 2010 (No. 16 AP, No. 15
Coaches).

= Tech’s 10 wins were the team's most since 2011 and
the most ever by a first-year Virginia Tech head coach,
surpassing the previous mark of nine wins by C.P. Miles in
1905.

= Compiled a 19-6 record in his final two seasons at
Memphis, guiding the Tigers to back-to-back bowl berths
after inheriting a program that went 5-31 in three years
before his arrival.

* Unanimous selection as 2014 American Athletic

Conference Coach of the Year when he led Memphis to
its first conference title since 1971.

*Named the 1999 Ohio Valley Conference Offensive
Player of the Year as a quarterback at Murray State and
was a finalist for the Walter Payton Award.

* Named Virginia Tech's head coach on Nov. 29, 2015.

= The Hokies enter their sixth season under Fuente in
2020, who has compiled a 38-26 record in Blacksburg.
With six more victories in 2021, he would move into fifth
place on Tech'’s all-time coaching victory list.

= Since Fuente arrived in Blacksburg in 2016, the only
ACC schools with more wins over that span are Clemson
(65) and Miami (40).

The only active Power Five head coach appointed during
the 2016 hiring cycle owning more victories than Fuente
(38) from 2016-20 was Georgia's Kirby Smart (52).

The only other active ACC head coach who could top
Fuente's 33 wins in his first four full seasons at an ACC
school is Clemson’s Dabo Swinney (36).

The Hokies have been ranked in the AP Top 25 during
each of Fuente's seasons at the helm at Tech with the
squad boasting five victories against Top 25 foes.

The Hokies have finished in the Top 25 twice under
Fuente. Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16
in both the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll and concluded
the 2017 season at No. 24 in the AP Top 25 and No. 25
in the Coaches Poll.

= Prior to Fuente's arrival, Tech had never had two players
selected in the first round of the same NFL Draft. That
feat has occurred twice in the past four years with LB
Tremaine Edmunds (Buffalo) and S Terrell Edmunds
(Pittsburgh) going in the first round of the 2018 NFL
Draft, while CB Caleb Farley (Tennessee) and T Christian
Darrisaw (Minnesota) matched that feat in 2021.

* In total, 15 Tech alums who have played for Fuente have
been selected in the NFL Draft over the past five seasons,
alist that has included versatile offensive performers such
as RB Khalil Herbert and TE Dalton Keene, as well as
talented linemen on both sides of the ball in DT Tim Settle
and G Wyatt Teller, in addition to Tech’s 2021 selections.

The 2021 NFL Draft illustrated the ability of Fuente and his
staff to identify and develop talent. T Christian Darrisaw
had no other FBS scholarship offers before developing
into a first-round pick in Blacksburg. CB Caleb Farley
was a record-setting prep quarterback who began his
collegiate career at wide receiver before tapping his true
potential at cornerback. S Divine Deablo also played QB
in high school and also worked at wide receiver for the
Hokies before moving to defense, where he blomossed
into a third-round pick of Las Vegas in 2021.

In his initital five seasons in Blacksburg, Fuente has
compiled a 12-3 combined record against ACC Coastal
Division rivals Virginia (4-1), North Carolina (4-1) and
Duke (4-1).

The Hokies own a 33-4 record under Fuente when
leading at halftime, including a streak of five straight wins.

Two of Fuente's key principles for quarterbacks center
around sound decision making and execting plays that
result in predicted outcomes. The numbers the past
five seasons back up the soundness of that philosophy
despite five different QBs playing prominent roles for
Tech over that span.

= The Hokies averaged 440.7 ypg of total offense in 2020.
Over the past 25 seasons, three of the top four seasons
(2016, 2020 and 2018) for total offense at Tech have
come under Fuente's watch.

= The Hokies have produced the top three passing seasons
in school history since Fuente and offensive coordinator
Brad Comnelsen arrived at Tech - 2016 (261.4 ypg),
2018 (253.8 ypg) and 2017 (239.5 ypg).

Three of the top five seasons in Tech annals for total first
downs (2016-18) have come under Fuente's leadership.

The Hokies own a +77 TD-to-INT differential (118
TDs/41 INTs) since Fuente's arrival, a mark that only
Clemson (+120) and North Carolina (+84) can top in

the ACC dating back to 2016. In the the five seasons prior
to Fuente’s arrival the Hokies were +27 (98 TDs/71 INTs).

= VT set a school-record with a 62.2 completion percentage
in 2020, breaking the previous mark of 62.1 set in Fuente's
initial season at Tech in 2016.

= The Hokies led the ACC in rushing, averaging 240.1 ypg in
2020, which represented Tech’s best mark since 2000. The
squad's 27 rushing TDs were the most since 2010.

= Tech set a school record by averaging 5.58 yards per carry
in 2020, the fourth-best mark by any P5 squad last season.

= Tech’s defense has won 26 straight games when holding
foes to 17 points or fewer, including six shutouts during
Fuente's tenure.

= Virginia Tech has continued its special teams success under
Fuente and special teams coordinator, James Shibest. Over
the past four seasons, Tech’s special teams were ranked fifth
overall in the nation by SportSource Analytics.

= Tech has scored 13 defensive and special teams TDs during
Fuente's tenure, including five in 2017 (two punt return TDs,
two INT return TDs and one fumble return TD).

BLACKSBURG, Va. (AP) — Braxton Burmeister ran for a touchdown and threw for
another and Virginia Tech made Sam Howell look pedestrian in a 17-10 victory over
No. 10 North Carolina on Friday night in the opener for both teams.

Burmeister scored on a 4-yard run and found James Mitchell for an 11-yard scoring
strike as the Hokies built a 14-0 lead they took into halftime.

Howell, who'd thrown eight touchdown passes in two prior games against Virginia
Tech, was sacked six times and intercepted three times, the last when he threw
wildly while in the grasp of Jordan Williams and found Chamarri Conner at the
Hokies 40.

The play was reviewed, and when the officials announced that it was an interception,
the sellout crowd at Lane Stadium erupted with relief. Many fans joined the team in
celebration on the field after the game, which marked the first time since the 2019
season that fan attendance was not limited.

Howell did become the Tar Heels' career touchdown pass leader with 69 when
Josh Downs took a screen pass 37 yards for a score in the third quarter, but he was
unable to find his usual magic late.

THE TAKEAWAY

The Hokies drove for two touchdowns and to the North Carolina 10 on their first
three possessions, failing to score on the middle drive when Keshawn King fumbled
the ball away. They then played conservatively until Howell's pass to Downs got the
Tar Heels on the board at 14-7.

The Hokies (2-0) scored on their first three possessions of the second half, including
back-to-back TDs by Blackshear, in a game they led 14-7 at halftime.

Virginia Tech broke open the game when Jalen Holston scored on a 29-yard,
third-quarter run to take a 21-7 lead. Blackshear, who rushed for 58 yards, then
scored on runs of 6 yards and 1 yard on ensuing possessions to help the Hokies
build a 35-7 cushion.

Braxton Burmeister threw for 142 yards and a score for Virginia Tech, which finished
with 375 yards.

Bailey Hockman threw for 207 yards and a score to lead the Blue Raiders (1-1), who
had 349 yards.

THE TAKEAWAY

The Hokies avoided a letdown after an upset of then-No. 10 North Carolina in their
season opener, using a balanced attack and good defense in a methodical win over
the Blue Raiders. Virginia Tech will receive a much stiffer test next Saturday with a
road game at rival West Virginia — its first road test of the season. The Hokies and
Mountaineers have faced each other just once in the past 16 seasons.
