Johnny Jones

Head Coach ¢ 1st year at LSU (13th year as head coach)

He dreamed of this position. He hoped for this
chance.

Johnny Jones was doing exactly what he wanted to
do -- he was a successful head coach in major Division
| college basketball. But in the back of his mind there
was one thing he wanted. He wanted the chance to be
the head coach of his alma mater at LSU. This was one
time a Friday the 13th was special to Coach Jones and
long-time LSU basketball fans. Vice-Chancellor and
Director of Athletics Joe Alleva on the afternoon of
April 13 made the call to Jones to offer him the job that
made a dream now a reality - he would become the
21st men’s head basketball coach at LSU.

Jones, 51, a player on an LSU NCAA Final Four
team and an assistant coach on another LSU NCAA
Final Four team, returns to Baton Rouge after serving
the last 11 years as the head men’s basketball coach at
the University of North Texas.

He becomes just the fifth alum of LSU to become
the head men’s basketball coach and the third to have
played and served as the head coach at the school.

Since his return to Baton Rouge and his open-
ing media session when he called it “a dream come
true” and saying that he was “home”, Jones has hit
the ground running. First came the hiring of a veteran
staff with strengths in coaching and recruiting that are
known throughout the college basketball landscape.
Then, while beginning to initiate his new players about
his style of play, Jones and the staff had to recruit for
this coming season and also get on the road to look for
the players that will establish the new foundation
of LSU basketball in the future.

He has also embraced all aspects of the commu-
nity, traveling throughout the state on the LSU Tiger
Tour, speaking to civic groups and youth organiza-
tions while expressing how much he wants people to
embrace LSU basketball. He has reintroduced himself
to the high school coaches in the state and reorganized
LSU’s booster group into a new “Tipoff Club” to offer
support to the program.

Jones played four years at LSU and was a member
as a freshman of the 1981 NCAA Final Four team under
Coach Brown. He served 13 years on Brown’s coaching
staff at LSU, and was on the staff when the Tigers
became at that time the first 11-seed to advance to
the NCAA Final Four in 1386.

This is Jones’ third career head coaching posi-
tion as he served as the interim head coach at the
University of Memphis during the 1999-2000 season
and began his run as the head coach at the University
of North Texas prior to the 2001-02 season. The
Mean Green advanced to four of the last six Sun Belt

Conference Tournament championship games, includ-
ing each of the last three seasons.

North Texas averaged just five wins per season
in the four years prior to his arrival. Under Jones, the
Mean Green averaged 21 wins per year over the last
six seasons, including a school record 24 wins in 2010
and a pair of Sun Belt Conference titles and NCAA
Tournament trips.

Jones won more games than any other Sun Belt
coach over the last six years and he has coached five of
the nine 20-win seasons in North Texas history. Jones
is responsible for the third best single-season atten-
dance mark in school history in 2012, which marks a 121
percent attendance increase over his tenure.

In 11 seasons in Denton, Jones recorded a 190-146
record, making him the second winningest coach in
school history. His overall career head coaching record
is 205-162.

When Johnny Jones suited up for his first game
as an LSU Tiger against Colgate in the Great Alaskan
Shootout in Nov. 28, 1980, it would mark the first of
121 games that he would play for LSU. Then, the player
would turn coach and be on the bench assisting Coach
Dale Brown for another 407 contests.

Jones served as an assistant coach in 1986 and
1987 and administrative assistant in 1988 before
returning to the assistant coach position beginning
with the 1988-89 season. Prior to the 1994-95 season,
Jones was promoted to Associate Coach of the Tigers.
Jones is the only person in LSU history to both play and
coach in an NCAA Final Four.

After Coach Brown's retirement following the
1996-97 season, Jones moved to another set of Tigers
in Mempbhis, serving as Associate Head Coach for the
program in 1998 and 1999. In his first year in Memphis,
Jones also helped accumulate a JUCO recruiting class
that was ranked No. 1 nationally and was the corner-
stone of an overall class that was ranked seventh.

At Memphis in 1998, Jones helped coach the
Tigers to the Conference USA National Division cham-
pionship. Jones was named the interim head coach
at Mempbhis just prior to the 1999-2000 season. The
Tigers won six of their final seven games and finished
just one game below .500 with a team that had just
one starter back from the previous year.

Jones would then spend one season as an
assistant coach in the SEC, as an assistant with the
Alabama Crimson Tide (2000-01) before being named
the head coach at North Texas on April 16, 2001.

Jones and his wife, Kelli, have two children,

John, and Jillian.

