Fitzgerald to Miss Remainder of 2013-14 Season

Head coach Billy Kennedy confirmed on Jan. 13* that freshman forward Davonte Fitzgerald will miss the remainder of the
season due to injury.

The Atlanta, Ga., native suffered a knee injury late in first half of Jan. 12""s 83-73 win over LSU after scoring 11 points in just nine
minutes of action.

Fitzgerald’s solid rookie campaign in Aggieland saw him play in 24 games, drawing four starts, and average 7.3 points and 2.3
rebounds per contest while compiling 17 blocked shots. During SEC play, Fitzgerald saw his scoring average rise to 8.6 points per
contest while shooting 40.9 percent from the field with a 32.1 percent clip from 3-point range.

The 6-foot-7forward was named SEC Freshman of the Week on Jan. 20 after averaging 16.5 points on nearly 60 percent shoot-
ing from the field and 3.5 rebounds against South Carolina and Mississippi State. During the contest against the Bulldogs,
Fitzgerald notched a season-high 20 points.

Smith Getting More Gomfortable on the Gourt

After being forced to redshirt last season, the 2012-13 season opener vs. Buffalo on Nov. 8 was the first game action for Aggie
freshman Shawn Smith in over a year. Like almost every rookie who first faces competition at the NCAA Division-I level, Smith
has undergone a learning curve and adjustment period, but recently the Jacksonville, Fla., native has shown signs of becoming
more comfortable on the court for A&M.

Smith collected a career-best 14 points during the Jan. 15" win over South Carolina, doing much of his damage from the free
throw line where he was 6-0f-8 before returning to the starting line-up on Jan. 21+t at Kentucky.

Smith has started each of the last seven games for the Aggies. Here's a look at his improvement during that span...

Caruso Reaches Milestones for Career Assists & Steals

In less than two seasons wearing a Texas A&M uniform, sophomore Alex Caruso has developed into one of the most dynamic
players in the Southeastern Conference and recently achieved impressive career milestones in a pair of statistical categories.

The College Station, Texas, native collected his 200t assist at Mississippi State on Jan. 18" and stands out as one of the fast-
est Aggies to reach the milestone, marking the accomplishment in only his 50" career game.

Additionally, Caruso reached the 100-steal mark just three days later during the Kentucky game on Jan. 21to become the 18
member of Texas A&M's 100-Club and just the fifth Aggie to do so in just two seasons. He enters the Vanderbilt game with 108
career steals to trail former A&M guard B.J. Holmes (109 steals from 2007-2011) by just one steals for 17" place on the all-time
list.

Up Next

For the first time this season, Texas A&M will host back-to-back SEC games at Reed Arena when they welcome Alabama and
Tennessee to Aggieland ... The Aggies and Crimson Tide will face off at 6 p.m. on Thursday before the Volunteers come to down
fora 2 p.m.tilt on Saturday.

After Road-Heavy Stretch, Aggies Host Five of Final Eight Games at Home

The Aggies have been a traveling bunch during the first month of SEC play. After opening league play against Arkansas in Col-
lege Station on Jan. 8, Texas A&M played six of its next nine contests away from home, including a stretch of four of five games
onthe road. Additionally, the Aggies’ travels to South Carolina (924 miles), Kentucky (848 miles), Florida (839 miles), Tennessee
(806 miles) and Georgia (792 miles) constituted the SEC's five farthest destinations from College Station.

During a 29-day span from Jan. 10" to Feb. 8, the Texas A&M men's basketball team traveled an astounding 9,392 miles.

Needless to say, the Aggie players and coaches are excited at the prospect of spending a little more time inside the friendly
confines of Reed Arena where the Aggies will play five of their final eight regular season games. Back-to-back home games
against Alabama (Feb. 20) and Tennessee (Feb. 22) will be A&M's first consecutive home games since early January. Ole Miss
and Texas A&M are the lone SEC schools to host back-to-hack home SEC games only once this season.

The Aggies are 13-2 on their home court this season.

Fitzgerald Honored as SEC Freshman of the Week (Jan. 20)

Texas A&M’s Davonte Fitzgerald was named SEC Freshman of the Week by the league office on Jan. 20.

