SEC NETWORK'S "SEC NATION' SHOW
COMING TO LP FIELD SEPT. 6

The SEC Network's two-hour Saturday morning college football show,
SEC Nation, will air from the grounds of LP Field in Nashville prior to the
Ole Miss-Vanderbilt game Saturday, Sept. 6.

Vanderbilt Athletics officials hope Commodore students and fans
converge on the SEC Nation set in large numbers. The show invites all
college football fans to participate in its audience.

"We could not be happier than hearing news that the SEC Nation show
is broadcasting next to Vandyville prior to the game Sept. 6. This is more
evidence to what an important early-season matchup the Vanderbilt-Ole
Miss game is in the SEC," VU associate athletics director Steve Walsh said.

SEC Nation is designed similar to ESPN's highly popular College
GameDay production that also airs on Saturday mornings.

The show will broadcast from 9-11 a.m. CT from a LP Field parking lot
next to the Shelby Street Pedestrian Bridge, which connects the 67,000-
seat stadium with downtown Nashville. The SEC Nation set also will be
next to Vandyville, Vanderbilt's official tailgate location for the Ole Miss
game, just outside the south gates of LP Field.

After the show, the Commodores and Rebels will kickoff at 3:30 p.m.
CT at LP Field. The VU-Ole Miss game is the only pairing of SEC schools on
Sept. 6, and will be televised nationally on ESPN.

SEC Nation will feature ESPN play-by-play announcer Joe Tessitore
hosting the stage with several prominent SEC Network and Southeastern
Conference football personalities, including 2007 Heisman Trophy winner
Tim Tebow, former LSU and Dallas Cowboys defensive lineman Marcus
Spears, sports talk provocateur Paul Finebaum.

SEC Network premiered SEC Nation August 28 before the Texas
A&M-South Carolina. They also produced the show just outside Jordan-
Hare Stadium Aug. 30 prior to the Arkansas-Auburn game.

THREE 'DORES CALL MISSISSIPPI HOME

Three Commodores, Vince Taylor (Sr., DT), Jahmel Mclntosh (R-Jr.,
safety) and Campbell Vise (Fr., OL), hail from the state of Mississippi.

Taylor was a standout lineman at Oak Grove HS near Hattiesburg,
helping the Warriors to deep runs in the 5A state playoffs as a junior and
senior in 2008-09.

McIntosh was a three-year defensive starter and senior MVP at
Cleveland HS.

Vise, a freshman walk-on with the Commodores, started on the

MORE ON THE OLE MISS SERIES

The Commodores have captured three of their last four games played
against Ole Miss — and six of the last ninegames between the teams.

The Commodores captured three straight in the series from 2010-12, the
team's longest streak against Ole Miss since the 1949-52 seasons.

Vanderbilt has also captured three of the five games between the
schools played in Nashville.

This year will mark the 89th game between the two schools, who have
played annually since the 1970 season. The only team that Vanderbilt has
faced more often than Ole Miss is Tennessee (108).

MORE KEY RECENT MOMENTS IN SERIES

2012 The Commodores rallied from 17 points behind to record their
second straight victory in Oxford, 27-26. Vanderhbilt scored their winning
touchdown on a 26-yard hookup from QB Jordan Rodgers to WR Chris
Boyd with 1:51 left to play.

2011 A decisive 30-7 home victory for the 'Dores in mid-September
earned the first SEC victory for first-year head coach James Franklin.

2010 Warren Norman scored on a 80-yard carry to seal a road victory
for the Commodores. Vanderhilt jumped out to a 14-0 early lead after Zac
Stacy's 35-yard TD rush and a 21-yard INT return by Eddie Foster.

2008 The Commodore defense forces six turnovers, helping Vanderhilt
edge the Rebels 23-17 in Oxford. Safety Ryan Hamilton earns national
player of the week honors after tying a school record with three INTs.

2007 Vanderbilt used 119 rushing yards and three TDs by Cassen
Jackson-Garrison to record a 31-17 victory on campus.

2002 Freshman RB/KR Kwane Doster posted one of the most productive
games in team and SEC history, compiling 344 all-purpose yards, including
101 yards rushing and a league-record 243 yards in kickoff returns.

LATE TOUCHDOWN RUSH GIVES
OLE MISS EDGE IN 2012 OPENER

NASHVILLE - Mississippi coach Hugh Freeze may have a highly-rated
crop of freshmen to coach. Senior Jeff Scott made sure his new team-
mates left their first college game as winners.

Jeff Scott ran 75 yards for a touchdown with 1:07 left, and Mississippi
rallied twice Thursday night to beat Vanderbilt 39-35 in a wild season
opener for both teams.

Vanderbilt went up 35-32 on a 34-yard TD
pass from Austyn Carta-Samuels to Steven
Scheu with 1:30 left. But Scott beat the
Commodores for a TD and the fourth lead
change.

