FRANKLIN GETS 1ST START AT UMASS;
JOINING NINE OTHER FIRST-TIME STARTERS

Larry Franklin (R-So., LB) earned his first career start as a
Commodore in the 24-7 victory at Massachusetts.

Franklin contributed two tackles for the Commodore defense in the
road win.

Franklin joins nine other Vanderbilt players who have registered their
initial collegiate starts in the Commodores' first four games of the season.
Making their first collegiate starts in the opener against Ole Miss

were Adam Butler (R-Fr., DT), Steven Clarke (Sr., CB), Andrew Jelks
(R-Fr., OL), Darreon Herring (So., LB), Taylor Hudson Jr., punter), Vince
Taylor (R-Jr.,, DT) and Kyle Woestmann (R-Jr., DE). Jake Sealand

(So., LB) and Jerron Seymour (R-So., RB) also enjoyed their first career
starts against Austin Peay and South Carolina, respectively.

Several of the other first-time starters posted superb stats in their
first start. Woestmann enjoyed a career performance, contributing a pair
of quarterback sacks among seven total tackles, and a quarterback hurry
against Ole Miss. Taylor, Clarke and Herring also played well against the
Rebels: Taylor setting a single-game career high with four total tackles,
Clarke notching three tackles and Herring posting five tackles, including
a quarterback sack, and two defensed passes. Butler, who moved from
offensive line to defensive tackle during spring drills, contributed one
tackle against Ole Miss.

Hudson averaged 40.0 yards on five punts against the Rebels in his
first appearance as a Commodore.

Sealand had a pair of tackles against Austin Peay. Seymour had 39
rushing yards on six carries, and scored Vanderbilt's first touchdown on
a 1-yard rush.

Jelks started against Ole Miss lined up at tight end. He started last
week at right tackle.

Rayford also posted one catch for 24 yards against the Govs.

No new true freshmen played at South Carolina or UMass.

Vanderbilt seeks its sixth straight regular season win against a
non-Southeastern Conference member when it faces UAB Saturday in
Nashville.

Since falling at Northwestern last September, the 'Dores have defeated
Preshyterian, UMass, Wake Forest in 2012, and topped Austin Peay and
UMass this season. Vanderbilt also won the 2012 Music City Bowl over a
non-SEC foe, N.C. State.

Since James Franklin arrived on campus, the Commodores are 9-1in
regular season action against non-SEC teams, and 10-2 overall against
all non-league foes including bowl results. The team's 2011 unblemished
out-of-conference mark was Vanderbilt's first since 1994.

During that span, he has
amassed 1,687 receiving yards — an average of 120.5 yards per outing.
Matthews' 10 receptions against Ole Miss also matches a career best
set previously against both UMass and Wake Forest during 2012 season.
He has posted at least seven catches in 12 of the last 16 games.

* With the victory at UMass, Vanderbilt is now 9-2 in its last 11
games.

* The Commodores also have captured four of its last five road
encounters with the win in Massachusetts. Dating back to midseason in
2012, the 'Dores have road wins at Kentucky, Ole Miss, Wake Forest and
UMass. They also won the 2012 Music City Bowl on a neutral field.

% The Commodores had just one punt against the Minutemen. That
effort, coming after Vanderbilt's first possession of the second quarter,
provided a huge lift when Taylor Hudson's 52-yarder was ruled
out-of-bounds at the UMass 3-yard line.

* Jonathan Krause (Sr., WR) enjoyed a career performance against
the Minutemen. Krause established a single-game career high with 105
receiving yards while matching his previous season high with six
catches. Krause and QB Austyn Carta-Samuels also hooked up 42-yard
strike in the first quarter for Vanderbilt's initial touchdown.

Krause has been Carta-Samuels' second leading target behind
Jordan Matthews (Sr., WR). He has 15 catches, including three of 33
yards or more.

Krause also provided a 18-yard punt return, his longest of the year.

% Adam Butler (R-Fr., DT) had his best game, contributing six
tackles, one tackle for loss, a forced fumble and fumble recovery.

% The Vanderbilt defense limited UMass to 85 total yards in the
second half.

* Darreon Herring (So., LB) and Jake Sealand (So., LB) topped the
defensive attack with eight tackles each.

