Riley LaChance and 23 points on 4-of-9 treys from Matthew Fisher-Davis. The game was 
a shootout as LSU went 17-of-28 from behind the arc. Vandy shot 53.4 percent from the 
fl oor and LSU 57.4 percent. Vandy leads the SEC in 3-point fi eld goal pct. (.402), 3-point 
fi eld goals made per game (9.9), free throw pct. (.787) and rebounding defense (32.2). The 
Commodores defeated Chattanooga 76-74 on Dec. 17 while also defeating Belmont, Norfolk 
State, Santa Clara, Tennessee State and High Point. The Commodores, who have defeated 
Auburn 12 straight times dating back to an Auburn win in 2007, are 5-1 in Memorial Gym-

•  In 21 full years as a head coach, Bruce Pearl’s 
teams have fi nished either fi rst or second in 
conference play 15 times.

• On Jan. 10, 2010, Tennessee defeated the #1 
ranked Kansas in Knoxville, 74–68. This was 
the fi rst time that Tennessee defeated a #1 
ranked team at Thompson-Boling Arena.

• On March 26, 2010, Tennessee advanced to 
its fi rst Elite 8 in school history with a 76–73 
defeat of Ohio State. On March 28, the Volun-
teers narrowly missed a trip to the Final Four, 
losing 70–69 to Michigan State in the Midwest 
Regional Final in St. Louis.

• Tennessee’s 65 regular season SEC wins from 
2006-07 to 2010-11 were the most in the SEC 
over that period. 

• Tennessee under Coach Pearl won the 2008 
SEC Championship with a 14-2 record and fi n-
ished with the second-best record in the SEC 
in his fi rst two years at Tennessee. It was Ten-
nessee’s fi rst outright SEC Championship in 41 

years.
• At the Division I level, Pearl’s teams have 
topped the 100-point mark 16 times, includ-
ing a high of 124 in 2009 as well as 121 in the 
2007 NCAA Tournament. In his second year as 
a coach at Southern Indiana the team averaged 
101.7 ppg. 

• Has coached a league’s leading scorer 3 times:
KT Harrell, Auburn, 18.5 ppg - 2015
Dylan Page, UWM, 20.9 ppg - 2004
Chris Lofton, UT, 20.8 ppg - 2007

• Tennessee won 37 straight home games un-
der Coach Pearl, eclipsing the previous record 
of 33 from 1966-68.

• Tennessee was ranked in the top fi ve nation-
ally in attendance in each of Coach Pearl’s six 
seasons in Knoxville. 

• In 2005-06, Tennessee had the largest in-
crease in attendance in the nation (5,504 per 
game) to rank fi fth nationally with an average 
of 17,954

• Bruce Pearl has raised $1 million in only four 
golf tournaments at Auburn. 
  Pearl and his wife, Brandy, have remarkably 
raised $770,000 in the last three years benefi t-
ting Children’s Harbor in Birmingham through 
the Bruce Pearl Fore the Children Golf Classic. 
The mission of Children’s Harbor is to help chil-
dren with serious illness and their families.
  Over $200,000 was raised in the Bruce, Bark-
ley & Basketball Golf Classic Oct. 23-24, 2016, 
benefi tting the Auburn Basketball program.

• Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn in 2015-16 
to benefi t cancer patients in the fi ght to beat 
cancer. AUTLIVE raises the awareness of can-
cer prevention and detection while t-shirt sales 
and donations raise money to benefi t cancer 
patients. 
  He initiated the OUTLIVE program in 2009 at 
Tennessee in recognition of former Vol Chris 
Lofton, who beat testicular cancer through 
early diagnosis and treatment and went on to 
play the entire 2007-08 season while recover-
ing from his battle with the disease.

• Pearl donated $250,000 to the Auburn Uni-
versity comprehensive campaign in September 
2016, helping push it over the ambitious $1 bil-
lion goal ahead of schedule.

• The Bruce Pearl Family Foundation in con-
junction with L5 Foundation, an organization 
dedicated to addressing the essential and ba-
sic needs of cancer patients, donated $20,000 
to fi ve charities in a ceremony in Knoxville in 
August 2015. Pearl accepted a $10,000 dona-
tion to an endowed scholarship in his name to 
Camp Koinonia, an outdoor education program 
for children with disabilities.

• The Pearl family announced on Feb. 27, 2007, 
a $100,000 donation to endow a scholarship 
in the name of former Tennessee player Dane 
Bradshaw. The Dane Bradshaw Athletic Schol-
arship Endowment is awarded to the male or 
female student-athlete at UT who best epito-
mizes the characteristics of the 2006-07 senior 
captain.

• Every Tennessee player who played under 

Coach Pearl for four years graduated
• Tennessee had 31 SEC Academic Honor Roll 
selections in Coach Pearl’s six seasons. Nine 
members of the basketball team (more than 
half the squad) earned SEC Academic Honor 
Roll recognition in 2006-07.
• Pearl took over as head coach of UW-Milwau-
kee in 2001. In just four seasons, he compiled 
86 wins (including a school-record 26 in 2005, 
and a new Horizon League record for winning 
percentage) and led Milwaukee to its fi rst 
NCAA Tournament appearances in 2003 and 
2005. Pearl led them to the Horizon League 
tournament title in both of those years. He 
also led the school to its fi rst ever NIT bid, as 
well as its fi rst-ever NCAA D–I postseason vic-
tory, in 2004. Milwaukee’s 2005 NCAA Tour-
nament run capped the best season in school 
history, as the Panthers won both the regular 
season and conference tournament titles, de-
feating the Detroit Titans in the champion-
ship game. Using an intense full-court press, 
the Panthers scored two upsets in three days 
over Alabama and Boston College en route to 
the Sweet Sixteen. The Panthers fi nished their 
season 26–6 and were ranked in the coaches’ 
poll at the end of the season for the fi rst time 
ever (# 23). Pearl left UWM after the 2005 sea-
son, his fourth, as the Horizon League’s leader 
in all-time winning percentage (51–13, 79.7%).

• In 1992, Pearl got his fi rst head-coaching job, 
at the University of Southern Indiana. He in-
herited a Screaming Eagles team that had won 
just 10 games in the previous season. Pearl 
posted a 22–7 record in his fi rst season, and led 
the Eagles to nine straight NCAA D-II tourna-
ments in addition to winning four Great Lakes 
Valley Conference titles.

• In 1994, USI fi nished with a 28–4 record en 
route to a loss in the D-II championship game; 
in 1995, the Eagles won 29 games and claimed 
the D–II championship. A team from the GLVC 
played for the National Championship every 
year after his fi rst season at USI. Pearl was 
named the NABC Division II coach of the year 
after his national championship. He left USI 
with a 231–46 record over nine years.

• Coach Pearl was the 2009 recipient of the 
prestigious Knoxville Award, which recogniz-
es individual contribution to the communi-
ty through encouragement of volunteerism, 
philanthropy and community involvement.

• Coach Pearl was actively involved in Camp 
Koinonia, an outdoor education program for 
children ages 7-22 who have multiple disabil-
ities. Pearl created the Bruce Pearl “Fore the 
Kids” Golf Tournament to benefi t the camp.

• Named the 2008 “Knoxvillian of the Year” by 
the Knoxville Metro Pulse

No. 17 Purdue made 17-of-26 3s and shot 64 
percent from the fl oor en route to a 96-71 victory 
over Auburn in the Cancun Challenge champi-
onship game.

Happy birthday basketball and T.J. Dunans.
