›› No. 11 Auburn hosts Vanderbilt Saturday, November 5 for an SEC contest at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium (87,451) in Auburn; ESPN will televise the 11 a.m. CT matchup on Auburn’s annual Military 
Appreciation Day. 
  
SERIES HISTORY
›› The all-time series between Auburn and Vanderbilt shows the Commodores with a narrow 21-
20-1 advantage. The two teams fi rst met in 1893, a 30-10 Auburn victory at Montgomery.
 Auburn leads 8-0 in all games played in Auburn, while Vanderbilt leads 12-7 in all games played 
in Nashville. Other games in the series have been contested in Montgomery (Vanderbilt leads 4-1); 
Birmingham (tied 4-4-1); and in Jacksonville, Fla., where Vanderbilt was a 25-13 winner in the 1955 
Gator Bowl. 

›› Vanderbilt has won the last two meetings, both played in Nashville (2008 and 2012). Prior to 
that meeting, Auburn had won 13 straight contests, averaging 36.4 points scored per game during 
that string.

SEC NUMBERS
›› In all-time SEC play, Auburn holds a 308-242-18 mark back through 1933. In SEC games played in 
Auburn, the Tigers are 127-57-6 all-time; away from Auburn, the Tigers are 181-185-12 overall. 

IN NOVEMBER
›› Auburn is 232-179-20 (.561) all-time in November. Auburn’s all-time November home record is 
94-37-5 (.709). Away from Auburn, the Tigers are 138-142-15 (.646) in November.

›› Averaging 507.6 yards total offense per 
game, Auburn is on pace to break the 2013 
school record of 501.3 yds/gm.

›› Auburn has posted more than 600 yards of 
total offense in three of six home games  (706 
vs. Arkansas State, 688 ULM, 632 Arkansas).

›› Auburn has scored 192 points over the last 
four games (48.0 ppg), the most points over 
a four-game span since the Tigers scored 194 
points over the last two games of 2013 and the 
fi rst two games of 2014.  

›› Auburn has 15 scoring plays on offense of 
20 yards or more in 2016. The Tigers fi nished 
2015 (13 games) with just seven.

›› Auburn is outscoring opponents 171-72 in 
the fi rst half and 119-55 in the second half.

›› Auburn’s 706 yards of total offense against 
Arkansas State were the second-most in school 
history (record: 712 vs. Western Carolina, 2013).
 Auburn’s 452 yards of offense in the fi rst 
half were the most for the Tigers in a fi rst half 
since 484 in 2010 vs. Chattanooga. It was the 
third 400+ yard fi rst half time under Malzahn 
(2013 vs. Florida Atlantic & Western Carolina).

›› Auburn is one of only nine FBS teams to 
amass 700 yards total offense in 2016. 
 
ON THE RUN
››  Auburn (303.4 ypg) is one of three teams 
in the country (New Mexico and Army) averaging 
more than 300 rushing yards per game.

››     Auburn has produced a 100-yard rusher in 
35 of 48 games under head coach Gus Malzahn. 
Nine different Tigers have rushed for 100 yards 
in a game under Malzahn (44 100-yard rushing 
performances). Auburn’s record with a 100-yard 
rusher during the Malzahn era is 27-8; with two 
100-yard rushers in the same game, it’s 9-0. 

›› The Tigers’ 543 rushing yards vs. Arkansas, 
the best in the nation this season, set an SEC 
record for any regular-season game between 
SEC opponents (previous: Arkansas vs. South 
Carolina in 2007, 542 yards). The previous Au-
burn regular-season SEC rushing best was 444 
at Tennessee (2013).
 Auburn’s 543 rushing yards, third-best in 
school history, were the seventh-best sin-
gle-game performance in SEC history. The 
Tigers now own three of the top seven sin-
gle-game rushing totals in SEC annals.
 Earlier, Auburn’s 462 rushing yards vs. Ar-
kansas State ranked sixth in school history, the 
ninth-best rushing mark nationally this year.

›› Auburn has rushed for 24 TDs this season 
and only allowed four scores on the ground. The 
+20 rushing TD differential is third nationally, 
trailing Michigan (31 rush TD/3 allowed) and 
Louisville (27 rush TD/3 allowed).

›› Auburn is tied for seventh nationally with 
24 rushing touchdowns. The Tigers have aver-
aged 36 rushing TD per season under Malzahn.

›› Auburn’s 18 rushing TDs over the last four 
games are the most for the Tigers over a four-
game span since Auburn had 18 scores on the 
ground in the last two games of 2013 and the 
fi rst two games of 2014.

