The 2007-08 season marks the sixth year for Melanie Balcomb in the Music City.
The New Jersey native brought her uptempo style to the Southeastern Conference
prior to the 2002-03 season, and success followed close on her heels.

Last season, the Commodores made their eighth consecutive trip to the NCAA
Tournament after winning the school’s fifth SEC Tournament championship. It was
Balcomb’s second time to cut down the nets as a Commodore, and promises not
be her last. She won her 100th game as Vanderbilt's head coach on Nov. 30, 2006,
a 85-63 victory at UAB.

Now in her 15th season as a collegiate head coach, Balcomb is nearing 300
career victories and has won more than 65 percent of her games all-time. Before
coming to Nashville, Balcomb led her Xavier team to the NCAA Tournament three
times, reaching the Elite Eight in 2001.

Balcomb has coached 15 players who have received all-conference accolades,
and six of her players have been drafted by the WNBA -- including VU great
Chantelle Anderson, who went as the second overall pick to the Sacramento
Monarchs in the 2003 draft. Last year, Carla Thomas was a first-round selection
while Dee Davis was chosen with the first pick in the second round.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. -- Fresh off her 300th
career victory, Head Coach Melanie Balcomb’s
Vanderbilt women’s basketball team plays host
to South Carolina Thursday night at Memorial
Gymnasium. The Southeastern Conference
matchup is scheduled to tip-off at 7 p.m. CT.

The Commodores, winners of three straight,
defeated Georgia on Sunday to finish the first
half of their SEC schedule at 5-2 -- tying the
school’s best record since the conference went
to a 14-game schedule in 1998. Vanderbilt has
won seven straight home SEC games dating
back to the second half of last season.

South Carolina got its first conference win on
Sunday, defeating Arkansas, 59-50, in Columbia.
Gamecock junior Demetress Adams tied an
SEC record by pulling down 26 rebounds in
the victory. The Gamecocks had dropped their
first six league games, including road losses at
Alabama, Mississippi and LSU.

Vanderbilt holds an 18-5 advantage in the all-
time series, including six straight wins. The
Commodores are 10-1 against South Carolinain
Memorial Gymnasium. Last season, Vanderbilt
swept a home-and-home series with USC.

As part of VU’s “Baskets for Benefits” program,
Commodore fans are encouraged to pledge
donations to the American Heart Association
for every free throw that Vanderbilt sinks on
Thursday against South Carolina. The donation
form can be found on Vanderbilt’s official athlet-
ics web site, http://vucommodores.com/.

Next Thursday’'s game against Kentucky will
benefit the Susan G. Komen Foundation and
the Vanderbilt-Ingram Cancer Center in coop-
eration with the WBCA's “Think Pink” Initiative.

AGAINST SOUTH CAROLINA

Vanderbilt holds an 18-5 advantage in the
all-time series, and a 10-1 edge at home. The
Commodores have won six straight since a pair
of USC wins in 2002 and 2003.

The Commodores took both games of a
home-and-home series last season. VU
won 83-65 at home, five weeks after edg-
ing the Gamecocks by only one point, 67-66,
in Columbia. Current grad assistant Caroline
Williams had a career day in the Nashville meet-
ing, scoring 26 points on 6-of-8 shooting from
long range. At USC, point guard Dee Davis sank
a pair of free throws in the closing minute to fin-
ish off a Commodore comeback after Vanderbilt
had been down nine with four minutes to go.

COMMON OPPONENTS

Vanderbilt and South Carolina have played
four common opponents this season -- Clemson,
Tennessee, Mississippi, Florida and LSU. Both
teams won their non-conference battle at ACC-
foe Clemson. South Carolina has gone 0-4
against the SEC teams, while Vanderbilt beat
Mississippi and Florida but lost at LSU and
Tennessee.

FRESH IDEAS

In VU’s first eight games of calendar year
2008, Head Coach Melanie Balcomb’s starting
lineup has featured a pair of freshmen. It marks
the first time that two freshmen have started a
contest since the end of the 2003-04 season.

That season, 33 of VU’s 34 games featured
a pair of freshmen in the lineup between Davis,
Thomas, guard Cherish Stringfield and forward
Katie Antony.

NEARING 1,000 POINTS

Senior Liz Sherwood is on track to become
the 29th player with 1,000 career points at
Vanderbilt. With 967 points, she stands only
33 points away from the mark. Junior Christina
Wirth also has 1,000 points in her sights,
though she is still 135 points away.

Vanderbilt's Class of 2007 included three
members of the 1,000-point club. Carla Thomas
ranks sixth all-time in scoring (1,774 points),
Dee Davis ranks 23rd (1,092 points) and
Caroline Williams ranks 27th (1,005 points).
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LONG-RANGE LOCKDOWN

During the past four games, Vanderbilt's
three-point field-goal percentage defense has
been an outstanding 12.9 percent (8-0f-62). The
Commodores did not allow Ole Miss to make a
single three, and have held a total of six oppo-
nents under 20 percent this year.

BEST SEC START

With a win at Georgia on Sunday, the
Commodores moved to 5-2 in the SEC -- their
best start under Coach Balcomb. It match-
es Vanderbilt's best first-half record since the
league moved to a 14-game schedule (in 1998).

On two previous occasions, Vanderbilt has
made it to the halfway point at 5-2 -- in 1998
and 2002. In 1998, the Commodores began the
second half of the conference season with a win,
moving to 6-2 before dropping their next game.

CENTER OF ATTENTION

Vanderbilt senior center Liz Sherwood is
shooting an unbelievable 66.8 percent from
the field this season to lead the Southeastern
Conference and the nation in field goal percent-
age. Sherwood has made 125 of her 187 field
goal attempts this season, including a 10-of-11
performance at Clemson. Sherwood’s only miss
of that game came on her third attempt -- she
promptly rebounded the ball, connected on the
put-back and would not miss again.

For her career, Sherwood has connected on
65.5 percent of her field goal attempts (426-650).
This season Sherwood has moved past the
Commodores’ all-time leader in career field goal
percentage, All-American Chantelle Anderson
(1,020-0f-1,568, 65.1 percent). Anderson holds
the SEC record for career shooting accuracy,
and her mark ranks fifth all-time in the NCAA
(minimum of 400 made field goals). Entering
league play, Sherwood is only one make away
from qualifying to be ranked by the NCAA.
