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IWLCA Announces Academic Team Honors
Nine institutions earn merit honors; 96 schools recognized in total

The Intercollegiate Women’s Lacrosse Coaches’ Association (IWLCA) has
recognized 96 teams for achieving success in the classroom with the designation of
Honor Squad. This recognition is given to teams that held a team GPA of 3.00 or
greater for the 2006-2007 academic year. In addition, nine schools, three from each
division, were named as Merit Squads. These institutions had the three highest team
GPAs in each division.

In Division Ill, Bowdoin College led all schools with a 3.49 team GPA. Also
earning Merit Squad honors were Amherst College and MIT. In Division I, the East
Coast Conference had three schools earn the designation, led by St. Thomas Aquinas
College, who had a 3.34. Division |l National Champion C. W. Post also earned Merit
Squad status with a team GPA of 3.237 along with conference rival Molloy. In Division I,
the University at Albany led all schools with a team GPA of 3.45, just edging ACC rivals
Virginia Tech (3.44) and Duke (3.43).

Forty-three schools in Division I, 12 schools in Division Il, and 41 schools in
Division Ill, including the merit squads, were named honor squads.
