COMMODORE DEFENSE PLAYING WELL
ENTERING TOUGH UGA CHALLENGE

Before the the 2012 season began, many college football observers
expected the Vanderbilt defense to have a tough time duplicating its 2011
results due to the loss of three-time All-SEC linebacker Chris Marve and
three other standouts currently on NFL rosters.

Through three early-season games, coordinator Bob Shoop's young
unit has played above to its 2011 standard.

The Commodores rank fifth in the SEC — and 16th nationally —in scoring
defense, allowing an average of 13.3 points. That average is 8.3 points
less than in 2011 when the Commodores featured one of the NCAA's most
improved defensive

The unit has been stellar against opponent pass attacks. It ranks first
in the conference in passing defense (100.7 ypg) and pass defense
efficiency. Both statistics also place the unit among the NCAA's top five
teams.

This week, the Commodore defense faces a huge test with Georgia.
The Bulldogs led by quarterback Aaron Murray ranks first in the SEC in
total offense (517.7 yards), second in scoring (47.3 ppg.), third in passing
(295 yards) and fourth in rushing (222.7 yards).

VANDERBILT OFFENSE FINDING BALANCE

The Commodore offense is starting to show the balanced attack that the
2011 unit demonstrated during a productive campaign last year.

Through three games, the Vanderbilt offense is averaging 399.7 yards of
total offense, 60 yards more than in 2011 when it was vastly improved over
the previous year.

The unit is getting valuable contributions from both its ground and aerial
attacks. Paced by All-SEC RB Zac Stacy, the Commodore running game is
averaging 191 yards, 27 yards more than in 2011. The passing game is
averaging 208.7 yards, also higher than a year ago.

The offense has also limited turnovers, committing just three this
season.

This Saturday, the Vanderhilt offense faces a Georgia defense has
possesses as much talent as any in the nation.

SOLID PLAY FROM VANDY SPECIAL TEAMS

The contribution from Vanderbilt special teams has been superb
during the early season.

Punter Richard Kent (R-Sr.) is averaging 44.7 yards, and possesses
an outstanding 39.7-yard net average. Placekicker Carey Spear (Jr.)
has shown accuracy and range, hitting 7-of-8 field goals, including
two beyond 42 yards. Two kick returners, Brian Kimbrow (Fr.) and
Andre Hal (Jr.), are averaging more than 25 yards per return.

STACY NOW THIRD ON RUSHING LIST

Stacy also ranks fourth all-time with 21 rushing touchdowns.

The 174-yard rushing total marked the seventh time Stacy has topped
100 rushing yards.

MATTHEWS: OFF TO STRONG START

Jordan Matthews (Jr., WR) has opened the 2012 campaign just as he
finished in 2011- as one of the SEC's most productive receivers.

After posting four catches vs. Presbyterian, Matthews is tied for third
among SEC receivers with 18 catches. His 276 receiving yards also ranks
third in the league.

LARGE CROWD AT VANDERBILT OPENER

One of the largest crowds in years to watch a Vanderbilt home opener
cheered for the Commodores against South Carolina on Aug. 30.

The announced audience of 38,393 was the largest to view a season
opener in Vanderhilt Stadium since 39,885 fans entered the turnstiles for
the Middle Tennessee-Vanderbilt game on Aug. 30, 2001.

The Vanderbilt-South Carolina crowd also stands as the most partisan
Vanderbilt crowd in recent memory.

A crowd of more than 35,000 attended the Commodores' shutout over
Presbyterian in Vanderbilt Stadium on Sept. 15.

The audience watching Vanderbilt and South Carolina was the
program's second-highest attended home opener since an 1,800-capacity
bleacher section was removed from the north end zone in 2000.

The season-opening crowd marked the largest on-campus audience
since Oct. 3, 2009 when 39,625 spectators attended the Vanderbilt-Ole
Miss game.

VANDERBILT IN NON-SEC PLAY

Vanderbilt registered its fifth victory in its last six regular season
games against non-Southeastern Conference opponents by defeating
Presbyterian 58-0 on Sept. 15.

The Commodores fell to Northwestern on Sept. 8 in their first non-SEC
game of the year.

In 2011, the Commodores went 4-0 in regular season, non-SEC play
during James Franklin's first year at Vanderbilt. It marked the first time
since 1994 for Vanderbilt to register an unblemished out-of-conference
regular season.

In the last decade, the Commodores are 22-19 in games against
out-of-league teams.

NASHVILLE - The Georgia Bulldogs know how much a win means to
be too choosy about notching any victory.

