W #9/9 Tennessee (15-3/6-0 SEC) and #RV/
RV Vanderbilt (13-5/3-2 SEC) will face off
Thursday night at Memorial Gymnasium in the
69th meeting between the programs at 8:05
p.m. Central (9:05 p.m. ET). The game will be
televised by SportSouth and available online
on ESPN3.

B UT will get back to work following a 96-
69 home win over Alabama on Sunday in the
Lady Vols’ “We Back Pat” home game.

B Vanderbilt was on the road at LSU on
Thursday night, dropping a 54-51 decision in
Baton Rouge after leading by as many as 10
points in the second half.

B The Lady Vols enter the contest on an
eight-game winning streak, defeating David-
son, #NR/RV Rutgers, #18/15 South Carolina,
#10/11 Georgia, Missouri, Florida, Auburn and
Alabama during that spree.

B That streak is the team’s longest of the
season and is the best by UT since the 2010-
11 squad had a 25-game run of wins from a
Dec. 19 overtime victory over Stanford until
the Elite Eight loss in Dayton, Ohio, to Notre
Dame on March 28.

B Tennessee has won its last 10 games vs.
SEC foes, dating back to last season, including
its last five league road games.

M The last time UT lost to an SEC foe on the
road was on Feb. 9, 2012, at Vanderbilt.

B Vanderbilt enters the game having lost
two of its past three games, falling at South
Carolina, 64-48, on Jan. 10 and dropping the
contest at LSU (54-51) on Sunday.

B The Commodores, though, sport an 8-0
record at home this season, and have seven
straight SEC wins on their home floor, includ-
ing two this season.

B Tennessee owns a 6-2 record on the road
in 2012-13, with its losses coming at the hands
of unranked Chattanooga, 80-71in the season
opener, and vs. No. 1 Baylor, 76-53, on Dec. 18.

B Tennessee was the SEC runner-up a year
ago (27-9/12-4 SEC) and was picked to finish
fourth this season by the media and fifth by
the coaches.

B Vanderbilt finished seventh in the SEC
last season (23-10/9-7) and was predicted to
place third in the 2012-13 league standings by
the media and fourth by the coaches.

COMMON FOES

B The only common opponent Tennessee
and Vanderbilt have had thus far is South
Carolina.

B Tennessee defeated the Gamecocks in Co-
[umbia in the SEC opener on Jan. 3, 73-53.

B Tennessee’s victory at Auburn on Jan. 17
snapped an 11-game home win streak by the
Tigers.

M The Lady Vols snapped a 15-game home
victory string by Florida in Gainesville on Jan.
13.

B UT stopped an eight-game home streak
by Texas on Dec. 16.

M On Nov. 18, UT traveled to Coral Gables
and halted Miami’s 41-game homecourt
streak.

DAD WAS A COMMODORE

M [sabelle Harrison’s father, Dennis, played
football for Vanderbilt from 1974-77 prior to
enjoying 10 seasons in the NFL.

H Isabelle attended high school in Nashville
at Hillsboro, but she opted to head east to the
state school in Knoxville.

B Izzy has developed into one of Tennes-
see’s top players in her sophomore season.

M Her sister DeeDee also left Music City for
Big Orange Country, finding her own niche
with the UT volleyball team and wrapping up
her senior season in the fall of 2012.

SIMMONS BURNIN’ UP THE ROAD

B Meighan Simmons produced back-to-
back eye-popping scoring totals on the road,
tallying 56 points combined vs. Auburn and
Florida

B She shot 56.8 percent (23-37) from the

field and (8-15) from the three-point arc dur-
ing those contests.

B Simmons scorched the nets on 10 of 14
shooting, including four of six from three-
point land, for 29 points at Auburn on Jan. 17.

M The player known as “Speedy” had hit for
27 points in the game before at Florida.

B She matched her season high of four
three-pointers in each of those games.

B They were the best back-to-back scoring
outputs of Simmons’ career, and she now has
scored 20+ points on five occasions this year
and 15 times during her career.

IN-STATE PAINT POWER

M Tennessee is getting a strong inside pres-
ence from a pair of Volunteer State products.

B Freshman Bashaara Graves, who hails
from Clarksville (Clarksville H.S.), is averag-
ing 14.4 points and 8.9 rebounds per contest,
ranking second and first in those categories
on the team and eighth and third, respective-
ly, in the SEC.

