COMMODORES TRAVEL TO CAMERON
FOR NON-CONFERENCE CLASH

DURHAM, N.C. -- The 11th-ranked Vanderbilt wom-
en's basketball team puts its undefeated record on
the line this Thursday, Dec. 7, traveling to Cameron
Indoor Stadium to face fourth-ranked Duke. The

game is scheduled to tip-off at 6 p.m. CT.

Vanderbilt is 8-0 for the first time in three years. The Commodores' best start under Head Coach
Melanie Balcomb, now in her fifth season, was a 10-0 beginning to the 2003-04 season. That year,
Vanderbilt won the Southeastern Conference Tournament and advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16.

Senior forward Carla Thomas ranks second in the SEC in scoring, averaging 19.3 points per game.
She posted her 10th-career double-double last week at UAB, scoring 32 points -- one off her career-
high -- and 12 rebounds to lead the Commodores to a 22-point victory.

On Sunday against Clemson, senior Caroline Williams and junior Liz Sherwood each repeated
Thomas' feat. Sherwood scored 22 points on her 22nd birthday and pulled down a career-high 13
rebounds, while Williams contributed 12 points and 10 boards.

Duke improved to 7-0 with an impressive win over then-No. 19 Rutgers on Monday. Sophomore guard
Abby Waner leads four Blue Devils in double-figures, averaging 16 points per game.

The game can be heard live on the radio, with veteran Charlie Mattos delivering the play-by-play on
WNSR-560 AM. Outside of Nashville, the game will be available on Yahoo! Broadcasts.

ACC Select will also offer live online video coverage of the Vanderbilt vs. Duke women's basketball
game.

19 NCAA Tournament Appearances, Four SEC Tournament Titles, 1993 Final Four
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VANDERBILT HEAD COACH MELANIE BALCOMB

Balcomb enters the 2006-07 season looking for her fifth straight trip to the
NCAA Tournament with the Commodores. In 13-plus seasons as a head
coach, Balcomb has compiled 264 career wins in 405 games for a .652 win-
ning percentage. Seven Balcomb teams have advanced to postseason play,
including an NCAA Elite 8 trip with Xavier and a pair of journeys to the Sweet
16 with the Commodores.

Now in her fifth season in Nashville, Balcomb has compiled a 101-37
overall record at Vanderbilt, including a SEC Tournament Championship in
only her second season. She has coached 12 players who have received All-
Conference accolades and six of her players have been drafted by the WNBA
-- including VU great Chantelle Anderson, who went as the second overall
pick to the Sacramento Monarchs in the 2003 draft.

Vanderbilt looks to even the all-time series
with a win Thursday. Duke currently holds a 2-1
advantage in a series which was last contested
on Nov. 24, 1999. That day, Vanderbilt's only trip
to face Duke in Durham, N.C., the Blue Devils
were 68-59 victors.

The series began in 1982 in the AIAW Region
Il Finals in Johnson City, Tenn. The Commodores
won the first meeting between the two schools,
75-57. The only other game between VU and
Duke came in 1998, with the Blue Devils winning
in Nashville.

NexT TiME OuT

Vanderbilt has nine days off for final exami-
nations before traveling to Tampa, Fla., to face
South Florida on Sunday, Dec. 17, at 2 p.m. CT.
The game will be played at the St. Pete Times
Forum, site of the 2008 NCAA Women's Final
Four. The Commodores won the only meeting
between the two schools in the 1983-84 season.

BaLcoms GETs 100TH WIN AT VU

Now in her 14th season as a collegiate head
coach, Melanie Balcomb oversaw her 400th
career game when Vanderbilt played host to
TAMUCC on Monday, Nov. 20. A native of
Cranbury, N.J., Balcomb won 259 of the first 400
games she coached -- a winning percentage of
64.8%.

Four games later, Balcomb achieved another
landmark -- her 100th all-time win at Vanderbilt.
The Commodores have won 73% of their games
since Balcomb came to Nashville prior to the
2002-03 season.

