Vanderbilt Meets Interstate Rival Tennessee Wednesday In Knoxville
	 The winners of nine consecutive games and now a member of the Top 25, Vanderbilt 
will meet its most played rival on Wednesday when the Commodores travel to Knoxville 
to take on the #14/14 Tennessee Volunteers at Thompson Boling Arena.  Tip off is set for 
6 p.m. CT, and the game can be seen live on ESPNU.  The radio call can be heard on the 
Vanderbilt-ISP Radio Network and vucommodores.com, with Joe Fisher and Tim Thomp-
son courtside with all of the action.  
	 Vanderbilt moved to 4-0 in SEC play for the first time in the Stallings’ era and the first 
time since the 1965-66 season with an 82-74 win over Auburn on January 23 at Memorial 
Gym.  The Commodores trailed by as many as 16 against the Tigers, but rallied in the sec-
ond half behind an 18-point second-half effort from sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor, who 
did not score in the first half.  Vanderbilt shot 64.3% in the second half against Auburn, and 
outrebounded the Tigers 18-11 in the period, after being outrebounded 22-10 in the first 
half, to help aid in the win.  For the game, VU shot 53.7% from the floor, its 10th game this 
season cracking the 50% barrier from the floor, and made 76.0% of its free throws (19-25).  
Vanderbilt also dished out 13 assists against only 10 turnovers in the game.	
	 Junior center A.J. Ogilvy scored 17 points, grabbed eight rebounds, and tied a career-
high with five blocks against Auburn.  Sophomore guard Brad Tinsley scored a season-
high 15 points, and Jermaine Beal eclipsed the 1,000-point mark for his career with 14 
points against the Tigers.  Beal became the 40th Vanderbilt player to score 1,000 or more 
points in his career.

	 Vanderbilt and Tennessee will meet for the 176th time 
in a series that began in the 1921-22 season.  Tennessee 
leads the all-time series, 108-67, and has won two straight 
in the series, and has won four consecutive games in 
Knoxville.  Vanderbilt’s last win at Thompson Boling Arena 
came in the 2004-05 season in an 88-63 win.

Commodores Take On Ranked Opponent For 
First Time This Year
	 Vanderbilt will take on a ranked opponent for the first 
time this season.  The Commodores will take on two 
ranked foes this week, with number one Kentucky on 
tap Saturday afternoon at Rupp Arena.  It will be the first 
time since 2007 that VU has faced back-to-back ranked 
opponents.  That year, Vanderbilt faced three straight - #10 
Alabama at home (Jan. 17), and #25 Kentucky (Jan. 20) 
and #24 LSU (Jan. 24) on the road, and came away from 
the stretch 3-0.  In 2006-07, VU played 10 ranked teams 
and was 7-3 against those ranked foes.

	 The Commodores will play at East Division foes Ten-
nessee and Kentucky this week in back-to-back games, 
the only school in the SEC to face such a gauntlet.  Since 
head coach Kevin Stallings arrived at Vanderbilt in 2000, 
Vanderbilt has played back-to-back games against Florida, 
Kentucky, or Tennessee 16 times.

Stallings Now In Second Place On All-Time VU 
Wins List
	 Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings, who won his 
300th career game as a head coach last season, got his 
200th win as Vanderbilt coach against Middle Tennessee 
State on January 4.  He is in sole possession of second 
place on the all-time Vanderbilt wins list after after surpass-
ing Bob Polk’s mark of 197 wins against Manhattan.  

	  Now in his 17th season as a head coach, Stallings 
has the third most wins in the SEC among current coaches 
(Bruce Pearl, Billy Donovan) and 204 in his 11-year career 
at Vanderbilt.  Stallings trails only Roy Skinner (278, 1962-
76) on the all-time coaching wins list. 

Offense Hitting Its Stride
	 Overall, Vanderbilt is third in the SEC in scoring at 79.2 
points per game in all games, and is second in the league 
in scoring in SEC games only with 82.8 points per contest.
The Commodores also rank first in field goal percentage 
in SEC games only (.518) and in three-point field goal 
percentage (.390) in SEC games only.

	 Vanderbilt has converted 50% or more of its shots from 
the field in 10 games so far this season, including its most 
recent time out against Auburn, and have a 10-0 record in 
those games.

Beal Eclipses 1,000-Point Barrier Vs. Auburn
	 Senior guard Jermaine Beal became the 40th 
player in Vanderbilt history to the 1,000-point mark after 
registering 14 points against Auburn.  He is the team’s 
second 1,000-point scorer - A.J. Ogilvy became the first 
sophomore in VU history to go over the 1,000-point mark 
last season.

Taylor and FG%
	 Sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor is third in the league 
in field goal percentage in all games with a .550 shooting 
percentage, and first in SEC games only at .667.  Earlier 
this season against Tennessee State on December 19, he 
was 10-for-11 (90.9%) from the floor in a 20-point effort 
on December 19, which set a new individual single-game 
FG% record at Memorial Gym. The previous record was 
90.0 (minimum 10 attempts) by Vanderbilt’s Brett Burrow 
on Feb.16, 1985 against Tennessee.  

