The Commodores are 1-2
in SEC Tournament games at Bridgestone Arena, and 1-2
in tournament games at Memorial Gym. Vanderbilt is 3-3
all-time at the downtown Nashville facility, with a split with
Western Kentucky (W, 80-75, 12/2/01; L, 69-76, 12/11/09)
and a win over South Florida (71-52, 12/16/08) on neutral
floors, and a win (Auburn, 76-71, 3/9/06) and two losses
(Alabama, 59-78, 3/8/01; 73-92, LSU, 3/10/06) at the SEC
Tournament.

Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings is 5-9 all-time at
the SEC Tournament, and has advanced to the semifinals
one time during his 11-year tenure. The Commodores
advanced to the semifinals in 2004 at the Georgia Dome in
Atlanta.

The Commodores are coming off a 77-73 loss last
Saturday on Senior Day at Memorial Gym, the 10th time
in the last 11 tries Vanderbilt has dropped a season finale.
Senior point guard Jermaine Beal led the Vanderbilt effort
with a 21-point performance. A.J. Ogilvy scored 15 points
and Jeffery Taylor tallied 13 points for the Commodores,
who were outrebounded by the Gamecocks, 33-28, and
committed 16 turnovers against a South Carolina full-court
press.

Senior Jermaine Beal, who was a unanimous selection
to the All-SEC First Team, leads a very balanced Commo-
dore offensive attack with 14.7 points per game. Sopho-
more Jeffery Taylor and A.J. Ogilvy, both All-SEC Second
Team members, each average 13.9 points per contest, and
John Jenkins, who was named to the All-Freshman team
and was named the league’s Sixth Man of the Year, also
averages double figures with 10.5 points per game.

12-4 SEC Mark

Is Vanderbilt's most confence wins since the 1992-93
season when the Commodores won the SEC regular sea-
son title with a 14-2 record. The 12 wins is a new league
high under head coach Kevin Stallings, who has been at
the helm of the Commodore program since 1999-00.

Road Success

Vanderbilt finished SEC play with a 6-2 road record -
the six wins is a new Stallings-era record for road league
victories in a season, and ties for the most since divisional
play began in the SEC in the 1991-92 season. The 1992-
93 team also had six road wins in league play.

Season Sweeps

The Commodores had a regular season sweep of
Florida, the first since 2000-01, and Tennessee, the first
time since the 2004-05 campaign. The last time Vanderbilt
was unbeaten against Tennessee and Florida in the same
season - 1966.

Vanderbilt At Memorial Gym

The Commodores finished the season 14-2 in home
games at Memorial Gym, the sixth time in the Stallings’ era
that Vanderbilt has finished with 14 or more wins at home.

VU Block Party

For the year, VU has 159 blocks, which is a new record
for blocks in a season for a Vanderbilt team. The previous
best was 137 blocked shots, which happened last year in
2008-09.

Vanderhilt Injuries

Brad Tinsley and Lance Goulbourne are both question-
able for the games this weekend. Goulbourne has missed
the last two games with a left foot injury, and Tinsley left
the South Carolina game with a sprained left knee.

The Bulldogs, pressured into constant turnovers most of
the first 25 minutes, settled down and rallied to beat No.
18 Vanderbilt 72-58.

Georgia (10-11, 2-6) appeared bound for its fourth
straight Southeastern Conference loss when it trailed early
in the second half. But the Bulldogs recovered to shoot
53.2 percent for the game and end a three-game losing
streak.

Georgia won for the first time since beating then-No.

8 Tennessee on Jan. 23. Trey Thompkins also had 17
points as the Bulldogs gave Vanderbilt (17-5, 6-2) its sec-
ond loss in its last 13 games.

Jermaine Beal led Vanderbilt with 21 points. Tinsley
added 18, but the Commodores found too little scoring
support for the two guards.

Vanderbilt center A.J. Ogilvy had six points, ending a
streak of scoring in double figures in 12 straight games.
He led the Commodores with nine rebounds.

Beal and Tinsley made 9 of 13 shots from the field in the
first half, but their teammates were 1 for 18. Vanderbilt
made only 20 of 61 shots overall and matched its season
low for points.

