* The series victory was the Commodores’ 50th at
Hawkins Field since the start of the 2011 season.

PITCHING PROWESS: Vandy pitching enters Friday
third nationally with 11.1 strikeouts per nine innings.
% The Dores have struck out 10-plus batters in 16 of
their 25 games including 10 on Saturday vs. Florida.
* Vanderbilt pitching struck out an average of 9.3
batters against Tennessee during its three games in
Knoxville a season ago.

IN THE RANKINGS: Vanderbilt jumped ahead two spots
to No. 6 in the D1Baseball.com rankings on Monday.

Davis, Austin Martin and JJ Bleday -- has batted .383

* Martin leads the SEC in batting average (.437).

2018 REWIND: Vandy advanced to its seventh NCAA Super
Regional in the last nine seasons before falling one win shy
of reaching the College World Series. The Dores won 10 of
their final 14 games and finished ranked No. 18.

25 DOWN: Vandy's 20-5 start is its best through 25 games
since beginning its 2016 campaign, 21-4. The Dores
finished that season with 47 victories.
% Vanderbilt's .324 average is its highest through 25
games since batting .341 through as many in 2011.
* The Commodores 14-3 record in March is their best
since posting the same record through 17 in 2013.

AGAINST TENNESSEE: Vanderbilt and Tennessee meet
for the 334th time in the history of the programs Friday.
* Tennessee leads the all-time series, 175-156-2.
% The Commodores are 32-18 against Tennessee
under head coach Tim Corbin (2003-present).
