QUICK HITTERS

* The Commodores improved to 6-2 on the season in their last time out after a 79-51 victory over Middle Tennessee
December 5th at Memorial Gym. Freshman Simisola Shittu scored a team-high 15 points against the Blue Raiders, with
Matthew Moyer also adding double figures with 14 points.

“ Shittu has scored in double figures in seven of eight games as a collegian and leads the team in scoring and rebound-
ing. He posted double-doubles in his first two games against Winthrop and USC, respectively. As of December 13, Shittu
ranks sixth in the SEC in rebounding (7.8) and eighth in scoring (15.9).

* Arizona State will be the first ranked opponent for the Commodores this season. All-time against ranked opponents,
Vanderbilt is 94-236 and 64-78 in home games. The Commodores have lost their last eight games against ranked op-
ponents, with Vanderbilt's last win coming in a 72-62 overtime win over 17th-ranked Florida at the 2017 SEC Tournament
(3/10/17).

* The game with the Sun Devils is Vanderbilt’s first since December 5 because of final exams.

* Freshman point guard Darius Garland, a five-star recruit and a 2018 McDonald’s All-American, was lost for the season
after suffering a meniscus injury in his left knee against Kent State on November 23. He suffered the injury two minutes
into the game against the Golden Flashes. Garland was named the SEC’s Freshman of the Week in the opening week of
the year after averaging 21.5 points per game in two Commodore wins over Winthrop and USC.

 On November 27, the Commodores scored 120 points against Savannah State, the most by a Vanderbilt team since
December 22, 1970, when Vanderbilt scored a program-best 130 points in a win over Ole Miss (130-112).

* Joe Toye scored in double figures in three straight games for the first time of his four-year career in the first three
games of the 2018-19 season and has double-digit points in five games this season. Toye is the team’s lone senior.

“ Shittu tallied 15 rebounds against USC, the most by a Commodore since Jeff Roberson had 16 rebounds against Min-
nesota on December 3, 2016 in Sioux Falls, S.D. His 15 rebounds tied for the ninth-most by a Commodore in a single game
in the last 20 seasons.

* Vanderbilt won its first road game of the season at USC, the first time the Commodores have had a season-opening road
win since a 72-70 win over St. Mary’s on November 20, 2009.

* As of Dec. 13, the Commodores rank second in SEC in 3FG% defense (.305) and fourth in the SEC in scoring (83.9).
“ Garland scored the most points by a Vanderbilt freshman in his collegiate debut (24 points) since Phil Cox scored 30
against Duke in 1981, He also tied Savion Flagg of Texas A&M for the most points scored for an SEC team in their opening
game of the season.

* Shittu’s double-double was the first by a Commodore freshman in a season opener since Ted Young tallied 18 points
and 11 rebounds against Rice in 1979.

* Prior to the season, Garland was named to the Naismith and Wooden Award Preseason Watch Lists, while Shittu was
named to the Karl Malone Award Watch List, given to the nation’s top power forward.

* According to KenPom, the Commodores rank 313th in the nation in terms of experience (1.19 years).

* Head coach Bryce Drew, now in his third season, led the Commodores to the NCAA Tournament in his first season in
Nashville, marking the first time in the history of the program a first-year Vanderbilt coach led his team to the tournament.
“ Redshirt sophomore forward Matthew Moyer, who transferred from Syracuse after the 2017-18 season, was granted
immediate eligiblity by the NCAA this season on November 15.

* As of December 13, Shittu is eighth in the SEC in scoring (15.9), sixth in rebounding (7.8), seventh in defensive
rebounding (5.6). He also third in field goal percentage (.563). Saben Lee is eighth in assists (3.9) and ninth in assist/
turnover ratio (1.6), and Matt Ryan is tied for seventh in three’s made (2.4) and 10th in 3FG % (.396).

Jones averaged 17.1 minutes and 5.4
points per game with the Golden State Warriors
this season before being sidelined with a torn left
pectoral muscle. He has won two championships
with the team in his three seasons in the Bay
Area. Kornet is a two-way player with the New York
Knicks and is averaging 2.7 minutes per game in
six games, and Baldwin is averaging 5.7 minutes
per game in nine games with the Portland Trail
Blazers.

Three Freshman - 20+ Points

The Commodores are one of only two programs
(Duke) in the nation to have three separate fresh-
man score 20 points or more in a game (Darius
Garland, Aaron Nesmith, Simisola Shittu)

Replacing Three 1,000 Point Scorers
Matthew Fisher-Davis, Riley LaChance and Jeff
Roberson each departed Vanderbilt in 2018 as
1,000-point scorers. Each were four-year play-
ers for the Commodores who advanced to the
postseason on three different occasions (2015 NIT,
2016 and 2017 NCAA Tournaments). There has
been only one other class of Vanderbilt players to
have three 1,000-point scorers - the vaunted “F
Troop” - Butch Feher, Joe Ford and Jeff Fosnes in
1976. Roberson (Maine Red Claws) is now playing
in the NBA G League, while LaChance has taken
his talents to play professionally in Poland.

But the Commodores coach was much happier after his
team’s 79-51 win over Middle Tennessee State as the Blue
Raiders hit only 36 percent of their shots from the floor.

