* Vanderbilt moved to 4-0 this season. It’s the first time Vanderbilt has started 4-0 since the 2015-16 season.

* Vanderbilt improved to 1-0 against Liberty as this is the first meeting between the two teams.

* Vanderbilt fell behind 27-23 early in the first half and then went on a 11-0 to put them ahead, 34-27 with 3:58
remaining in the first half. The Commodores wouldn’t relinquish the lead after that.

* Vanderbilt has made a three-pointer in 1,035 consecutive games since the inception of the three-point line in the
1986-87 season.

Player Notes:

* Darius Garland was one point away from setting a freshman scoring record as he scored 33 points in tonight’s
game. He hit five three-pointers, which is also a career high for him. The freshman record belongs to Mike Rhodes, who
scored 34 points on December 22, 1977 against Virginia Tech. The 33 points was also the best by an SEC player this
season.

* The last time a Commodore scored 30 points in a game was Jeff Roberson against Auburn on Feb. 3rd, 2018. He is
the recent freshman to score 30 points in a game since Alex Gordon scored 30 against Tennessee in 2005.

* Saben Lee scored a season-high 17 points with six of those points coming from the charity stripe.

* Matt Ryan knocked down a couple of three-pointers to end up with 10 points. He has made a three-pointer in all
four games this season. He also had a career-high in rebounds, finishing with seven.

* Clevon Brown had three blocks in the second half, which is a season high for him.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) --- Darius Garland followed a career
low with a career high.

The freshman point guard scored a career-high 33
points one game after being held to three as Vanderbilt won
a battle of unbeaten teams with a 79-70 victory over Liberty
on Monday night.

It was the second-most points ever scored by a Vander-
bilt freshman, trailing only the 34 scored by Mike Rhodes
against Virginia Tech in 1977.

“I thought | wasn't as aggressive in the last game as |
was tonight,” Garland said. “The last game they told me |
need to be more aggressive and that's what | did.”

Alcorn State focused its defense on containing Garland
in Vanderbilt’s win Friday, but Liberty (3-1) couldn’t stop him
as he hit 12 of 18 from the floor, including five 3-pointers.

“He’s as good as I've seen in a while,” said Liberty coach
Ritchie McKay, a former Virginia assistant. “He won't be
around long. He’s really special.”

Garland, an NBA prospect, was a McDonald’s All-
American and five-star prospect at nearby Brentwood
Academy last season.

“Darius can take over a game,” McKay said. “He has the
ability to affect the game without scoring a point, but also
can take over from an aggressive scoring standpoint into
the teeth of a lot of defenses and he did that against us.”

It was the most points scored by an SEC player this
season.

“| think the beauty about him is that he can control a
tempo by scoring or not scoring and that’s a very special
trait that he has,” Vanderbilt coach Bryce Drew said. “(Lib-
erty) really smothers the roller in their half-court defense
and they're going to give you more 3’s. As the roller was
covered, | thought Darius did a good job making 3's.”
Garland’s backcourt partner, Saben Lee, added 17 points.

Vanderbilt's Matt Ryan, a Notre Dame transfer, scored 10
points and grabbed seven rebounds. He was ejected after a
flagrant foul with 5:21 left.

Liberty cut the deficit to 46-45 with 11:20 left, but
Vanderbilt (4-0) pulled away with an 18-2 run.

Lovell Cabbil led Liberty with 16 points, Darius McGhee
had 15 and Scottie James added 12 in front of a crowd of
8,493 at Memorial Gym. James is 15 for 17 from the floor
in the last three games.

Vanderbilt capped an 11-0 run late in the first half with
an alley-oop pass from Garland to Lee, who finished with
a dunk for a 34-27 lead. Garland waved his arms above
his head in encouragement to the Commodores’ student
section after the play.

Garland and Lee connected on a similar play in a
season-opening win over Winthrop.

Liberty’s Caleb Homesley, who scored a season-high
16 points in Friday’s win over Kent State, was held to two
points on a 1-for-6 shooting night.

Vanderbilt’s Simi Shittu had eight rebounds and eight
points.

Liberty won its first three games for its best start since
1999.

e This is the 116th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 15 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2017-18 season being the 85th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 48 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given

to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central
University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-
nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
