QUICK HITTERS

* The Commodores moved to 3-0 on the young season after a 79-54 win over Alcorn State on Friday night. Freshman
forward Simisola Shittu led the Vanderbilt with a career-high 20 points on 9-11 shooting, senior Joe Toye scored in double
figures for the third consecutive game with 14 points, junior Matt Ryan added 12 points, and sophomore guard Saben Lee
chipped in 10 points and six assists in the victory.

* Shittu has now scored in double figures in all three of his collegiate games. He posted double-doubles in his first two
games against Winthrop and USC, respectively. He leads the Commodores in scoring and rebounding.

* Shittu is fifth in the SEC in scoring and first in rebounding heading into the game with the Flames. He is also eighth in
the SEC in field goal percentage.

* Toye has now scored in double figures in three straight games for the first time of his four-year career. Toye is the
team’s lone senior.

* Shittu’s 15 rebounds against USC was the most by a Commodore since Jeff Roberson had 16 rebounds against Min-
nesota on December 3, 2016 in Sioux Falls, S.D.

* Freshman guard Darius Garland was named the SEC’s Freshman of the Week last week after averaging 21.5 points per
game in two Commodore wins over Winthrop and USC.

* 47.0% of the team’s scoring this season has come from Vanderbilt's freshman class (Garland, Nesmith, Shittu).

* The Commodores last started a season 3-0 in 2015-16 and won their season-opening game on the road. It marked
Vanderbilt's first season-opening road win since a 72-70 win over St. Mary’s on November 20, 2009.

* Garland scored the most points by a Vanderbilt freshman in their collegiate debut (24 points) since Phil Cox scored 30
against Duke in 1981, He also tied Savion Flagg of Texas A&M for the most points scored for an SEC team in their opening
game of the season.

* Shittu’s double-double was the first by a Commodore freshman in a season opener since Ted Young tallied 18 points
and 11 rebounds against Rice in 1979.

* Garland has been named to the Naismith and Wooden Award Preseason Watch Lists, while Shittu was named to the Karl
Malone Award Watch List, given to the nation’s top power forward.

* According to KenPom, the Commodores rank 316th in the nation in terms of experience (1.13 years).

“* Head coach Bryce Drew, now in his third season, led the Commodores to the NCAA Tournament in his first season in
Nashville, marking the first time in the history of the program a first-year Vanderbilt coach led his team to the tournament.
“* Redshirt sophomore forward Matthew Moyer, who transferred from Syracuse after the 2017-18 season, was granted
immediate eligiblity by the NCAA this season on November 15.

“ Vanderbilt returns eight letterwinners and two starters from a year ago, with rising sophomore guard Saben Lee leading
the way after averaging 10.6 points per game in 2017-18. Senior Joe Toye, who has played significant minutes in his first
three years with the Commodores, averaged 5.7 points per game.

* The Commodores have had five NBA Draft picks since 2012 - Wade Baldwin IV (17th, Memphis Grizzlies), Damian Jones
(30th, Golden State Warriors), and John Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), Festus Ezeli (30th, Golden State), and Jeffery Taylor (31st,
Charlotte) in 2012.

* Matthew Fisher-Davis, Riley LaChance and Jeff Roberson each departed Vanderbilt as 1,000-point scorers. Each were
four-year players for the Commodores who advanced to the postseason on three different occasions (2015 NIT, 2016 and
2017 NCAA Tournaments). There has been only one other class of Vanderbilt players to have three 1,000-point scorers

- the vaunted “F Troop” - Butch Feher, Joe Ford and Jeff Fosnes in 1976. Fisher-Davis (Windy City Bulls) and Roberson
(Maine Red Claws) are now playing in the NBA G League, while LaChance has taken his talents to play professionally in
Poland.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) --- Vanderbilt won by 25 points, but
it seemed like an off-night during much of the game.

That's how high expectations have become for the Com-
modores with their highly-touted recruiting class.

Freshman Simi Shittu scored 20 points and senior Joe Toye
added 14, and Vanderbilt beat Alcorn State 79-54 Friday
night.

“| thought Alcorn played really well,” Commodores coach
Bryce Drew said. “Early in the season when you face a lot
of changing defenses, especially with a young team, it can
keep you off balance. We just couldn’t get into a rhythm
offensively until about that 15-minute mark in the second
half.”

Shittu, a 6-foot-10 power forward, was a force inside,
hitting 9 of 11 shots from the floor. He also blocked three
shots for the 3-0 Commodores.

Vanderbilt freshman Darius Garland, who entered the game
tied for second in scoring in the Southeastern Conference,
was held to a season-low three points -- 18.5 below his
average. The point guard missed 5 of 6 from the floor, but
he had seven rebounds and four assists.

“We wanted to focus in on Garland and | thought defen-
sively we did a great job holding a guy of his caliber to three
points,” Braves coach Montez Robinson said. “We wanted
to just try to take the ball out of his hands as much as pos-
sible. But when you take away a player like him you can'’t
let other guys make up for it.”

Shittu and Garland, both five star-prospects and McDonald’s
All-Americans, form the core of Vanderbilt’s best recruiting
class in school history.

Vanderbilt's Matt Ryan added 12 points as the Notre Dame
transfer hit four 3-pointers. Saben Lee added 10 points and
a game-high six assists.

Matthew Moyer, who was granted an NCAA waiver earlier in
the week, had a team-high eight rebounds and five points
in his Vanderbilt debut after transferring from Syracuse in
the summer.

The NCAA allowed the 6-foot-8 forward to play immediately
instead of sitting out one year.

“Length, he brings energy as well,” Shittu said when asked
what Moyer can add to the lineup. “Leadership because
he’s been to where we're trying to be this year. And he’s a
good teammate as well.”

Troymain Crosby led Alcorn State (1-2) with 11 points and
Deshawn Andrews had 10. Maurice Howard, who scored

a career-high 24 points in Alcorn State’s previous game
against Blue Mountain, was held to five on 2 of 11 shooting.

Alcorn State cut Vanderbilt's lead to 50-41 with 12:11 left,
but the Commodores closed with a 29-13 run.

The Braves shot just 32 percent from the floor.

Vanderbilt had a 16-2 edge in fast-break points and a 42-
22 advantage on points in the paint.

Vanderbilt couldn’t find a steady rhythm in the first half, but

VANDERBILT BASKETBALL

QUICK HITTERS

e This is the 116th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been named to 15 NCAA Tour-
naments and 12 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in
1965 (field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004,
and 2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Champion-
ship in 1990 and finished runner-up in 1994,

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2017-18 season being the 85th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 48 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e Vanderbilt had two players selected in the 2016 NBA
Draft - Wade Baldwin IV, Memphis, 17th pick and Damian
Jones, Golden State 30th pick - one of only three schools
with two or more players drafted in the first round. In all,
37 Vanderbilt players have been selected in the NBA Draft
since 1950.

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC tournament champion-
ship since 1951.

e Kevin Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history with 322 total victories (17 years, 322-220).

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Kevin Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given

to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central

University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-

nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.
