Commodores Return Home To Take On Missouri
	 Vanderbilt returns home after four games away from Memorial Gym for a nationally 
televised game against Big 12 member Missouri.  The game can be seen live on ESPN2, 
with Rob Stone and Jay Williams on the call.  The action can also be heard live on the 
Vanderbilt-ISP Radio Network, vucommodores.com, and XM Radio Channel 191, with Joe 
Fisher and Tim Thompson courtside calling all of the action.
	 The Commodores take on Missouri after postng a 3-1 record on the Western swing, 
and a 2-1 mark at the 2009 EA Sports Maui Invitational.  Vanderbilt dropped its opener in 
Maui to Cincinnati, 67-58, but rallied to win their last two games against Chaminade and 
Arizona to finish the tournament in fifth place.  Senior guard Jermaine Beal led four players 
in double figures in the three games in Maui, averaging 14.7 points per game.  Junior cen-
ter A.J. Ogilvy averaged 13.0 points, sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor added 11.0 points, 
and true freshman guard John Jenkins chpped in 10.7 points per contest.
	 Beal is the only Vanderbilt player to score in double digits in every game so far this 
season and leads the team in scoring with 15.4 points per contest.  Taylor pours in 14.4 
points per game, while Ogilvy adds 10.8 points.  Both Ogilvy and Taylor lead the team on 
the glass, averaging 6.8 rebounds apiece.
	 This will be the fourth career meeting between the two schools, with Vanderbilt holding 
a 2-1 edge in the overall series.  This will be the second meeting at Memorial Gym, with 
the first coming on December 23, 1961.  The Commodores won that matchup, 77-65.  
Ironically, the last time the two teams met was at the 1986 Maui Invitational, a game VU 
won 69-54 en route to the tournament title.  Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings has 
never faced the Tigers.

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Ogilvy Reaches Milestone Vs. Lipscomb
	 A.J. Ogilvy tallied three blocks against Lipscomb on 
November 16, which gave him 100 blocks for his career, 
making him the second Commodore to post 1,000 points 
and 100 blocks in a career.  Vanderbilt great Will Perdue is 
the only other VU player to accomplish the feat, with 1,281 
points and 157 blocks.  Ogilvy is only the fourth Vanderbilt 
player to eclipse the 100-block barrier in his career.

Double-Digit Man 
	 Ogilvy has scored in double-figures in 60 out of 66
games in his three-year career at Vanderbilt. He has 18 
career 20+-point outings and has had eight double-doubles 
in his career. 

Ogilvy On Career Lists 
	 Sophomore A.J. Ogilvy has already made the all-time 
records list in scoring and blocks after only two years of 
competition.  Ogilvy currently has 1,080 points, which is 
good for 32nd all-time, and his total of 110 blocks put him 
in third place overall for blocks in a career.

Beal Also Sees Scoring Increase
	 Jermaine Beal has seen his scoring increase in every 
year of his career.  This season, he leads the team with 
15.4 points per game.  Last season, he pumped in 12.5 
points per game, the team’s second highest scoring 
average, and increased his scoring from his sophomore to 
junior season by nearly five points (4.9).  He averaged 3.8 
points per game as a freshman and 7.6 points per game as 
a sophomore. 

Taylor Has Solid Start
	 Sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor has gotten off to 
a quick start for the Commodores, averaging 14.4 points 
per game.  He contributed the first double-double of the 
season with 13 points and 10 rebounds against Arizona, 
and he leads the team in steals with 2.2 per game.

International Flavor 
	 The Commodores sport a very worldly roster, with 
players from five different countries. A.J. Ogilvy is from 
Australia, Festus Ezeli is from Nigeria, Jeffery Taylor is 
from Sweden, and Steve Tchiengang is from Cameroon. 

Walker Returns From Torn ACL
	 Andre Walker, a 6’7 guard/forward who tore his ACL 
against Middle Tennessee State on November 24, 2008, 
returns from the injury after extensive rehab.  Walker, 
who redshirted the season last year because of the injury 
and will be a sophomore this year, will be back to fortify 
the Commodores’ wing and power forward position.  The 
Flossmoor, Ill., native was named to the Spring SEC Aca-
demic Honor Roll last season and was one of the team’s 
top defenders before his season-ending injury.  He scored 
nine points in the season opener against Lipscomb and 
had a career-high 14 points at Saint Mary’s.

Commodores Knock Off St. Mary’s
	 Vanderbilt knocked off St. Mary’s, 72-70, on November 
20 to open a four-game road swing that included the 2009 
EA Sports Maui Invitational.  Vanderbilt handed St. Mary’s 
only their third non-conference loss in their last 29 games 
in McKeon Pavilion, with Jeffery Taylor leading the way for 
VU with 19 points.

