�� The loss marks the first non-conference home defeat since a 74-55 loss to UIC on December 3, 
2008.  The Commodores had held a 20-game home non-conference streak.

�� VU committed 21 turnovers, allowing 22 points to be scored off them. The last time Vandy 
recorded 20 turnovers in a game was when they turned it over 23 against St. Mary’s on January 22, 
2011. 

�� Vanderbilt trailed the entire game, not once holding a lead. Vanderbilt cut the lead to three 
early in the second half, but that was as close as the Commodores would get.  

�� Vanderbilt scored 18 of its 58 points from the charity stripe, shooting 68%.

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Historic Memorial Gymnasium In 60th Season
	 Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 60th season as the host venue of 
Vanderbilt basketball.  The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to 
more than 850 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and 
40 men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s). 
	 As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its 
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952 
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was 
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a 
combination gymnasium/concert hall. 
	 “Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the 
nation’s No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against 
the top team in the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival 
Tennessee on February 26, 2008.   
•	 The Commodores have posted a 710-192 (.787) all-time record at Memorial 
Gymnasium. 
•	  VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most 
games won at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team 
has gone undefeated at home. 
•	  Vanderbilt has won 125 of its last 133 home games against non-conference 
opponents. 
•	 Since the 1990 season, Vanderbilt owns a 172-16 non-conference record at 
home (.915 win percentage). 
•	 The Commodores are 105-9 against non-conference opponents at home during 
the Kevin Stallings era. 
•	 The Commodores have posted six undefeated seasons at home.
