QUICK HITTERS

* Vanderbilt won their fifth consecutive game with a 65-35 victory over Auburn in their SEC opener
Saturday at Memorial Gym. John Jenkins led a balanced Commodore attack with 17 points, with Jeffery
Taylor adding 16 points and point guard Brad Tinsley chipping in 12.

* The 30-point win over Auburn was Vanderbilt's largest in an SEC victory since a since defeating
Kentucky, 93-52 on February 12, 2008 at Memorial Gym.

* Vanderbilt held Auburn to 35 points—the lowest opponent point since Mississippi State defeated
Vanderbilt, 33-31, on January 30, 1982. It was the fewest points for an opponent in a Commodore win since
a 35-33 win over Mercer on Dec 11, 1976.

* The Commodores also held Auburn to 27.3% from the floor, its best defensive performance of the season,
and its best since limiting Manhattan to a 25.9% day on December 30, 2009.

* Festus Ezeli who made his second start of the season against Auburn, is VU’s all-time leading shot block
leader with with 161. He surpassed former Vanderbilt great Will Perdue, who had 157 in his career, against
Miami (Ohio) on January 2.

* The Commodores sport the leading scorer (John Jenkins, 20.3 ppg) and the third-leading scorer (Jeffery
Taylor, 17.4 ppg) in the SEC. Jenkins also paces the league in three’s made at 4.0 per game.

* In the last five games, Jenkins and Taylor are averaging 20.6 and 18.2 points per game, respectively.
Combined, the two are 71-125 from the floor (56.8%) and 33-63 from three (52.4%).

* Taylor is third in the SEC in field goal percentage (.532), and has made more field goals per game than
any other player (6.7).

* The Commodores are 58-129 from three in their last three games -
per game in that span.

* Vanderbilt is the only team in the SEC that sports three 1,000-point scorers in John Jenkins, Jeffery
Taylor, and Brad Tinsley.

TEAM NOTES
COACH STALLINGS TO COACH 400TH GAME AT VANDERBILT

Vanderbilt head coach Kevin Stallings will coach in his 400th career game at Vanderbilt on
Tuesday evening in Columbia. Stallings is in his 13th season and is Vanderbilt's second winningest
coach in Commodore history with 247 career victories. Overall, Stallings is in his 18th season and
has a career record of 370-215.

THREE 1,000-POINT SCORERS

Brad Tinsley scored 16 points against Monmouth and became the 43rd person to eclipse the
1,000-point barrier, and the second VU player this season to accomplish the feat. John Jenkins
recently surpassed the 1,000-point mark to become the 42nd player earlier this year against Cleve-
land State. Jeffery Taylor is the third player in this year’s starting lineup who has 1,000 points - he
became the 41st player in Vanderhilt history to surpass the 1,000-point barrier last season.

The ‘Dores are the only team in the SEC with three 1,000-point scorers.

THREE ON WOODEN PRESEASON WATCH LIST

The Commodores’ Festus Ezeli, John Jenkins, and Jeffery Taylor are three of 50 players on the
preseason Wooden Award Preseason Watch List - Vanderbilt, North Carolina, and Ohio State are
the only three teams in the country with three players on the list.

TINSLEY A BOB COUSY AWARD NOMINEE

Senior point guard Brad Tinsley has been nominated for the Bob Cousy Award, an honor given
to the nation’s top point guard. Tinsley is averaging 10.4 points, 3.0 rebounds, and 4.1 assists per
game.

MEMORIAL GYM IN ITS 60TH SEASON

* The Commodores are now in their 60th season in the Southeastern Conference’s oldest facility
for basketball. Vanderbilt has an all-time record of 715-193 in its 60 years of existence.

* |n 2010-11, the Commodores finished 14-3, averaged 80.3 points per game, and shot 49.1% from
the floor. Vanderbilt also made 8.4 3's per game, shot 41.9% from beyond-the-arc, and outrebound-
ed opponents by a margin of +4.7. VU also shot 77.4% from the FT line at Memorial Gym.

