Kedren Johnson averaged 3.1 points per game in 36 contests last sea-
son. Johnson has the potential to score, if his high school career is of
any indication. The Lewishurg, Tenn., native averaged 27.3 points, 10.0
rebounds, and 8.0 assists in his senior season at Marshall County High
School, where he departed as the school’s all-time leading scorer.

832

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 832 consecutive games, a streak
which began at the inception of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Com-
modores rank second only to UNLV for the longest streak in Division |
basketball. Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princeton are the only three schools
in college basketball to have made at least one 3-pointer in every game
played since the 3-point line was implemented.

As the oldest gymnasium in the SEC, Memorial Gymnasium is renown for its
end zone benches, raised floor and unique atmosphere. It was dedicated in 1952
as a memorial to all Vanderbilt men and women who served in World War Il. It was
built by the late master architect Edwin Keeble, who was commissioned to build a
combination gymnasium/concert hall.
