Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 875 consecutive games, a streak 
which began at the inception of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Com-
modores rank second only to UNLV for the longest streak in Division I 
basketball.  Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princeton are the only three schools 
in college basketball to have made at least one 3-pointer in every game 
played since the 3-point line was implemented.
