NASHVILLE - Michael Qualls sank a 3-pointer with 4
seconds remaining to lift Arkansas to its first road victory of
the season in a 77-75 win that ended Vanderbilt’s four-game
win streak.

Qualls finished with 17 points for the Razorbacks (15-8,
4-6 Southeastern Conference). Coty Clarke added 14, Rashad
Madden scored 12 and Mardracus Wade had 11.

Rod Odom scored 22 points and Kyle Fuller had 20 for
the short-handed Commaodores (13-9, 5-5), who have only
seven scholarship players. Fuller’s two free throws with 11.6
seconds left gave the Commodores a 75-74 lead, and Odom
missed a jumper on the buzzer.

Fuller hit one of two free throws and Siakam made an in-
side bucket as Vanderbilt went ahead 71-68 with 3 minutes
left after a 12-0 run. Madden’s 3-pointer, however, ended the
Razorbacks’ drought and evened the game again.

Damian Jones scored 12 points for Vanderbilt, and Dai-
Jon Parker had 11 including 3-for-4 from 3-point range.

The Razorbacks’ hot shooting (15 of 22 for 68 percent the
first 16 minutes) and full-court press (nine first-half steals)
wore on the Commodores’ small roster. Vanderbilt played
only eight including a walk-on due to injury, dismissal and
departures.

Parker picked up his fourth foul with 16 minutes to go
just after his 3-pointer pulled the Commodores within 51-48.
Wade’s three-point play on the foul pushed Arkansas back
out to 54-48, and Bobby Portis stepped out for a 3-pointer for
the largest lead at 57-48.

Fuller did a flip after being fouled on the break following
Siakam’s block, the basket dropped in and Fuller -completed
the three-point point play to cut it to 68-62. Vanderbilt then
tied it after Siakam had two big defensive plays, stealing an
interior pass before Odom’s 3-pointer and taking a charge
before Jones powered it in for a tie at 68.

Clarke had 11 first-half points on the way to a 20-17
Razorbacks lead, including nine straight during an 11-5 run.

Arkansas scored seven straight points for a 27-19 lead on
Qualls’ first 3-pointer and two steals off the press that led to
Jacorey Williams’ back-to-back baskets. But the Commo-
dores retook the lead 31-30 with a 12-3 spurt including four
free throws by Fuller and consecutive treys by Parker and
Fuller.

Notes:

* The Commodores allowed Arkansas to shoot 54.0% from
the field, a season-high for an opponent. Heading into the
game, Vanderbilt had not allowed an opponent to shoot over
50%.

* The ‘Dores shot 51.1 percent (24-of-47) from the floor
and 38.1 percent (8-o0f-21) from outside.

* Vanderbilt committed 15 turnovers, just four in the second
half.

* The Commodores’ bench was outscored 40-2 by the
Razorbacks.

* Rod Odom led the Commodores with 22 points on 8-of-
14 shooting and 3-of-7 from outside the arc. This is the
third time this season Odom has had back-to-back 20 point
games.

* Kyle Fuller finished with 20 points and five assists. He
converted on 8-of-13 from the free throw line. It was his
third 20 point game of the season.

* Dai-Jon Parker was subbed out of the game at the 11:10
mark in the first half, snapping a streak of 208 minutes and
50 seconds played in a row. He finished with 11 points, and
was 3-of-4 from outside the arc.

* Walk-on Carter Josephs played a career high 17 minutes.
His previous high was six minutes.

* Damian Jones was 4-of-6 from the field, finishing with
12 points. He also pulled down seven rebounds and had two
blocks.

e This is the 112th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the
first season taking place in 1900-01. There were no teams
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.

e The Commodores have been to 13 NCAA Tournaments
and 11 NIT’s. Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in 1965
(field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004, and
2007. The Commodores captured the NIT Championship in
1990 and finished runner-up in 1994.

e The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC,
with the 2013-14 season being the 80th year in the confer-
ence.

e Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with
the lowest enroliment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).

e Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court in 1967.

e The Commodores have 43 career 1,000-point scorers,
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with
2,011 career points.

e Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950. They
are: Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004),
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins
(2011).

e The Commodores had three players drafted in the first
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta,
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick - the most by the Commodores
in one draft. In all, 35 Vanderbilt players have been selected
in the NBA Draft since 1950.

e The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC championship since
1951,

e Coach Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt
history after surpassing legendary mentor Roy Skinner on
November 15, 2013, against Lipscomb.

e Stallings has led his Commodore teams to 10
postseason tournaments since his arrival in 1999 and has
had seven 20+-win seasons. His 2004 and 2007 teams

advanced to the Sweet 16 for the first time since the tourna-

ment expanded to 64+ teams.

e Stallings has appeared in the NCAA Tournament six
times, including a stretch of three consecutive appearances
from 2010-2012. It was the first time in school history
that Vanderbilt has advanced to three consecutive NCAA
Tournaments.

e All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played
for Coach Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije). John
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.

e Vanderbilt's intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given
to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in
shipping. Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central

University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-

nelius because of his generosity. Cornelius never stepped
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.

NASHVILLE - Vanderbilt got an impressive debut perfor-
mances from some new faces Tuesday night to help head
coach Kevin Stallings tie the school’s all-time wins record.

Freshman Damian Jones had 19 points and seven
rebounds, while transfer Eric McClellan scored 18 to help
the Commodores pull away from Georgia State for an
86-80 season-opening victory. Rod Odom, one of two VU
seniors, also scored 19 points including five 3-pointers.

