Sophomore post player Damian Jones is having a stellar sophomore campaign, 
averaging 15.7 points and 7.2 rebounds per game in the first 18 contests.  
Jones, a preseason All-SEC First Team selection by the league’s coaches, has 
scored 20+ points in five games this year and is second in the SEC in field goal 
percentage (.544), fifth in the SEC in scoring, sixth in rebounding, 6th in blocks 
(1.8), and 7th in defensive rebounding (4.7/game).

Freshman Riley LaChance is the leading freshman scorer in the SEC at 13.4 
points per game and is also first among SEC freshmen in three’s made per con-
test at 2.1 per game, which is fourth in the conference overall.  He is also third 
in the SEC overall in 3-point field goal percentage (.418).  He won his second 
SEC Freshman of the Week award after averaging 16.5 points and 6.5 rebounds 
in wins over St. Louis and Yale.  Earlier this year, he poured in a career-high 26 
points in Vanderbilt’s win over Purdue on December 13 and then followed with 
another 26-point game against Western Carolina.  It was the most points scored 
by a Commodore freshman since A.J. Ogilvy scored 27 points on March 13, 
2008, in a first-round game of the SEC Tournament in Atlanta, and the first time 
a Commodore has scored 25 or more points in consecutive games since John 
Jenkins scored 26 at Ole Miss (2/16/12) and 28 at Georgia (2/19/12).

Head Coach Kevin Stallings, the school’s all-time winningest coach, is in his 
16th season with the Commodores and 21st overall as a head coach.  Stall-
ings has 303 career wins at Vanderbilt and 426 overall as a head coach.  He 
has seven 20-win seasons in the last 10 seasons, with six NCAA tournament 
appearances and two Sweet 16’s (2004 and 2007).  He is also one of five SEC 
coaches to win 300 or more games at one institution, joining Kentucky’s Adolph 
Rupp, Florida’s Billy Donovan, and LSU’s Dale Brown and Harry Rabenhorst.

	 LEXINGTON (AP) -- With Kentucky’s slim lead threat-
ened by a Vanderbilt squad that wouldn’t go away, Aaron 
Harrison coolly stepped up to drain the clutch 3-pointer 
that has become a familiar sight for the top-ranked 
Wildcats. 
	 Twin brother Andrew Harrison provided a little more 
cushion with a layup a minute later before Aaron sealed 
Tuesday night’s hard-fought 65-57 victory with two free 
throws that kept the Wildcats perfect on a night that 
featured plenty of blemishes. 
	 All of those flaws were forgotten thanks to the Har-
risons’ 11 combined points down the stretch, with nine 
coming from Aaron. 
	 “He’s as good as any player in the country the way he 
played in the second half,” Kentucky coach John Calipari 
said of his sophomore guard, whom he hugged tight after 
the tense contest. 
	 Aaron Harrison, whose clutch 3s earned Kentucky 
three straight NCAA tournament wins last spring, finished 
with 14 points, all in the second half. Andrew Harrison 
added five points as Kentucky (18-0, 5-0 Southeastern 
Conference) survived its third tight game in five league 
contests. 
	 “I just wanted to do everything I could to help the 
team win,” said Aaron Harrison, who made 4 of 7 from 
the field including two 3s. “I knew I had to get my energy 
together and I did in the second half, which helped me 
play better.” 
	 Kentucky needed that resolve to put away Vanderbilt 
(11-7, 1-4). 
	 The Wildcats didn’t lead by double digits until early in 
the second half, and that 45-33 advantage lasted briefly 
as the Commodores began answering from the perimeter 
to stay within reach.
	 Five combined 3-pointers by Riley LaChance (16 
points) and Matthew Fisher-Davis (13) helped Vanderbilt 
pull within 58-54 with 2:36 left. The Commodores never 
got closer as the Harrisons closed it out for the Wildcats. 
	 Damian Jones had 11 points and seven rebounds 
for Vanderbilt, which shot 42 percent in losing its fourth 
straight and third in a row by a close margin. Fisher-
Davis missed a 3-pointer with 15 seconds left and Wade 
Baldwin IV missed another jumper seconds later that 
Kentucky’s Willie Cauley-Stein rebounded to seal the 
game. 
	 “I thought we did some good things,” Vanderbilt coach 
Kevin Stallings said. “We just didn’t do quite enough. 
There’s really no consolation in doing some good things 
and can’t do enough to win. I thought we rebounded for 
the most part fairly effectively.” 
	 Dakari Johnson added 10 points for the Wildcats, who 
shot 44 percent. Cauley-Stein had 10 of Kentucky’s 33 
rebounds while Karl-Anthony Towns blocked seven shots. 
	 Kentucky definitely needed every contribution in game 
that included 11 missed free throws on 32 attempts. 
	 Though the Wildcats led throughout, they were 
obviously less dominant than in back-to-back routs of 
Missouri and Alabama. Vanderbilt kept that from happen-
ing thanks to a steely resolve and 7-of-18 shooting from 
3-point range. 
	 Stallings made sure to keep his young players’ spirits 
up despite the slump, mainly to keep the Wildcats from 
seizing on an opportunity and rolling to another rout. 	
	 That was a tall task, considering the Commodores 
were 22-point underdogs, but they had chances. 
	 “I don’t think we were scared to come in here and 
play,” LaChance said of playing in Rupp Arena. “We came 
in here fired up and that’s just how we have to go into 
every game.” 