Last Time Out: LSU 69, Mississippi State 68 (Feb. 2, at Starkville, Miss.)

LSU for the third time this season made a double digit comeback to end up with a win as the Tigers ral-
lied from 17 down to defeat Mississippi State, 69-68, at Humphrey Coliseum on Saturday.

It took an Anthony Hickey floater in the lane with 1.5 seconds remaining to be the difference in the win,
but there was so much that led to that including a great start by Mississippi State and 27 percent field goal
shooting by LSU that allowed State to build as much as a 17-point lead with 3:20 to go in the first half and
still 16 with 59 seconds to go in the half.

But LSU finally began to get its game in gear, the press began to cause problems and the game began to
slowly turn. LSU was making free throws, Mississippi State was missing free throws and after 17 misses, LSU
was able to finally hit a couple of crucial ones.




The Tigers finally tied the game at 60 with 3:15 to go, but Mississippi State scored six straight to
appear to take control of the game with 1:47 left. Charles Carmouche got two free throws with 1:17 to play
and then Anthony Hickey would score LSU’s final seven points - a three with 49 seconds left, a jumper
that gave LSU 67-66 lead with 20 seconds to play - and then after State scored with 7.9 seconds to get a
68-67 lead, Hickey took the ball the length of the floor and delivered the game-winner for the win.

Hickey, who was scoreless for much of the game, finished with 12 points and four assists, while
Johnny O’Bryant Il had 12 points and 12 rebounds for his fifth straight double double. Shavon Coleman had
11 points and Charles Carmouche 10. LSU shot 16-0f-30 in the second half (53.3 percent) and 15-0f-18 at the
line while State was just 13-o0f-27, 8-0f-20 in the second half.

Déja Vu All Over Again For LSU Versus State

Fox Sports Net played it enough during the game, the floater by Hickey with 1.4 seconds left that beat
Mississippi State in overtime, 63-67, on Feb. 14, 2012 ... It would be a nearly identical floater that Hickey
would make this time to defeat State in Starkville in the very next meeting of the two teams on Feb. 2,
2013 ... This time there would be 1.5 seconds to play.

Some of the similarities:

Down 17 points - In both games, LSU fell 17 points behind Mississippi State ... In 2012, State led LSU,
30-13, with 6:19 to go in the first half ... Saturday, LSU was behind 36-19, again 17 points, with 3:20 to go in
the first half (It should be noted LSU was still down 16 with 59 seconds to go in the half.).

Final points to Hickey - In 2012, Hickey would score the final four points in overtime - a layup with
22 seconds left that gave LSU a 67-63 lead that State would erase with a three pointer and a free throw.
Following the miss of the second free throw, Hickey got the ball and made the floater in the lane for the
win ... In 2013, Hickey would score LSU’s final seven points - a three with 49 seconds left to cut State’s
lead to 66-65; a jumper with 20 seconds left that gave LSU a brief 67-66 lead and then the final floater in
the lane that would be the game winner at 63-68.

Timing is everything - When the clock stopped after the ball went through the net in 2012 after
Hickey's floater, there was 1.4 seconds to play ... In 2013, when Hickey's floater went through the net, there
was 1.5 showing on the clock in Starkville.

Johnny O’Bryant lll not on floor - In 2012, it was a bench sub by then coach Trent Johnson for Storm
Warren (who did have a double double for LSU) ... In 2013, it was because of five fouls at the 1:30 mark.
O’'Bryant, like Warren, posted a double double for LSU.

LSU Gets Fourth “Close” Win Of Year

The Mississippi State win is LSU'’s fourth “close” win (5 points or fewer) of the year at home and LSU
is 4-3 overall in games of 5 points or less ... Since 2007, LSU has won 24 games of the “close” variety ...
LSU also beat Seton Hall, 72-67; Texas A&M, 58-54; and, Missouri, 73-70; all at the PMAC.

Comebacks Galore

The 17-point comeback by LSU to win equals the biggest since last year’s 17-point comeback to win,
also against State ... The pair of games are the biggest comeback to win for LSU in the last five seasons ...
It is the third double digit lead LSU has overcome to score victories this season ... The other two:

Vs. Seton Hall (11/29), down 16, LSU wins 72-67 -- The comeback from 16 down, 48-32, with 16:39 to
play actually started innocently enough 12 seconds later after Andre Stringer hit a jumper to make it 48-34.
Coach Jones quickly called time out and diagrammed a press that would allow LSU to play helter skelter in
the back court to get the ball away from Seton Hall ... It slowly began to pay dividends, especially in a run
that followed a dunk that gave the Pirates a 52-39 lead with 12:49 to play. From there, LSU would score 13
straight points to tie the game at 52-52 with 8:55 left ... Seton Hall would take the lead twice more, 57-52
and 64-63 (3:43 to play), but a Shavon Coleman jumper and 5-of-6 at the FT line gave LSU a six-point lead
in the final 19 seconds.