Fitzgerald, a 6-foot-7, 201-pound freshman forward from Atlanta, Ga., earned the weekly honor after averaging 16.5 points on
nearly 60 percent shooting from the field and 3.5 rebounds against South Carolina and Mississippi State.

The Aggie rookie went 6-for-7from the floor to contribute 13 points with three rebounds in a Texas A&M win over South Carolina
last Wednesday. Returning to the court on Saturday at Mississippi State, Fitzgerald produced his biggest offensive output of
the season by finishing with a career-high 20 points with four rebounds while logging a personal best 32 minutes against the
Bulldogs.

Caruso Joins Elite Company

In just two seasons in Aggieland, dynamic sophomore guard Alex Caruso has developed into one of the most well-rounded
players in the Southeastern Conference and during the Aggies’ win over Arkansas on Jan. 8 he joined elite company in A&M
basketball history.

During the 69-53 victory over the Razorbacks, Caruso set a personal best by dishing out 11 assists and became the first Aggie
toreach double-digit assists totals ina game since All-American Acie Law IV tied a school record with 15 helpers vs Texas on Feb.
5,2007. The College Station native collect double digit assists with 10 during a win over Mississippi State on Feb. 5.

Caruso enters the weekend leading the SEC in both assists (110) and assists per game (4.6) while ranking fourth in the league
in total steals (47).

Roberson Joins 500 Rebound Club
With a six-rebound performance on Jan. 8 against Arkansas, junior forward Kourtney Roberson joined a prestigious group in
Aggie hasketball history - the 500 Rebound Club.

The three-year letterwinner, who has seen his rebounding totals improve each season in Aggieland, became just the 24" player
to accumulate more than 500 rebounds during his playing days at A&M.

Roberson enters the Vanderbilt game with 559 career rebounds to sit in 19" place all-time. Up next on the list is Billy Bob
Barnett, who pulled down 570 boards from 1966-1969.

Jones Finding his Groove Offensively

Going into this season, Texas A&M coaches knew they would have a major hole to fill on the offensive end with the departure
of graduated senior Elston Turner, who garnered first-team All-SEC honors last year. Junior college transfer Jamal Jones figured
to be a big part of replacing Turner's offensive production and the Wynne, Ark., native has not disappointed.

After coming off the bench during the season's first eight contests, Jones  name was called when A&M's staff wanted to inject
more offense into the starting lineup beginning with Dec. 4*'s contest against Houston. The decision paid immediate dividends
as Jones responded with 21 points against the Cougars., including seven 3-point baskets to leave him just one shy of the school
record for a single game.

During Jan. 11's contest at Tennessee, Jones was the Aggies' offensive catalyst as he scored 20 of his career-best 23 points
during the second half to help A&M erase a 14-point deficit and claim a big road victory. Jones added 22 points vs. South Carolina
onJan.15and 24 at Mississippi State on Jan. 18 to give him three consecutive 20-point outings.

Jones enters Wednesday's tilt contest vs. LSU averaging 15.1 points per contest during SEC play, ranking him among in the
league leaders.

Ayear ago, Jones stood out as a one of the top junior college players in the country, averaging 18 points and 5.3 rebounds per
contest while helping lead Lee College to the NJCAA Region 14 Championship.
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Green Coming into his Own as a Junior

For his first two seasons on the Aggie roster Jordan Green was regarded as an outstanding teammate and a player who showed
flashes of being a contributor on the court but could not maintain that solid level of play a on consistent basis. Green seems to
have turned a corner this season and has been one of the leaders both on and off the court during the Aggies' strong start to the
season.

The Flower Mound, Texas, native has started 22 games this season and has shown marked improvement in virtually every
offensive category. Green maintains a 6.8 point-per-game clip, while shooting a solid .508 from the field.

Perhaps Green's higgest moment of the year thus far came during Nov. 15%'s victory over Rice as he broke a 65-65 tie with a
game-winning 3-pointer that came with only 6.7 seconds left in the contest.

Texas A&M men’s baskethall head coach Billy Kennedy announced Jan. 14 the addition of Jalen Jones to the Aggie roster.