Vanderbilt had a final chance to extend the
Southeastern Conference's longest winning streak, but Cody Prewitt
intercepted a pass off Jordan Matthews' hands with 26 seconds left. That
allowed the Rebels to snap a three-game skid to Vanderbilt, the last a
painful 27-26 loss in Oxford last year.

Earlier in the final drive, Matthews and Carta-Samuels hooked up for a
remarkable 4th down completion and first down.

The 70-minute documentary chronicles the
incredible relationship that developed between former Vanderbilt fullback
Brad Gaines and former Ole Miss
defensive back Chucky Mullins.

The emotional episode is
scheduled to air Sept. 4 on the
new SEC Network, two days
before the Commodores and
Rebels square off in Nashville's

math of a bruising hit by Mullins
on Gaines during the Vanderbilt-
Ole Miss game on Oct. 28, 1989.
During the play near the Ole Miss goal line, Mullins suffered a broken
neck, leaving him a quadriplegic. But in that heartbreaking moment, a
friendship was born that lasted another two years, until Mullins died of a
blood clotin a Mempbhis hospital room, with Gaines at his side.

The tragedy took a tremendous toll on Gaines, who befriended
Mullins and his family, and Mullins' coaches and teammates at Ole
Miss. Each year, Gaines attends a spring banquet on the Oxford campus
when one Ole Miss player is honored to wear Mullins' No. 38 jersey the
following year. Gaines also continues to care for Mullins' gravesite in
Russellville, Ala.

Brad Gaines, several members of the Gaines family, and former
Commodore quarterback John Gromos, the current color analyst for
Vanderbilt football games who threw the pass intended for Gaines, are
interviewed in the film. Interviews with Mullins' guardians, former
Tennessean sportswriter Larry Woody, former Ole Miss head coach
Billy Brewer and several Ole Miss teammates are included in the
production.

DORES RETURN TO LP FIELD FOR FIFTH
TIME, THIRD REGULAR SEASON GAME

YOUTH MOVEMENT: 23 FIRST-TIME
CONTRIBUTORS AGAINST TEMPLE

Vanderbilt used 23 newcomers in the opening game of the season
against Temple, including 21 freshmen.

Transfers Stephen Rivers (Grad.) and David Dudchock (Grad.) each
contributed in against the Owls. Rivers passed for a team-high 186
yards while Davis connected with Rivers for a 19-yard catch in the
second quarter.

Joining Rivers in the backfield were a pair of freshmen in Ralph Webb
(R-F.) and Dallas Rivers (Fr.). Webb received the majority of the snaps
and the bulk of the carries with a team-best 14 carries and a team-best
70 yards in his Black & Gold debut. Rivers toted the rock five times for
16 yards in his collegiate debut.

In the receiving corps, two freshmen made their debuts with C.J.
Duncan (R-Fr.) and Caleb Scott (Fr.) each contributing in the passing
game. Duncan hauled in a pair of passes, including a 30-yard catch for
his first career catch in the third quarter. He later added a 28-yard catch
to finish the night with a team-high 58 yards receiving. Scott, son of
former Commodore and NFL player Chuck Scott, caught his first career
pass in the fourth quarter for a nine-yard gain.

Johnny McCrary (R-Fr.) and Nathan Marcus (R-Fr.) also made their
debuts on offense.

Sean Dowling (R-Fr.) was the lone new lineman to see the field,
seeing action on special teams.

On defense, an astouding 13 Commodores saw their first action with
the Commodores. The defensive backfield featured the most new faces
with seven players contributing, including starters Tre Bell (R-Fr.), Ryan
White (R-Fr.) and Oren Burks (R-Fr.). Tre Tarpley (Fr.) forced the first
turnover of the season for the Dores in the second quarter, forcing a
fumble. Burks later scored the first touchdown of the season for VU by
falling on a dropped punt in the end zone in the second quarter.

Nigel Bowden (R-Fr.) led the way for the new linebackers
getting the start and making five tackles, including one for a loss. Zach
Cunningham (R-Fr.), Jonathan Wynn (R-Fr.), Landon Stokes (R-Fr.) and
Hawkins Mann (Fr.) all contributed in the game combining for seven
tackles.

Hayden Lekacz (Fr.) handled the kicking duties in his first collegiate
game.

Defensive secondary coach Brett Maxie has the most pro experi-
ence. Maxie joined Mason's staff after a two-year run as defensive
backs coach with the cross-town Tennessee Titans. Prior to the Titans'
role, Maxie coached 14 years in the NFL, with stops in Dallas, Miami,
Atlanta, San Francisco and Carolina.

Offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach Karl Dorrell has spent
nine total years in the NFL, as well as serving as head coach at UCLA
from 2003-07. In 2012-13, Dorrell coached quarterbacks in Houston.

From 2008-11, he worked as a wide receivers and quarterbacks coach
in Miami. Dorrell's first NFL experience came as a receivers coach in
Denver from 2000-02.

Marc Lubick coached with Dorrell as an offensive assistant for the
last two years in Houston. Lubick also spent the 2003-04 seasons in St.
Louis' scouting department.