* Wesley Tate (R-Sr., RB) topped the Commodores with 64 rushing
yards and added a 26-yard reception.

The former prep quarterback who has aspirations of becoming a
neurosurgeon is averaging 45.3 yards, fifth best in the SEC. His net
average of 42.9 tops the conference.

Hudson earned the team's Specialist of the Week against Austin
Peay after averaging 48.2 yards on four punts. Three of his punts
landed inside inside the Governors' 20-yard line.

Hudson has punts of 50 yards or more in every game. His 75-yarder
vs. South Carolina equals the eighth longest punt in team history.

VANDERBILT SPECIAL TEAMS CONTINUE
STELLAR PERFORMANCE AT UMASS

Commodore special teams enjoyed another outstanding overall per-
formance in the victory at Massachusetts.

For the second straight game, Vanderbilt specialists and special team
units completed at an elite level.

Here's examples of the stellar special teams effort:

* PLACEKICKING Carey Spear (Sr.) converted his only field goal
attempt from 32 yards.

As the team's kickoff specialist, Spear sailed three of his five kicks
through the UMass end zone.

¢ PUNTING Taylor Hudson (Jr.) enjoyed another superb punting
display. The first-year starter had the best of his only punt — a 52-yarder
that pinned Massachusetts inside their own 5-yard line.

In his last three games, Hudson has averaged 47.7 yards on 11 punts,
and enjoyed a net average of nearly 45 yards.

Hudson's net punting average of 42.9 leads the SEC and ranks fifth in
the nation.

* COVERAGE UNITS Kickoff coverage was stellar in the win over
UMass, with the Minutemen averaging just 18 yards on two returns.
UMass did not record a punt return.

For the year, Vanderbilt coverage units rank among the best in the
nation. The Commodores are holding kick returners to a 16.1-yard
average, tops in the SEC and No. 9in the NCAA. The team's punt
coverage unit ranks ranks third in the SEC, allowing just 5.6 yards per
return.

* RETURN UNITS Darrius Sims (Fr.) and Jonathan Krause (Sr.)
performed well returning kicks and punts, respectively.

Sims averaged 30.0 yards on two returns, including a career-long effort
of 42 yards in the second quarter. Krause averaged 11.5 yards on two
returns. Krause's 18-yard return was a season best.

Jonathan Krause is back for his senior season after ranking among the
SEC's top punt returners last year.

Krause is third among SEC returners this year with a 6.1-yard average.

Krause's 2012 average is the third highest by a 'Dore since the early
1980s. He also became the first 'Dore to return two punts for TDs since 1968.

SEVEN-GAME WIN STREAK TO END THE SEASON

Vanderbilt ended the season riding a seven-game win streak, the
team's longest since a similar streak in 1948. The last year Vanderbilt put
together six wins to conclude its season was 1948.

UNDEFEATED NOVEMBER

The Commodores were 4-0 in November, beating Kentucky, Ole
Miss, Tennessee and Wake Forest by a combined 163-65 margin. It
was the first time since 1982 that Vanderbilt enjoyed an undefeated
November.

WINNING ON THE ROAD

The Commodores under James Franklin won four road games in the
2012 season, including three in SEC action. This marks the most road
victories by a Vanderbilt squad since 1948.

FIVE VICTORIES IN SEC ACTION

Vanderbilt was 5-3 in SEC play last year. The only other Vanderbilt squad
to reach five league victories in a season was the 1935 Commodores.

FIVE OFFENSIVE GAMES WITH 40+ POINTS

The Vanderbilt offense tallied more than 40 points against five foes this
year. It was the first time since 1915 the Commodores put together that
many 40+ point games. The team's 30.0-point average also was the
highest season average since World War I.

DECISIVE VICTORIES IN SEC PLAY

Under Franklin, Vanderbilt has won four SEC games by 23 or more
points, including Tennessee this year by a 41-18 margin. From 1957-
2010, Vanderbilt had four total wins against SEC opponents by 23+
points.

MODERN DAY HIGH: 35 POINTS IN A QUARTER

Vanderbilt's 35-point explosion in the second quarter against Austin
Peay appears to be a modern day record for the Commodores.

The Commodores have scored 28 points in a quarter on three times in
the last two decades: vs. Massachusetts in 2012, vs. Middle Tennessee
State in 2001 and vs. The Citadel in 1999.