›› Kamryn Pettway leads the SEC in rushing 
(133.3 ypg) with 933 yards and seven scores. 
He has posted fi ve 100-yard performances in 
seven games: 236 Ole Miss; 192 Arkansas; 169 
Mississippi State; 152 Arkansas State; 123 Texas 
A&M.
 In the last three games, Pettway has 
rushed for 597 yards and six TD (199 ypg), the 
most yards by an Auburn player over a three-
game span since Tre Mason rushed for 663 
yards in the last three games of 2013. He is the 
fi rst Auburn running back to record 150+ yards 
in three straight regular season games since 
Carnell Williams in 2003.

STUDENT-ATHLETE EXPERIENCE: COMMUNITY SERVICE
›› As part of a summer-long internship, Montravius Adams spent a week in July volunteering in Chicago with 
Camp iCare, a program started in 2009 as a joint venture between the Women’s Philanthropy Board and the 
Early Learning Center at Auburn, instilling financial know-how combined with philanthropic responsibility.
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›› With a career-high 236 yards at Ole Miss, 
Pettway is the 19th player in Auburn history to 
rush for more than 200 yards. It was his fi fth 
100-yard game of the season, his third straight 
150-yard game and the 10th best rushing per-
formance in Auburn history.

›› Pettway is averaging 156.2 ypg against 
SEC opponents with four 100-yard games and 
seven touchdowns.

›› Pettway has rushed 86 times on fi rst 
down for 560 yards and fi ve TD, an average of 
6.51 yards per fi rst-down carry. He’s rushed 
the ball 13 times on third down and picked up 
a fi rst down 11 times, and also picked up a fi rst 
down on his only fourth-down carry.

›› At Mississippi State, Pettway rushed for  
169 yards on 39 carries, the fi fth-most carries 
in Auburn history. 
 He had 125 yards on 27 carries at halftime, 
the most carries in a half ever by an Auburn 
player who gained 100 yards in the fi rst half, 
and according to ESPN, the second-most 
carries in a fi rst half in college football in the 
last 10 years.
 Pettway scored three rushing TD against 
Mississippi State, his fi rst multiple-TD game; 
he scored twice vs. Arkansas and Ole Miss. 

›› Sophomore Kerryon Johnson shows 116 
rushes, 580 yards and eightx TD this season, 
all eclipsing his 2015 totals. He scored in four 
straight games between the Birmingham Bowl 
and Texas A&M - the fi rst since Cameron Artis-
Payne did it in fi ve straight in 2014.
 Johnson had a 146-yard rushing 
performance against ULM; he has 788 career 
rushing and 1,554 all-purpose yards.

›› Auburn had two 100-yard rushers against 
Arkansas State (Pettway, 152; Johnson, 124 
with 2 TD), the fi rst career 100-yard rushing 
game for both players. 

›› Auburn has more rushes of 20 or more 
yards (22) through eight games in 2016 than 
the Tigers had in 13 games during 2015 (18).  
 Auburn ranks seventh nationally with 22 
rushes of 20+ yards. The Tigers are second 
nationally with nine carries of 40+ yards.

›› John Franklin III’s 80-yard TD run against 
ULM was Auburn’s longest play of the season. 
It was the ninth-longest run in Auburn history 
and the second-longest ever by an Auburn QB 
(Phil Gargis 82 yds vs. Florida State, 1976). It 
was the longest run by an SEC QB this season. 

›› True freshman Eli Stove, making his fi rst 
start vs. Arkansas, had a 78-yard touchdown 
run on Auburn’s fi rst offensive play of the 
game, the fourth carry of his career. He 
fi nished with 91 yards. 
 Stove’s TD run was the 16th-longest 
in Auburn history and third-longest by a 
freshman. 

›› With rushing TD of 31 and 20 yards and 
a 45-yard TD reception against Arkansas, 
Stanton Truitt was the fi rst Auburn player 
since Mario Fannin (2008 vs. Georgia) to score 
a rushing and receiving TD in an SEC game. 

›› The three schools with at least one 1,000-
yard rusher per season from 2009-15: Oregon 
(9), Auburn (8) and Boise State (7). 
 The Tigers’ 1,000-yard rushers during that 
string: Ben Tate (2009), Cam Newton (2010), 
Michael Dyer (2010 and 2011), Tre Mason (2012 
and 2013), Nick Marshall (2013), Cameron Artis-
Payne (2014) and Peyton Barber (2015). 

UNDERCLASS EXPLOSION
›› Auburn’s freshmen and sophomore skill 
position players have combined for 3,682 
of the Tigers’ 4,061 yards of total offense 
(90.79%).

›› 33 of the Tigers’ 47 explosive plays (plays 
of 20 or more yards) on offense have been 
credited to freshmen or sophomores.

FIRST DOWNS
›› Auburn leads the SEC with 25.4 fi rst 
downs per game, including 36 vs. ULM, 32 vs. 
Arkansas State and 26 vs. Texas A&M, Arkan-
sas and Ole Miss. Auburn’s 203 fi rst downs are 
its most through eight games in records that 
date back to 1967. 