Aaron Murray threw for a career-high 326 yards and three
touchdowns, and Blair Walsh kicked four field goals as the Georgia
Bulldogs held off Vanderbilt 33-28.

Georgia coach Mark Richt agrees, saying he was more thankful than
anything else for a win that helped the Bulldogs keep pace in the East
with South Carolina, a 14-12 winner over
Mississippi State earlier.

After trailing 20-7 at halftime, the '‘Dores
roared back in the closing seconds to have a
chance to win.

Vanderbilt's Udom Umoh blocked Drew
Butler's punt with seven seconds left to give the Commodores one last
chance at the Georgia 20 before a substitution infraction backed the
Commodores up to the Georgia 25. Vanderbilt was unsuccessful with two
passes into the end zone.

NOTES ON THE VANDERBILT-UGA SERIES

Vanderbilt trails in the series with Georgia 18-52-2. The 33-28 victory
by Georgia in 2011 marked the fourth time in the last six years that the
game was decided by 10 points or less. Vanderbilt has captured just two
of the last 10 games played between the teams behind the hedges of
Sanford Stadium. In 2006, the Commodores snapped a 12-game streak to
the Bulldogs with a 24-22 victory in Athens.

19 GEORGIA RESIDENTS ON VANDY ROSTER

starters this week against the Bulldogs, hail from the state of Georgia.

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SUPERLATIVES FROM WIN OVER PRESBYTERIAN VANDERBILT'S RECORD WHEN...

* The Vanderbilt defense earned its first shutout since a 45-0 win over Western Carolina
to open the 2009 season. It also marked just the second Commodore shutout since the 1999
season — a span stretching 150 games.

* The offense produced 605 yards of total offense, including 410 rushing and 195 passing.

It was the team's highest single-game yardage total since the Commodores produced 620
yards in a victory over Western Carolina on Sept. 5, 2009.

* Trey Wilson (Sr., DB) set one team record and matched another for interceptions.
Wilson beame the first modern-day Commodore to return three interceptions for touch-
downs when he went 100 yards just before halftime.

Wilson's return matched the longest in modern team history, tying the 100-yarder posted
by Archibald Barnes (R-Sr., LB) at Tennessee last year.

* Carey Spear (Jr., PK) continued his solid early-season form as the Commodores'
placekicker. Spear was 3-of-3 against Presbyterian, hitting from 23, 28 and 42 yards.

Spear is 7-0f-8 on the season, and shares the Southeastern Conference lead for total field
goals made. He is also 2-of-2 this season from 40-49 yards. Spear's lone miss came from 51
yards.

* Vanderbilt's 58-point total was its highest point production since the 1999 season when
the Commodores also scored 58 points against The Citadel. The last time Vanderbilt scored
more points came on Nov. 22, 1969 (63-8, vs. Davidson).

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COMMODORE NOTES

The Vanderbilt football program and athletics department has undergone several upgrades and
renovations since last fall. Here's a look at some of new and improved areas on West End.

LOOK GOOD, PLAY GOOD STADIUM, PROGRAM UPDATES

Head Coach James Franklin and the senior members of the football
team unveiled the team's 2012 uniforms during a pep-rally style event at
the Barnes & Noble Vanderhilt Bookstore on July 11.

The stylish uniforms, designed by the Vanderbilt football staff, are made
with Nike's high-tenacity Cordura knit fabric and feature black, gold and
white jerseys and pants. The final piece of equipment that was shown to
the crowd was a white helmet. Last season, Vanderbilt debuted a black
helmet that the team wore in addition to their gold helmet.

The Commodores can mix-and-match any combination of the black,
gold and white elements (helmet, jersey and pants), creating 27 possible
combinations.

Several key changes are incorporated in the 2012 design:

* For the first time since 1994,"Vanderbilt' will be displayed on the front of
Commodore jerseys. The name will be in all caps above jersey numbers.

¢ A gold "anchor" emblem adorns the homeplate or front "V" neck of all
jerseys. Last year, the Star V logo was stitched there.

* "Anchor Down" text is stitched in the interior of each jersey neckline.

* Nike's iconic "flywire" stitching is incorporated into the high impact shoul-
der area of each jersey.

*The gold jersey top features black shoulder coverings, black lettering and
black numbers. Last year, the gold jersey had white numbers.

« All jerseys have an updated circular SEC patch stitched over the right
breast. The Nike swoosh is over the left breast.