B Sophomore Isabelle Harrison, a product
of Hillsboro High in Nashville, is carding 10.4
points, 8.5 rebounds and 2.3 blocked shots
per game to rank third, second and first on
the team and sixth in the SEC for boards and
second for blocks.

B Graves (6-foot-2) and Harrison (6-foot-
3) are team leaders and rank among the SEC
leaders with seven and six double-doubles,
respectively.

B Graves had a career-high 23 points vs.
Georgia on Jan. 6 and produced a 17-point,
12-rebound performance vs. Florida on Jan.
13.

M Harrison had a career-best 15 rebounds,
the highest by a Lady Vol this season, vs. Mis-
souri and overcame foul trouble vs. Florida
to tally 10 points and nine rebounds, all of it
coming after halftime of UT’s overtime win
over the Gators on Jan. 13.

B Graves and Harrison registered 11 re-
bounds at Auburn on Jan. 17, carding the
eighth and seventh times, respectively, they
had reached double figures in caroms.

M She attends all of UT’s home games and
sits behind the TV broadcast position in sec-
tion 116 at halfcourt, cross-court from the
team benches.

W After sitting out seven games, sophomore
guard Jasmine Phillips returned to the lineup
at South Carolina.

M The Hartsville, S.C., native played two min-
utes, hitting one of two free throw attempts
and grabbing a rebound in her home state.

B The loss vs. Chattanooga was UT’s first
to the Lady Mocs since Jan. 26, 1973, a 58-55
setback in Knoxuville.

M Tennessee is now 25-7 all-time vs. UTC.

SUMMITT DROPPED OPENER TOO

l Not that it’s any solace for Lady Vol coach
Holly Warlick, but her mentor, Pat Summitt,
also dropped her first game as UT head coach.

Bl Summitt’s 1974-75 squad fell to Mercer in
Knoxville on Dec. 7, 1974, by a score of 84-83.

M The troops were rallied by Summitt, UT
won the next six games and the squad went
on to a 16-8 mark that season.

H Tennessee had five seniors and a junior on
that 1974-75 squad, while the 2012-13 edition
includes two seniors and a junior for its up-
perclass.

M While Summitt’s unit reeled off six straight
wins after its opening-day loss, Warlick’s club
one-upped that year’s team, ripping off seven
in a row before faltering again.

TAKE THE BATON AND LET’S GOU!

B UT head coach Holly Warlick, who arrived
at UT in 1976 as a scholarship track & field
athlete, walked on and later earned a bas-
ketball scholarship and became a three-time
All-American on the hardwood, used a well-
known track & field prop to demonstrate to
her team what the expectations are and what
needs to be done in this time of transition.

the 13th poll of the 1984-85 campaign.

B UT began the campaign ranked No. 20 in
the Associated Press Preseason Poll and No.
16 in the USA Today Coaches Preseason Poll.

M It marked UT’s lowest preseason AP Poll
position since not being ranked in the inau-
gural AP Poll in 1976-77, Holly Warlick’s fresh-
man season at Tennessee.

B The previous regular season low before
this season came when Tennessee dropped to
19th in the 16th AP Poll of the 2008-09 cam-
paign before finishing in 18th position.

H The Lady Vols concluded the 2011-12 cam-
paign at No. 9 in the AP Poll and No. 7 in the
USA Today/ESPN Poll.

COACHING ALMA MATER TO TOP 25

W Holly Warlick is the 30th women’s coach
to play for and coach a team ranked in the
AP Poll.

M She’s just the seventh to do it at the same
school.

SEC PRESEASON POLLS, ACCOLADES

l Tennessee was picked to finish fourth in the
SEC by the media and fifth by the coaches in
the preseason polls.

B UT ranked behind Kentucky, Georgia and
Vanderbilt in the media poll and was picked
to wind up behind Kentucky, Georgia, Texas
A&M and Vanderbilt by the coaches.

W On Oct. 26 at a home football game,
Knoxville’s Bearden High School retired her
basketball jersey.

Bl A number of family, friends, colleagues,
basketball staff and players and former high
school coach Buddy Fisher were on hand for
the special occasion.

W Warlick was a two-sport star who gradu-
ated in 1976 and came to UT on a track schol-
arship. She walked on to the basketball team
and went on to become a three-time All-
American on the hardwood for Pat Summitt.