THoMmAS, Davis PAss 100 GAMES PLAYED

Senior guard Dee Davis played in her 100th
game Sunday against Clemson. Davis also
became only the second Commodore to reach
600 assists for her Vanderbilt career with two
helpers in the game. Davis totaled 869 points
in her first 100 contests, and is only four games
away from making her 100th start.

Senior forward Carla Thomas played her
100th career game on Monday, Nov. 20, against
TAMUCC. She made 87 career starts in her first
100 games, averaging over 13 points per game.

Davis NAMED TO WOODEN WATCH LIST

Vanderbilt senior point guard Dee Davis was
one of only 30 student-athletes named to the
preseason watch list for the Women's John R.
Wooden Award, presented annually to the top
collegiate women's basketball player.

Davis led the Southeastern Conference in
assists a season ago, ranking fourth in the
nation with 6.8 assists per game (212 assists
in 31 games). She earned AIl-SEC honors for
the 2005-06 season and was lauded by league
coaches as a first-team All-SEC selection for the
upcoming season.

The Cincinnati, Ohio, native is the backbone of
Head Coach Melanie Balcomb's Commodores.
Vanderbilt went 21-11 a year ago, making its sev-
enth consecutive trip to the NCAA Tournament. In
preseason polls, the Commodores were picked
as high as No. 11 in the nation.

ESPN.com LAuDs DAvis

Senior point guard Dee Davis was named one
of the five best point guards in the country, in a
poll of national experts released this week on

ESPN.com.

Dauvis is joined on the list by Lindsay Harding
of Duke, Lyndsey Medders of lowa State and
Renee Montgomery of Connecticut, all ranked
just behind North Carolina's Ivory Latta.

Davis led the Southeastern Conference with
6.8 assists per game as a junior during the
2005-06 season. She earned preseason All-
SEC honors from league coaches and media.

The voting panel featured ESPN analysts
Nancy Lieberman and Beth Mowins, as well as
Mechelle Voepel, Graham Hays and Melanie
Jackson of ESPN.com.

Davis, THomAs: PRESEASON ALL-SEC (COACHES)
Seniors Dee Davis and Carla Thomas were

named preseason All-Southeastern Conference

selections by a vote of league coaches.

Davis, who led the SEC in assists a season
ago, was a first-team choice. Her 6.8 assists
per game last year ranked third in the nation
and earned her a spot on the Nancy Lieberman
Award watch list.

Thomas led the Commodores in scoring last
season at 12.4 points per game, surpassing
1,000 points for her career early in the confer-
ence season. After earning second-team All-
SEC from the media at the conclusion of last
season, the coaches made Thomas a second-
team preseason pick this year.

Vanderbilt joins Georgia and LSU with two
honorees on the Coaches' All-SEC team, while
Tennessee led the league with three selec-
tions. Georgia's Tasha Humphrey, LSU's Sylvia
Fowles and Tennessee's Candace Parker were
all unanimous first-team choices.

DoreEs 4TH, DAvis & THoMAS HONORED BY MEDIA

Vanderbilt was picked to finish fourth overall
in the Southeastern Conference, according to
media voting at the league's Media Days, Oct.
25-26, in Birmingham, Ala.

Melanie Balcomb's fifth squad at Vanderbilt
(85) was predicted to finish behind Tennessee
(19), Georgia (48) and LSU (51). Tennessee
was picked to finish first in the league by all 19
media voting in the women's poll.

INAUGURAL SIXTH WOMAN RETURNS

Center Liz Sherwood was lauded with the
league's first "SEC Sixth Woman of the Year"
award last season. The Castle Rock, Colo.,
native came off the bench in VU's final nine
SEC games to average 11 points per game
while connecting on 81 percent of her free
throws. Sherwood led the conference in field
goal percentage last year, hitting 66.4 percent
of her 238 shot attempts.

FRESH FIVE

Vanderbilt's roster for the 2006-07 season
features five true freshmen. All five of those
newcomers have already made an impact in
VU's first three regular season games.

Recently, freshmen Merideth Marsh and
Amber Norton reunited at E.A. Diddle Arena
in Bowling Green, Ky., where the Louisville
natives had been teammates the previous sum-
mer during a Kentucky All-Star game against
Indiana.