VU Block Party
	 For the year, VU has 106 blocks, and is averaging 5.9 
blocks per game, which is ahead of the clip set by last 
year’s team, which set the school record for blocks in a 
season.  Vanderbilt blocked 174 shots in 2008-09, a rate of 
5.6 per game.

Ogilvy Grabs SEC Player of the Week Honor
	 A.J. Ogilvy won his first SEC Player of the Week award 
for the week of November 30-December 6 after averag-
ing 22.0 points and 6.0 rebounds against Missouri and 
DePaul, respectively.  It was the first player of the week 
honor for the 6’11 center from Sydney, Australia - he won 
three SEC Freshman of the Week awards in the 2007-08 
season.

Ogilvy Reaches Milestone Vs. Lipscomb
	 A.J. Ogilvy tallied three blocks against Lipscomb on 
November 16, which gave him 100 blocks for his career, 
making him the second Commodore to post 1,000 points 
and 100 blocks in a career.  Vanderbilt great Will Perdue is 
the only other VU player to accomplish the feat, with 1,281 
points and 157 blocks.  Ogilvy is only the fourth Vanderbilt 
player to eclipse the 100-block barrier in his career.

Double-Digit Man 
	 Ogilvy has scored in double-figures in 71 out of 81
games in his three-year career at Vanderbilt. He has 21 
career 20+-point outings and has had eight double-doubles 
in his career. 

Ogilvy On Career Lists 
	 Junior A.J. Ogilvy has already made the all-time 
records list in scoring and blocks after only two years and 
change of competition.  Ogilvy currently has 1,277 points, 
and in 22nd place all-time.  His total of 129 blocks puts him 
in second place overall for blocks in a career.

	 Vanderbilt had one signee in 2008-09, John Jenkins 
from nearby Station Camp High School in Gallatin, Tenn.  
Jenkins, a 6’4 shooting guard, led all high scorers last 
season at 42.3 points per game and scored more than 30 
points in every one of his games last year as a high school 
senior. He converted 62% of his shots from the floor and 
47% from three and also made 88% of his free throws in 
his senior year. So far in 2009-10, Jenkins has scored in 
double figures 12 times and is averaging 10.8 points per 
game.

	 Jenkins has scored in double figures in eight out of 
his last nine games.  Earlier this year against Southern 
Miss on January 2, Jenkins tied a Memorial Gym record 
for three-point field goal percentage, making 6-of-6 from 
beyond the arc in route to a 20-point effort against the 
Golden Eagles.

	 Head Coach Kevin Stallings announced that guard 
Kyle Fuller, center Josh Henderson, and forward Rod 
Odom have signed a National Letter of Intent to attend 
Vanderbilt and play basketball for the Commodores begin-
ning in the fall of 2010.
	 Fuller, a 6’1 point guard from Moreno Valley, Calif., av-
eraged nearly 20 points and nine assists per game in 2009 
as a junior to lead his Rancho Verde High School team to 
a 24-6 record and trip to the sectional quarterfinals. This 
summer, he averaged almost 25 points and 10 assists per 
contest for his Inland Empire 17 and Under AAU Squad. 
Fuller will be the Commodores’ third player from California 
on the roster, joining Festus Ezeli and Darshawn McClel-
lan.
	 Fuller chose the Commodores over California, UCLA, 
and Marquette.
	 Henderson, a 6’11 center, comes to Vanderbilt from 
Roanoke, Va., where he plays at Cave Spring High School. 
He averaged 17.0 points, 11.0 rebounds, and 4.0 blocks 
per game as a junior with the Knights. Henderson, who 
has maintained a 3.5 GPA in high school, chose the Com-
modores over Davidson, Virginia, and Wake Forest.

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Memorial Magic - The Home To Vanderbilt Hoops Since 1952
Historic Memorial Gymnasium Enters 58th Season
	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 58th season as the host venue of Vanderbilt 
basketball.  The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to more than 850 men’s 
contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 40 men’s and women’s 
NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s). 
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its end zone 
benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 as a memorial to 
all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was built by the late master 
architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a combination gymnasium/concert 
hall. 
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the nation’s 
No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against the top team in 
the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival Tennessee on February 26, 
2008. The Commodores also have a six-game home win streak over nationally ranked 
opponents. 
	 Last second shots also tend to fall in the Commodores’ favor at Memorial Gymnasium. 
Most recently, Shan Foster scored 42 points, including a three with 1.7 seconds remaining, 
in an 86-85 Vanderbilt win on March 8, 2008 against Mississippi State. 
* The Commodores have posted a 691-186 (.787) all-time record at Memorial Gymnasium. 
* VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most games won 
at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team has gone undefeated 
at home. 
* Vanderbilt has won 115 of its last 122 home games against non-conference opponents. 
Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 162-15 non-conference record at home (.915 
win percentage). 
* The Commodores are 95-8 against non-conference opponents at home during the Kevin 
Stallings era. 
* The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.