Georgia turned the ball over 13 times in the first half and
trailed 36-28 early in the second half before rallying behind
Travis Leslie, who scored 13 of his 17 points after the
break.

The more composed Georgia offense abused
Vanderbilt's man defense to make 14 of 21 shots in the
second half while committing only eight turnovers.

Georgia’s defense prevented Vanderbilt from its first 4-1
start in SEC road games since the 1966-67 season.

Trailing Georgia by five points with 33 seconds left in
regulation, things were looking grim for No. 16 Vanderbilt.

Yet worried wasn't the word A.J. Ogilvy used to describe
how the Commodores were feeling in the final moments.

“| don’t know if worry is the right word, a bit concerned,”
Ogilvy said. “But we were confident, very confident. We
knew if we had a shot to tie the game, we would be able
to tie it.”

Ogilvy got that chance and his tip-in with 15 seconds left
tied the game at 77. Jermaine Beal then scored six of his
career-high 28 points in overtime as Vanderbilt beat the
Bulldogs 96-94 on Thursday night.

The Commodores (21-6, 10-3 Southeastern Conference)
took a six-point lead in overtime with 28 seconds to go.
Georgia (12-14, 4-9) had a chance to tie at the end, but
Travis Leslie’s toss of Chris Barnes'’ intentionally missed
free throw fell short as the buzzer sounded.

Qgilvy had 17 points on 11-of-14 free throw shooting
and hauled down 10 rebounds for Vanderbilt, which was
playing for the first time since its 58-56 home loss to No. 2
Kentucky. Ogilvy missed a runner in the lane at the buzzer
that would have tied that game.

Georgia narrowly missed sweeping the season series
against Vanderbilt, which stayed in sole possession of
second place in the SEC East.

Andre Walker had 17 points and John Jenkins scored 14
for the Commodores, while Jeffery Taylor added 11.

Leslie had 22 points and 10 rebounds for the Bulldogs,
while Trey Thompkins had 21 points, Dustin Ware 16,
Ricky McPhee 14 and Jeremy Price 12.

The Bulldogs looked like they would pull off the upset,
leading 77-72 with 33 seconds remaining in regulation. But
Walker hit a 3-pointer and Ware missed two free throws
on the next possession to open the door for Ogilvy's bas-
ket, which came off a missed jumper by Beal.

Vanderbilt coach Kevin Stallings had never won in Bud
Walton Arena before the 16th-ranked Commodores beat
Arkansas 89-72.

He had brought teams to Fayetteville five times with the
same result, giving extra meaning to Vanderbilt's second
win in Fayetteville in school history. Stallings even got
a high-five during his post-game news conference from
Jeffery Taylor, who led Vandy with 18 points.

Taylor led a balanced offense that helped the
Commodores (22-6, 11-3 SEC) move within one game of
first-place Kentucky in the Eastern Division. A.J. Ogilvy
scored 14 points, John Jenkins and Brad Tinsley each had
13, and Darshawn McClellan added 11.

Vanderbilt scored the first six points of Saturday’s con-
test -- the Razorbacks committed turnovers on their first
three possessions -- and led from start to finish.

The Commodores shot 53.3 percent from the field,
including 65.4 in the first half, and led 45-35 at halftime.
Vanderbilt also hit 20 of 23 free throws.

Arkansas got within 18-13, but the Commodores
responded with a 15-6 spurt to take their largest lead of
the first half. Taylor drained a 19-footer and Jermaine Beal
dropped in a runner to put Vanderbilt up 33-19 with 7:06
left in the half.

The Commodores made 13 of their first 20 shot attempts
overall.

Marshawn Powell kept Arkansas (14-15, 7-7) in the
game by scoring 21 of his game-high 27 points before
halftime. Consecutive baskets inside trimmed Vanderbilt's
lead to 43-35.

« Vanderbilt finished the regular season with 23 wins, which
ties for third most in school history with the 1965 and 1974
teams ... Only the 1993 and 2008 teams had more regular
season victories (25).

« Vanderbilt had won its previous two games on Senior Day
dating back to a 82-67 loss to Arkansas on March 3, 2007.
+ Vanderbilt has now ended the regular season with a loss
in 10 of the last 11 seasons ... The only win during that
stretch came last season against Arkansas.