“Our players worked really hard on defense the last couple
of days,” Drew said. “We wanted to come out and defend
much better. | thought it was our best effort and execution
on the defensive end.”

The Commodores (6-2), who lost star point guard Darius
Garland to a season-ending knee injury on Nov. 23,
rebounded from Saturday’s loss to North Carolina State.

Middle Tennessee (3-6) missed 12 of 14 3-pointers and
never got closer than 19 in the second half.

Vanderbilt's Simi Shittu scored 15 points and Matthew
Moyer, a Syracuse transfer, added a season-high 14.

“I just got cleared two weeks ago, so all I've got to do is
stay positive and stay the course and help the young guys
out,” Moyer said. “It was a tough loss (to NC. State) because
of the effort. We knew we needed to come out with effort
and energy.”

Vanderbilt ended a three-game losing streak to Middle Ten-
nessee, increasing its lead to 30-7 in the series.

“Vandy took advantage of its open opportunities,” MTSU
coach Nick McDevitt said. “Knocked down open shots. Just
shot the ball very well.”

Middle Tennessee’s Antonio Green, who scored a career-
high 30 points in Saturday’s loss to Lipscomb, led the Blue
Raiders with 18 points as Middle Tennessee lost its fifth
straight game after starting the season 3-1.

“We feel like we're getting better, but it's depressing losing,”
said Green, who is three points shy of 1,000 for his career.
“We've got a tough schedule.”

MTSU’s Reggie Scurry added 14 on 6 of 9 shooting.

Vanderbilt went 18 of 19 from the foul line for a 95 percent
clip. The Commodores made nine 3-pointers.

Vanderbilt took charge early, grabbing a 42-21 halftime
lead as Middle Tennessee missed 18 of its first 26 shots.

Aaron Nesmith led the Commodores with eight rebounds
and added nine points.

TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) --- Arizona State came out flat, missing
shots, tossing balls into the stands, allowing open 3-point-
ers.

The No. 5 team in the country? The Sun Devils looked
more like they should be unranked, not among college
basketball’s elite.

In a matter of minutes, it all changed. Arizona State
forced turnovers, got out on the break and dropped in
3-pointers to keep the crowd on its feet.

Once the Sun Devils get rolling like this, there’s no stop-
ping them.

Tra Holder scored 25 points, Shannon Evans Il added
15 and No. 5 Arizona State overcame a dismal start with a
massive halftime-spanning run to beat Vanderbilt 76-64 on
Sunday. The Sun Devils improved to 10-0 for the first time
in their history.

"We had the bursts and it’s great we took the game
from a one-two possession game and all of a sudden it's
mid-doubles,” Arizona State coach Bobby Hurley said. “It
happens fast.”

Avrizona State built a national buzz with last week’s road
win over Kansas and its highest ranking in 36 years.

The Sun Devils looked nothing like the team that won at
Allen Fieldhouse early against Vanderbilt (3-7), falling into a
13-0 hole. Once one of the nation’s most explosive teams
finally came to life, Vanderbilt had no chance.

Sharp at both ends, Arizona State used a 26-3 run span-
ning halftime to turn what started out as an embarrassing
performance into a runaway that had Wells Fargo Arena the
loudest it’s been all season.

Mickey Mitchell provided the Sun Devils a spark off the
bench, playing solid defense while grabbing 13 rebounds.
Arizona State hit 14 of 28 shots in the second half to
remain one of the nation’s four undefeated teams.

Saben Lee had 24 points to lead Vanderbilt, which shot
4 of 30 from 3-point range.

"We're a small team, like ASU, and we have to make
3s,” Vanderbilt coach Bryce Drew said.

Following last Sunday’s 10-point win over then-No. 2
Kansas, the Sun Devils moved up to No. 5, their highest
ranking since being No. 3 in 1980-81, and received five
first-place votes in the Top 25, a program first.

Suddenly, they were a trendy pick to make a Final Four.
Hurley was being touted as a national coach of the year
candidate by the coach of Arizona State’s biggest rival. A
buzz spread across the Valley of the Sun and beyond about
the program being touted as “’Guard U.”

The spotlight appeared to be too bright for the Sun
Devils early against Vanderbilt.

Disjointed and struggling with double teams in the post,
Avrizona State had five turnovers in the game’s opening five
minutes. The Sun Devils didn’t score until Romello White's
layup at 14:49, and the fans who were rowdy long before
tipoff groaned with each miscue.

""We were knocking down shots and they were missing
at the beginning,” Lee said.

Then Arizona State got back to playing the way it had to
open the season.

The Sun Devils harassed the Commodores into difficult
shots late in the shot clock and jumped into passing lanes
to create turnovers. Shots missed earlier at the rim started
going in, and they made a couple of late 3-pointers after
missing their first nine.

Holder had one of those 3s, dropping a deep one at the
halftime buzzer that put Arizona State up 30-29.

The Sun Devils kept the engine revving in the second
half, scoring 12 straight points to push the lead to 49-31.
Vanderbilt made one push, but got no closer than 12.

e This is the 116th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 15 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2017-18 season being the 85th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 48 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given

to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central

University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-

nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