Vanderbilt Finishes 2-1 At 2009 EA Sports 
Maui Invitational
	 The Commodores returned home from their trip to 
Maui with a record of 2-1, with wins coming over host 
Chaminade and Arizona, and Vanderbilt’s lone loss coming 
against Cincinnati in the first round of the tournament.  

Senior guard Jermaine Beal led four players in double 
figures in the three games in Maui, averaging 14.7 points 
per game.  Junior center A.J. Ogilvy averaged 13.0 points, 
sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor added 11.0 points, and 
true freshman guard John Jenkins chpped in 10.7 points 
per contest.

Festus For The Rest Of Us
6’11 redshirt sophomore big man Festus Ezeli started the 
team’s first game against Lipscomb and has filled in nicely 
for the Commodores after A.J. Ogilvy missed some prac-
tice time with a concussion.  Ezeli, who made his seventh 
start of his career against Lipscomb, played 14 minutes 
and contributed two points, three rebounds, a block and a 
steal in the game.

Commodores Add John Jenkins To The Fold
Vanderbilt had one signee in 2008-09, John Jenkins 
from nearby Station Camp High School in Gallatin, Tenn.  
Jenkins, a 6’4 shooting guard, led all high scorers last 
season at 42.3 points per game and scored more than 30 
points in every one of his games last year as a high school 
senior. He converted 62% of his shots from the floor and 
47% from three and also made 88% of his free throws in 

his senior year. Jenkins tallied nine points in his collegiate 
debut against Lipscomb.

3-Point Streak Enters 22nd Season; VU One Of 
Three Teams To Hit A Trey In Every Game Since 
1986-87 Season 
Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 734 consecutive 
games after the 2008-09 campaign. The Commodores 
rank second only to UNLV (742, 11/30) for the longest 
streak in Division I basketball.  Vanderbilt, UNLV and 
Princeton (627, 11/30) are the only three schools in college 
basketball to have made at least one 3-pointer in every 
game played since the 3-point line was implemented for 
the 1986-87 season.

	 Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings, who won his 
300th career game as a head coach last season, is now 
only four wins shy of tying Bob Polk’s mark of 197 wins, 
which is second all-time on the VU coaching list.
	  Now in his 17th season as a head coach, Stallings 
has the third most wins in the SEC among current coaches 
(Bruce Pearl, Billy Donovan) and 193 in his ten-year career 
at Vanderbilt.  Stallings trails only Roy Skinner (278; 159, 
1962-76) and Bob Polk (197; 1948-58, 1960-61) on the 
all-time coaching wins list. 

Vanderbilt Signs Three In Early Period
	 Head Coach Kevin Stallings announced that guard 
Kyle Fuller, center Josh Henderson, and forward Rod 
Odom have signed a National Letter of Intent to attend 
Vanderbilt and play basketball for the Commodores begin-
ning in the fall of 2010.
	 Fuller, a 6’1 point guard from Moreno Valley, Calif., 
averaged nearly 20 points and nine assists per game in 
2009 as a junior to lead his Rancho Verde High School 
team to a 24-6 record and trip to the sectional quarterfi-
nals. This summer, he averaged almost 25 points and 10 
assists per contest for his Inland Empire 17 and Under 
AAU Squad. Fuller will be the Commodores’ fourth player 

from California on the roster, joining Festus Ezeli, Charles 
Hinkle, and Darshawn McClellan.
	 Fuller chose the Commodores over California, UCLA, 
and Marquette.
	 Henderson, a 6’11 center, comes to Vanderbilt from 
Roanoke, Va., where he plays at Cave Spring High School. 
He averaged 17.0 points, 11.0 rebounds, and 4.0 blocks 
per game as a junior with the Knights. Henderson, who 
has maintained a 3.5 GPA in high school, chose the Com-
modores over Davidson, Virginia, and Wake Forest. 
 	 6’8 forward Rod Odom, from Bellport, N.Y., closes out 
the early signing class for the Commodores. Odom, ranked 
the 77th best prospect in the nation by ESPN.com, is a 
long, athletic forward who averaged 16.5 points, 11 re-
bounds, five assists and three blocks at Middlesex School 
in Concord, Mass., as a junior. Odom chose Vanderbilt 
over Arizona, Boston College, Georgia Tech, Louisville, 
and West Virginia.