* Vanderbilt has won 130 of its last 140 home games against non-conference opponents.

* Since the 1990 season, Vanderhilt owns a 176-18 non-conference record at home (.914 win
percentage).

* The Commodores are 110-11 against non-conference opponents at home during the Kevin Stall-
ings era.

INTERNATIONAL FLAVOR

The Commodores sport a very wordly roster, with players from four different countries. Festus
Ezeliis from Nigeria, Jeffery Taylor is from Sweden, and Steve Tchiengang and James Siakam are
from Cameroon. The rest of the team hails from the United States.

NEW ADDITIONS

The Commodores will welcome guards Dai-Jon Parker (6'4, Baton Rouge, La.) and Kedren
Johnson (64, Lewisburg, Tenn.), as well as forward Shelby Moats (67, Waconia, Minn.) to the fold
this season. Despite the return of five returning starters, each will push for playing time. Center
Josh Henderson and forward James Siakam, who each redshirted last year, are also eligible for the
Commodores. Henderson is out until March with a stress fracture in his foot.

So do the Commodores. Since 2010-11, Vanderbilt is 24-5 in games in which Taylor scores 15 or
more points, and 9-10 in games in which he fails to reach the 15-point barrier.

TAYLOR IS ACTIVE SEC LEADING SCORER
Taylor is the active scoring leader in the SEC with 1,577 career points. Taylor is also the SEC's
second-leading active rebounder with 635.

EZELI RETURNS, BECOMES VU CAREER BLOCKS LEADER

Redshirt senior post man Festus Ezeli swatted away four Miami (Ohio) shots on January 2nd
and became the school’s all-time blocks leader with 159 blocks. He now has 161. Ezeli surpassed
former Vanderbilt great Will Perdue’s all-time blocks record of 157. Ezeli set a new single-season
blocks record in 2010-11 with 87 blocks.

EZELI AND FREE THROWS

One more reason that the Commodores missed center Festus Ezeli during his injury - of the
returning players in college basketball, Ezeli was the seventh-leading player in the country in terms
of getting fouled. Ezeli was 140-216 from the charity stripe last season (64.8%).

GOULBOURNE AND THE BOARDS

Senior forward Lance Goulbourne, who led the team a year ago with 7.3 rebounds per game,
again paces the Commodores on the glass this season with 7.5 rebounds per contest. Goul-
bourne’s rebounding average, if he continues the pace for the rest of the season, would be VU’s
best single-season total since Anthony Williams averaged 7.9 rebounds per game in 2000-01.

John Jenkins scored 17 points to lead all scorers in a Commodore 65-35 win over Auburn Sat-
urday afternoon at Memorial Gym. Jeffery Taylor (16) and Brad Tinsley (12) also scored in double
figures for Vanderbilt.
* Vanderbilt moves to 82-31 in the all-time series against Auburn, and starts the SEC component
of their season 1-0.
* Kevin Stallings is now 247-152 (13) at Vanderbilt, 370-215 (18) in his career, and 11-5 against
Auburn.
* Vanderbilt held Auburn to 35 points—the lowest opponent point since Mississippi State
defeated Vanderbilt, 33-31, on January 30, 1982. It was the fewest points for an opponent in a Com-
modore win since a 35-33 win over Mercer on Dec 11, 1976.
* The 30-point margin of victory was Vanderbilt's largest since defeating Kentucky, 93-52 on
February 12, 2008 at Memorial Gym.
* Vanderbilt outrebounded Auburn, 42-34, and moves to 10-1 on the season when doing so.
* Vanderbilt's largest lead came at 4:19 and the final margin of 30 points.
* Dores opened the second half with a 14-2 run.
* The Dores’ held Auburn to shooting 27.3% from the field. The lowest opponent FG% before today
was 32.2% by Marquette.
* Jenkins led scoring for the Commodores with 17 points. Taylor and Tinsley also had double-digit
scoring with 16 points and 12 points, respectively.
* Vanderbilt had more assists (12) than turnovers (11).
* Ezeli got his second starting nod this season. He led the team with a season-best eight re-
bounds, and added four points and a pair of blocks.
* Jenkins led the Commodores with 17 points in the win and has now connected on a three in 36
consecutive games. His 5-8 performance from beyond the arc, marked his fifth consecutive game
making three or more three-pointers, his 10th this season, and 41st in his career.
* Jenkins has now scored in double figures in 44 consecutive games, and done so 63 times in his
career.
* Tinsley added 12 points and a team-best six assists in the game. Now with 396 career assists,
Tinsley moved up to seventh on the all-time helpers list at Vanderbilt. He passed Drew Maddux,
who tallied 394 assists from 1994-98.
* Taylor chipped in with 16 points on 3-5 shooting from beyond the arc. It was the 14th time he
scored in double figures this season, and the 86th time in his career. Vanderbilt is now 24-5 since
the beginning of the 2010 season when Taylor scores at least 15 points.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South Carolina was up eight and as
the final seconds ticked away, Vanderbilt went up for
what appeared to be a meaningless layup.