“I'm pretty sure of what we have. Now it's a matter
of us getting to be as good as we can be,” said Stallings,
who tied Roy Skinner (1961-76) with most victories as
Vanderbilt head coach (278).

0dom, the team’s top returning scorer, hit two 3s
early to close it to 12-10 after four different GSU shooters
hit 3-pointers the first 4:07 for a 12-7 lead.

Jones, a 6-foot-10 center from Baton Rouge, La.,
gave the Commodores a boost off the bench early with five
straight points including a dunk to launch a 10-2 run for a
20-16 lead.

In a game that saw 16 lead changes and 10 ties,
Jones hit a big jumper and Dai-Jon Parker sank his third
3-pointer to push Vanderbilt ahead 78-73 with 1:06 left.

Jones’ jumper that gave Vanderbilt the lead for good
was about a 17-footer after most of his baskets came
inside, including alley-oops and other dunks.

Stallings, who liked his team’s resolve to pull out the
victory, said the freshman has a lot to learn but could go
up and catch almost anything thrown his way.

VU senior Kyle Fuller hit a pair of free throws with
45.1 seconds left for the largest lead in the game (80-74)
since 8:09 remaining.

Odom had back-to-back 3s for Vanderbilt down the
stretch and sank a pair of free throws with 9.8 seconds for
an 84-80 lead. McClellan, a transfer from Tulsa, added two
fouls shots for the final points.

GSU transfer Ryan Harrow, who started 24 games
last season for Kentucky, had a game-high 27 points for
the Panthers (1-1). He lost to the Commodores in the
Southeastern Conference tournament in his last game with
the Wildcats.

Sophomore R.J. Hunter scored 21 points including
three 3-pointers for Georgia State.

Devonta White’s two free throws cut it to 82-80
with 10 seconds remaining for the Panthers, picked as a
preseason Sun Belt favorite by several outlets.

NASHVILLE - Vanderbilt coach Kevin Stallings entered the
2013-14 season needing only two wins to become the
Commodores’ all-time wins leader.

He got there in only two games, but he had to sweat
a little.

Vanderbilt defeated Lipscomb 80-69 in front of a
crowd of 8,416 as Stallings picked up his 279th win at
Vanderbilt (2-0). The victory moved him past Roy Skinner,
who coached Vanderbilt from 1958-76. Stallings is 279-
175 in 14 seasons with the Commodores. In tying the late
Skinner’s record, Vanderbilt also had to pull away late in
Tuesday’s opener against Georgia State.

“I wish somehow | could win a lot of games and
not break his record because you don’t want to break his
records,” Stallings said. “He’s too nice a guy.”

Vanderbilt forward James Siakam picked up his first
career double-double, and forward Rod Odom matched a
career-high with 20 points against the Bisons (1-2).

Lipscomb, a crosstown foe from the Atlantic Sun that
hadn’t won in Memorial Gym since 1939, gave Vanderbilt
trouble for more than 30 minutes before the Commodores
pulled away late. J.C. Hampton led Lipscomb with 21
points. Khion Sankey added 15 for the Bisons.

The difference though was Siakam and Odom.

Siakam provided energy on several occasions for
Vanderbilt, especially in the second half. He had a dunk
and three-point play as the Commodores pulled away after
the break. The junior added three assists and a block.

“Every time the game got tight and things got close,
James came up with a big play,” said Odom, who was
8-0f-13 from the field. “In a lot of ways, he kept us going,
kept us ahead and kept us ahead. He provided energy
through is play.”

Siakam had never had more than eight points and
eight rebounds in a game before Friday, when he topped
his career high in the first half alone.

Stallings might not expect 18 points and 13 rebounds
out of Siakam every night, but with his energy and length,
Stallings said he knew this kind of game was a possibility.

“l want to be that energy guy,” said Siakam, who
arrived at Vanderbilt from Douala, Cameroon. “| want to be
active on defense and block shots.”

INDIANAPOLIS - Khyle Marshall scored 16 of his career-
high 26 points in the final seven minutes Tuesday night,
leading Butler past Vanderbilt 85-77 in overtime.

Kellen Dunham added 16 points for the Bulldogs,
who won for the 22nd time in 25 games at Hinkle Field-
house -- though few have been this challenging.

Butler led 61-47 with 7:43 left in regulation and ap-
peared bound for an easy win.

But the Commodores (2-1) went on a 15-2 run to
trim the deficit to one and took the lead when Eric McClel-
lan completed a three-point play with 53.8 seconds to go.
Marshall gave Butler the lead with a layup, and then after
McClellan tied it with a free throw, he missed the second
free throw and was called for a travel. Dunham missed a
running 3-pointer at the buzzer.

Dunham was held scoreless for nearly 9 1/2 minutes
before going on a 3-point binge and then fading from view
over the closing stretch. The oddest play of the night might
have been when Butler’s Kameron Woods came up with a
loose ball on the defensive end and the 6-foot-9 forward
dribbled coast to coast and went in for a one-handed dunk
that appeared to get batted out of the basket as it was
going through the net -- ruled a miss.

But nothing was stranger than the Commaodores
comeback.

They trailed by 14 three different times in the second
half and spent most of the night in foul trouble, yet some-
how dug deep to shut down Butler’s outside scorers over
the final seven minutes of regulation.

Meanwhile, the Commodores continually drove to the
basket, scoring, drawing fouls -- or both -- leading to the
15-2 run.

Vandy finally took its first lead, 69-68, in nearly 23
minutes when McClellan converted the late three-point
play.

Marshall answered with a layup to give Butler a
70-69 lead, and after Woods was called for a foul with
11.1 seconds left, McClellan grabbed the rebound off the
missed free throw and was called for traveling. That gave
Dunham a chance to win it with a running 3-pointer, which
fell short.