Game Notes
-The Commodores dropped their fourth consecutive game Tuesday night and fell to 11-7 overall and 1-4 in the SEC.
-Vanderbllt moved to 8-18 against number one teams and 0-8 against Kentucky teams ranked number one at Rupp 
Arena.
-Vanderbilt never led in the game, but cut the Kentucky lead to three on two occasions in the second half.
-The Commodores shot 41.5% from the floor for the game and 38.9% from three.  Kentucky was 43.5% from the field 
and 66.7% from three.
-The two Vanderbilt point guards, Wade Baldwin IV and Shelton Mitchell, combined for eight assists and only three 
turnovers.

•	 This is the 112th year of Vanderbilt basketball, with the 
first season taking place in 1900-01.  There were no teams 
in 1904-05 and 1905-06.
•	 The Commodores have been to 13 NCAA Tournaments 
and 11 NIT’s.  Vanderbilt advanced to the Elite 8 in 1965 
(field of 23), and the Sweet 16 in 1988, 1993, 2004, and 
2007.  The Commodores captured the NIT Championship in 
1990 and finished runner-up in 1994.
•	 The Commodores are a charter member of the SEC, 
with the 2014-15 season being the 81st year in the confer-
ence.
•	 Vanderbilt is the only private institution in the SEC with 
the lowest enrollment of any of the 14 schools (6,738).
•	 Vanderbilt’s Perry Wallace became the first African-
American scholarship basketball player in the SEC when he 
took the court in 1967.
•	 The Commodores have 43 career 1,000-point scorers, 
with Shan Foster (2004-08) the all-time leading scorer with 
2,011 career points.
•	 Vanderbilt has had 12 All-Americans since 1950.  They 
are:  Billy Joe Adcock (1950), Clyde Lee (1965), Tom Hagan 
(1969), Jan van Breda Kolff (1974), Will Perdue (1988), Billy 
McCaffrey (1993), Dan Langhi (2000), Matt Freije (2004), 
Derrick Byars (2007), Shan Foster (2008), and John Jenkins 
(2011).
•	 The Commodores had three players drafted in the first 
31 picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins, Atlanta, 
23rd pick, Festus Ezeli, Golden State, 30th pick, Jeffery 
Taylor, Charlotte, 31st pick -  the most by the Commodores 
in one draft.  In all, 35 Vanderbilt players have been selected 
in the NBA Draft since 1950.
•	 The Commodores ended a 61-year SEC Tournament 
drought in 2012 by claiming the tournament championship 
in New Orleans, the team’s first SEC championship since 
1951.
•	 Coach Stallings is the winningest coach in Vanderbilt 
history after surpassing legendary mentor Roy Skinner on 
November 15, 2013, against Lipscomb.
•	 Stallings has led his Commodore teams to 10 
postseason tournaments since his arrival in 1999 and has 
had seven 20+-win seasons.  His 2004 and 2007 teams 
advanced to the Sweet 16 for the first time since the tourna-
ment expanded to 64+ teams.
•	 Stallings has appeared in the NCAA Tournament six 
times, including a stretch of three consecutive appearances 
from 2010-2012.  It was the first time in school history 
that Vanderbilt has advanced to three consecutive NCAA 
Tournaments.
•	 All three of the university’s top all-time scorers played 
for Coach Stallings (Foster, Jeffery Taylor, Matt Freije).  John 
Jenkins, who is 10th on the list, also played for him.
•	 Vanderbilt’s intercollegiate athletics teams are nick-
named the Commodores, in honor of the nickname given 
to founder Cornelius Vanderbilt, who made his fortune in 
shipping.  Vanderbilt donated $1 million to begin “Central 
University” in 1875 - the campus was later renamed for Cor-
nelius because of his generosity.  Cornelius never stepped 
foot on the campus that bears his namesake.

	 Jones, a preseason All-SEC first-team selection, 
was 10 of 13 from the field and grabbed 12 rebounds as 
Vanderbilt (1-0) overwhelmed Trevecca (1-1), which is 
transitioning to NCAA Division II. 
	 Trevecca managed to keep it close trailing 33-30 at 
the half, but Vanderbilt opened the second half on a 13-0 
run, which included a couple spectacular dunks by Jones. 
	 Three freshmen, including LaChance, started for 
Vanderbilt, which is in a major rebuilding mode. The team 
had only seven scholarship players a year ago and must 
now rely heavily on a rotation of five freshmen. 
	 “There’s going to be some inconsistencies with us,” 
said Stallings. “I would like to think, in my more rational 
moments, that I would know that part of that is having a 
team as young as our team is.” 
	 Jones, a sophomore from Baton Rouge, La., will be 
asked to lead the Commodores and that’s what he did 
against overmatched Trevecca, which is about a 15 minute 
drive from Vanderbilt. 
	 Stallings knows that Jones will have be the one that 
guides his young squad. 
	 “We need him to be a guy that can lead us and his 
play inspires confidence throughout the rest of our team,” 
Stallings said. “His play today did that. Let’s see it happen 
against guys that look more like him, play more like him, 
and are more his level of ability.” 
	 Jalen Palm led the Trojans with 11 points. 
	 Vanderbilt was able to dominate inside as Trevecca 
didn’t have an answer for Jones or Kornet, who finished 
with 10 rebounds. The sophomores blocked four shots 
apiece and altered several others.