Vs. Texas A&M (1/23), down 14, LSU wins 54-50 - LSU was down 19-5 and 21-7 (9:48) to go in the half
before LSU rallied to within one, 28-27, on a 20-7 run at the half.

points, before LSU came with a nine-point run of its own to amazingly take a 59-58 going to the final 9:35
... LSU couldn’t sustain it the rest of the game falling behind again by 12, but the amazing Tigers would
keep playing hard and took the margin down to two late in the game before falling by four.

AT AUBURN, L 63-68 - LSU jumped out to a six-point lead early in the second half only to have
Auburn eventually tie the game at the 13:54 mark and go on to build as much as a 14-point lead, before a
late LSU rally cut the margin to five points.

SOUTH CAROLINA, L 73-82 - LSU held a 69-65 lead with 2:41 to play in regulation ... LSU would miss
three field goal attempts the remainder of the game in their final three possessions, while USC used a
layup and two free throws to tie the game and force overtime ... USC got the first four points of overtime
while LSU had a turnover and two missed shots before LSU scored to cut the margin to two. From there,
LSU was 0-for-5 before making a shot in the final seconds, while USC outscored LSU 9-2 the rest of the
way.

AT GEORGIA, L, 58-67 - The game was tied at 54 with 4:41 to play as LSU was able to force issues for
the Bulldogs with its helter-skelter press that made its debut in the 16-point Seton Hall rally ... Georgia
missed a layup, but LSU turned the ball over and Georgia got points off the LSU turnover (14-6 advantage
in final 20 minutes) and Georgia led by three ... LSU turned the ball over again and UGA would eventually
get a bucket to make the lead five with 2:49 left ... The teams would swap two free throws and then two
more LSU turnovers would result in four UGA free throws to push the lead to nine. LSU would be outscored
13-4 over the final minutes of the game.

AT KENTUCKY, L, 70-75 -- LSU made a dramatic attempt to upset the Wildcats at Rupp Arena, com-
ing from 11 points down at halftime to within one with three seconds to play. LSU rallied after shooting
44.8 percent in the second half (13-29) and 4-of-8 from the three-point arc ... After shooting 57.6 percent
in the first half (19-33), Kentucky had some issues with the LSU press in the second half and then LSU’s
offense began to find its stride and bring itself back in the contest. LSU got the lead down to five on a
Johnny O’Bryant Il dunk at 54-49 at the 12:45 mark. Kentucky took the lead back to 11 at 65-54, with 6:54
to play. The field goal for that lead was UK’s final one of the game.

Kentucky would turn the ball over four times while LSU was cutting the lead to 66-63 with 3:17 left.
The lead would go to two, 70-68, with 1:01 to play on a Hickey three and 71-70 on an O'Bryant Il bucket
with three seconds to play. Kentucky would make four free throws for the final margin.

Under the amazing but true -- here’s how the first five team fouls of the second half were called
against LSU at Georgia (1/19):

First Foul -- on No. 1 of LSU (Hickey)
Second Foul -- on No. 2 of LSU (0'Bryant Il1)
Third Foul -- on No. 3 of LSU (Courtney)
Fourth Foul -- on No. 4 of LSU (Collins)
Fifth Foul -- on Nov. 5 of LSU (Coleman)

The first five fouls were numerically called in order on LSU players.

The Press, The Steals

The two seem to be going hand in hand as since that Seton Hall comeback, the press has become a
part of LSU’s defensive arsenal. Even league leader Florida found trouble with it in a short segment when
LSU cut a 25-point deficit to 13 with a 12-0 run earlier in January.

LSU had 19 steals against A&GM (1/23), one of 11 games this season LSU has been in double figures for
steals ... LSU had 16 steals against both UC Santa Barbara (11/9) and Seton Hall (11/29) earlier in the year ...
The 19 steals was the fourth best for LSU in a single game:

23 -vs. Tennessee, Feb. 23, 1991

20 - vs. Southeastern Louisiana, Nov. 26, 1990
20 - vs. Nicholls State, Dec. 29, 1990

19 - vs. Texas A&M, Jan. 23, 2013

LSU is averaging 10.5 steals a game, 0.8 more than second place Arkansas.