Jones, a 6-foot-7 seven guard/forward, played two seasons at SMU before deciding to transfer. He will sit out the remainder of
the 2013-14 campaign in anticipation of joining the Aggies on the court next season.

As a sophomore last season, the Dallas native and product of Kimball High School led the Mustangs in scoring by averag-
ing 14.0 points per game while contributing 7.7 rebounds per contest. During the 2012-13 campaign he produced nine double-
doubles and 10 games with at least 15 points and 7 boards.

Jones was selected Conference USA Player of the Week, NetScouts.com C-USA POTW & MarchMadness.com National High-
Major Player of the Week on Dec. 3 of last season after averaging 17 points, 14 rebounds, two blocks, 1.5 assists and a steal in wins
over Utah & Hofstra.

As a freshman at SMU in 2011-12, Jones played in 32 games and drew 18 starting assignments. He averaged 8.0 points and 3.3
rebounds per contest while compiling 22 steals, 19 assists and 12 blocks.

A&M Signs Metroplex Standout Alex Robinson

Head coach Billy Kennedy announced on Nov. 13 the signing of point guard Alex Robinson who will join the Aggie baskethall
program next fall in advance of the 2014-15 season.

Robinson is rated a four-star prospect by ESPN, Rivals.com and Scout.com which also lists him as the 10th best point guard
and the 47th overall prospect nationally. Additionally, ESPN regards him as the eighth-best prospect in the state of Texas and the
13th highest-ranked point guard recruit in the country. Robinson, who is listed as 6-foot-1and over 170 pounds, is currently in his
senior season at Timberview High School in Arlington, Texas, where he is a four-year starter for the Wolves.

A season ago, Robinson earned all-region honors from the Texas Association of Basketball Coaches as well as all-district ac-
colades after averaging 17 points, six assists and three steals per contest as ajunior.

The lefty point guard is described by many as being a tough and confident player with impressive passing skills and the ability
to beat opponents off the drive.

Robinson was also recruited by Baylor, Florida State, Georgia, Houston, Marquette, Memphis, Miami, Minnesota, Pittsburgh,
SMU, Texas Tech, Vanderbilt and Virginia, among others.

A&M Baskethall Adds Athletic Guard

Texas A&M men'’s baskethall head coach Billy Kennedy announced Nov. 14 the addition of Sidy Ndir, a 6-foot-3 guard and na-
tive of Senegal, to the Aggies’ signing class.

Ndir is described as an athletic lefty guard with solid ball handling skills who has the ability to create offensive chances for
both himself and his teammates.

Ndir drew national attention following his showing at the 2012 and 2013 ADIDAS Nations events in Orange County, Calif.,
where he ran point guard for Team Africa. Following the conclusion of the 2013 event he was named Most Outstanding Interna-
tional Player.

o DeWARE FIELD HOUSE (1924-1954): Originally named
Memorial Gymnasium, DeWare Field House sat on the north-
west corner of Kyle Field and loomed over the football stadium
until the construction of the second decks in the 1950s ... once
basketball moved to G. Rollie White, the facility was still used
for recreational sports hefore it was demolished in 1997 to
make room for the Kyle Field north end zone expansion ... it was
built for a cost of $140,000.

e G.ROLLIE WHITE COLISEUM (1954-1998): Known as
“The Holler House on the Brazos”, Aggie basketball called this
building home for 44 years ....it had a seating capacity of 7,800
.. itis located on the northeast corner of Kyle Field (football)
and, while still standing, is no longer used for sporting events—
the arena floor is the temporary home of the campus bookstore
while renovations to the student union (known as the Memorial
Student Center) are going on across the street ... it was built for
acost of S670,000 and was air-conditioned in 1967.

o REED ARENA (1998-):12,989-seat Reed Arena was built
for $33.4 million, opened in the spring of 1998 and became the
new home of Aggie basketball that fall ... the building has seen
several recent renovations, including the addition of a large
four-sided, center-hung videoboard and ribbon boards that en-
circle the arena bow! and the $23 million Cox-McFerrin Center
for Aggie Baskethall.