Charles Bankins developed much of his knowledge on special teams
during his time as an assistant with the St. Louis Rams in 2005.

Bill Hughan has worked on the sport performance staffs of three NFL
clubs: New York Jets, Atlanta Falcons and Oakland Raiders.

MASON TIES TO COORDINATORS DATE
TO PLAYING DAYS, EARLY COACHING ROLES

Coordinators Karl Dorrell and David Kotulski played influential roles
in the early coaching development of Derek Mason.

The relationship between Mason and Dorrell dates to the early 1990s
when both were at Northern Arizona University — Mason as a cornerback
practicing daily against NAU receivers coached by Dorrell.

Much of Mason's experience on the 3-4 defensive scheme dates to
1999-2000 when Kotulski hired him to coach defensive backs at Bucknell
University. More than a decade later, Mason repaid Kotulski by bringing
him to Palo Alto to mentor Stanford inside linebackers.

Mason also has long ties with new offensive assistants Gerry
Gdowski and Keven Lightner. Ten years ago, Mason, Gdowski and
Lightner were members of the offensive staff at New Mexico State, then
joined Frank Solich's Ohio University staff for the 2005-06 seasons.

MAXIE GOES FROM TITANS TO COMMODORES

Defensive secondary coach Brett Maxie joined Mason's staff without
leaving Nashville. Maxie, who played 13 years as a safety in the NFL,
spent the last two years mentoring Tennessee Titans' defensive backs.
After spending 16 years in the NFL coaching ranks, this marks Maxie's
first season as a collegiate coach.

THREE COMMODORE QUARTERBACKS
TAKE SNAPS IN OPENER

Three quarterbacks took the field for the Commodores in the opener vs.
Temple with Patton Robinette (So.) getting the start and being followed by
Stephen Rivers (Grad.) and Johnny McCrary (R-Fr.).

Rivers earned the majority of the playing time finishing his first night in
Black & Gold 12-for-25 for 186 yards to lead the team. Robinette notched
his fourth career start going 4-for-6 for 38 yards. McCrary made his col-
legiate debut going 0-for-3.

Vanderbilt played multiple quarterbacks in six games last season,
including five down the stretch as Robinette shared time with Austyn
Carta-Samuels.

The Commodores played three QBs in last season's win over Austin
Peay with Carta-Samuels, Robinette and Josh Grady (Jr.) all taking snaps
under center against the Govs.

True freshmen Wade Freebeck and Shawn Stankavage were the only
two QBs on the VU roster not to see the field against the Owls.

Sims posted a solid freshman season as a kick
returner, taking back 25 kicks for 571 yards for an average of 22.8 yards.

Against Temple, Sims returned both punts and kickoffs. The Memphis,
Tenn. native returned four kicks for 72 yards and five punts for 26 yards to
lead the Commodores with 98 all-purpose yards.

True freshman Tre Herndon also returned kicks, getting three opportuni-
ties and picking up 78 yards, including a team-best 38 yard return in the
second half.

With Townsend, Bernstein and Pulley, the Commodores are veteran
interior blockers who have experienced plenty of success. The trio has
combined for 56 career starts at center and guard.

The corps also feature quality depth, with sophomores Barrett Gouger
(0G), and Kevin McCoy (0G/OT), redshirt freshmen Delando Crooks (0G)
and Sean Dowling (OT), available. Three freshmen offensive linemen are
also with the Commodores.

TAYLOR, BUTLER, DIXON TOP DEFENSIVE LINE

Vanderbilt's defensive front will build around three linemen who return
with starting experience from a year ago: Vince Taylor (Sr.), Barron Dixon
(Sr.) and Adam Butler (So.).

Taylor, who enjoyed 10 starts at tackle
last year, is expected to play nose tackle.
One of the strongest Commodores, Taylor
contributed 18 tackles in 2013. He had a

Temple combining for 86 yards on 19 carries. Webb led the Dores with 70
yards rushing on 14 carries for an average of 5.0 yards per carry.

Webb and Rivers competed with Brian Kimbrow (Jr.) and Derek King
(Jr.) for the most snaps in August.

Jerron Seymour (Jr.) and Kimbrow are the team's most experienced
running backs. Seymour rushed for 716 yards and 14 TDs last year, while
Kimbrow ended the year with 341 rushing yards and three TDs.

21 FRESHMEN EARN ACTION VS. TEMPLE

Head Coach Derek Mason kept true to his word that several freshmen
would play this season. The head coach did not waste anytime either
sending 21 freshmen, including eight true freshmen, onto the field in the
season opener vs. Temple.

The eight true freshmen — Tre Herndon, Hayden Lekacz, Nifae Lealao,
Hawkins Mann, Dallas Rivers, Caleb Scott, Tre Tarpley and Ladarius
Wiley — all contributed and played significant roles against the Owls.

Only 16 true and redshirt freshmen saw playing time throughout the
entire 2013 campaign.