›› The Tigers have gained 25+ fi rst downs in 
fi ve of eight games this season, including three 
of the last four.

›› Auburn has 20+ fi rst downs in four con-
secutive games and in six of eight games this 
season. Over the last four games, Auburn has 
rushed for 69 fi rst downs. Auburn totaled only 
75 fi rst downs over its fi rst three games.

›› Under Gus Malzahn, the Tigers have 
gained 20 or more fi rst downs in 37-48 games, 
with 21 games with 25+ fi rst downs.

›› At Ole Miss, Sean White was 15-22 for 247 
yards with a TD pass to Jalen Harris, White’s 
eighth career 200-yard game. 

›› In his last seven games, White is 103-144 
(71.5%) for 1,371 yards, 8 TD/1 INT. That’s an 
average of 195.9/gm with a 168.45 effi ciency 
rating. 

›› In SEC games this season, White is 72-104 
(69.2%) for 888 yards; his QB rating in those 
games is 148.56.  

›› White has 24 completions of 20+ yards 
this season, compared to 13 last year. He 
leads the SEC and ranks eighth nationally in 
completion percentage (.685). His league-
leading passing effi ciency (159.0) ranks 
nationally in the Top 12.

White was the fi rst Auburn QB to complete 
at least 70% of his passes with at least three 
passing TDs and 300 yards total offense since 
Cam Newton vs. Chattanooga in 2010.

THE RECEIVING CORPS
›› Senior Tony Stevens has 24 receptions 
for 408 yards on the year with three scores, 
surpassing his previous season high (14 
in 2015). A team-high 20 of Stevens’ 24 
receptions on the season have gone for a fi rst 
down or TD.
 Stevens had the fi rst two-score game of 
his career vs. Arkansas State, and notched his 
fi rst 100-yard receiving game with 109 yards on 
four catches vs. ULM. Auburn is 4-0 when he 
scores a TD. 

›› True freshman Kyle Davis’ fi rst two 
catches went for 40+ yards: a 43-yard reception 
vs. Clemson and a 42-yard one-hander vs. 
Arkansas State. The fi rst Auburn freshman 
with a 40-yard reception since 2002, he added 
a 48-yard TD against ULM and has 10 catches 
for 221 yards (22.1 avg.) for the season. 

›› Sophomore Ryan Davis has made fi ve 
catches in three games this season: for 36 
yards vs. Texas A&M, for 31 yards vs. LSU; and 
a career-best 56 yards against ULM.  He added 
his fi rst career TD against Mississippi State. 

›› Ten different Auburn receivers caught 
passes against Arkansas St.; the last time 10 
different players caught passes for Auburn in a 
game came in 2012 vs. Arkansas.

DEFENSIVE DOMINATION
›› Auburn has held fi ve consecutive 
opponents without a rushing TD for the fi rst 
time since 2006. Auburn’s four rushing TD 
allowed through eight games are the fewest 
since 2008.
 Since 2008, only one Auburn defense has 
posted back-to-back regular season games 
without giving up a rushing TD (2013 vs. Ole 
Miss and Western Carolina). The 2010 team did 
not allow a rushing TD in either the SEC or BCS 
championship games.

›› Auburn ranks eighth nationally in scoring 
defense, allowing just 16.0 ppg. 
 Auburn has only allowed multiple TD in a 
game four times this season (Arkansas State, 
Texas A&M, Mississippi State, Ole Miss). 
 The 13 TD allowed (4 rush, 9 pass) by the 
Auburn defense are the fewest allowed through 
eight games since 2006 (11). Auburn’s 13 TD 
allowed ranks eighth nationally.  

›› The Auburn defense has held opponents 
to 72 fi rst-half points, while the Tigers have 
scored 171 points in the fi rst half.

›› Seven of Auburn’s eight opponents have 
been held to 20 points or fewer this season. 
Auburn has allowed 128 points this season, the 
fewest points the Tigers have allowed in the 
fi rst eight games of a season since 2008 (126). 

›› Auburn has held its last eight opponents 
below their season scoring average for the fi rst 
time since 2005.

›› Auburn held Arkansas to 215 total yards, 
the 10th time under Malzahn Auburn has held 
an opponent to less than 300 yards.

›› Going back to 1997, Lawson’s 7.5 sacks 
through the fi rst eight games are tied with 
Nick Fairley (2010) for the most by any Auburn 
player, and more than the year-end leader had 
in 10 of those 19 seasons. Lawson is tied for 
14th in the nation in sacks, and the -50 yards 
on his 7.5 sacks are 23rd-best nationally.

›› At Mississippi State, Lawson recorded two 
sacks (his third career multiple-sack game) 
and a forced fumble, earning SEC defensive 
lineman of the week honors. 