« Star V logos will adorn each hip of the pants. In 2011, a lone Star V logo
was located on the left front of the uniform pant.

Several upgrades have been putin to place prior to the start of the 2012
season at Vanderbilt Stadium.

The most noticeable is the new video board in the north end zone of the
stadium. The high definition board measures 40 x 71 feet and is one of the
largest video boards in college football.

In front of the video board is a new grass berm for fan seating. The berm
can accommodate approximately 400 fans and provide one of the most
unique seats in the country.

The field itself has a new look and feel, as the old grass playing field
has been replaced with a synthetic turf called Legion 46. Installed by
Shaw Sportexe, the field has several new features. The redzone features
the phrase "Anchor Down," an anchor logo has replaced the traditional X
that marks the kickoff location and the end zones are painted black with
‘Vanderbilt" and "Commodores" framed by the Star-V logo. The Star-V logo
remains at midfield, with Southeastern Conference logos on the 25-yard
lines.

In addition, new lighting has been installed at Vanderbilt Stadium. While
they aren't as noticeable until nightfall, they will improve television viewing
drastically while focusing more light on the field (and less in the stands),
creating a more dramatic stage for Commodore football.

Across Jess Neely Drive, football was one of several Vanderbilt pro-
grams to benefit from renovations and additions at the McGugin Center.
New meeting rooms and a 140-seat auditorium-style classroom all adja-
cent to the coaches offices will benefit football, while meeting rooms have
also been added to McGugin for Vanderbilt's Olympic sports.

THREE EARN PRESEASON ALL-SEC

Vanderbilt was represented on both sides of the football when the
Southeastern Conference announced Preseason All-SEC teams in
advance of SEC Media Days.

* Zac Stacy (Sr., RB) was named second team running back by both
the coaches and writers that cover the league. Stacy set several school
records as a junior, including the single-season rushing record at 1,193
yards. Stacy added 14 rushing touchdowns and eclipsed 100 yards in
five games, including a stellar 198-yard performance against Army and a
135-yard, two-touchdown performance against Kentucky that earned him
SEC Player of the Week honors.

UPDATE: Stacy rushed for 174 yards on just eight carries vs.
Presbyterian, and has 256 rushing yards on the season. Ranks fourth on
team's all-time rushing lists.

* Trey Wilson (Sr., CB) was named third team defensive back by the
writers after making 30 tackles, three interceptions and 11 pass
break-ups in 2011. He became the first Vanderbilt player since 1974 to
return to interceptions for touchdowns in the same season, returning
picks against Ole Miss and Elon. He also had another pick against the
Rebels and earned SEC Defensive Player of the Week for his
performance.

UPDATE: Wilson set one team record and matched another in the win
over Presbyterian Saturday, recording his third career interception return
for a TD. The score went for 100 yards, matching Archibald Barnes'
record set last year vs. Tennessee.

* Rob Lohr (R-Sr., DT) received third-team defensive honors. He has
started 28 consecutive games for the Commodores. In 2011, he was
second on the team with five sacks and 11.5 tackles for loss. He also
forced a pair of fumbles and made 41 total tackles. He leads all active
Vanderbilt players in career sacks (nine) and tackles for loss (20.5).

UPDATE: Lohr has six tackles this year, including one resulting in a
loss.

1510, a station that boasts one of the nation's most powerful evening
signals. WLAC can be heard across middle America, from Canada to the
Gulf of Mexico.

The flagship agreement was finalized in August by Vanderbilt Athletics,
its multimedia rights holder IMG College and Clear Channel Media &
Entertainment (CCM+E), one of America's largest media companies.

NewsRadio WLAC 1510 will air all radio programming related to
Vanderbilt football and men’s basketball, including game broadcasts and
weekly coach’s call-in shows.

FRESHMAN CLASS AMONG BEST EVER

Vanderbilt's freshman class is regarded as perhaps the most
talented recruiting class ever to enroll at Vanderhilt.

Three members of the class — Caleb Azubike, Darreon Herring and
Brian Kimbrow — have played this season.

The 2012 signing class represents the first in school history where
every recruit in the class was rated three stars or better, while the group
also includes four four-star players. Those four four-star players are the
most recruits of that caliber to ever be in one class at Vanderbilt. In fact,
Vanderbilt had signed just three four-star players in the decade prior.

Of the 22 signees, 15 are nationally ranked at their position.

Vanderbilt was especially successful in its home state of Tennessee,
where all six recruits who are staying in their native state to become
Commodores were among the top-25 players in Tennessee.