NEW FACES, NEW ROLES

M In addition to Holly Warlick filling the
head coaching position and Pat Summitt
working in the role of head coach emeritus,
there are other changes to the staff.

M Former Lady Vol player (1996-2001) Kyra
Elzy returned to UT as an assistant coach/re-
cruiting coordinator after spending the past
four seasons coaching at Kentucky and serv-
ing as recruiting coordinator.

B Former lowa standout and Harlem Glo-
betrotter Jolette Law is UT’s second new as-
sistant coach. Known as a key contributor to
Rutgers’ success during her 12 seasons there,
Law most recently served as head coach at
[llinois from 2007-12.

M Elzy and Law fill the spots previously oc-
cupied by Warlick and Mickie DeMoss, who
left after last season to take an assistant
coaching job with the WNBA'’s Indiana Fever.
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M Veteran assistant Dean Lockwood is back
for his ninth year with the Lady Volunteers.

SENIORS GRADUATE EARLY

M Seniors Taber Spani and Kamiko Williams
already have earned their degrees.

M Spani completed her degree in communi-
cation studies in August and now is pursuing
a master’s in kinesiology with a concentration
in sports psychology and motor behavior.

W Williams earned a degree in sociology/
criminal justice in spring 2012 and is working
on a second undergraduate degree in psy-
chology.

M The 2013 SEC Tournament will be held in
Duluth, Ga., at the Arena at the Gwinnett Cen-
ter, March 6-10.

B The tournament, which had been a four-
day event featuring 12 teams, has expanded
to 14 teams, adding an extra day of competi-
tion. The tournament will now typically begin
on Wednesday with two additional games
that feature seeds 11 and 12 and 13 and 14.

UT FINISHES IN ELITE EIGHT

M During a difficult and emotionally-charged
season, with speculation in the air about how
much longer Pat Summitt would coach, Ten-
nessee was somehow able to focus on the
task at hand and finish with a 27-9 overall re-
cord and 12-4 SEC mark, good for second in
the league standings.

B The Lady Vols recorded their 36th-con-
secutive campaign with 20 or more wins and




made the NCAA tournament field for the 3lst-
straight season.

B The Lady Vols reeled off NCAA tourna-
ment wins over UT Martin (72-49) and #23
DePaul (63-48) in Chicago NCAA First/Sec-
ond Round games.

B Tennessee advanced to the Des Moines
Regional, where the Big Orange turned back
Kansas, 84-73, in the Sweet 16.

B Appearing in its 25th NCAA Regional Fi-
nal, Tennessee saw its season, and Summitt’s
head coaching career as it turned out, come
to an end in the Elite Eight. Eventual NCAA
champ Baylor proved too much to overcome,
prevailing, 77-58, in Des Moines.

Bl The Lady Vols ended the year ranked
number nine in the AP poll and seventh in the
USA Today/ESPN rankings.

Bl Seniors Glory Johnson and Shekinna
Stricklen were named to the NCAA All-Re-
gional Team for their play in Des Moines.

SEC TOURNEY CHAMPS AGAIN

B For the third-consecutive season, Tennes-
see reigned as SEC Tournament champions,
defeating LSU in the final, 70-58, in front of a
partisan Big Orange crowd of 12,441 at Nash-
ville’s Bridgestone Arena.

M |t marked the 16th tourney trophy that UT
had won since the event first was held in 1980.

l The Lady Vols also knocked off #25 South
Carolina in the semifinals, 74-58, and defeated
Vanderbilt, 68-57, in the quarterfinal round.

Bl Seniors Glory Johnson and Shekinna
Stricklen were named to the SEC All-Tourna-
ment Team, and Johnson walked away as the
SEC Tournament Most Valuable Player.

l Johnson’s MVP recognition marked the third-
straight year a Lady Vol won, as she followed
Stricklen in 2011 and Alyssia Brewer in 2010.

FOUR TAKEN IN WNBA DRAFT

M Lady Vols Shekinna Stricklen, Glory John-
son and Kelley Cain (finished UT career in
2010-11) were all taken in the first round and
Vicki Baugh was selected in the third round of
the 2012 WNBA Draft presented by Boost Mo-
bile, on Monday, April 16, at the ESPN head-
quarters in Bristol, Conn.