Nashville product Jessica Mooney and
Missouri native Lauren Lueders have also
played significant minutes.

Norton leads all freshmen, averaging 4.3
points per game. Lueders remains the only
freshman to earn a start after beginning the
UAB game. Ashlee Bridge scored her first
four points of the year in five minutes against
Dartmouth.

VU’s 20/20 VisioN

Vanderbilt earned its 20th overall 20-win
season and fourth straight under Melanie
Balcomb when the Commodores defeated
Alabama, 84-62, in the opening round of the
2006 SEC Tournament. The Commodores have
won at least 20 games in 13 of the last 14
seasons, and seven in a row.

Senior Caroline Williams earned Most
Valuable Player honors following the 2006
Vanderbilt Thanksgiving Tournament after lead-
ing the Commodores past Florida Atlantic and
No. 16 California. Wiliams was VU's leading
scorer during both games.

Senior Carla Thomas also earned All-
Tournament honors for her performance, which
included an impressive first half that helped
Vanderbilt take an early lead over California in
Saturday's championship game.

Last season, Thomas earned MVP honors at
the 2005 Vanderbilt Thanksgiving Tournament.
Thomas averaged 21 points and eight rebounds
in two VU victories.

Williams and Liz Sherwood also were fea-
tured on the All-Tournament team.

Sherwood earned a similar honor at the 2005
WBCA/BTI Classic after a pair of impressive per-
formances against Arizona State and Clemson.
She led the Commodores with 14.5 points and
7.5 rebounds per game.

In VU’s loss to the Sun Devils, Sherwood
posted 17 points on 8-of-14 shooting from the
field while grabbing eight boards. She played a
game-high 36 minutes for the Dores. Sherwood
returned the following day to post 12 points
and seven rebounds as Vanderbilt defeated
Clemson.

THOMAS' TIMELINE

e Thomas became the 26th Commodore to
score 1,000 points on Jan. 12, 2006 with a
layup less than a minute into a game against
Mississippi State. She was only the 11th VU
player to reach 1,000 points prior to her senior
season.

e Thomas entered VU's all-time Top 20 on
Feb. 12, 2006, at Tennessee, scoring her
1,105th career point on a lay-up with 6:31
remaining in the first half. She passed Mara
Cunningham, who scored 1,104 points during
her Vanderbilt career (1993-96).

e Thomas passed Jillian Danker for 19th
on the all-time scoring list on Feb. 23, 2006,
against Kentucky, converting a jumper in
the lane (off an assist from point guard Dee
Davis) for her 10th point of the game (1,136th
of her career) with 10:08 remaining in the
second half.

e Thomas finished the 2005-06 season
with 1,223 points, good for 19th all-time at
Vanderbilt.

e Thomas made quick work of moving up the
scoring list this season, opening the year with
26 points at Colorado on Nov. 12, 2006, to
jump from 19th to 17th on the all-time list.

e After scoring nine points in the first half,

Thomas poured in Vanderbilt's first eight
points of the second half and then passed
Carolyn Peck for 18th all-time with a lay-up at
the 10:36 mark (assisted by Davis as part of a
three-point play).

e Later in that game, Thomas capped
another three-point play at the 5:52 mark of
the second half to pass Misty Lamb for 17th
all-time.

e Thomas moved into 16th all-time on Nov.
20, 2006, with 16 points against Texas A&M-
Corpus Christi. At the 14:21 mark of the first
half, Thomas converted a lay-up (off an assist
from guard Jennifer Risper) to give her 1,296
career points.

e Thomas finished the TAMUCC game with
16 points, to put her current career total at
1,304 points (16th all-time). She sits 78 points
away from former teammate Ashley Earley for
15th place.

e After scoring 32 points (one shy of her
career high) at UAB and 19 points in 18 min-
utes against Clemson, Thomas now stands
only five points behind Ashley Earley for 15th
place all-time. She could make a big jump, as
15th and 12th position are only separated by
18 points.