+ The 73 points against South Carolina by Vanderbilt were
the most it has scored in a loss this season.

+ Vanderbilt has attempted 792 free throws this season
which is the most since attempting 797 in the 1996-97 sea-
son ... Vanderbilt has also made 576 free throws, which is
the most since making 588 during the 1992-93 season.

« Saturday’s crowd of 14,316 was the seventh straight
home sellout of the season.

+ Vanderbilt has outshot its opponents in all but nine games
this season ... In those nine games, Vanderbilt lost six
times ... The only games it won when being outshot were
against Ole Miss, Georgia and at Alabama ... The only
games it lost when it outshot its opponent was at Kentucky.

Commodores And The Top 25

Vanderbilt has been ranked nine times so far this year
in the Top 25, and seven straight weeks - in the most
recent poll, the Commodores came in at number 20 (AP)
and 23 (ESPN/USA Today) in both polls.

The number 13 ranking in the AP poll was Vanderbilt's best
since January 7, 2008, when the Commodores also came
in at the 13 spot in the Associated Press poll.

Commodores Getting To The Line In SEC Play

In 16 SEC games, Vanderbilt went to the free throw
line an SEC-best 471 times, an average of 29.4 times per
game. In fact, the Commodores have made 355 in SEC
play, which is more than nine teams in the SEC have
attempted in league play.

The Commodores rank second only to
UNLV (767, 3/8) for the longest streak in Division | basket-
ball. Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princeton (648, 3/8) are
the only three schools in college basketball to have made
at least one 3-pointer in every game played since the
3-point line was implemented.

Commodores Knock Off St. Mary’s

Vanderbilt knocked off St. Mary’s, 72-70, on November
20 to open a four-game road swing that included the 2009
EA Sports Maui Invitational. Vanderbilt handed St. Mary’s
only their third non-conference loss in their last 29 games
in McKeon Pavilion, with Jeffery Taylor leading the way for
VU with 19 points. St. Mary’s recently captured the WCC
Tournament title with a win over Gonzaga and will receive
the league’s automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament.

Vanderbilt Finishes 2-1 At 2009 EA Sports
Maui Invitational

The Commodores returned home from their trip to
Maui with a record of 2-1, with wins coming over host
Chaminade and Arizona, and Vanderbilt's lone loss coming
against Cincinnati in the first round of the tournament.
Senior guard Jermaine Beal led four players in double
figures in the three games in Maui, averaging 14.7 points
per game.

Senior Jermaine Beal was a unanimous selection to the All-SEC First Team
by the league’s coaches on March 9. Beal, who leads the Commodores with
14.7 points per game, made his first all-league team in his four-year career with

Beal In Elite Company

Senior guard Jermaine Beal is only the third player in Vanderbilt history to have at least
1,000 points, 400 assists, and 125 steals. Kevin Anglin (1990-93) and Frank Seckar (1993-
96) are the only other Vanderbilt players to accomplish the feat.

Beal Winningest Player For Vanderhilt

Beal has been at the helm of the Commodores for the last four seasons, a span that
has included 90 wins so far. The 90 wins is the most in a four-year stretch in Vanderbilt
baskteball history.

Beal Eclipses 1,000-Point Barrier Vs. Auburn

Senior guard Jermaine Beal became the 40th player in Vanderbilt history to reach
the 1,000-point mark after registering 14 points against Auburn. He is the team’s second
1,000-point scorer - A.J. Ogilvy became the first sophomore in VU history to go over the
1,000-point mark last season.

Big Shot Beal

Beal led Vanderbilt with a 25-point effort in a 85-76 win over Tennessee on January
27, the Commodores'’ first win in Knoxville in four years. Beal scored 10 points in a 23-5
Vanderbilt run late in the second half to give the Commodores a cushion they would use
the rest of the way to come away with the win.

Beal Goes For Career-High 28 Points Vs. Georgia

The senior point guard scored a career-high 28 points in a 96-94 overtime win over
Georgia on Feb. 25, his fourth 20+ point performance of the season and the eighth of his
career. He also dished out seven assists against zero turnovers in 38 minutes of action
against the Bulldogs.