	 The Commodores return 14 letterwinners from a year 
ago, including all five starters for a team that finished with 
a 19-12 overall record and an 8-8 record in SEC play in 
2008-09.  Vanderbilt missed the postseason for the first 
time for the first time since the 2002-03 season and only 
the second time in the Kevin Stallings era, which began 
prior to the 1999-00 season.  However, the Commodores 
were the eighth-least experienced team in the nation in 
2008-09 according to KenPom.com, and the team won 
eight out of its last 11 regular season games, including a 
win over SEC regular champion LSU in Baton Rouge on 
March 4.

After dropping their opening round game to Cincinnati (67-58), 
Vanderbilt rebounded with wins over Chaminade (68-41) and Arizona (84-72)
• Vanderbilt was making its fourth overall appearance in the Maui Invitational.  The Commodores now have an 8-4 record all-time at the 
Lahaina Civic Center.
• The Commodores are now 4-1 on the season, and went 3-1 on a four game west coast swing that included a road game at St. Mary’s 
and the three games in Maui.
• Senior guard Jermaine Beal led four players in double figures in the three games in Maui, averaging 14.7 points per game.  Junior 
center A.J. Ogilvy averaged 13.0 points, sophomore forward Jeffery Taylor added 11.0 points, and true freshman guard John Jenkins 
chpped in 10.7 points per contest.
• For the tournament, the Commodores shot 42.0% from the floor, and held its opponents to only 35.6%.  The Commodores had a 
rebounding margin of -3.3 for the three-day event.
• Vanderbilt extended its consecutive games streak with at least one three-pointer made to 734 after knocking down a three in every 
game of the tournament … VU is one of only three schools (UNLV and Princeton) that have made at least one three-pointer in every 
game played since the three-point line was established for the 1986-87 season … Only UNLV (738) has a longer streak than Vanderbilt.
Team Notes 
• The Commodores fell to 1-6 all-time against Cincinnati, 3-0 against Chaminade, and 2-0 against Arizona.
• Vanderbilt could only muster 27.5% from the floor against Cincinnati, the lowest shooting percentage for a VU team since shoting 
25.5% against South Carolina on Feb. 16, 2002.
• Vanderbilt outrebounded the Silverswords, 51-39, in the game.  It was the first time this season the Commodores have outrebounded 
an oponent.
• VU limited Chaminade to 23.8% from the floor, the Commodores’ best defensive performance of the season.
• The Commodores also had nine blocks against the Silverswords, which tied a Stallings-era record.  VU also had nine blocks against 
Toledo (11/19/04), UNC Greensboro (11/22/05), and High Point (12/15/02).
• Vanderbilt won its first game of the season after trailing at the half (vs. Arizona).  VU was 1-12 in 2008-09 when trailing at the half, and 
is 1-1 so far this season.
• The 12 turnovers against Arizona was a season-low.  Vanderbilt also had 14 assists against Arizona, its best total of the year, and it 
was the first time this season the Commodores have had more assists than turnovers.
• Vanderbilt was a smoldering 53.4% from the floor against Arizona, and shot 69.2% against the Wildcats in the second half, its best 
halftime shooting performance of the season.
• VU was only 51.7% from the free throw line against Arizona, its worst free throw shooting percentage of the season.
Individual Notes 
• Freshman John Jenkins scored a career-high 14 points against Chaminade.  He also made a career-best four threes against the 
Silverswords.
• A.J. Ogilvy scored a season-best 20 points against Arizona.  It was the second-20+ point performance of the season for the Com-
modores.  Jeffery Taylor also scored 20 points in the team’s season opener against Lipscomb.

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Memorial Magic - The Home To Vanderbilt Hoops Since 1982
Historic Memorial Gymnasium Enters 58th Season
	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 58th season as the host venue of Vanderbilt 
basketball.  The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to more than 850 men’s 
contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 40 men’s and women’s 
NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s). 
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its end zone 
benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 as a memorial to 
all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was built by the late master 
architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a combination gymnasium/concert 
hall. 
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the nation’s 
No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against the top team in 
the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival Tennessee on February 26, 
2008. The Commodores also have a six-game home win streak over nationally ranked 
opponents. 
	 Last second shots also tend to fall in the Commodores’ favor at Memorial Gymnasium. 
Most recently, Shan Foster scored 42 points, including a three with 1.7 seconds remaining, 
in an 86-85 Vanderbilt win on March 8, 2008 against Mississippi State. 
* The Commodores have posted a 682-186 (.785) all-time record at Memorial Gymnasium. 
* VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most games won 
at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team has gone undefeated 
at home. 
* Vanderbilt has won 108 of its last 115 home games against non-conference opponents. 
Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 155-15 non-conference record at home (.912 
win percentage). 
* The Commodores are 88-8 against non-conference opponents at home during the Kevin 
Stallings era. 
* The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.