But the Gamecocks' Sam Muldrow leaped up, got
his fingertips on the ball, and ended up in his school’s
record books, getting just the second triple-double in
South Carolina’s history in an 83-75 win over the No.
22 Commodores in Columbia.

Muldrow owned overtime, getting five points, in-
cluding a crucial 3, and four blocks in the extra period.

Freshman Bruce Ellington, in his first league game,
got the Gamecocks (10-4, 1-0) to overtime. He scored
12 of the Gamecocks final 15 points in regulation
-- burying four 3-pointers in seven minutes, including
the final points of the second half that tied it at 72 with
2:09 to go.

He then gave South Carolina its first lead of the
game with a layup on the first possession of overtime
and his quick pass to Muldrow for an open 3 put South
Carolina up 81-75 with 2:18 to go.

Ellington finished with 22 points and has scored
at least 20 in five of the first 14 games of his college
career.

John Jenkins led Vanderbilt (11-3, 0-1) with 27
points after missing the last game with a concussion.
Jeffery Taylor added 14 points and Lance Goulbourne
had nine points and 14 rebounds for the Commodores.

Vanderbilt jumped to an 11-point lead in the first
14 minutes of the game. But the Commodores could
never put the Gamecocks away.

NASHVILLE - Vanderbilt coach Kevin Stallings chal-
lenged Jeffery Taylor to shut down South Carolina
freshman Bruce Ellington.

The junior essentially did just that, allowing Elling-
ton only two of his 13 points when it mattered, and
Taylor also hit a career-high four 3-pointers in scoring
17 points as No. 24 Vanderbilt routed South Carolina
78-60 on Saturday to snap a two-game skid.

Ellington scored 22 points in helping South Caro-
lina rally from a 14-point deficit to beat Vanderbilt on
Jan. 8to open Southeastern Conference play, and
Stallings told Taylor two days ago that this would be
his most important defensive game for the Commo-
dores this season.

John Jenkins scored a game-high 18 points for
Vanderbilt. Festus Ezeli added 17, and Brad Tinsley
had 11 points and nine assists.

South Carolina (13-8, 4-4) has lost three of four,
and this one ties the Gamecocks with Vanderbilt at
the bottom of the Eastern Division.

Ramon Galloway led South Carolina with 16
points before fouling out. Malik Cooke scored 12 and
Sam Muldrow had 11.

Vanderbilt outshot the Gamecocks all over the
court but dominated from beyond the arc. The Com-
modores hit 11 of 20 from 3-point range, their most
3s against an SEC opponent this season and just
two shy of the 13 they hit in beating Southeastern
Louisiana in December.

*Vanderbilt wore their gold uniforms for the first time
this season.