In overtime, it was all Marshall, who gave Butler the
lead for good on a short jumper in the lane with 4:26 left.

AUSTIN - Isaiah Taylor had 14 points and elght as-
sists and Texas won its first game against a power confer-
ence team this season in a 70-64 victory over Vanderbilt
on Monday.

Demarcus Holland and Javan Felix each scored
12 points for Texas (7-1). Felix went 2 of 3 from beyond
the arc and Kendal Yancy contributed 11 points and six
rebounds.

The Longhorns led by as many as 13 points in the
second half and were able to hold off Vanderhbilt (4-3),
which trimmed the Longhorns lead to one point in the final
minute after an Eric McClellan steal and dunk.

Felix sunk a pair of key free throws to make it 65-62
before Holland’s three-point play with 12.6 seconds left
sealed the win.

Austin native McClellan scored a team-high 22 points
for Vanderbilt while Josh Henderson scored 12 points on 5
of 8 shooting and Rod Odom had 11 points.

Texas needed second-half comebacks in four of its
previous six wins this year but started the game on an 8-2
run and never looked back. The Longhorns led for the final
39 minutes of the game, using a 16-3 run to take a 31-25
halftime lead.

Vanderbilt trimmed Texas’ lead to three points when
Henderson knocked down a jumper to make it 57-54 with
2:30 left to play.

Then, Taylor helped the Longhorns take control of the
game down the stretch. He completed a three-point play
and hit a floater following a steal by Holland all in less than
30 seconds to give Texas a 62-54 lead with 1:47 to go.

The Longhorns initially struggled from the free throw
line, making just 10 of 16 attempts before knocking down
five straight in the final 24 seconds.

Texas, whose victory Monday came in the first-ever
Big 12-SEC challenge, has now won 46 consecutive home
games against unranked non-conference opponents. The
Longhorns have also won seven of their first eight games
for the first time in three years.

NASHVILLE - Vanderbilt held on to win the game with
a money shot and a big stop, but also lost a seasoned
player to injury in a 69-67 victory over Marshall.

Dai-Jon Parker sank a 3-pointer just inside the final
minute to give the Commodores (5-3) a 69-65 lead over
the hard-charging Thundering Herd (4-4). Shawn Smith
sank his final two free throws and Marshall had a chance
to tie it on a drive into the paint before James Siakam
stole the ball.

“We changed and had a small lineup, not knowing
they also changed and had a small lineup,” VU Coach
Kevin Stallings said. “James (Siakam) came off and
defended on a ball screen. He tends to give guards trouble
because he has a seven-foot wingspan. Obviously their
coach thought he got fouled.

“James made a very good defensive play. I'm proud
of him for that nine seconds - at that point anything can
happen.”

Siakam and freshman center Damian Jones scored
15 points apiece, and Rod Odom added 11 points includ-
ing two 3-pointers.

Vanderbilt junior center Josh Henderson, however,
suffered a knee injury at 11:15 of the first half right after
back-to-back blocks by his teammates on a Herd fast
break. Initial indications are a torn ACL and MCL, with an
MRI scheduled to confirm the damage.

“It's tough because he was playing well,” Stallings
said. “He really improved in the offseason and had three
really good games in a row. I'm disappointed for him.”

Jones, starting his fifth straight game, played a
career-high 28 minutes and was a force inside. Marshall
Coach Tom Herrion said the freshman from Baton Rouge,
La., had the chance to be “something special” and played
like he had even more points and rebounds than Jones
actually did.

Jones’ 3-point play a half-second before intermission
handed Vanderbilt the largest lead of the first half at 35-
26. He powered in a basket after halftime, then slammed
in a dunk on a loose ball for a 41-30 advantage.

Point guard Kareem Canty, last week’s Conference
USA freshman of the week, led the Thundering Herd with
18 points. His third 3-pointer of the game cut what had
been a 13-point lead to 66-65, and Marshall put the ball in
Canty’s hands for the chance to tie.

NASHVILLE - Kyle Fuller scored all 10 of his points
in the final 6:22 including 5 of 6 free throws to help host
Vanderbilt defeat neighboring Austin Peay 58-56.

Freshman Damian Jones scored 12 points, and Rod
Odom added 11 points and nine rebounds for the Com-
modores (6-3).

Chris Horton’s 16 points and 10 rebounds led the
Governors (5-6), while Will Triggs chipped in 11 points.

Fuller sank a pair of free throws with 15.8 seconds
remaining for a 57-53 advantage. But Travis Betran hit a
long 3-pointer to trim it to 58-56 before Fuller hit his final
foul shot with 8.2 seconds left. Peay missed a chance at
the buzzer.

Demarius Smith’s 3-pointer pulled Austin Peay even
at 50-50, but Fuller made a steal and drove the lane for
the go-ahead score. After a James Siakam block, Fuller’s
first free throws gave the Commodores a 54-50 lead with
1:23 to play.

The Governors’ Zavion Williams had three straight
baskets including two transition scores to push Peay
ahead 43-41. Fuller’s 3-pointer ended the drought for a
44-43 cushion and Siakam scored Vanderbilt's next six
points for a 50-47 margin.

Siakam didn’t play the first 10 minutes for Vanderbilt,
which was already down to eight scholarship players after
losing redshirt junior Josh Henderson for the season. Hen-
derson suffered a severe knee injury in the Commodores’
last outing, 12 days ago in a win over Marshall.