Four players combined for 17 of the 19 steals against A&M (1/23) and those were all important com-
ponents of the LSU press against AGM - Anthony Hickey, Malik Morgan, Charles Carmouche and Shavon
Coleman. While Hickey had his eight, Morgan, Carmouche and Coleman had three each.

Hickey continues to lead the league in steals average at 3.5 a game, 1.2 in front of two players overall
and also 3.5 in SEC games, 1.2 in front ... Hickey, who had seven steals in the opener against UCSB (11/9),
has had five games of five steals or more ... His eight steals versus A&M marked the first time an LSU
player has had eight since Clarence Ceasar stole eight against Auburn on Jan. 8, 1994 ... The school record
for steals is 10 by Shawn Griggs in the 23-team steal game versus Tennessee on Feb. 23, 1991.

Only four SEC players have averaged 3.0 steals per game or better for a season since 1984 (Gerald
Glass, Ole Miss-3.0- in 1989; Chuck Evans, Mississippi State-3.0-in 1992; Clarence Ceasar of LSU 3.0 in 1994
and 1995; Devan Downey of South Carolina at 3.2 in 2008)

Charles Carmouche is fourth in steals at 2.3 a game in overall stats.

LSU has 200 steals for the year ... The Tigers are on pace to join the six LSU teams that have recorded
300 steals or more ... Hickey has 60 steals and is on pace to possibly have the LSU record season number

This season, LSU has hit 140 treys, an average of 7.4 a game, which drops LSU to third in 3-point-
ers made after making just four at Mississippi State (2/2) ... LSU is 140-0f-422 (33.2 percent), 10th in the
league ... Last year, LSU hit 32.6 percent from the arc and made just 5.2 a game ... The team is on pace
to be just the sixth team in LSU history to make 200 treys in a season ... The all-time record is 215 in the
2002-03 season and LSU is still on pace to top that number.

Andre Stringer leads the team with 41 treys, while Anthony Hickey has 36, Charles Carmouche 22,
Malik Morgan 15 and Corban Collins 10 are the Tigers in double figure treys ... Stringer is 41-0f-99 for the
year, Hickey 36-0f-114 and Carmouche 22-0f-76 ... Eight players have made three pointers ... Stringer’s 41.4
percent is second best in the league and Hickey is eighth at 31.6 percent.

Stringer’s one trey gave him 142 career treys made, 10th all-time at LSU.

Deep Rut At The Free Throw Line; But Tigers Finally Win With Good Night

It started the wrong direction from the beginning with LSU going 7-o0f-20 from the free throw line
against UCSB (11-9) ... In LSU's first two SEC games, LSU was 4-of-10 in each game from the charity stripe
and then 5-o0f-12 in the win over AGM (1/23).

Saturday at State (2/2), marked the first time LSU posted a good free throw percentage and actually
won the game ... LSU was 15-0f-18 at the line in Starkville for 83.3 percent and the Tigers won the game
... That hasn't been the case other times as LSU was 8-of 11 at Boise State (72.7%), 12-of-13 at Marquette
(92.3%), 13-0f-16 (81.3%) vs. South Carolina, 12-0f-15 at Kentucky (80.0%), all LSU losses.

For the season, LSU is 233-0f-375 (62.1 percent), 13th in the league ... Opponents have made 61 more
free throws based on 54 more attempts.

Not All The Free Throw Shooting Is Awful

Let’s give some credit where credit is due ... Andre Stringer hit 6-of-6 at the line versus Missouri (1/30)
and 4-of-4 in the Mississippi State (2/2) game and is has made 30-o0f-37 attempts for 81.1 percent ... Over
three seasons, he is a 79 percent free throw shooter (188-237) ... Charles Carmouche has made 44-0f-62 or
71.0 percent and LSU could use Corban Collins back who is 11-0f-15 (73.3 percent) at the stripe ... Although
Johnny O'Bryant Il is a 58.3 percent shooter, he is 12-0f-17 from the strike the last three games.

(11/29) and was named the Southeastern Conference Player of the Week as announced on Dec. 3 ...
Coleman had 14-of-his-18 points in the second half as he hit 8-o0f-14 field goals, 1 assist, 2 blocks and 3
steals in 32 minutes to go with 6 rebounds.