DEFENDING THE PASS
›› Joshua Holsey’s fourth-quarter interception 
at Ole Miss was his second pick of the season 
and third of his career. His 47-yard return was 
the longest by an Auburn player since a 78-yard 
return by Robenson Therezie vs. Ole Miss in 
2013.

›› The Auburn defense has 54 interceptions in 
48 games (1.13/gm) since the beginning of the 
2013 season. 

›› Auburn ranks third nationally with 46 PBU, 
the SEC best, and sixth in passes defended (51).

›› Joshua Holsey’s fi ve PBU vs. Ole Miss are 
the most for an Auburn player since 2001 when 
Rashaud Walker had fi ve against LSU.

LOU GROZA FINALIST DANIEL CARLSON
›› Junior Daniel Carlson tied an Auburn and 
SEC record with a 6-6 fi eld goal performance 
against LSU, hitting from 51, 37, 31, 29, 29, and 
29 yards, his eighth career game with three or 
more FG made. 

›› Carlson is Auburn’s all-time leader in fi eld 
goal percentage (.841, 58-69), a mark that ranks 
third in SEC history. 

›› Carlson leads the nation with a 89.9% 
touchback percentage (44-49) this season. For 
his career, 143 of 199 kickoffs (71.9%) have been 
touchbacks.

›› Against Arkansas State, Carlson set an 
Auburn record for most points scored by a 
kicker (21), making three fi eld goals, six PAT and 
scoring a 20-yard rushing touchdown on a fake 
fi eld goal attempt (the fi rst Auburn TD on a fake 
FG since 2000). Carlson broke the record of 18 
points scored in a game that he (at Alabama, 
2014) shared with Al Del Greco (vs. Kentucky, 
1982).  

›› Carlson has scored 304 points kicking (58-
69 FG, 130-130 PAT) during his three-year career, 
third all-time among Auburn kickers.   
Just the ninth Auburn player ever to score more 
than 100 points in a season, his overall scoring 
total of 310 points is third in Auburn history, 
passing Bo Jackson (274 points from 1982-85) 
and Carnell Williams (276 points from 2001-04). 

›› With his 53-yard fi eld goal against Clem-
son, Auburn’s fi rst score of 2016, Carlson be-
came the Tigers’ career leader for FG of 50 yards 
or longer, surpassing Neil O’Donoghue (fi ve from 
1975-76). His 53-yarder is the tenth-longest FG 
in the FBS this season. 

›› Carlson is 7-9 on career FG of at least 50 
yards. He’s the just the third AU kicker with 
50+-yard FGs in back-to-back games, along with 
John Riley (1969; Tennessee/56, Kentucky/54) 
and John Vaughn (Washington State/52, Miss 
State/55). In 1987, Win Lyle had FGs of 55 and 
52 yards in a game vs.Tennessee.

›› Carlson is second in Auburn career fi eld 
goals made (58) behind Wes Byrum (60 from 
2007-10), and just one of four Auburn kickers 
all-time to make 15+ FG in multiple seasons:

(Oct. 20, 2012) --   Senior 
Zac Stacy became Vanderbilt’s all-time leading 
rusher as he gained 169 yards and a touchdown 
on 27 carries to lead Vanderbilt to a 17-13 victory 
over Auburn in Vanderbilt Stadium on Saturday.
 Tre Mason led Auburn with 85 yards rushing 
and a touchdown on 16 carries while freshman 
Cassanova McKinzy had a career-high 12 
tackles and his fi rst career caused fumble and 
fumble recovery on separate plays along with a 
quarterback hurry. Demetruce McNeal also had 
12 tackles for the Tigers and Jermaine Whitehead 
and Chris Davis each had nine. Clint Moseley was 
14-of-20 for 98 yards as Auburn was outgained 
382-212 in total offense.
 Vanderbilt (3-4, 2-3) took the opening 
kickoff and drove 75 yards in 16 plays to take a 
7-0 lead on a 7-yard Wesley Tate touchdown run 
with 6:35 left. On the drive, the Commodores 
had two successful fourth down conversions.
 Auburn (1-6, 0-5) recovered its second of 
three fumbles as Vanderbilt failed on a fake 
punt that was recovered by Ashton Richardson 
at the Commodore 36 yard line. On 3rd and goal 
from the 10, Clint Moseley threw 
behind a wide open Emory Blake in 
the end zone. Cody Parkey brought 
Auburn to within 7-3 on a 27-yard 
fi eld goal with 8:10 left in the half.
 The Tigers stopped the 
Commodores again on fourth 
down, this time with an inch to go 
from the Auburn 48 as McKinzy 
made a huge hit and tackle with 
just under four minutes to go in 
the half. The key play of Auburn’s 
scoring drive came as Moseley 
threw a 24-yard strike to Blake on 
play action to the Vandy 6. Onterio 
McCalebb rushed it to the 1, and 
Tre Mason punched it in despite a 
shaky handoff to give Auburn its 
fi rst lead of the game at 10-7 with 
1:21 before halftime.
 Vanderbilt quickly drove 65 
yards in 11 plays as Carey Spear 
kicked a 30-yard fi eld goal to tie 
the game 10-10 on the last play of 
the half.
 The Commodores stopped the 
Tigers on the opening possession 