M It was the best first-round showing ever
in the draft for Tennessee with three players
taken. The Lady Vols had two first-round se-
lections in 1997, 1999, 2003 and 2008.

M In all, 15 UT players have been first-round
WNBA picks on draft day.

M Stricklen was taken by Seattle with the
second pick, Johnson went to Tulsa on the
fourth pick, and Cain was taken by New York
at No. 7. Baugh was drafted by Tulsa in the
third round with the event’s 25th selection.

M Johnson, a 6-3 forward, made the 2012
WNBA All-Rookie Team. She averaged 11.5
points, 6.8 rebounds and 2.2 steals per con-
test while playing in 34 games and starting 28.

Bl Baugh, Johnson and Manning completed
their undergraduate degrees early and began
work on master’s degrees during their final
season at Tennessee.

ACADEMIC ACCLAIM

M Glory Johnson became the 21st Lady Vol
all-time to receive kudos and earned UT’s
36th total WBCA/State Farm/Kodak All-
America honor when she was named to the
2012 squad.

M Johnson averaged 14.2 points and 9.9 re-
bounds per game, starting all 36 contests for
Tennessee.

B Glory Johnson was named 2012 SEC De-
fensive Player of the Year and was a member
of the SEC All-Defensive Team for the second
season in a row.

B Johnson and Shekinna Stricklen were

SUMMITT STEPS INTO NEW ROLE
M On April 18, 2012, the all-time wins lead-
er among NCAA basketball coaches, Pat
Summitt, announced in a press conference
at Thompson-Boling Arena that she was
stepping away from her head coaching
position and into the role of head coach
emeritus after 38 seasons (1974-2012) at
the helm of the Tennessee Lady Vols.
B Summitt will report to Vice Chancellor
and Director of Athletics Dave Hart and will
serve in a variety of endeavors. In that ca-
pacity, she will continue to serve the wom-
en’s basketball program and its coaching
staff and as a liaison to the director of
athletics, remain involved in on-campus
recruiting and serve as a personal mentor
to players, including life skills coaching.

B Summitt finished her head coaching ca-
reer at Tennessee with a 1,098-208 record
and an .841 winning percentage.

B The Lady Vols won an unparalleled
eight national championships under her
leadership (1987, 1989, 1991, 1996, 1997,
1998, 2007, 2008) and played in 13 nation-
al championship games.

B Tennessee also won the SEC Champi-
onship and SEC Tournament title 16 times

each, and Summitt was named SEC Coach
of the Year eight times and NCAA Coach
of the Year in seven seasons.

B Her sixth national championship team,
the 1997-98 team, finished a perfect 39-0.
M “It is extremely difficult to adequately
express what Pat Summitt has meant to
the University of Tennessee, the sport of
basketball and the growth of women’s ath-
letics nationally,” said Hart. “She is an icon
who does not view herself in that light, and
her legacy is well-defined and everlasting.
Just like there will never be another John
Wooden, there will never be another Pat
Summitt. | look forward to continuing to
work with her in her new role. She is an
inspiration to everyone.”

WARLICK CHOSEN TO LEAD UT

B After Summitt’s announcement was
made, associate head coach Holly Warlick,
a long-time assistant on the Tennessee
staff and a three-time All-American as a
player for the Lady Vols, was named Sum-
mitt’s successor by Dave Hart.

B Warlick, who in 2011-12 completed her
27th season as an assistant coach for Ten-
nessee and her 3l1st overall with the pro-
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gram as a player or coach, is the first head
coach of the Lady Vols other than Summitt
since 1974, when Margaret Hutson complet-
ed a four-year tenure as the leader of the
program (1971-74).

M Named associate head coach before the
2005-06 season, Warlick has been on the
Tennessee coaching staff for all eight NCAA
titles, and as a player or assistant, she had
a role in 949 of Summitt’s 1,098 victories at
Tennessee.

B “Holly Warlick has earned the oppor-
tunity to be the head women’s basketball
coach at the University of Tennessee and
to lead the Lady Vol program she has em-
braced as a player and a coach,” Hart said.
“| watched Holly grow tremendously as a
coach throughout this past season. Under
unique circumstances, the job she did away
from the glare of the lights and crowds was
as impressive as the job she did during game
action. At this time in our historic program,
which Pat Summitt built from scratch, Holly
Warlick, the former player and long-time
assistant coach, is deserving of the head
coaching position. Her mentor will be avail-
able for insight and advice, but this is Holly’s
team now.”