- The 15th-ranked Vanderbilt women's basketball
team won its home opener Saturday against Dartmouth, 79-49, in Me-
morial Gymnasium.

Senior Carla Thomas led all scorers with 21 points on 8-of-10 shooting
from the field. All 12 of Vanderbilt players saw action during the game,
with everyone scoring except for senior guard Caroline Williams. Wil-
liams came into Saturday's game averaging 21 points in VU's first two
contests.

"The reason we got off to a slow start was because Caroline [Williams]
and Carla [Thomas] were targeted as offensive threats," VU Head
Coach Melanie Balcomb said. "I've known [Dartmouth Head Coach]
Chris Wielgus for a long time and she's a very good coach. She had
her team prepared and wanted to shut down our two offensive produc-
ers. That's why Caroline didn't score this evening."

Vanderbilt's defense forced 25 turnovers, while the offense shot better
than 50% and committed only nine giveaways. The last time Vanderbilt
had less than 10 turnovers was Jan. 15, 2006, at South Carolina (8).

Senior point guard Dee Davis had eight assists and no turnovers in the
game to go along with two steals.

Freshman Merideth Marsh and sophomore Jennifer Risper and Chris-
tina Wirth scored eight points each. Dartmouth was led by 11 points
each from Koren Schram and Cookeville, Tenn., native Ashley Taylor.

For Vanderbilt, it was the 21st consecutive victory in a home opener,
dating back to a Nov. 28, 1986, victory over Mississippi Valley.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. -- Senior forward Carla Thomas helped the 12th-
ranked Vanderbilt women's basketball team turn a close game at UAB
into an 85-63 victory Thursday night at Bartow Arena.

In the process, Head Coach Melanie Balcomb earned her 100th ca-
reer victory at Vanderbilt. Balcomb has won 73% of her 137 games
since moving to Nashville prior to the 2002-03 season.

Thomas scored 32 points -- one shy of her career high -- and added
11 rebounds, posting her first double-double of the season and the
10th of her career.

Senior point guard Dee Davis, the Southeastern Conference leader in
assists, dished out a career-high 12 helpers as Vanderbilt (7-0) out-
scored UAB, 51-28, in the second half.

Winless UAB (0-6) hung tough with the visiting Commodores into the
second half. The game was last tied at the 15:35 mark of the second
half before a jumper by senior Caroline Williams gave Vanderbilt the
lead for good.

Thomas led all scorers with 16 points in the first half, shooting 6-of-8
from the floor. Thomas' only two misses of the first half came on the
first two three-point attempts of her VU career; entering Thursday's
game, Thomas had attempted 970 shots as a Commodore.

Aside from Thomas, the Commodores made only six of 17 first-half
field goal attempts. UAB turned scored 15 points in the first half off of
12 VU turnovers, helping the Blazers take a 35-34 lead into the half.

Freshman Lauren Lueders scored six points in her first career start,
hitting 2-of-4 three-point attempts. Sophomore Jennifer Risper missed
her first game of the season. Risper is expected to miss about a week
with a knee injury.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. -- A pair of double-doubles from senior Caroline
Williams and junior Liz Sherwood led the 12th-ranked Vanderbilt wom-
en's basketball team to a convincing 82-63 win over Clemson Sunday
at Memorial Gymnasium.

On her 22nd birthday, Sherwood led all scorers with 22 points and 13
rebounds. Williams posted 12 points and 11 boards.

Sunday marked the first time since Dec. 4, 2004, that two Commo-
dores had registered double-doubles in one game. Dee Davis and
Carla Thomas combined to reach the feat at Miami (Ohio) during their
sophomore seasons.

Thomas had 19 points on Sunday, while sophomore Christina Wirth
added 12 points.

D'Lesha Lloyd led four Clemson players in double-figures with 16
points. Lele Hardy posted a double-double for the Lady Tigers with 14
points and 10 rebounds.

Over 4,600 fans cheered the Commodores to victory and, as part of
Vanderbilt's "Pink Out" promotion to raise breast cancer awareness,
many joined Head Coach Melanie Balcomb's staff in wearing pink for
the nationally televised contest (ESPN2).