Beal Also Sees Scoring Increase

Jermaine Beal has seen his scoring increase in every year of his career. So far in
2009-10, he is averaging 14.5 points per game and leads the team in scoring.

0Ogilvy Grabs SEC Player of the Week Honor

A.J. Ogilvy won his first SEC Player of the Week award
for the week of November 30-December 6 after averag-
ing 22.0 points and 6.0 rebounds against Missouri and
DePaul, respectively. It was the first player of the week
honor for the 6'11 center from Sydney, Australia - he won
three SEC Freshman of the Week awards in the 2007-08
season.

Ogilvy Reaches Milestone Vs. Lipscomh
A.J. Ogilvy tallied three blocks against Lipscomb on

November 16, which gave him 100 blocks for his career,
making him the second Commodore to post 1,000 points
and 100 blocks in a career.

Commodore great Matt Freije owns the school record by making 18-0f-18
against Indiana on Nov. 23, 2003. Earlier this season, Taylor set the Memorial Gym record for the highest field-goal

Jeffery Taylor Wins Player of the Week

Sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor was named SEC Player of the Week for the week of February 8-15 after he aver-
aged 20.5 points, 6.0 rebounds and 2.5 assists in wins over No. 12 Tennessee and LSU. Taylor scored a career-high 26
points in Vanderbilt’s win over Tennessee. It was the highest single-game point total by a Commodore this season. He
was 12-of-12 from the free throw stripe to become just the fourth player in school history to be perfect from the free throw
line when attempting 10 or more shots.

Jenkins,
a 6'4 shooting guard, led all high scorers last season at 42.3 points per game and scored more than 30 points in every one
of his games last year as a high school senior. He converted 62% of his shots from the floor and 47% from three and also
made 88% of his free throws in his senior year. So far in 2009-10, Jenkins has scored in double figures 17 times and is
averaging 10.6 points per game.

Jenkins Impresses

Jenkins has scored in double figures in 13 out of his last 18 games. Earlier this year against Southern Miss on Janu-
ary 2, Jenkins tied a Memorial Gym record for three-point field goal percentage, making 6-of-6 from beyond the arc in
route to a 20-point effort against the Golden Eagles.

Vanderbilt (23-7, 12-4) already had the No. 2 seed in the
East locked up before blowing a 10-point lead by going
cold from the floor for 9:20. The Commodores rallied and

tied it for the ninth time at 69 on Jermaine Beal’s 3-pointer.

Downey answered with his sixth 3, Beal missed his
3-pointer and also missed a layup on the next trip down
the floor. South Carolina hit 2 of 4 free throws, and
Downey avoided being fouled in the final seconds by
passing upcourt where Stephen Spinella dunked to seal
the victory.

Sam Muldrow added 20 points and nine rebounds for
South Carolina.

Beal finished with 21 for Vandy in the senior’s final home
game, A.J. Ogilvy had 15 and Jeff Taylor 13. Beal finished
as the winningest four-year player in Vanderbilt history
with 90 wins.

+ Jeffery Taylor scored 13 points to reach double figures in scoring for the 24th time this season and 46th time in his career ... Vanderbilt
is now 18-6 this season when Taylor scores in double figures.

+A.J Ogilvy scored 15 points to reach double figures in scoring for the 23rd time this season and 81st time in 93 career games.

+ Ogilvy now has 1,444 points, which puts 14th in school history ... Ogilvy trails Scott Draud (1,466) for 13th in school history.

+ John Jenkins finished the game with three three-pointers (3-0f-6) ... It was the third game in a row and 13th time this season he has hit
at least three trays.

+ Andre Walker failed to score a point for only the third time this season ... VU is 1-2 when he does not score.
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Vanderbilt And The SEC Tournament

Vanderbilt will receive a bye into the quarterfinals for
the first time since the 2007 season and for the third time
since the tournament split into divisions in 1992. The Com-
modores byes came in 1992 - when the Commodores won
the overall crown with a 14-2 record in 1993, and in 2007,
when Vanderbilt was a number two seed after finishing
10-6 in league action.