*The Commodores won the opening tip and are now

Vanderbilt was picked to finish second in the SEC
by a select group of 30 media members in a poll
released by the league prior to the SEC Basketball
Media Days in Birmingham.

The Commodores received 265 points in the poll, and
finished behind Kentucky, who was picked to win the
league and the SEC Tournament.

Historic MemoriaL GymnAsium IN 60TH SEAsON

Storied Memorial Gymnasium is in its 60th season as the host venue of
Vanderbilt basketball. The SEC’s most historic hoops setting has played host to
more than 850 men’s contests as well as the 1984 and 1991 SEC Tournaments and
40 men’s and women’s NCAA Tournament contests (since the early 1980s).

As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War II. It was
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a
combination gymnasium/concert hall.

“Memorial Magic” has claimed many victims over the years, most notably the
nation’s No. 1 ranked teams. Vanderbilt has won its last four home games against
the top team in the country, most recently, a 72-69 victory over in-state rival
Tennessee on February 26, 2008.
¢ The Commodores have posted a 716-194 (.787) all-time record at Memorial
Gymnasium.
¢ VU concluded the 2007-08 season 19-0 at Memorial Gym. It marks the most
games won at Memorial Gym in one season, and the sixth time a Vanderbilt team
has gone undefeated at home.
¢ Vanderbilt has won 130 of its last 140 home games against non-conference
opponents.

NASHVILLE - John Jenkins scored 24 points, Jeffery
Taylor added 21 and 11 rebounds as No. 7 Vanderhilt
opened the season with a 78-64 victory over Oregon.

Brad Tinsley had 13 points for Vanderbilt.

The Commodores hadn’t been ranked in the
preseason since November 1993 when they were No.
23, and they haven't been ranked this high since 1965
when they were fifth. That might be why they opened
a bit slowly and even trailed by as many as six points
early.

But the Commodores took control with an 18-0
run over the final 2:33 of the first half and the first few
minutes of the second.

Oregon fell to 0-4 when opening against a ranked
opponent. But the Ducks didn't go down easily as
Tony Woods had 12 points and Brett Kingma and E.J.
Singler added 10 each.

Vanderbilt led by 20 with 13:36 to go, but Oregon
came back with 14 straight points. The Ducks got as
close as 62-57 on a jumper by Kingma with 5:09 left.
Taylor answered by putting back his own miss with
4:41 left, then Jabari Brown had a turnover at mid-
court. Johnathan Loyd missed both free throws, then
Taylor hit a jumper to start a 12-0 run to seal the win.

The Ducks finished with 20 turnovers, which
Vandy turned into 24 points.

Notes

* VU has now won 125 of its last 132 home games
against non-conference opponents, and are 105-8 in
the same category under Kevin Stallings.

* The Commodores went on an 18-0 run at the

end of the first half and beginning of second to give
the team a cushion they would use the rest of the
way. Vanderbilt led by as many as 20 points midway
through the second half.

* Jenkins broke his career record for three pointers
made with seven. His previous career high was six,
which he accomplished four times, most recently vs.
Kentucky on Jan. 12, 2011. Jermaine Beal was the
last VU player to hit 7 three’s (vs. Auburn, 1/31/09) in
a game.

* Tinsley's 13-point effort marked his 47th career

double figure scoring game.

NASHVILLE - D’Aundray Brown had 18 points, eight
rebounds and seven steals as Cleveland State upset
No. 7 Vanderbilt 71-58 in a regional game of the
Legends Classic.

Brown missed all of last season after tearing a
tendon in his finger early, and the sophomore guard
helped hold Vandy forward Jeffery Taylor to just
nine points and forced the senior into six turn-
overs.

Cleveland State has four seniors back from a
team that won the Horizon League last season. The
Vikings hadn't played since an exhibition Wednesday
night and looked very fresh, while Vanderbilt (1-1)
appeared sloppy and slow after opening Friday night
with a late tipoff against Oregon.