Austin Peay extended its 22-20 halftime lead to
24-20 on Triggs’ basket to open the second half. But
Vanderbilt went on a 6-0 spurt to retake the lead on two
straight baskets by Jones.

Peay’s Smith picked up back-to-back fouls for his
third and fourth fouls with 13:37 to play, and Jones hit
both free throws for a 33-30 lead.

Vanderbilt’s Eric McClellan opened the game by scor-
ing the first four points on fast breaks including a dunk.
Smith, however, hit a 3-pointer for Peay and Horton’s
bucket gave the Govs a 5-4 lead.

Seven-foot freshman Luke Kornet, playing center,
hit a pair of 3 pointers that put the Commodores back up
7-5 and ahead 14-11 after Horton’s baseline jumper tied it
11-11. The second trey started a 6-0 Commodores run for
the biggest lead of the first half at 17-11.

NASHVILLE - Rod Odom scored 18 points -- includ-
ing four 3-pointers -- and Vanderbilt rallied from 14 points
down in the first half to end Georgia Tech’s three-game
win streak 76-63.

Dai-Jon Parker added 13 points and a pair of treys,
while Kyle Fuller came off the bench to score 12 points for
the Commodores (7-3).

Daniel Miller had 11 of his 16 points in the first half
for the Yellow Jackets (8-4). He then went 27 minutes
without a field goal, scoring his final five points in the last
3 minutes of the game. Miller, who has started all 105
games in his Tech career, finished with 10 rebounds.

Miller extended Georgia Tech’s advantage to 25-15
on a three-point play. Stacey Poole Jr. then had back-to-
back baskets to push the lead to 29-15 on a 12-0 run.

Vanderbilt, which cut a 14-point deficit to 31-29 at
halftime, opened the second half with a 9-2 run. Odom’s
second 3-pointer of the game put the Commodores ahead
34-33 for their first lead since 11-10, and Vanderbilt
stretched it to 43-36 on five straight points by Kyle Fuller.

Solomon Poole’s third 3-pointer cut it to 43-39, but
Shelby Moats sank a trey for Vanderbilt. The Commodores
then pushed it out to 52-39 on Odom’s jumper, Luke Kor-
net’s 2-of-3 free throws, and Eric McClellan’s dunk after a
steal.

The Commodores completed a 29-point turnaround
to take a 56-41 advantage with 10:21 left on Fuller’s
drive and subsequent assist to Kornet. The Yellow Jackets
scored only 10 points over a period of 17-plus minutes
and were outscored 41-12 during the decisive run.

0dom, who missed only one of five 3-point shots,
hit two 3-pointers during an 11-4 spurt down the stretch
to hold off the Yellow Jackets. Parker added his own
3-pointer to give Vanderbilt its largest lead at 71-54.

Saint Louis to its sixth straight victory, 57-49 over host
Vanderbilt.

After trailing much of the game, Rob Loe had
back-to-back baskets, including a dunk after Jett’s steal,
to put Saint Louis back on top 41-40 with 6:49 left -- its
first lead since midway through the first half. Saint Louis
stretched it to 49-44 on Dwayne Evans’ steal and subse-
quent dunk on the fast break with 2 minutes left.

Damian Jones scored 12 points to lead the Commo-
dores (7-4), who saw a three-game win streak end with
its first home court loss this season. It was Vanderbilt’s
lowest offensive output at Memorial Gym since scoring 43
in back-to-back losses in February 2002.

The Billikens’ defense, ranked fourth in the nation
in points allowed and 3-point percentage, held Vanderbilt
to 33.9 percent shooting overall and 17.6 percent from
beyond the arc (3 of 17). Commodore leading scorer Rod
Odom went 0-for-8 from 3-point range and scored just six
points.

Evans, the Billikens’ leading scorer, got his first
basket just after halftime, and SLU then cut it to 27-25
on Jett’s fast-break. Evans and McCall scored nine points
apiece, and Evans also got a key rebound during the
stretch run on Jett’s missed free throw and made one of
his two free throws.

Glaze finished with 10 rebounds and Evans added
nine.

Saint Louis shot ahead 6-0 on three straight drives
with Jett scoring the first two buckets after neither team
scored the first 3 1/2 minutes.

Vanderbilt closed to 6-5 on Damian Jones’ inside
basket and Dai-Jon Parker’s 3-pointer, but the Billikens
pushed ahead 11-5 with their own 5-0 run capped by
McCall’s 3-pointer.

The Commaodores took their first lead at 12-11 on
one of two free throws by Eric McClellan after putbacks
by James Siakam and Jones. Jones then threw down a
dunk on an alley-oop and finished off an 11-0 run with a
turn-around jumper for a 16-11 lead.

Austin McBroom’s two straight treys put Saint Louis
back ahead 17-16, but Luke Kornet nailed a 3-pointer to
spark an 11-2 Vanderbilt spurt. The Commodores took
their largest lead at 27-19 on McClellan’s jumper and led
27-21 at halftime.

NASHVILLE - Rod Odom had 21 points, Damian
Jones scored 16 and Eric McClellan added 14 to lead
Vanderbilt’s torrid shooting performance in a 79-49 blow-
out of Northeastern.

Odom, with four 3-pointers, and McClellan, with a
pair of treys, were perfect from beyond the arc as VU (8-4)
warmed up for its Southeastern Conference opener next
week.

McClellan only missed one shot on his way to 12
first-half points. The Commaodores shot 76.0 percent from
the field the first half and 83.3 from 3-point range (5 of 6)
to lead 46-18 at intermission.

Kyle Fuller didn’t miss at all to finish with 11 points,
and Jones also had six blocks for Vanderbilt.