Coleman has Louisiana roots, but went the junior college route before coming back to the state ... He
has topped 20 points in two games, the McNeese game (11/13) as a starter, the Northwestern State game
(11/20) off the bench ... Against McNeese, Coleman had 23 first half points and 25 for the game ... Against
Northwestern State, Coleman hit 8-of-12 field goals in a 22-point effort ... Coleman came off the bench
against Mississippi Valley (11/24) and had his second double double of 16 points ... He posted his third
double us against UCI (12/18), again off the bench with 13 points, 11 rebounds and had his best rebounding
night against Houston Baptist (12/28), pulling down 13 rebounds to go with 11 points for his fourth double
double of the season.

December 2009 was the last time an LSU player (Storm Warren) had four consecutive games with
double figure points and rebounds ... That is until Johnny O'Bryant Ill did it, reaching four in his last game
vs. AGM ... Now with a fifth straight at Mississippi State (2/2), he aims for the eight consecutive that
Glen “Big Baby” Davis had during the 2006 season ... O'Bryant Ill has eight for the season, second only to
Murphy Holloway of Ole Miss, who has nine ... 0'Bryant’s 10 career double doubles ranks fourth among
active SEC players.




0’Bryant Ill during these five games tied his career scoring mark of 21at UK (1/26) and had his career
rebound high of 14 at Georgia (1/19).

Andre Stringer
LSWA POW (12/24)

Andre Stringer was named the Louisiana Sports Writers Association Player of the Week after two road
games of outstanding play in December.

In the win at UCI (12/18), Stringer hit for 19 points with two assists and no turnovers. He was 7-of-14
from the field with three treys.

At Marquette (12/22), Stringer scored 20 points, equaling the second highest game of his career, with
two assists, three steals ... He was 6-0f-12 overall from the field and 6-10 from the three-point arc ... It
marked the first time an LSU player has gone for six treys since Marcus Thornton went for six in a February
game in 2009.

Stringer continued his good shooting at Auburn, hitting 3-of-6 from the arc with 13 points (1/9) ... He
got his shooting touch back at Georgia (1/19), hitting 2-of-4 trey attempts after going 0-7 against Florida
and South Carolina.

In the next four games, he was 10-of-17 ... before hitting just 1-of-5 at Mississippi State (2/2) ...
Stringer’s long-range ability has been his trademark since his arrival at LSU and this is turning into his best
season ever from the arc, hitting 41-0f-99 or 41.4 (second best in the SEC) ... He is averaging 11.1 points
(fourth on the team) and 2.0 assists ... Stringer is in 10th place in career three-point makes at 142 and
needs just two assists to become the 29th player at LSU to have 200 career assists.

Anthony Hickey
LSWA POW (2/4)

Hickey earned the POW honors in the state for his last second herorics at Mississippi State and his
20-point effort in the upset of No. 17 Missouri.

Hickey has done what he has hoped to do in Coach Jones’ new offense (and what he was being asked
to do) -- score, initiate the offense and make steals to get the offense back to LSU ... That’s why in SEC
play, he leads the team in scoring at 14.4 points per game (10th in league game scoring) with a team best
19 treys along with 25 assists and 28 steals ... He has had double figure scoring in the last 11 games he has
played and hit at least one three-pointer in every game he has dressed for.

Overall, he is averaging 12.4 points (moving into the team lead), 3.6 rebounds and he has started 11-of-
the-17 games he has played in.

His best scoring game this season was 21vs. Northwestern State ... Against Missouri (1/30), he posted
20 points with 9-of-17 field goals, four assists and two steals.

Through 17 games, Shane Hammink is averaging 2.6 points and 2.0 rebounds a game.

Each SEC Basketball Legend will be recognized at halftime of his institution’s first game at the tour-
nament.

Hammink played the 1988-89 season at LSU; redshirted in 1990 and then played 1991-93. The 7-footer
from the Netherlands took over the starting center position as a senior after Shaquille 0'Neal left for the
NBA. Hammink averaged a double double (15.2 ppg, 10.2 rpg) and earned consensus first-team All-SEC
honors. Hammink also led the team in field goals made (190) and free throws made (108).

Malik Morgan

Morgan, who led John Curtis to the 2A State Championship last year, has started seven games this
year and took advantage of Carmouche’s injury to start at Georgia (1/19) and score his second double figure
game at LSU with 11 and his first since scoring 10 in the season opener ... He stayed in the starting lineup
vs. AEM (1/23) and he had seven points, seven rebounds and for the second straight game, three steals ...
Although he didn't start the Seton Hall game (11/29), he came off the bench to hit two crucial treys to help
LSU rally from 16 down to the get the win.