of the third quarter and scored on its second 
consecutive drive to take a 17-10 lead on Stacy’s 
2-yard run with 7:34 on the clock. Vanderbilt 
drove 85 yards in 7 plays in only 2:56.
 Auburn had the beginnings of another good 
drive as Mason had a career-long 34-yard rush 
on a nice block by Patrick Miller to the Vanderbilt 
40, but a pair of false start penalties and a 
10-yard third down sack pushed Auburn back 
to its own 40. The Tigers punted the ball to the 
Commodores with less than a minute to go in 
the third.
 The Tigers’ defense forced the Commodores 
into their second-straight three-and-out after 
the Vanderbilt touchdown, and Auburn took 
over on its own 49 with 14:01 left in the game. 
Parkey nailed his second fi eld goal of the day, 
a 39-yarder, to make it a 17-13 Vanderbilt lead 
with 9:55 remaining.
 Vanderbilt responded as Jordan Rodgers 
completed a 37-yard pass to a wide open Chris 
Boyd to the Auburn 38. The Commodores went 
for it on fourth down for the fi fth time, needing 
three yards this time from the Auburn 31, and 
Gabe Wright tackled Stacy for a 7-yard loss. 
The Tigers took over on their own 38 with seven 
minutes left as they stopped Vanderbilt for the 
third time on fourth down.
 Auburn had it 2nd and 2 from its own 45, 
but Mason had a rush for no gain and McCalebb 
lost two yards running sideways.
 The Commodores took over on their own 19 
with 4:41 remaining. On the fi rst play, Stacy, a 
native of Centreville, Ala., and Bibb County High 
School alum, rushed it for 27 yards from the 
wildcat position to the Vanderbilt 41 to become 
Vanderbilt’s all-time leading rusher with 2,647 
yards.
 Stacy fumbled after a huge hit by McNeal 
and a forced fumble by McKinzy that was 
recovered by Corey Lemonier at the Auburn 32 
with 2:24 remaining. On 3rd and 2, Moseley 
completed an 18-yard pass to tight end C.J. 
Uzomah to the Vanderbilt 41 with 1:44 to go. 
Moseley was sacked on second down and 
Auburn’s comeback threat was ended.

››  Gus Malzahn has won or played for a 
conference title in six of his 10 seasons as a 
collegiate coach

›› Malzahn’s teams have won their conference

 Jordan-Hare Stadium is Auburn’s 
showcase football stadium, which 
seats 87,451, with 70 luxury suites 
located between the lower level 
and upper deck on the east side 
and college football’s largest 
videoboard - debuted in 2015 - 
spanning the south end. 
 Pat Dye Field at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium is the nation’s 11th-largest 
on-campus stadium with a capacity 
of 87,451. It is the seventh-largest 
in the SEC.
 The Tigers have won 78.7 percent 
of their games in Jordan-Hare 
Stadium since its 1939 dedication 
and hold an overall record of 309-
81-7 there.
 The 2014 season was the 
75th anniversary of Jordan-Hare 
Stadium.
 The stadium was dedicated 
Nov. 30, 1939, with 7,500 seats. 
Ten years later, 14,000 more seats 
were added, and the stadium was 
named Cliff Hare Stadium (after a 
member of Auburn’s fi rst football 
team and eventual dean of the 
School of Chemistry), although only 
12 home games were played there 
over that 10-year span. 

 Additional seats were added 
in 1955, 1960 and 1970. The West 
upper deck was completed in 1980; 
the East upper deck and suites 
were fi nished for the 1987 season. 
 The facility was renamed Jordan-
Hare Stadium in 1973, recognizing 
Hall of Fame coach Ralph “Shug” 
Jordan. The turf at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium was offi cially named after 
Pat Dye, Auburn’s Hall of Fame 
coach and athletics director, prior 
to the 2005 Iron Bowl. 
 The Tigers posted a 99-39-4 
record in 12 seasons under Dye 
from 1981-92, and won four SEC 
championships. Auburn’s home 
games are now played at Pat Dye 
Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium. 
 On game days, Auburn’s Pat 
Dye Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium 
becomes the sixth-largest city in 
the state of Alabama as Auburn 
has averaged at least 80,000 fans 
per game for the last 21 seasons. 
 Since Jordan-Hare Stadium 
expanded to its current capacity 
prior to the 2004 season, the Tigers 
have tallied 47 sell-out games.