For more than three decades, Holly Warlick has
been instrumental in the phenomenal success story that
is Tennessee Lady Vols basketball. Her impact on the
program stretches from her ground-breaking days as a
three-time All-America point guard at UT (1976-80), to
her 27 highly-productive years as a loyal assistant for
Hall of Fame coach Pat Summitt, to her ascension to the
head coaching position at UT.

Vice Chancellor and Director of Athletics Dave Hart
named Warlick head coach of the Lady Vols on April 18,
2012, as Summitt stepped into the role of head coach
emeritus. In a touching and symbolic gesture at a press
conference announcing the changes, Summitt present-
ed her coaching whistle to her long-time aide and for-
mer floor general.

While Warlick helped shape the direction of Lady
Vol basketball on Summitt’s staff for more than a quar-
ter of a century, the pupil took on greater responsibility
and oversaw daily supervision of the basketball office
during the 2011-12 season. She also handled a large mea-
sure of the media obligations after Summitt’s Aug. 23
announcement regarding the diagnosis of early onset
dementia, “Alzheimer’s Type.”

Providing an excellent example of how people rally
around each other, the Tennessee staff members pulled
together remarkably in the face of that adversity. The
end result was a 27-9 overall record, a league-best 16th
SEC Tournament Championship and advancement to
the NCAA Regional Final.

As Warlick embarks on her 28th season on the staff
at Tennessee, it is important to note that she was by
Summitt’s side, either as a player or an assistant, for
949 of the coach’s NCAA-record 1,098 wins and all
eight NCAA National Championships. Her value to the
program has been evident for some time, as she has
held the role of associate head coach since the 2005-06
campaign.

The WBCA also recognized Warlick’s contribu-
tions to Tennessee’s success through the years, naming
Warlick the nation’s top assistant coach after she helped
lead UT to its seventh national title in 2007. The NCAA
Division | women’s basketball coaches also recognized
Warlick as one of the nation’s top assistants in 1998,
ranking her prominently in The Women’s Basketball
Journal poll.

In addition to the NCAA title and coaching honor in
2007, Warlick also teamed up for the first time with for-
mer fellow Lady Vol player and assistant Nikki Caldwell,
the current head coach at LSU, to pursue her other
passion. That pursuit is riding a motorcycle and raising
money for the fight against breast cancer.

Warlick and Caldwell created the Champions For A
Cause Foundation, a long haul motorcycle ride dedicat-
ed to raising funds and awareness for a cure for breast
cancer. The charitable organization has raised and do-
nated more than $125,000, and in the spring of 2011 the

duo led a fifth annual trip - this time from the Badlands
to Las Vegas. Past trips include the inaugural ride from
San Francisco to Knoxville as well as trips to Key West,
Fla., New Orleans and Niagara Falls.

On Feb. 10, 2008, Warlick and Caldwell presented
a $10,000 check to the late N.C. State Head Coach Kay
Yow and the Kay Yow/WBCA Cancer Fund.

With all of her accomplishments in coaching and in
her charitable endeavors it might be easy to overlook
the fact that Warlick left just as powerful a mark on
women’s hoops as a player at UT. It doesn’t seem that
long ago that the charismatic Knoxville native was flying
up and down the court as a Lady Vol All-America point
guard.

For more than three decades, Warlick has been con-
sidered the finest point guard to ever play for the Lady
Vols. In addition to being selected to the CONVERSE/
Lady Vol Team of the Decade for the 1980s in January
of 1994, five different halls of fame opened their doors
to her.

On Feb. 27,2004, she was inducted into the Tennes-
see Sports Hall of Fame. In October 2002, she became
a member of the University of Tennessee Lady Vol Hall
of Fame in the second class of inductees. In June 2001,
the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame selected Warlick
as one of 10 inductees into the Hall for the Class of 2001.
For the hometown girl, who grew up in the Rocky Hill
section of Knoxville and graduated from Bearden High
School (where her No. 22 basketball jersey was retired
on Oct. 26, 2012), it was a dream-come-true.