Vanderbilt owns a 29-47 all-time mark at the SEC
Tournament. In last year’s tournament, the Commodores
dropped a first-round matchup with Alabama, 82-75, on
March 12 in Tampa. In all, Vanderbilt is making its 49th
appearance in the SEC Tournament. VU has reached the
semifinals nine times and the finals once. The lone trip to
the finals resulted in Vanderbilt's only SEC Tournament
Title, which came in 1951 with a 61-57 win over Kentucky.

Vanderbilt's SEC Tournament record against each
opponent follows: Alabama (4-4), Arkansas (0-3),

Auburn (2-6), LSU (3-6), Ole Miss (2-3), Mississippi
State (7-4), Florida (2-5), Georgia (4-1), Kentucky (3-4),
South Carolina (0-0), Tennessee (1-7).

The SEC Tournament In Nashville

This will be the fifth time the city of Nashville has
hosted the SEC Tournament, and the third time the event
will be held at the Bridgestone Arena. The other two times
the tournament was held at Memorial Gym on Vanderbilt's
campus. The Commodores are 1-2 in SEC Tournament
games at Bridgestone Arena, and 1-2 in tournament games
at Memorial Gym.

Stallings At The SEC Tournament

Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings is 5-9 all-time at
the SEC Tournament, and has advanced to the semifinals
one time during his 11-year tenure. The Commodores
advanced to the semifinals in 2004 at the Georgia Dome in
Atlanta.

The Commodores At Bridgestone Arena

Vanderbilt is 3-3 all-time at the downtown Nashville
facility, with a split with Western Kentucky (W, 80-75,
12/2/01; L, 69-76, 12/11/09) and a win over South Florida
(71-52, 12/16/08) on neutral floors, and a win (Auburn, 76-
71, 3/9/06) and two losses (Alabama, 59-78, 3/8/01; 73-92,
LSU, 3/10/06) at the SEC Tournament.

Vanderbilt As A Two Seed In The East

This year’s tournament marks the second time the
Commodores have been a two seed in the East Division
since 1992, when the league was split into two divi-
sions. Vanderbilt has a 0-1 record, with the loss coming
in the 2007 SEC Tournament in Atlanta against Arkansas
(72-71). That year, Vanderbilt lost its home finale to the
Razorbacks, and then the quarterfinal game to Arkansas.
But, the Commodores did advance to the Sweet 16 that
season.

Round By Round At The Tournament

Since the SEC split into two divisions beginning with
the 1992 campaign Vanderbilt owns the following records
at the SEC Tournament: 8-8 in the first round; 2-8 in the
quarterfinal round; and 0-2 in the semifinal round.

Commodores Vs. The Field

The Alabama Series

(Series tied at four at SEC Tourney)

Alabama leads the all-time series 64-63, including a

43-19 advantage in Tuscaloosa. Vanderbilt leads the series
in Nashville 39-18 and at neutral sites, 5-4 ... Vanderbilt
knocked off Alabama in the only meeting between the two
schools this year, 65-64, in Tuscaloosa on January 13 ...

Vanderbilt has won seven of the last 10 series meetings ...
The Crimson Tide won the last meeting at the tournament,
an 82-75 first round decision on March 12, 2009... Kevin
Stallings is 8-6 all-time vs. Alabama.

The Arkansas Series

(ARK Leads 3-0 at SEC Tourney)

Arkansas leads the all-time series 15-9, including a 8-2
advantage in Fayetteville and a 3-0 lead at neutral sites.
Vanderbilt leads the series in Nashville, 7-4... Vanderbilt
claimed the only meeting this year in Fayetteville, 89-72...
The win was the first of Stallings’ Vanderbilt career in
Fayetteville, and the Commodores'’ first since at Arkansas
since the 1995-96 season...The Razorbacks defeated
Vanderbilt in the 2008 SEC Quartefinals, 81-65 in their
last tournament meeting...Kevin Stallings is 4-8 against
Arkansas.

The Auburn Series

(AU leads 6-2 at SEC Tourney)

Vanderbilt owns a 78-51 advantage in the all-time series,
leading 46-16 in Nashville and 31-29 in Auburn... The
Commodores defeated Auburn this year in Nashville,
82-74, on January 23 after trailing the Tigers by has many
as 16 points in the game ... The Tigers are 6-2 against the
Commodores at neutral sites with all eight meetings com-
ing at the SEC Tournament... The Commodores defeated
Auburn, 93-82, in the opening round of the 2008 SEC Tour-
nament in Vanderbilt's highest scoring SEC Tournament
game ever...Kevin Stallings is 7-5 all-time against Auburn.