Cleveland State scored first on a 3-pointer by
Trevon Harmon within the first minute and never
trailed. The Vikings forced Vanderbilt into 21 turnovers
- 15 of them steals. Harmon finished with 11 points and
Jeremy Montgomery added 10.

John Jenkins, the Southeastern Conference’s
leading scorer with 19.5 points last season, had 17 for
Vanderbilt. Lance Goulbourne added 11.

With the early tipoff, Cleveland State came into a
Memorial Gym barely half full, and the Vikings jumped
to a 16-point lead and were up 37-24 at halftime. They
outshot Vanderbilt, hitting 50 percent (27 of 54) com-
pared to 35.3 percent (18 of 51) and scored 22 points
off the Commodores’ turnovers.

* The Vanderbilt loss ended a 20 game home non-
conference winning streak, dating back to Dec. 3,
2008, in a 74-55 loss to UIC.

* John Jenkins scored 17 points and became VU's
42nd player to eclipse the 1,000-point barrier.

* Steve Tchiengang grabbed a career-high 10
rebounds.

* Vanderbilt committed 21 turnovers, and Cleveland
State scored 22 points off of those turnovers. The
Vikings also outscored the Commodores, 15-7, in

Jeffery Taylor scored 14 points and led five
players in double digits to help No. 18 Vanderbilt beat
Bucknell 80-68 with two starters out due to injuries.

The Commodores (2-1) bounced back after losing
to Cleveland State to drop from No. 7. John Jenkins,
the Southeastern Conference’s leading scorer last
season, hurt his right ankle in the loss when he
stepped on a player's foot in the first half, while senior
center Festus Ezeli is out with a sprained knee until at
least December.

Brad Tinsley, Lance Goulbourne and Kedren
Johnson each added 12 points. Rod Odom had 10.

Joe Willman led Bucknell (0-2) with 17 points.
Joshea Singleton had 12 and Mike Muscala and Brian
Fitzpatrick 10 apiece.

Josh Henderson, a redshirt freshman helping
fill in with Ezeli out, hit a short jumper that put Vandy
ahead to stay with 2:46 left. Tinsley hit a jumper, then
Parker finished a fast-break with a layup for a 27-26
halftime lead. Vanderbilt kept building the lead from
there, going up by as much as 76-55 on a 3-pointer by
Parker with 2:30 left.

* Five players scored in double-figures for Vander-
bilt (Taylor 14, Tinsley 12, Goulbourne 12, Johnson 12,
0dom 10) for the first time since January 19 of last
season against Ole Miss.

* The Commodores only recorded five turnovers

in the win, tying the lowest total by Vanderbilt in the
2010-11 season. VU gave the ball away only five times

Louisville answered with a 13-4 run that ended
with Chane Behanan'’s steal and slam that tied it with
2:28 left. With the game tied again in the closing sec-
onds, Siva wound the clock down near halfcourt, then
drove into the lane around Taylor and found Behanan
down low.

Behanan took the ball to the floor once to slice
across the lane, but missed the shot off the backboard
and rim and slumped down in frustration at failing to
hit the winner.

Jenkins scored the first five points of overtime,
but Louisville rallied again.

Behanan answered with a three-point play. After
the two teams traded a pair of free throws, Kyle Kuric,
who finished with 15 points, hit a 3-pointer that gave
Louisville a 58-57 lead.

Brad Tinsley tied it with a free throw before Kuric
hit a jumper that set up the final sequence when Jen-
kins hit two free throws and Siva easily passed Lance
Goulbourne down the lane, hitting a finger-roll layup
with 1.4 seconds left.

State guarded John Jenkins back in November.
Then coach Greg Lansing put Steve McWhorter on
Vanderbilt's best player, as he usually does with any
opponent.

McWhorter held the Southeastern Conference'’s
top scorer to a season-low 11 points and the sopho-
more guard hit two free throws with 3:32 left to put
Indiana State ahead for good as the Sycamores upset
No. 25 Vanderhilt 61-55 for their first win over a ranked
team since 2006.