Reggie Spencer led the Huskies (3-11) with 15
points.

Odom’s 3-pointer that extended the lead to 44-17
pushed the percentage to 78.3, one game after the
Commodores had their poorest shooting performance in
Monday’s loss to Saint Louis.

Referees even waived off Jones’ turn-around des-
peration shot that banked in at the buzzer, after he initially
bobbled the pass.

The Commodores made 17 of their first 22 shots
for a 77.3 field-goal percentage. At one point, VU hit nine
straight field goals -- going 8 1/2 minutes without a miss.

McClellan scored eight straight points for Vanderbilt
-- including two 3-pointers, the first after his steal -for an
early 10-4 lead. He had 12 points in the first 8 minutes,
plus his second steal led to Kyle Fuller’s fast-break layup
and an 18-8 advantage.

Marco Banegas-Flores cut it to 18-11 on his trey, but
the Commodores doubled up the score 28-14 on Dai-Jon
Parker’s 3.

Fuller stretched it to 31-15 on an over-the-shoulder
reverse after dropping the ball as the shot clock expired.

Jones scored eight straight points, including a dunk,
as Vanderbilt stretched it to 39-15, and Odom’s jumper
made it 41-15 to cap a 20-2 run.

The Huskies, meanwhile, missed nine straight field
goals between Reggie Spencer’s jumper at 10:07 to pull
within 21-13 and his layup 2:34 before halftime at 41-17.

Northeastern had defeated Georgetown earlier, and
seven of its 10 previous losses had been by five points or
less.

Wildcats growing up and playing more the way he wants
even if youthful mistakes still slip through.

Willie Cauley-Stein scored 15 points, and No. 14
Kentucky beat Vanderbilt 71-62 for the Wildcats’ fourth
straight victory.

Aaron Harrison added 14 points and Andrew Harrison
10 and Kentucky (12-3, 2-0) started off a two-game road
swing through the Southeastern Conference with a win.
Julius Randle had 10 of his 11 rebounds in the first half.

That left senior Rod Odom as Vandy’s leading scorer
averaging 13.8 points a game, and he spent 10 minutes
of the first half on the bench because of foul trouble. He
finished with five points.

Freshman Damian Jones had a game-high 18 points
and 11 rebounds for Vanderbilt (8-6, 0-2). Kyle Fuller had
17 points and 10 assists, and Dai-Jon Parker added 17.

Vanderbilt outshot Kentucky 50 percent (25 of 50) to
42.6 percent (26 of 61).

But the Wildcats used their size for a 41-28 rebound-
ing edge, and their much deeper bench outscored the two
scholarship players on Vanderbilt’s bench 19-3.

The Wildcats took advantage of Vanderbilt’s woes by
painting the inside of Memorial Gym blue with fans making
themselves right at home chanting “Go Big Blue” early and
often.

Kentucky took the lead for good at 8-6 on a jumper
by Aaron Harrison, the first of nine straight points as the
Wildcats took advantage of a nearly 6-minute scoring
drought by Vanderhilt to go up 15-6. Calipari anticipated
Vanderbilt trying to grind his Wildcats down, so he had
them open the game trying to match that pace.

The Wildcats led 30-22 at halftime but didn’t take
control until Andrew Harrison hit back-to-back 3-pointers,
the second midway through the second half pushing the
Wildcats’ lead back to double digits. Alex Poythress added
his first bucket on a layup giving Kentucky its biggest lead
at 53-39 with 9:26 left.

Cauley-Stein said he thought the Wildcats played a
good game.

A technical called on Poythress for delay after a dunk
with 5:37 left helped Vanderbilt score five quick points
including a 3-pointer by Parker to pull within 60-52 with
5:20 left.

NASHVILLE - Rod Odom scored a career-high
24 points, hitting six 3-pointers, and the short-handed
Vanderbilt Commodores beat Missouri 78-75 in the Tigers’
first visit to Memorial Gym as a member of the Southeast-
ern Conference.

Vanderbilt (9-6, 1-2) snapped a two-game skid by
avoiding foul trouble and hitting a season-high 12 3-point-
ers. The Commodores are down to seven scholarship play-
ers after leading scorer Eric McClellan first was suspended
from the university, then kicked off the team for good last
week. They lost their first two games without McClellan.

Missouri (13-3, 1-2) now has lost two of three. The
Tigers were looking for their third road win this season
trying to work their way back into the Top 25.

Kyle Fuller added 22 points for Vanderbilt. Dai-Jon
Parker had 11, and Damian Jones added 10.

Jabari Brown scored 22 points for Missouri, while
Jordan Clarkson had 18 and Ross 11.

The Tigers opened the second half by scoring the
first eight points in taking their first lead since the open-
ing bucket on a layup by Williams at 40-39. The teams
swapped the lead back and forth before Fuller finished off
a fast-break with a layup for Vanderbilt putting the Com-
modores back ahead 45-44 with 13:30 to go. That started
a 10-2 spurt featuring a pair of 3s from Odom, the second
giving Vandy a 53-46 lead with 10:52 remaining.

Missouri pulled within 60-57 on a jumper by Brown
with 4:17 left. First Fuller hit a 3-pointer, then Odom added
his sixth 3 to push the lead to 66-59 with 2:00 left. The Ti-
gers couldn’t get closer than the final score on a 3-pointer
by Clarkson with 2 seconds left as Vanderbilt went 6 of 7
at the free throw line in the final 40 seconds with Fuller
hitting all six of attempts at the line to seal the win.