GAME 1
   Gus Malzahn said his quarterback race was close all August, then 
showed just how close it was Saturday night.
 Auburn got things together in the second half, threw into the end zone 
on the game’s two fi nal plays, but Clemson survived for a 19-13 win.
 Sean White, Jeremy Johnson and John Franklin III, quarterbacks all, 
took snaps; and running back Kerryon Johnson and even H-back Chan-
dler Cox stepped through the revolving quarterback door as well. They 
set up Daniel Carlson fi eld goals and a late Kerryon Johnson TD run. It 
wasn’t enough despite a comeback second half. Clemson’s high-powered 
offense did just enough aginst a tough-minded Auburn defense in front 
of a sold out Jordan-Hare Stadium on opening night.
 No. 2 Clemson came in with all the offensive fanfare, but Carlson’s 
32-yard fi eld goal with 13:46 remaining cut Clemson lead to 13-6. Auburn 
then cut it to 19-13 with 3:22 left on a 9-yard Kerryon Johnson touchdown 
run.
 Sean White’s fi nal two passes in the end zone were batted away in the 
fi nal seconds.
 A Deshaun Watson pass to Hunter Renfrow, who made a nothing-
you-can-do-about-it great catch, made it 19-6 with 9:59 left. Clemson 
turned Auburn away on a fourth-down pass from the 8, before Johnson’s 
touchdown run minutes later.
 Auburn tried to catch Clemson off guard the whole game. Receiver 
Stanton Truitt got three quick carries. Sean White, Jeremy Johnson and 
John Franklin III all threw a pass in the fi rst quarter. Kerryon Johnson 
fi nally hit the half with 10 rushing yards, but, as a team, Auburn had just 
one.
 The Tigers picked it up in the second half.
 Johnson hit his fi rst three passes and led Auburn to its fi rst score, a 
Carlson 53-yard fi eld goal for a 3-0 lead. It was the sixth time that Carlson 
had blasted a fi eld goal of at least 50 yards in his career, an Auburn 
record. Kevin Phillips also had a career-best 68-yard punt in the fi rst half.
 Auburn’s defensive line held steady early and it took a fourth-down 
1-yard run by Wayne Gallman to fi nally get Clemson a 7-3 lead with 7:34 
left in the fi rst quarter.
 Auburn’s defense turned away another scoring opportunity when 

Derrick Brown recovered a 
fumble caused by Darrell 
Williams. But Clemson 
tacked on a Greg Huegel 
fi eld goal with 0:07 sec-
onds left in the fi rst half 
for a 10-3 lead.
 Clemson scored fi rst 
in the second half on a 
40-yard fi eld goal for a 
10-point lead. Auburn 
was still hanging around, 
though, despite the fact 
Clemson has run 49 plays 
for 255 yards. Auburn had 
run 26 plays for 38 yards.
 Auburn found its 
offense by mixing White, 
Johnson and Franklin, 
driving to the Clemson 5 
late in the third quarter. 
But Johnson was stopped 
on fourth-and-2.

 Auburn’s offense is alive and well and, last seen, scoring just about 
every way possible Saturday night in Jordan-Hare Stadium.
 The Tigers blasted Arkansas State 51-14, rebounding from a sea-
son-opening loss to No. 2 Clemson when the offense couldn’t fi nd its 
way.
 The offense certainly found its way against Arkansas State with 
old-school rushing, steady passing from Sean White and even a fake 
fi eld goal that went for a touchdown. Auburn had 706 yards of offense, 
breaking the 700-yard mark for just the second time in school history.
 The defense was steady when it mattered, repeating the solid perfor-
mance it had in a 19-13 loss to Clemson.
 Coach Gus Malzahn, who played three quarterbacks in the opener, 
turned to White, who directed Auburn’s fi rst eight scoring drives. White 
only came out when his helmet popped off, and for a few direct snaps to 
Johnson, before John Franklin III took over with Auburn leading by 34.
 White capped off his big night when he scrambled to his right before 
throwing an 8-yard touchdown pass to Tony Stevens to make it 48-14.
 Auburn will look to carry that momentum into its Southeastern Confer-
ence opener against Texas A&M at 6 p.m. next Saturday in Jordan-Hare.
 How did Auburn do it in the fi rst half when it streaked to a command-
ing 38-7 lead? With White passing, the rushing of Kerryon Johnson and 
Kamryn Pettway and a fake fi eld goal that turned into touchdown run for 
kicker Daniel Carlson.
 Pettway led Auburn with 152 yards rushing. Johnson had 124 more.
 White hit 17-of-23 passes for 244 yards and three touchdowns. He ran 
for 60 more.
 Auburn’s fi rst half set the tone with two 100-yard rushers, a one-hand-
ed highlight-reel catch by Kyle Davis — “circus catch,” said — and a John-
son 47-yard touchdown run when he started this way, but ran all the way 
that way to reach the end zone.
 Oh, a falling-down White fl ipped him the ball at the last instant to 
send Johnson on his way.
 There was also a 29-yard touchdown pass to Will Hastings and a 24-

yard touchdown pass to 
Tony Stevens.