In the summer of 1994, Warlick gained admission to
her first hall of fame. She was honored as one of the City
of Knoxville’s finest all-time athletes with her inclusion in
the Knoxville Sports Hall of Fame.

Including this season, Warlick has invested 32 years
in the program, having helped shape UT into a national
powerhouse with tenure as both a player and a coach.
Warlick’s expertise and major contributions to the team
have come from her work with the guards. In 2010-11,
freshman point guard Meighan Simmons was the SEC
Rookie of the Year, and guard Shekinna Stricklen was
the 20th Lady Vol named to the WBCA/State Farm All-
America Team.

Additionally, Warlick has been a highly-successful
recruiter for the backcourt, attracting some of the na-
tion’s finest players to UT to continue the excellence she
helped establish as a player. The Lady Vols welcomed
another top flight guard to the Orange and White for
2010-11 when she landed McDonald’s All-American Ariel
Massengale.

As a rookie in 2011-12, Massengale lived up to her
billing, earning Full Court Freshman All-America and
SEC All-Freshman Team honors. The point guard posted
a UT freshman record of 162 assists, ranking second in
the SEC in that category, and leading the conference in
assist-to-turnover ratio at 2.1.

Warlick’s tutelage also helped to strengthen the
game of four-time All-SEC selection Angie Bjorklund,
Kodak All-American and four-time Lady Vol All-SEC
performer Kara Lawson and three-time All-SEC selec-
tion Shanna Zolman. That trio accounts for the school
records for most of UT’s three-point marks.

Warlick’s association with the Lady Vols started
in 1976 when she joined the program as a scholarship
400-meter track athlete who walked on to the basket-
ball team. Soon, she would become the most prolific
player in the history of Tennessee Lady Vol basketball.
Warlick was the first player in Tennessee athletics (men
or women) to have her jersey retired (No. 22) at the end
of her career in 1980.

Known as a play-making wiz during her four years
as UT’s point guard, Warlick was once tabbed the “best
player in the South.” As a rookie, Warlick helped lead the
Lady Vols to their first Final Four appearance in school
history in1977. She had no trouble adjusting her enthusi-
asm and knowledge of the game into the coaching role.

In 19 of the past 31 years Warlick has been affiliated
with UT, she has found herself at the Final Four as a
player (1977,1979, 1980) or as a coach (1986, 1987, 1988,
1989, 1991, 1995, 1996, 1997, 1998, 2000, 2002, 2003,
2004, 2005, 2007 and 2008). Her best Final Four show-
ing as a player was national championship runner-up in
her senior season. As a coach, she has helped the Lady
Vols grab the brass ring all eight times (1987, 1989, 1991,
1996, 1997, 1998, 2007 and 2008).

A three-time All-American while playing for Sum-
mitt from 1976-80, Warlick previously held UT records
for most assists in a game (14), most steals in a contest
(nine), most assists in a season (225) and most games
in a career (142). She continues to hold the Lady Vol
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single-season steals record with 141in 1978-79.

Warlick brings vast international experience to the
Lady Vols as well. A member of the 1980 U.S. Olympic
basketball team, Warlick also participated in the Jones
Cup, Pan American Games and World Championship
competition. In addition, she was a WPBL All-Star, lead-
ing the Nebraska Wranglers to the championship of
the Women’s Professional Basketball League in 1981.
She has served as a player representative on the USA
BASKETBALL council and was a member of the USOC
Advisory Council for Basketball.

In recognition of being a former Olympian, Warlick
earned the honor of running the Olympic torch through
Knoxville on ts way to the 1996 Olympic Games in At-
lanta.

Prior to joining the Tennessee staff for the 1985-86
season, Warlick gained experience at two other stops
on the coaching circuit. She was an assistant coach at
Virginia Tech from 1981-83 and an assistant from 1983-
85 at Nebraska.

A native of Knoxville, Warlick earned her B.S. in
marketing from Tennessee in 1981 and her master’s
degree in athletic administration from Virginia Tech in
1983. Warlick added “biker” to her vitae in 2001. To com-
memorate her induction into the Women’s Basketball
Hall of Fame, a number of Warlick’s friends got together
and presented her with a Harley-Davidson “Sportster”
motorcycle. Just six years later, Warlick already was
using her love of the bike towards a greater cause, es-
tablishing the Champions For A Cause Foundation with
Caldwell.