The Florida Series

(UF leads 5-2 at SEC Tourney)

Vanderbilt leads the all-time series 63-56 and 40-13 in
Nashville.

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Returning for the Commodores...

The Commodores return 14 letterwinners from a year
ago, including all five starters for a team that finished with
a 19-12 overall record and an 8-8 record in SEC play in
2008-09. Vanderbilt missed the postseason for the first
time for the first time since the 2002-03 season and only
the second time in the Kevin Stallings era, which began
prior to the 1999-00 season. However, the Commodores
were the eighth-least experienced team in the nation in
2008-09 according to KenPom.com, and the team won
eight out of its last 11 regular season games, including a
win over SEC regular champion LSU in Baton Rouge on
March 4.

Senior point guard Jermaine Beal is back after leading
the SEC for the second consecutive season in assist-to-
turnover ratio, while also increasing his scoring average
to 12.5 points per game as a junior, a 4.9 point-per-game
increase from his sophomore season. Beal, from DeSoto,
Texas, is one of the program’s hardest workers and will
lead the Commodores as the only senior on the squad.

The other four starters returning for Vanderbilt include
junior center A.J. Ogilvy (15.4 points, 7.1 rebounds per
game), sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor (12.5 points, 6.2
rebounds), sophomore guard Brad Tinsley (11.0 points, 2.5
rebounds), and a combination of Steve Tchiengang (3.6
points, 3.1 rebounds) and Darshawn McClellan (2.1 points,
3.0 rebounds) at the power forward position.

Other returning letterwinners include redshirt sopho-
more wing Charles Hinkle, redshirt sophomore center
Festus Ezeli, sophomore forward Lance Goulbourne,
redshirt sophomore forward Andre Walker, junior forward
Joe Duffy, and walkons Chris Meriwether and Aaron Noll.

6'6 guard Jordan Smart returns after redshirting a year
ago, and the only newcomer to the fold, freshman guard
John Jenkins, also joins the team.

Walk-on junior guard Elliott Cole will miss the entire
season due to a shoulder injury.

Player Accolades

Then-sophomore center A.J. Ogilvy was named to the
All-SEC second team by the league’s coaches at the end
of the 2008-09 campaign and was an honorable mention
selection by the league’s media after averaging 15.4 points
and 7.1 rebounds per game, both team highs. Freshman
Jeffery Taylor was named to the All-Freshman team for
his exploits by the league’s coaches, and Elliott Cole,
Joe Duffy, and Andre Walker were named to the Winter
SEC Academic Honor Roll for their work in the classroom.
It marked the 12th time in the Stallings era that Vanderbilt
has had a player on the All-SEC team, and the fifth time
VU has had someone on the All-Freshman team. Stallings
has coached 29 members of the SEC Academic Honor Roll
since his arrival on the Vanderbilt campus in 1999-00.

Leaders From 2008-09 Season

A.J. Ogilvy led the team in scoring at 15.4 points per
game and rebounding with 7.1 rebounds per contest.
Point guard Jermaine Beal, who once again led the SEC
in assist-to-turnover ratio last year, added 12.5 points,
freshman Jeffery Taylor chipped in 12.2 points a game, and
Brad Tinsley tallied 11.0 points a game. Taylor was second
on the team in rebounding with 6.2 rebounds per game.

0gilvy Named To Preseason All-SEC 1st Team

League coaches have named A.J. Ogilvy to their pre-
season All-SEC first team. He was a second-team All-SEC
preseason selection by SEC media.

0gilvy Reaches 1,000-Point Plateau
With his performance against LSU on March 4th of
2009, Ogilvy became the first sophomore in the history of

Vanderbilt basketball to eclipse the 1,000 point barrier. He
has 1,041 points in his career. Vanderbilt legend Clyde
Lee scored 1,100 points in his first two seasons in a Com-
modore uniform as a sophomore and junior. Freshmen
were not eligible in those years (1963-65). Billy McCaffrey,
who played as a junior and senior (1992-94) also scored
1,000 points in two seasons (1,359 points).