Indiana State (8-2) earned its fifth win in 12
games against SEC teams and first since beating
Vanderbilt on Dec. 22, 1984, in Terre Haute. The
Sycamores are off to their best start since opening
8-11in 2005-06, and Lansing called this a big win for his
program.

RJ Mahurin had a career-high 14 points off the
bench, and Carl Richard and Jordan Printy each fin-
ished with 11. Jake Odum added 10 for the Sycamores,
whose last win over a ranked team came on their own
court against No. 14 Butler on Dec. 12, 2006.

Vanderbilt (6-4) lost its third non-conference
game at home this season, with Cleveland State being
the first. That's the most since the 1977-78 season.

Looking rusty, Vanderbilt fell behind by 12 early.
The Commodores scored only once after Lance Goul-
bourne’s three-point play with 6:32 left, and Jeffery
Taylor's layup with 53.2 seconds remaining just wasn't
enough.

Taylor finished with 21 points and Brad Tinsley
had 12. Taylor had no answer for why the Commo-
dores couldn’t hold onto the lead.

“We're going to have to figure it out. It can't keep
going like this,” he said. “We're a much better team
than we're playing right now.”

NASHVILLE - Jeffery Taylor scored 18 of his 29 points
in the first half, and the Vanderbilt Commodores
rebounded hours after dropping out of the Top 25
rankings by beating Longwood 99-71.

The Commodores (7-4) fell out of the 25th spot
nationally after starting a three-game homestand by
losing to Indiana State. That was their first game in
10 days due to exams so spread out that coach Kevin
Stallings had trouble holding scheduled practices or
having all Commodores on hand.

They needed the chance to just play, and they
got that against a team that just finished moving up
to Division | in 2007. John Jenkins scored 19 points
for Vanderbilt. Lance Goulbourne added 15 and Brad
Tinsley 12. Nine Commodores scored at least three
points.

Antwan Carter and Tristan Carey each scored
20 points to lead Longwood (4-7). Jeremiah Bowman
added 11.

The Lancers led only once on a 3-pointer by
Bowman. Jenkins hit a jumper, starting an 11-2 run by
Vanderhilt that put the Commodores in control for the
rest of the game. Vandy hit four of its first five 3s and
finished 12 of 29 beyond the arc.

NASHVILLE - John Jenkins matched a career-high
with seven 3-pointers and scored 27 points to lead
Vanderbilt to an 89-58 victory over Lafayette.

The Commodores (8-4) won back-to-back games
for the first time in nearly a month and pounced on
the Leopards (4-7) early. Vanderbilt made its first six
baskets, jumped out to a 14-2 lead and was never seri-
ously threatened.

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MILWAUKEE - Things started so well for Vanderbilt,
Kevin Stallings found himself looking away from the
scoreboard.

The Vanderbilt coach couldn’t believe his team
was making things so difficult for Marquette (No. 13
ESPN/USA Today, No. 14 AP).

“l'was sure that | was like in a mirage or some-
thing, just seeing things,” Stallings said. “I tried to
stop looking.”

Jeffery Taylor scored 13 of his 19 points in the
second half to help Vanderbilt steamroll Marquette
74-57.

John Jenkins added 14 points, and Lance
Goulbourne had 13 points and 16 rebounds for the
Commodores (9-4), who beat a ranked team for the
first time this season.

Jae Crowder scored 16 points on 4-0f-13 shoot-
ing for the Golden Eagles (11-2), who shot a season-
low 32.2 percent from the field.

Vanderbilt, considered a top-10 team at the
beginning of the season, came in unranked after a
Dec. 17 loss to Indiana State. The Commodores came
in with a 0-2 mark against ranked teams this season,
with losses to Xavier and Louisville -- both in overtime.

But the Commodores looked worthy of their
preseason ranking, smothering the Golden Eagles on
defense and doing just about anything they wanted on
the other end.

Things went poorly from the start for the Golden
Eagles, who shot 1 for 16 from the field to start the
game.