These are two of the SEC’s best shooting teams and
the league’s best defending against the 3-pointer with
Vanderbilt (27.8 percent) just ahead of Missouri (28.6 per-
cent). The Commodores shredded Missouri’s defense as
they knocked down 3 after 3 and finished 12 of 32 (37.5
percent) -- both season-highs allowed by the Tigers. That
more than made up for Missouri outrebounding Vanderbilt
45-35 and the Tigers’ 36-16 scoring edge in the paint.

BATON ROUGE, La. - Johnny O’Bryant scored 22
points and grabbed 12 rebounds as LSU defeated Vander-
bilt 81-58.

0’Bryant had struggled in the past four games
-- three of which were Tigers losses. 0'Bryant averaged
ten points and six rebounds in those four games. In LSU’s
overtime defeat at Ole Miss last Wednesday, 0’Bryant had
only six points and five rebounds.

Going against a Commodores team with just seven
scholarship players available, 0’Bryant was 5-o0f-10 from
the field and 11-o0f-14 at the foul line. The 22 points were
his most since the season-opener at Massachusetts when
he scored 25 points. The 12 rebounds were 0’Bryant’s
second most of the season.

Jordan Mickey had 13 points for the Tigers (11-5,
2-2). Jarell Martin and Andre Stringer scored 11 and 10
points, respectively. Rod Odom led Vanderbilt (9-7, 1-3)
with 20 points. Damian Jones had 16 points, while Dai-
Jon Parker finished with 10.

0’Bryant was dominant in the opening half for LSU
with 13 points and 10 rebounds. He even made his first
3-pointer of the season in the first 20 minutes.

The Tigers took control of the game with a 10-0 run
during the middle of the opening half. 0’Bryant started the
outburst with two foul shots which tied the score at 11-11
with 12:22 remaining before halftime. A basket by Martin
on the next possession gave LSU the lead for good.

Mickey made one of two free throws and Tim Quar-
terman connected on a 3-pointer. A basket by Stringer put
the Tigers in front 19-11 with 9:17 remaining in the half.

Vanderbilt came no closer than five points during the
rest of the first half. A pair of foul shots by both 0’Bryant
and Quarterman in the last 90 seconds gave LSU a 35-25
lead at the break.

The Tigers didn’t allow the Commodores to cut into
their comfortable halftime advantage. Back-to-back field
goals by 0’Bryant and Malik Morgan put LSU on top 45-32
with 16:16 remaining in the game. Vanderbilt came no
closer than nine points the rest of the way.

NASHVILLE - Marshall Henderson struggled with
Vanderbilt’s sticky defense trying to keep the Mississippi
guard under control. As usual, he hit the biggest shots of
the night helping the Rebels pull out another key win.

Henderson hit back-to-back 3-pointers in an
11-point spurt where Mississippi took control of a 63-52
win over Vanderbilt after blowing a 13-point lead in the
second half.

The Rebels (13-5, 4-1 Southeastern Conference) now
have won three straight overall and leave Memorial Gym
with back-to-back wins in a place where they had won in
only six of their first 55 visits.

Vanderbilt (9-8, 1-4) just couldn’t overcome the Reb-
els’ 44-40 edge on the boards for a 15-8 edge in second-
chance points, and Ole Miss turned the Commodores’ 17
turnovers into 16 points.

Rod Odom scored a game-high 18 points for Vander-
bilt. Damian Jones had 14 and 10 rebounds. Point guard
Kyle Fuller had nearly as many turnovers (four) as he had
points (five), and Parker finished with two more turnovers
than points (two).

The Rebels took a 29-20 lead into halftime and went
up 33-20 in the opening minutes of the second half. But
after a first half when Vanderbilt shot 29.2 percent, the
Commodores hit nine of their first 17 in the second half.
When James Siakam scored underneath with 6:10 left,
that gave Vanderbilt its first lead since 3-0 at 46-45.

But then the Commodores went cold as Jones
missed a pair of free throws.

Aaron Jones hit a jumper putting the Rebels ahead to
stay with 5:48 to go the first of 11 straight points.

Henderson fed a pass to Perez for a layup. Then
Odom lost the ball on the sideline leading to a scramble
that ended with Henderson hitting a 3-pointer. Henderson
then hit a second consecutive 3, pushing the lead to 55-46
with 3:57 left, and celebrated with a big fist pump in front
of the Vanderbilt student section that had been booing him
all night long when he touched the ball.

Henderson’s back-to-back 3-pointers were the high-
light of the night for the senior guard who came in as the
SEC’s best 3-point shooter and was named the league’s
player of the week on Monday. He forced overtime here
last season from about 30 feet out had trouble connecting
Wednesday night. Henderson also missed a shot just after
he crossed mid-court that bounced off the rim before the
halftime buzzer.

COLLEGE STATION - Vanderbilt coach Kevin Stallings
glanced at the final box on Saturday and seemed as
amazed as anyone at the outcome.

“It’s surprising we would come out with a win,
because eight points from our wing players is usually not
enough,” Stallings said following the Commodores’ 66-55
toppling of Texas A&M before 6,520 fans in Reed Arena.

Rod Odom entered the game averaging a team-high
14.5 points per game, but managed only five. Dai-Jon
Parker chipped in three points, less than half of his usual
6.8 per game. No worries, however, as forward James
Siakam tallied 22 points and 10 rebounds in Vanderbilt’s
first road triumph in Southeastern Conference action.

The Aggies led 34-33 five minutes into the second
half before the Commodores ripped off 13 consecutive
points to build a lead they wouldn’t relinquish. Kyle Fuller
and Siakam accounted for 11 points in that decisive span.