 Carlson, one of the best 
kickers in America, scored 
on 20-yard run when 
holder Tyler Stovall fl ipped 
the ball over this head to 
Carlson darting to right.

 Texas A&M beat the Tigers 29-16 in the Southeastern Conference 
opener for both teams, thanks, mostly, to Daniel LaCamera’s dead-eye 
fi eld goal kicking. His fi ve fi eld goals gave the Aggies the edge, enough 
to counter Kerryon Johnson’s 2-yard Auburn touchdown run in the fourth 
quarter.
 The No. 17 Aggies improved to 3-0. Auburn fell to 1-2 with both losses 
coming to nationally ranked teams. Another one of those, LSU, will visit 
Jordan-Hare next Saturday. . 
 The Tigers can point to their defense for that one. A&M converted only 
2 of its 15 third-down plays and settled for fi eld goals on four of fi ve trips 
to the red zone.
 The fi rst half Saturday was indeed a battle of fi eld goals and defense. 
LaCamera kicked three fi eld goals, of 46, 35 and 31 yards. Auburn’s Daniel 
Carlson countered with one of 37 yards.
 The touchdowns were hard to come by.
 “It was an extremely tough loss,” said coach Gus Malzahn. “We have to 
fi nd a way to get better.”
 Malzahn the turning point was the third quarter, saying his defense 
played well “and gave the offense opportunities.”
 But, he said, “we didn’t have explosive plays.”
 “Our whole offense is a work in progress. We were inconsistent, to say 
the least.”
 Kamryn Pettway, the workhorse in the fi rst half, scored on a 1-yard run 
for a 7-0 Auburn lead midway through the fi rst. But a LaCamera fi eld goal 
and a 5-yard touchdown pass-and-catch from Trevor Knight to Josh Reyn-
olds provided the Aggies with a 10-7 lead with 12:07 left in the second 
quarter. Two more LaCamera fi eld goals padded the lead. Auburn raced 
the clock, and made it, at the end of the fi rst half to set up Carlson’s fi eld 
goal to cut the halftime defi cit to 16-10.
 A&M scored on...what else?... a LaCamera fi eld goal in the third. That 
trumped Auburn’s 35 yards of offense. LaCamera kicked another fi eld 

goal in the fourth to make 
it 22-10. Auburn threat-
ened after that, making 
to the A&M 12, but was 
stopped on fourth down 
with 7:22 left in the game.
 The Aggies came right 
back on an 89-yard touch-
down run by Trayveon 
Williams.
 One of the Auburn 
highlights was the play of 
Tony Stevens, who had a 
career-best eight catches 
for 86 yards.
 Pettway rushed for 123 
yards. Sean White hit 18-
of-27 passes for 126 yards. 
John Franklin III replaced 
White in the fourth quarter 
when Malzahn said he 
was looking for a spark. 
Franklin rushed nine times 
for 47 yards.

 Talk about your dramatic fi nishes...
 Daniel Carlson had a game to remember and Auburn’s defense stopped 
LSU at the 15-yard line as time ran out in a crazy 18-13 victory in a game 
that featured eight fi eld goals.
 It wasn’t truly decided until the replay offi cial said time ran out before 
LSU’s fi nal play, which looked, ever so briefl y, as a 15-yard game-winning 
touchdown pass. LSU initially celebrated a win. The offi cials said no.
 Carlson tied a school record with six fi eld goals, and, obviously, scored 
all the points for Auburn.
 Carlson was an equal-opportunity kicker, hitting three in the fi rst half 
and three more in the second. Auburn’s defense did the rest, holding LSU 
to 14 fi rst downs. “The best kicker in college football,” said Auburn coach 
Gus Malzahn.
 But the game was close, with LSU driving in the fi nal seconds. Carl 
Lawson had a big sack to slow LSU, moving the Bengal Tigers back from 
the 14 to the 20. LSU was fi ghting the clock, got off a few more snaps, 
but eventually, time ran out.
 Malzahn said he was confi dent that time had run out before the snap, 
and the offi cials only had to do their “due diligence” to say Auburn won.
 Auburn’s defense set the tone early when it held LSU to only fi ve fi rst 
downs in the fi rst half. The Bengals Tigers fi nished with 14.
 Auburn tried, but couldn’t do this against No. 5 Clemson and No. 10 
Texas A&M. The third time was a charm against a nationally ranked 
team.
 No. 18 LSU couldn’t overcome Auburn’s improving defense.
 Malzahn said he turned over the play calling for this game to offensive 
coordinator Rhett Lashlee so he could manage the game easier as a head 
coach. Auburn outgained LSU 388-338 yards.
 Malzahn said Lashlee did a “really good job.”
 Malzahn said White “played an outstanding game” and continued to 
show a toughness that impresses. He was 19-of-26 passing for 234 yards. 
Kerryon Johnson led Auburn with 93 yards rushing, and added 68 more 
receiving yards.
 The fi rst half belonged to Auburn’s defense and Carlson. He kicked 
fi eld goals of 51, 29 and 29 yards. The last of those was Carlson’s 50th in 
his career, and gave Auburn a 9-7 lead with 5:14 left in the second quar-

ter.
 He kicked his 51st fi eld 
goal on Auburn’s fi rst drive 
of the second half to give 
the Tigers a 12-7 lead.