Two Freshman Double Digit Scorers For First
Time Since...

1977. Vanderbilt's Jeffery Taylor and Brad Tinsley both
averaged double digits at 12.2 and 10.7 points per game in
2008-09, respectively, the first time since 1977 that VU has
had a true freshman scoring tandem. Charles Davis (15.3)
and Greg Fuller (10.8) accomplished the feat in 1977.

Block Party In 2008-09

The Commodores blocked 137 shots in 2008-09 as a
team, which set a new single-season record. The previous
mark was 131 during the 1994-1995 season.

Beal And Tinsley Are VU Sharpshooters

Beal and freshman guard Brad Tinsley did not qualify
for 3-point field goal percentage in the SEC rankings in
2008-09 because they did not make 2.5 threes per game
(NCAA minimum for 3-pt FG%). However, if the minimum
was dropped to 1.5 per game, Beal and Tinsley would
have placed in the top ten in the league rankings. Beal
would Have tied for fifth at 40.3% (58-144), and Tinsley
would have been third at 41.1% (69-168). Evaldus Baniulis
of South Carolina would lead the league at 52.1% (38-73).

Drake Moves On

George Drake, who graduated with a degree in Sociol-
ogy in May of 2009, will pursue a master’s degree at UAB
in the 2009-10 campaign. Drake was granted a waiver
from the NCAA to play immediately for the Blazers and will
compete this season.

Underclassmen Produce In 2008-09

Vanderblit's redshirt freshmen and freshmen accounted
for 1,085 points last year, a percentage of 49.7%, and
underclassmen (freshmen and sophomores) tallied 1,619
points, or 74.1% of the points scored in 2008-09.

Beal Leads SEC In Assist-to-Turnover Ratio
For Second Consecutive Season

Jermaine Beal, who started in every game last season
as a junior, led the league in assist-to-turnover ratio at
2.02, percentage points in front of Tennessee’s Bobby
Maze and Garrett Temple of LSU. As a sophomore in
2007-08, Beal led the SEC and was sixth in the nation in
the category at an astonishing 3.06 to 1.

South Carolina was chosen fourth (77), Florida fifth (68)
and Georgia was chosen sixth (25).

St. Mary’s, though, quickly got back into the game. The
Gaels sliced Vanderbilt's 14-point lead to just one at
59-58. Dellavedova'’s high-arcing 3-point shot from well
beyond the top of the key made it 59-53. Then McConnell
scored from long range, and Samham scored inside.

But Vanderbilt went on a 6-2 spurt and held off the Gaels
down the stretch.

St. Mary’s has been tough to beat at home. The Gaels
had been 32-2 at McKeon Pavilion over the last three
years and 92-31 in coach Randy Bennett's nine-plus sea-
sons. Against non-conference opponents, St. Mary’s had
had won 26 of its previous 28 home games.

Ogilvy, a 6-foot-11 junior, was too much for the Gamecocks
to contain undemneath. He made 7 of 8 shots from the floor

and 8 of 13 from the foul line as Vanderbilt (14-3, 3-0) won

its eighth straight.

Jeffery Taylor added 16 points on 6-0f-9 shooting.

Devan Downey had a season-high 35 points for South
Carolina (11-6, 2-1), the third time this season he’s sur-
passed 30.

John Jenkins’ 3-pointer with 38.5 seconds to go pushed
the Commodores’ lead to 41-33. But Downey drove through
three defenders for a layup with 1 second left.

Downey finished with 18 of his team’s 35 points in the first
half.

Vanderbilt adjusted its defense and took Downey’s pen-
etration away for the first 10 minutes after the break, build-
ing a 17-point lead after Brad Tinsley’s two straight jumpers
with 10:02 to go.

South Carolina could not come closer than eight points the
rest of the way.

Vanderbilt's depth also wore down the Gamecocks.
Stallings shuttled players in and out, all who produced —
each of the nine Commodores who played left with at least
four points.

Vanderbilt shot better than 60 percent, many of those field
goals coming from close to the basket. The Commodores
also controlled the boards, outrebounding South Carolina
39-24.

Beal finished
as the winningest four-year player in Vanderbilt history
with 90 wins.