Marquette tried to get the ball to Crowder down
low early on, but it wasn't working with several
Vanderbilt defenders collapsing on him every time he
touched the ball. Crowder started the game 0 for 7.

* The Commodores defeated their first ranked
opponent of the season with the victory and moved to
1-21in 2011-12 against ranked opponents. It was also
Vanderbilt's first road win over a ranked opponent
since January 27, 2010 (at Tennessee, W, 85-76).bilt

* The road win moved Vanderbilt to 2-1 on the
season in true road contests.

NASHVILLE - John Jenkins hit five 3-pointers and
scored 26 points as Vanderbilt overcame a sluggish
start and beat Miami (Ohio) 69-62 for the Commodores’
fourth straight victory.

Coming off a 74-57 win at then-No. 14 Marquette,
the Commodores (10-4) opened this game like so many
this season at Memorial Gym struggling to find the
basket, hitting only two of their first 14 shots. They
finally heated up, especially from 3-point range where
they hit 8 of 18 (44.4 percent) for the game.

Jeffery Taylor and Brad Tinsley each added 11
points, and senior Festus Ezeli blocked four shots to
become Vanderbilt's career leader, passing former
NBA player Will Perdue.

Freshman Brian Sullivan came off the bench and
led the RedHawks (4-8) with 24 points, going 8 of 10
from beyond the arc. Julian Mavunga had his eighth
double-double this season but was held to a season-
low 14 points, along with his 11 rebounds.

The RedHawks, whose losses include 66-60 at then-
No. 13 Xavier, pulled within 43-41 as Mavunga scored
six points and Jon Harris hit a 3-pointer with 12 min-
utes left. Jenkins answered with another 3, then hit a
jumper after a pump fake to push the lead to 48-41.

Miami (Ohio) pulled within 59-55 as Drew
McGhee capped a 9-3 spurt. Jenkins hit a fall-away
jumper to push it to 61-55 with 3:58 left, then the Com-
modores forced Miami (Ohio) into its fourth shot clock
violation of the game.

Brian Sullivan hit his eighth 3 to pull Miami (Ohio)
within 63-58 only to have Ezeli block Josh Sewell’s
layup with 1:46 left. Miami (Ohio) never got closer than
five as the Commodores hit all six free throws in the
final 67 seconds to win.

NASHVILLE - The Vanderbilt Commodores finally are
healthy, and they look more like the team expected to
be among the nation’s best with each passing victory.

John Jenkins scored 17 points and Jeffery Taylor
added 16 as Vanderbilt routed Auburn 65-35 in open-
ing Southeastern Conference play with the Commo-
dores’ fifth straight win.

Vanderbilt started the season ranked No. 7 only
to drop out with four losses, two in overtime to ranked
opponents in Xavier and Louisville, with senior center
Festus Ezeli out with a sprained right knee. Stallings
has had players miss practice time with concussions
and sprained ankles too.

Ezeli made his second start of the season Satur-
day, and the Commodores (11-4, 1-0) improved to 49-11
all-time in SEC openers at Memorial Gym. They did
it with one of their best shooting performances this
season in the first half in opening up a 38-19 halftime
lead. They hit 50 percent (12 of 24) from the floor and
were even better beyond the arc hitting 9 of 16 (56.3
percent). Five different players hit at least one 3 in the
half.

Vanderbilt also showed off some defense holding
Auburn to the fewest points scored this season. For
Vanderbilt, it was the fewest points allowed since a
33-31 loss to Mississippi State on Jan. 30, 1982.

Brad Tinsley added 12 points and Ezeli grabbed
eight rebounds and scored four points.

Jenkins, the SEC’s leading scorer, also hit 5 of 8
from 3-point range.

The Tigers shot 27.3 percent (15 of 55) for the
game. Vanderbilt outrebounded the Tigers 42-34 with
the Commodores’ lone struggles coming at the free
throw line where they shot 8 of 16 (50 percent).