A&M (12-7, 3-3 SEC) cut Vanderbilt’s lead to four at
52-48 with 4:49 remaining, but the Commodores (10-8,
2-4) used a 14-7 run to close out the scoring, and hand
the Aggies a third consecutive loss.

Vanderbilt was down to seven scholarship players,
but snapped a two-game losing streak and improved its
all-time record against the Aggies to 3-0.

Kourtney Roberson led the Aggies with 14 points and
10 rebounds, while Fuller added 19 for the Commodores.

Vanderbilt put the clamps on A&M’s leading scorer,
Jamal Jones, who finished 1 of 9 from the field with seven
points. He entered the contest averaging 18 points in SEC
play.

Vanderbilt forward Luke Kornet surprised Stallings
as well. The 7-footer made 3 of 5 3-pointers, all in the
first half, after entering the game having made one of his
previous 21 attempts.

Neither team was particularly good from the 3-point
line, but Vandernbilt was better by making 7 of 22 (31.8
percent) compared to the Aggies’ 4 of 18 (22.2 percent).
The Aggies outscored the Commodores 12-2 in fast-break
points.

Vanderbilt made 20 of 48 (41.7 percent) from the
field, including 11 of 23 while pulling away in the second
half.

ATHENS, Ga. - Rod Odom scored 16 points as
Vanderbilt defeated Georgia 59-54 and ended the Bull-
dogs’ eight-game home winning streak.

Odom scored Vanderbilt’s (11-8, 3-4 SEC) last field goal
with 3:23 to play, nailing a 3-pointer to put the Commo-
dores up 44-36. Vanderbilt made 15 of 21 free throws the
rest of the way to thwart any comeback efforts by Georgia
(10-9, 4-3).

Dai-Jon Parker scored 15 for Vanderbilt, and Kyle Fuller
added 13 -- 10 of those from the line.

Charles Mann led Georgia with 20 points, hitting 9 of 11
free throws. The Bulldogs shot 27 percent from the field
and a woeful 4 for 23 from behind the 3-point line.

Brandon Morris’s 3-point basket 90 seconds into the
game launched Georgia to an early 8-2 lead. But the
Bulldogs did not make another 3 in the first half, missing
11 straight. The streak reached 17 straight misses before
Georgia hit three of its last five 3-pointers in the last
minute of a desperation comeback attempt.

The teams were tied 12-12 after Morris hit one free
throw with 10:17 to play, but Vanderbilt went on a 13-2
run, highlighted by Odom’s four-point play.

The Commaodores twice led by as much as 10 points,
the last time at 27-17 after two free throws by Fuller with
4:51 to play. Vanderbilt did not score again in the first half.

Georgia managed to narrow the gap to 27-21 with 3:42
to play, and then the Bulldogs did not score again in the
half.

Georgia took a different approach to start the second
half as point guard Mann started to penetrate, getting two
early layups and a free throw to help tie the game 28-all
with 17:20 to go.

However, Vanderbilt regained the lead. The Commo-
dores never put together a dramatic run, but gradually
pulled away from the struggling Bulldogs.

Walk-on Taylor Echols hit a 3-pointer with 57.3 seconds
to play that closed the gap for the Bulldogs to 51-44.
Another 3-pointer by Mann with 15.8 seconds left cut it
to 56-52, but an intentional foul on Georgia’s Kenny Paul
Geno gave Vandy a chance to ice the game with 3 of 4
free throws.

Morris added 12 points for Georgia, which had not lost
a home game since arch-rival Georgia Tech won 80-71
Nov. 15.

NASHVILLE - Slow down the game by using up as
much of the shot clock each possession as possible or
playing zone on defense, the Vanderbilt Commodores are
willing to do whatever it takes.

Now they’re starting to string together some victo-
ries.

Rod Odom scored 18 points, and Vanderbilt beat
Mississippi State 55-49 for their third straight win.

“All the ones that we win are probably going to
be just like this,” Vanderbilt coach Kevin Stallings said.
“They’re probably going to be dog fight, grind-it-out
games where we’ve got to make some plays down the
stretch and at the end. And I'm proud of our team because
we’re getting better at doing that.”

The Commodores (12-8, 4-4 Southeastern Confer-
ence) have to work harder because they’re down to only
seven scholarship players. Kyle Fuller added 14 points
playing a full 40 minutes for his fourth game since league
play started in January, and Dai-Jon Parker notched his
sixth such game. Odom got a minute of rest in the first half
that kept him from his fifth.

Vanderbilt returned to Memorial Gym after win-
ning its first two road games this season and started a
three-game home stand by adding yet another win over
Mississippi State. The Commodores held the Bulldogs to a
season-low in points in winning their fourth in five games
in this series.

Damian Jones also had 13 for Vanderbilt, helping the
Commodores to a 26-16 scoring edge in the paint.

Mississippi State (13-8, 3-5) now has lost three
straight, scoring a season-low in each of the last two.
The Bulldogs also extended their road skid to 13 straight.
Coach Rick Ray noted Thursday night’s loss was to No. 3
Florida and now a good Vanderbilt team on the road.

Thomas scored 16 points for the Bulldogs. Craig
Sword, the Bulldogs’ leading scorer averaging 13.9 points
a game, didn’t score until he hit a jumper with 11:18 left.
He finished with four points.

Vanderbilt outshot the Bulldogs 44.7 percent (21
of 47) compared to 40.4 percent (19 of 47). Ray said his
Bulldogs’ shooting woes are “well documented.” But he
wasn’t happy with his Bulldogs turning the ball over 18
times, which Vanderbilt turned into 24 points.