 Sean White’s accurate passing, bulldozer Kamryn Pettway’s 169 yards 
rushing on a workhorse 39 carries and a defense that dominated early 
led the Tigers to a complete 38-14 Southeastern Conference victory over 
Mississippi State at Davis Wade Stadium.
 The Tigers led 35-0 at the halftime, and had a mountain of stats to 
prove it. “Breathing room,” was how coach Gus Malzahn described it.
 Certainly, the Tigers showed they were feeling right at home in their 
fi rst road game of the season.
 Auburn is on a roll, with consecutiave wins over LSU, Louisiana-Monroe 
and now Mississippi State heading into next week’s open date.
 White was sharp in the fi rst two quarters, hitting 13-of-16 passes for 
185 yards and a touchdown, a performance that set up everything else for 
the Tigers. He fi nished passing for 204 yards.

    Auburn rode the see-saw with Ole Miss forever, then came up big in the 
fourth quarter to score a 40-29 victory Saturday night for its fi fth straight 
victory.
 A crowd of 65,927 -- the second largest crowd in Vaught-Hemingway 
Stadium history -- were treated all kinds of yardage and scores before 
Auburn took the lead and put the Rebels away despite a huge passing 
night from Ole Miss’ Chad Kelly in a game in which the teams combined 
for more than 1,100 yards.
 The craziness started in the fi rst half and continued through the fourth 
quarter. Auburn fi nally took the lead, for good, on a 30-yard Daniel Carl-
son fi eld goal to make it 30-29 with 12:25 left to play. He kicked 47-yarder 
four minutes later just to make sure.
 A big Josh Holsey interception -- a pick that coach Gus Malzahn said 
was the play of the game -- set up a 3-yard Kerryon Johnson touchdown, 
his second of the game, to make it 40-29 with 5:58 left.
 That was after a wild fi rst half that simply would not stop in the sec-
ond half. A 15-yard touchdown pass from Sean White to Jalen Harris -- his 
fi rst career reception -- gave Auburn a 27-22 lead with 3:11 left in the third 
quarter. But Kelly answered that for a 29-27 Ole Miss lead with a touch-
down pass with 3:11 left in the third. He passed for 465 yards. Auburn’s 
Kamryn Pettway countered with 236 yards rushing on 30 carries.
 White passed for 247 yards and ran for 27 more.
 The fi rst half was a crazy see-saw affair. Each team scored every single 
time it had the ball -- nine times in all -- on the way to a 22-20 Ole Miss 
halftime lead. By the time it was over, Ole Miss had 32 fi rst downs and 
Auburn had 26.
 Ole Miss had 570 yards. Auburn had 554. But the Tigers adjusted along 
the way. The Rebels scored only once in the second half.
 Kelly, already the SEC’s leading passer, negated Auburn’s strong de-
fensive line with quick passes. He passed for 297 yards in the fi rst half on 
the way to 465 on a whopping 59 attempts. Ole Miss rolled up 351 total 
yards in the fi rst half. Auburn countered with 272 yards, taking a different 
route to get there.
 Pettway rushed for 148 yards and touchdown in the fi rst half. 

 Try to keep up with this 
fi rst half: Ole Miss led 6-0, 
trailed 7-6, led 13-7, then 
13-10, then 16-10, then 
trailed 17-16, then led 19-17, 
then trailed 20-19, then led 
22-20.
 Ole Miss had the half-
time lead thanks to three 
Gary Wunderlich fi eld goals 
and a 15-yard touchdown 
pass to Evan Engram and a 
26-yard touchdown pass to 
DaMarkus Lodge.
 Auburn countered with 
a 41-yard touchdown run 
by Pettway, a 1-yard run by 
Johnson and two Carlson 
fi eld goals.
 Auburn didn’t score on 
its fi rst drive of the second 
half. Neither did Ole Miss, 
though the Rebels surely 
tried, getting all the way 
to the Auburn 3 before the 
Tigers stopped them on 
fourth-and-1 from the 3. 
That goal-line stand, and 
Holsey’s interceptions, 
were the two most im-
portant plays of the game, 
Malzahn said.