NASHVILLE - The Vanderbilt Commodores are so short-handed
right now they aren’t even holding shootarounds before games. And
if they had, point guard Kyle Fuller would have missed Wednesday’s
due to an illness that had him at the student-health center most of the
morning.

Fuller even vomited during a timeout in the first half.

Yet Rod Odom hit two free throws with 3.4 seconds left as
undermanned Vanderbilt held off Tennessee 64-60 for its fourth straight
victory, and coach Kevin Stallings couldn’t be more proud of his team.

“They really fought, and we leaked oil there at the end,” Stallings
said “We didn’t handle the end of the game so well. That’s something
we've been doing well. But aside from that, | was just tickled pink with
how well our guys played and how hard they played. Tennessee’s got a
really, really good team.”

0dom finished with 26 points, and Fuller added 12 points and 10
assists for Vanderbilt (13-8, 5-4 Southeastern Conference). The Com-
modores snapped a three-game skid to their in-state rival.

Tennessee (14-8, 5-4) came in having won two straight overall
and five of the last six in this series. The Volunteers wanted to get the
Commodores, with only seven healthy scholarship players, into foul
trouble. But they didn’t get Vanderbilt to pile up enough fouls with only
Damian Jones fouling out.

Richardson had hit a jumper to pull the Vols within 62-60 and
was driving to the basket for a dunk only to be stripped by Dai-Jon
Parker. Odom got the ball, was fouled and hit both free throws for the
win.

Jordan McRae scored 16 points for Tennessee, Josh Richardson
added 14 points and Jarnell Stokes 11 and 14 rebounds.

Vanderbilt outshot Tennessee 52.2 percent (24 of 46) to 37.7
percent (23 of 61) with a 34-22 edge in the paint despite being out-
rebounded 41-26.

The Vols tied it up for the fifth and last time at 53 on a bucket by
Jeronne Maymon with 6:35 remaining to cap a 14-3 run. Parker hit a
3-pointer to put Vandy back ahead. Stokes hit one of two free throws
to pull the Vols within 57-54 before Jones reached way back to throw
down a one-handed, alley-oop dunk off a pass from James Siakam with
4:16 to go.

Stallings said the lob was 2 feet over Jones’ head, and the fresh-
man said he jumped high to grab the ball. The dunk was so pretty Fuller
instantly felt better.

Jones then fouled out with 2:36 left.

Tennessee had led wire-to-wire in winning its last two games,
and the Vols led in the opening minutes in Memorial Gym with their last
at11-9.

Then Odom put Vanderbilt ahead with his second straight
3-pointer on a long fade-away that beat the shot clock with 13:37 left.
Odom hit his first three shots outside the arc and his first six shots for
15 points helping Vanderbilt go up 25-18 with 8:07 remaining.

Stokes went 1 of 5 in the first half, and McRae was 2 of 7. One
sequence late in the half summed up their shooting woes. McRae
missed a jumper, got the rebound and missed another jumper. Stokes
rebounded the ball and tried to go to the basket only to have his shot
blocked by Jones.

The Vols couldn’t even take set up the final shot of the half.
McRae dribbled before throwing the ball in only to have Parker pick off
his pass, and Fuller finished off the fast break with a layup that counted
on goaltending for a 36-26 halftime lead.

NASHVILLE - Michael Qualls sank a 3-pointer with 4
seconds remaining to lift Arkansas to its first road victory
of the season in a 77-75 win that ended Vanderbilt’s four-
game win streak.

Qualls finished with 17 points for the Razorbacks
(15-8, 4-6 Southeastern Conference). Coty Clarke added
14, Rashad Madden scored 12 and Mardracus Wade had
11.

Rod Odom scored 22 points and Kyle Fuller had 20
for the short-handed Commaodores (13-9, 5-5), who have
only seven scholarship players. Fuller’s two free throws
with 11.6 seconds left gave the Commodores a 75-74
lead, and Odom missed a jumper on the buzzer.

Fuller hit one of two free throws and Siakam made
an inside bucket as Vanderbilt went ahead 71-68 with 3
minutes left after a 12-0 run. Madden’s 3-pointer, how-
ever, ended the Razorbacks’ drought and evened the game
again.

Damian Jones scored 12 points for Vanderbilt, and
Dai-Jon Parker had 11 including 3-for-4 from 3-point
range.

The Razorbacks’ hot shooting (15 of 22 for 68
percent the first 16 minutes) and full-court press (nine
first-half steals) wore on the Commodores’ small roster.
Vanderbilt played only eight including a walk-on due to
injury, dismissal and departures.

Parker picked up his fourth foul with 16 minutes to
go just after his 3-pointer pulled the Commodores within
51-48. Wade’s three-point play on the foul pushed Arkan-
sas back out to 54-48, and Bobby Portis stepped out for a
3-pointer for the largest lead at 57-48.

Fuller did a flip after being fouled on the break fol-
lowing Siakam’s block, the basket dropped in and Fuller
-completed the three-point point play to cut it to 68-62.
Vanderbilt then tied it after Siakam had two big defensive
plays, stealing an interior pass before Odom’s 3-pointer
and taking a charge before Jones powered it in for a tie at
68.

Clarke had 11 first-half points on the way to a 20-17
Razorbacks lead, including nine straight during an 11-5
run.

Arkansas scored seven straight points for a 27-19
lead on Qualls’ first 3-pointer and two steals off the press
that led to Jacorey Williams’ back-to-back baskets. But
the Commaodores retook the lead 31-30 with a 12-3 spurt
including four free throws by Fuller and consecutive treys
by Parker and Fuller.
